For the past few years Clarendon 
College has offered a very popular 
minicourse. This concentrated two 
week course is an effective means of 
earning 3 hours of college credit. 
This year Clarendon College is 
offering two minicourses. Registra­
tion will begin immediately. Because 
of the special nature o f the courses, 
no late registration will be permitted. 
Interested students should contact 
the Office of the Registrar (874-3571) 
for further information.

The English Department will offer 
a sophomore level World Literature, 
English 263, class beginning Mon­
day, May 18. This class will meet 
Monday through Saturday from 8 
a.m. to 12 noon for two weeks and 
will be completed Saturday, May 30. 
This survey course is a study of the 
masterpieces of literature o f the 
western world from the drama of the 
ancient Greeks through the poetry of 
the English Romantics. Two semes­
ters of freshman English are the 
prerequisites for the course. Terry 
Scoggin will be the instructor. The 
cost o f this course will be $75 
including book for a Donley County 
resident and $90 for an Out of County 
Texas resident.

The Business Department will be 
offering a two-week course to im­
prove keyboarding (typing) skills 
from May 18-29. The class will 
be meeting from 1-5 p.m. Monday 
through Saturday, but will make 
necessary adjustments in the time as 
needed by the individual student. 
This course is designed for those who 
wish to improve their speed and 
accuracy on the keyboard. Students 
are expected to have learned to use 
the touch method on the keyboard at 
some time, but do not have to be able 
to type over 15 or 20 words a minute 
currently for the course to be helpful 
to them. It will be ideal for those who 
are wanting to apply for a job this 
summer but need to improve their 
typing skills first. It will also be of 
help to those who have never learned 
to type very fast or accurately and are 
finding difficulty in getting informa­
tion into the computer on onto typing 
paper as quickly as they wish they 
could. Students will have option of 
working on a typewriter or a compu­
ter Keyboard during the course.

By using the scientific approach 
developed by the world’s fastest 
typist, Cortez Peters, each student 
takes a set o f diagnostic tests to 
identify the precise problems that he 
or she may have on the keyboard. 
This way, each student will follow an 
individually prescribed set o f exer­
cises designed specifically for him/ 
her.

This program has had amazing 
results. Mr. Peters, who types over 
200 words a minute, has personally 
taught over 12,000 students, and 
about 600 schools across the nation 
offer his course using locally trained 
instructors. Mrs. Pamela Denney, 
Chair person o f the Business Depart­
ment at Clarendon College, has been 
teaching this course on campus for 
l l/i years and will be the instructor 
for the two-week course this sum­
mer.

According to Mrs. Denney, it is not 
uncommon to find that most students 
starting in the program make over 20 
errors while typing for 5 minutes. 
Many of the students learn to type 
for 5 minutes with no more than 1 
error before the course is over, and 
most learn to type with no more than 
5 errors per 5 minutes timed writing, 
which is the accuracy rate desired for 
most job applicants. Speed is usually 
increased anywhere from 10 to 40 
words a minute.

The cost o f this course with book 
will be $71 for a Donley County 
resident and $86 for an Out o f County 
Texas resident. Come by the Regis­
trar’s Office as soon as possible to 
sign up for this course which has a 20 
student limit due to machine availa­
bility.

Meeting to explain 
TEAMS tests results 
will be May 14th

There will be a meeting held for 
parents that have children in grades 
3, 5, 7. and 9. The meeting will be on 
Thursday, May 14, 1987 at 7:00 p.m. 
in the school cafeteria. The purpose 
of this meeting will be to give an 
overview of the Texas Educational 
Assessment o f Minimum Skills 
(TEAMS) Test that the students took 
in February. Only group results will 
be reported at the meeting. Parents 
will receive a copy of their child’ s 
scores and an explanation of the 
scores and what they mean.

Questions concerning individual 
students will have to be arranged 
through a parent-teacher conference.

We would encourage all parents 
that had a child take the TEAMS test 
this year to attend the meeting.

