Most of the medicinés that carry “shake well”
labels are suspensions. A suspension is a liquid
with fine particles of active ingredients dispers-
ed thyoughout water or other solvents. When
first nufactured, the particles are evenly
dispersed-With time, these particles either settle
to the bottom or rise to the top of the container.

A potential hazard associated with suspen-
sions that are not properly shaken before being
used is that they may deliver doses that are
too strong or too weak. If active ingredients
settle to the bottom, for example, the doses first
taken may contain only water or flavoring
agents. The last doses would contain the con-
centrated drug.product.
