This question bothers many people. Some just 
refuse to think about it, because their mind is made 
up. Those whose minds are made up could not be 
saved an3rway, because one must yield his will to 
the will of Ood in order to be saved. (Matt. 7:21)

In answering the question about baptism and ■ 
salvation we must let the word of Ood be our guide, j

We are reconciled unto Ood by the death of 
nis Son (Rom. 5.10). We are “baptised into his! 
death.” (Rom. 6:3) Therefore, we cannot be recon­
ciled unto Ood without baptism.

Paul says, ‘T endure all things for the elect's 
.  sakes, that they may also obtain the salvation which

is in Christ Jesus with eternal glory." (2 Tim. 2:10) 
Salvation is IN Christ. There is no salvation OUT­
SIDE of Christ (Acts 3:27). But, we are baptized 
INTO Christ (Oal. 3;27). “For as many of you as 
nave been baptized into Christ have put on Christ ”

To deny that baptism saves us is to flatly con­
tradict the word of Ood. Peter says, “The like fig­
ure whereunto baptism dotli also now save us, (not 
the putting away of the filth of the flesh, but the 
answer of a good conscience toward Ood), by the 
resurrection of Jesus Christ.” (1 Pet. 3:21). No one 
can liave the answer of a good conscience toward 
Ood without baptism.

The water in baptism does not save, but the 
efficacy is in the blood of Christ (1 John 1:7). We 
reach the blood when we are baptized Into Christ’s 
death where His blood was .shed. (John 19:34, Rom. 
6:3.4). Baptism is not an act of human merit, but 
an act of faith in the merit of Christ. “Buried with 
him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with him 
through the faith of the operation of Ood. who hath 
raised him from the dead” (Col 2:12).