Wednesday night May 6. person or 
persons unknown entered Citizens 
Cemetery and did approximately

Owen Johnson of Wallace 
Monument stated. “ I counted 31 
stones either broken or turned over. I 
would estimate it will take from 
$6,500 to $12,00 to repair and set the 
stones back up. There could easily be 
another $8,000.00 damage, when 
every stone has been inspected."

Fred Clifford, president of Citizens 
Cemetery stated that there is a 
$200.00 reward for the arrest and 
conviction for those responsible. The 
Cemetery does not carry vandalism 
insurance and it will be the responsi­
bility of the lot owner to see that the 
damage is repaired.

"This kind of vandalism is a 
second class felony, which carries a 
penalty of 2-20 years in the peniten 
tiary. and/or $10,000.00 fine." Don­
ley County Sheriff Jimmy Thompson

Highway 
Commission 
approves 65 
MPH speeds

Following a public hearing requir­
ed by Texas law, the State Highway 
and Public Transportation Commis­
sion voted this morning to increase 
the maximum speed limits on Texas' 
rural Interstate highways.

Pending action by Gov. Bill Cle­
ments, the increased speed limits 
will go into effect at 12:01 a.m.. 
Saturday. May 9.

Raising the maximum speed limits 
on rural segments of Texas’ Inter­
state highways brings into effect 
portions of Texas law that set speeds 
prior to 1974. the year the national 
speed limit was reduced to 55 mph. 
Under the law. large trucks can 
travel at 60 mph during the day and 
55 mph at night. The new provisions 
will allow automobile motorists to 
drive 65 mph. These speeds do not 
apply to any roads other than rural 
Interstate highways.

After approving the new maximum 
speed limits, the highway commis­
sion informed the governor's office of 
its actions.

Under Texas law. the governor has 
seven days to sign a proclamation to 
implement the increase in maximum 
speed limits on Texas rural Interstate 
highways. The increase become 
effective when highway department 
crews post the new signs on rural 
Interstate highways on May 9.

The Youth-centered approach 
applies to all o f 4-H.

Project leaders, organization lead­
ers and parents find the youth-cen­
tered approach helpful when working 
with youngsters, says Terry Floyd, 
county 4-H program leader with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice, The Texas A&M  University 
System.

The youth-centered approach 
mens that:

- focus is on the interests and 
needs o f youth.

- members set their own goals.
- members make plans to reach 

their own goals.
-members cany out their plans.
- members assess progress to­

wards reaching their goals.
Goal assessment is done with help, 

guidance, understanding, encour­
agement and recognition from lead­
ers and parents.

The youth-centered approach does, 
not mean that youngsters should do 
whatever they want. Young people 
need guidance, direction, and help, 
says Floyd. This approach applies to 
general club rules, project and 
activity plans and operations, and 
special events in which 4-H’ers are 
involved. 4-H is a youth program, 
with guidance by adults.

The youth-centered approach en­

courages the youngster’ s natural 
curiosity, enthusiasm, inquisitive­
ness, energy and willingness to do 
the tasks at hand.

This approach helps leaders and 
parents to:

- consider individual needs and
desires o f youth.

• listen to what youth are saying.
-try to see things as a youngster

sees them.
- provide a chance for your 

youngster to be involved in doing 
something.

- help youth decide what is 
reasonable.

• make youth feel wanted and 
respected.

- accept people for what they are 
rather than expecting them to be 
what you want.

Leaders and parents using the 
youth-centered approach for the first 
time may need to change leadership 
style, notes Floyd. Different styles of 
leadership are appropriate at differ­
ent times. When the group is 
formed, it usually depends on leade­
rs for structure and guidance. After 
the initial organizing, a leader can 
work towards increased group deci­
sion making. As the group members 
gain experience, the leader needs to 
be more group-centered to allow for 
maximum development o f members.

Every legislator was aware that the 
70th Texas Legislature would be the 
toughest session held in decades. 
But no one ever dreamed it would be 
this tough.

The Capitol post office says the 
volume of mail is astronomical and 
exceeds past volumes by huge 
amounts.

Every new gimmick imaginable is 
used in the lobbying process. For 
instance, Phillip Morris, some time 
back, placed literature in each carton 
of cigarettes. From their responses, 
they sent back three or four pages of 
printed stationery to their smokers 
with a sharp message neatly typed 
and directed to the State Representa­
tive or Senator in their districts, 
saying smokers' rights were being 
abused. The messages were varied 
so all letters didn't sound the same. I 
have copies o f the Phillip Morris 
correspondence. All these letters 
must be answered and require 
considerable time on the part o f the 
legislator and his staff. There is a bill

that addresses segregated smoking 
in public places. It will never get out 
o f committee.

Lawyers that try cases before 
district and state judges write strong 
letters o f support for salary raises for 
the judges and, no doubt, send blind 
copies o f their letter to their judges.

State agencies advise the recipi­
ents o f benefits that their financial 
and other aid is about to be 
terminated unless they contact their 
legislator. Although strictly prohibit­
ed by law, no doubt, much state 
money is spent on lobby effort. The 
more money and program growth, 
the bigger the lobby effort.

Lobbyists who work for different 
state worker and retireee groups 
send out propaganda advising their 
clients there could be a raid on their 
funds. Later, when their scare stories 
never come to pass, they take full 
credit for putting out a fire that never 
existed.

A best-selling book could be 
written on this subject.

West Texas Utilities Company will 

open its new coal-fired Oklaunion 
Power Station to the public on 
Saturday, May 16, with an open 
house from 10 a.m. till 3 p.m.

“ W e’re inviting everyone inter­
ested in seeing this new plant to 
come out and take a tour,”  said Glen 
D. Churchill o f Abilene president and 
chief executive officer o f WTU.

“ W e’ve had many requests from 
people who’ve seen the plant from a î - 
distance and we know there are many 
others wanting a close-up view of one 
o f the largest electric generating 
units in the state.”  Churchill said.

Both walking and riding tours will 
be available during the five-hour 
open house period. Refreshments 
will be served and souvenirs will be 
handed out to all visitors, with 
special favors for children.

Plant Manager Chuck Adami said 
plenty o f parking space will be 
available and that members of his 
staff will serve as tour guides.

“ W e ’re proud o f the plant and 
we’re hoping for a large erdwd on 
May 16,”  Adami said. He urged 
visitors to wear casual attire, includ­
ing comfortable walking shoes.

The Oklaunion Power Station is the 
largest in W TU ’s system and the first 
to burn coal as boiler fuel. The coal 
comes by train from Wyoming. The 
plant is situated about eight miles 
southeast of Vernon and has become 
a landmark visable from all major 
highways in the area.

Construction began in May 1982 
and the plant was completed and 
placed in service in December 1986.
WTU, a member of the Central and 
South West System, owns 54 percent 
o f the plant and is the operating 
company. The remaining ownership 
is shared by Public Service Co. of 
Oklahoma and Central Power and 
Light Co., both CSW companies; 
Oklahoma Municipal Power Author­
ity and the City o f Brownsville.

“HOW TO HANDLE AN 
EVIL REPORT”

In Proverbs 26:22 we are told, 
“ The words o f a talebearer are as 
wounds, and they go down into the 
innermost parts o f the belly.’ ’ One o f 
the most subtle methods employed 
by Satan to defile Christians is 
through the use o f gossip, slander, 
and whispering campaigns. He uses 
these poison-tongued people to dis­
credit spiritual leadership, multiply 
conflicts in the body o f believers and 
cause division between Christian 
brethren. It also causes lost people to 
mock the church and reject Christ. It 
is said that Ghandi, the father o f 
modern India, once said he would 
have been a Christian had it not been 
for the Christians he had met. The 
world figures if Christians cannot love
one another, they certainly will never 
love a stranger.

Beware the gossip and the slan­
derer. His spirit is marked by bitter­
ness, pride, deception and envy. He 
will test your spirit before giving you 
an evil report o f someone to.be sure 
you are a willing receptide. He will 
do this by dropping a negative 
comment to see your opinion o f the 
person he is able to slander, if  you 
enter into the criticism, he will show 
all he knows and more be has 
supposed. It is difficult to understand 
why people make a practice o f 
critic izing and gossip ing about 
others. Possibly i f  they can tear 
someone else down, it makes them 
look better. Or possibly it is an 
attempt to make others think they 
are more important because they 
have the scoop on someone else. 
What ever the motivation the result 
is also the same; division, strife and 
hurt too often innocent persons.

So what should you do when 
approached by such a person. First of 
all ask them reason for telling you.

(Widening the circle o f gossip only 
compounds the problem.) Secood ask 
them where they got their informa­
tion. A  refusal to identify the source 
is a sure signal o f an evil, false 
report. Third ask if they have gone to 
the person involved. (Even criminals 
have a day in court.) And finally ask 
if you can quote them i f  you check out 
their story. Do not be taken in by the 
claims o f confidentiality or the line, 
“ I didn’t want to hurt anyone.”  I f  
that is true the person should be 
talking to the Lord about the situa­
tion and not to you.

Federal Home Land Bank serves 
savings institution customers

“ Many consumers often don’t 
know where to turn when they have 
questions or. complaints about a 
savings institu tion ,”  says Bob 
Vickers, (Manager o f the Consumer 
and Corporate Affairs Department at 
the Federal Home Loan Bank of 
Dallas.

Answers to these questions or 
complaints about institutions in five 
states -  Arkansas, Louisiana, M is­
sissippi, New Mexico and Texas — 
will often be found in the Consumer 
and Corporate Affairs Department of 
the Federal Home Loan Bank of 
Dallas.

The department works to resolve 
complaints from  consumers o f 
savings institutions, handles charters 
and bylaws and branching requests, 
interprets FSLIC insurance regula­
tions and answers questions ranging 
from how adjustable rate mortgages 
work to how interest is computed on 
certificates o f deposit, Vickers says.

The department receives about 60 
telephone calls per week from con­
sumers and about 20 written com­
plaints. "M ost o f our telephone calls 
are requests for general information 
or queries as to whether a specific 
institution is covered by FSLIC 
insurance,”  says Vickers. “ Consum­

ers telephoning in complaints are 
asked to send a brief letter and 
copies of any documentation that 
may help explain any conflict.”  The 
department checks every complaint 
that is filed for possible regulatory 
violations. A  copy o f the complaint is 
sent to the savings institution involv­
ed. In cases that may involve 
regulatory violations the institution is 
asked to respond directly to the 
department prior to the bank’s 
attempting to solve the problem for 
the consumer.

“ Most complaints that come to our 
office arise from a lack o f communi­
cation between the institution and 
the comsumer,”  he said.

The department works to resolve 
consumer complaints to the mutual 
satisfaction o f the consumer and the 
institution. The Dallas Bank advises 
institutions to appoint a Complaint 
Resolution Specialist within the insti­
tution “ to act as a traffic manager, 
directing customers with questions 
or problems to the proper person 
within the organization to provide 
answers and hopefully arrive at a 
satisfactory resolu tion ,”  Vickers 
says.

Tobacco budworm resistance to pyrethroids 
can be managed

Cotton growers could face serious 
problems with tobacco budworm 
(TBW) resistance to pyrethroid inse- 
ticides unless they uniformly follow 
management strategies suggested by 
entomologists in areas where resis­
tance is a growing threat. That’s the 
assertion of Dr. Frank Carter, asso­
ciate director o f agricultural research 
at Cotton Incorporated’ s Research 
Center, Raleigh, N.C.

"Pyrethroid insecticides are the 
most effective and environmentally 
safe chemicals that cotton farmers 
have ever used,”  explains Carter. 
“ But in recent years tobacco bud- 
worms have become increasingly 
tolerant o f pyrethroids. Last year this 
was documented in parts o f Texas, 
Louisiana. Arkansas and Mississippi. 
This has the potential to develop in 
other areas o f . the Cotton Belt 
wherever the tobacco budworm is a 
problem.”

Insect resistance is nothing new to 
cotton farmers. Boll weevils, boll- 
worms and tobacco budworms have 
all developed resistance to certain 
classes of insecticides within the last 
25 years. In the late 1970’s when 
cotton growers were faced with 
serious bollworm and tobacco bud- 
worm control problems, emergency 
use o f new synthetic pyrethroid 
products was granted. This led to 
rapid adoption of pyrethroid insecti­
cides in widespread use today.

Since those days, researchers have 
learned a lot about the genetics of 
pyrethroid resistance, says Carter. 
And he feels that if growers follow 
pyrethroid guidelines to dampen 
tobacco budworm resistance, pyre­
throids may be used effectively for 
years to come.

Two sets o f guidelines have al­
ready been formulated-one for the 
Mid-South states o f Mississippi, 
Louisiana and Arkansas, and another 
for Texas, particularly around the 
Uvalde and San Angelo areas.

“ The better the cooperation, the 
more effective these programs will 
be,”  he points out. “ I f  half of the 
farmers decided not to follow the 
guidelines, while the other half did, 
it could cause even more problems.

“ For example, if half the cotton 
farmers in an area decided to apply 
pyrethroids early in the season, the 
tobacco budworms would begin to 
build resistance and convey that 
characteristic to future generations, ’ ’ 
explains Carter.

Carter points out that a similar 
plan was put into use by Australian 
growers in 1983 when a bollworm 
species developed pyrethroid resis­
tance.

“ The Australian growers had a 
good resistance management plan 
and followed it,”  he notes. “ Their 
guidelines are still being followed, 
and. I ’ve heard o f no reports o f a 
resurgence in resistance since then.”

“ There’s no question that pyre­
throid resistance in tobacco bud­
worms poses a serious potential 
problem for U.S. cotton growers,”  
says Carter. “ But what’s even more 
serious is the potential for losing the 
effectiveness of pyrethroids prema­
turely. Pyrethroid resistance can be 
delayed if we follow the guidelines of 
experts who have based their re­
commendations on solid research.”

in evidence preservation. He is fully 
aware of the problems we encounter 
in the field and has designed several 
ingenious methods o f capturing, 
enhancing and photographing latent 
prints that would otherwise have 
gone undetected. We have been the 
fortunate recipients o f Mr. Emmons 
multi-dimensional talents. There has 
been an unselfish transfer of know­
ledge, time, equipment and innova­
tive techniques that have been 
instrumental in sharpening and re­
fining our individual skills. W e are 
now able to apply his maverick 
lighting techniques (unique use of 
florescent and ultra violet light) to 
our workplace with anticipatory pro­
mise.

Equal to his contribution* in the 
field of lighting techniques has been 
his procedures for dealing with 
burned objects. This still has proven 
invaluable, as in leading to the arrest 
and conviction o f those responsible 
for the murder o f Rice University 
coed Cindy Rounsaville. The ability 
to secure workable, identifiable 
latent fingerprints from charred 
remains is a tribute to the perserver- 
ance and dedication of Mr. Emmons.

If we could only harness his drive 
and those rare, enviable qualities 
that enable him to proceed in the face 
o f Seemingly insurmountable obsta­
cles, our results would be magnified. 
He seems to thrive on obliterative 
evidence, it is his catalyst. We are o f 
the opinion that Mr. Emmons is a 
criminalistic magician .... one who is 
able to pull evidence out of obscurity. 
He realizes that his ingenuity is his 
most vital asset in overcoming what 
appears to be limited scientific 
solutions. His adaptive procedures 
are simply the by-products of crea­
tive instinct and an almost single- 
minded preoccupation with achieving 
results.

It is imperative that we recognize 
the contributions of this prominent 
Houston Fire Department employee. 
The positive impact he has had on 
our criminal investigations can never 
be repaid in words. It is the 
consensus o f the Latent Print Section 
o f the Identification Division to 
commend Mr. B.W. Emmons for 
outstanding service and recommend 
he be given the Ch iefs Commenda­
tion Award.

Mr. B.W. Emmons was raised in 
Clarendon, attended Clarendon 
School and is the son of A.J. and 
Bertha Emmons o f Clarendon.

Special Haying and Grazing 

of 1987 ACR
Donley County has been granted 

authority to approve request to hay 
and graze 1987 ACR during the 5 
months non-grazing period. When 
requested by the farm’s operator, 
approved cover on ACR in the county 
may be:

1. Grazed by the producer’s own 
livestock.

2. Grazed by another producer’ s 
livestock with the enrolled produc­
er’ s permission.

3. Mechanically harvested for fiay, 
green chop, or ensilage for:

a. Feeding to the producer’ s own
livestock.

b. Feeding to another producer’s
livestock.

c. Current use, or for storage for 
future use.

Producers shall:
1. Not charge for grazing ACR.
2. Not charge for the value of 

vegetative growth mechanically har­
vested when used by another pro­
ducer.

After grazing out or haying ap­
proved cover, producers may estab­
lish a later approved cover for haying
and graz>ng-

Final date to report small grains 
May 15,1987

The last day to report small grains 
(wheat, rye, barley, oats), ACR 
acreage with a small grain cover, and 
conrerving use acreage (CU) with a

small grain cover is May 15, 1987. 
This applies to farms not participa­
ting in the 1987 Farm Program as 
well as participating farms.

If  there is a doubt as to the acres of 
a crop, I encourage you to make use 
o f the measurement service available 
in this office. Incorrect acreage 
reports will result in loss o f program 
benefits plus liquidated damages for 
not complying with provisions o f the 
contract.

Reduced ACR
I f  your projected 1987 payments 

exceed the S50.000 payment limita­
tion,, you are eligible for a reduction 
in required ACR. If  you are interes­
ted in reducing your ACR, you must 
file and sign a request before June 1, 
1987.

Producers should be aware that 
custom fanning on a farm in which 
you have any interest will result in a 
combined entity. The custom fanners 
and the person for whom custom 
farming is being performed will ahve 
one payment limit.

This same rule is true on CRP 
farms. If you farm land not in the 
CRP Program on a farm that has 
some land in the CRP. you cannot 
custom farm the CRP land without 
being combined with the owner.

Disposition date* for small grains
Producers who desire to not des­

troy their small grain cover on ACR 
or CU have until May 15, 1987 to 
come to this office and file a request 
(Cost $10.00) to leave small grain 
standing. The acres may not ever be 
harvested. If this request is not made 
the small grain must be substantially 
grazed out. bailed or destroyed by 
May 15th.

It is important to remember that 
any volunteer small grain standing 
on May 15th, will be considered as 
grain. If these excess acres are not 
substantially grazed down by this 
date you will have to plow, shred, or 
pay the 510.00 fee to leave them 
standing.

Q: My 14-year-old son keeps cut­
ting class. Am I responsible for keep­
ing him in school? Whatever hap­
pened to truant officers?

A: Although some counties have spe­
cialized juvenile authorities, any law 
enforcement officer may enforce the de­
linquency laws. Unexcused voluntary 
absence on 10 or more parts of days 
within six months, or three or more 
parts o f days withnin four weeks, con­
stitutes conduct indicating a need for 
supervision. If your son is found by a 
court to be in need o f supervision, then 
he may be placed in a foster home or 
other juvenile facility. Although you 
might not be responsible for keeping 
him in school, if your son is found to 
need supervision outside the home, the 
court may order you to contribute child 
support.

Q: Is there a “ grace”  period in 
which I won’t get penalized for for­
getting to have my car inspected? I 
heard we had the first five days of 
the next month before we would be 
ticketed.

A: State law provides that a motor ve­
hicle can operate on the highways for 
five days after the inspection certificate 
expires. After the fifth day. however, the 
driver may be ticketed and found guilty 
o f a misdemeanor offense.
