have been definitely determined 
for consideration by the regular 
session of the Legislature next 
month. Other movements are un­
der way and by the time the Leg­
islature convenes the number of 
proposed amendments will probab­
ly be 50 or 60.

legislators are certain that the 
following amendments will be pro­
posed:

To extend the two-year terms of 
elected State officials to four 
years.

To make the terms of county 
and district officials four years.

To permit the State to lend Its 
credit for Industrialization.

Giving the State Tax Commis­
sioner authority to supervise coun­
ty and district property assess­
ments for the ad valorem tax.

Prohibiting diversion of any gas­
oline tax money from State high­
way funds.

Providing for a bond issue of ap­
proximately *200,000.000 for high­
ways.

To consolidate certain depart­
ments now authorized by the Con­
stitution.

Putting all natural resources 
taxes on the same percentage 
basis.

Providing for payment of $30 a 
month to all persons more than 
65 years old and carrying some 
revenue structure.

Permitting a unicameral Legis­
lature.

To abolish the State ad valorem 
tax and substitute some other 
form of tax.

Increasing the exemption on 
homesteads from the State prop­
erty tax from $3,000 to $5,000.

Permitting the raising of $500.- 
000 to advertise Texas.

Providing for another bond issue

for relief purposes.
Just how far the movement for 

holding a constitution convention 
to draft a new organic law will get 
is not known, because legislators 
are taking little interest in it. The 
present Constitution was adopted 
in 1876 and at times it is referred 
to as "a horse and buggy Constitu­
tion.”— Austin Times.

I rainfall on Individual farms and 
j  ranches, C. (Dutch) Hohn, special- 
j 1st In soil and water conservation 
with the Texas A&M College Ex­
tension Service, said in comment­
ing on Governor James Allred's re­
cent proclamation, creating Janu­
ary 8-14 as Soil and Water Conser­
vation Week.

“The conservation job In Texas 
Is already more than a third fin­
ished as far as the crop land of 
the state Is concerned, and the run­
o ff of water and loss of soil Is 
much greater on cultivated land 
than on pastures and ranches,” 
Hohn pointed out.

“The 20,000 dams built by farm­
ers and ranchmen during the past 
two years as water reservoirs for 
cattle alone have a capacity of 
more than 200.000 acre feet of 
water, or cover one-fifth the ca­
pacity of the great Buchanan 
dam” , he declared.

KITCHEN MARKET 
AID TO FARMERS

COLLEGE STATION. — M a n y 
question marks face the Texas 
fanner in relation to his 1939 in­
come prospects, the outlook report 
of the USDA Bureau of Agricul­
tural Economics shows.

The agricultural Income Is in­
fluenced primarily by consumption 
or market demands, H. H. William­
son, director of the Texas A&M 
College Extension Service, points 
out, and the fanner can exert very 
little Individual Influence on the 
expansion of domestic and foreign 
markets.

"The Texas farmer does have a 
big opportunity, however, to de­
velop what might be termed the 
kitchen market," Williamson de­
clared. "The opportunity lies In 
producing, storing, and preserving 
an adequate food and feed supply

Decreased Hopper 
Epidemic Is Seen 

For 1939 Season
Only Southern Area Faces 

Infestation Heavy As 
That of 1938

WASHINGTON. —  The agricul­
ture department said recently 
grasshopper outbreaks In states 
west of the Mississippi River prob­
ably would be less severe In 1939 
with the possible exception of the 
southern area.

The department said heavy egg 
deposits In eastern and southeast­
ern Colorado, parts of the Pan­
handle o f Texas and Oklahoma and 
In northeastern New Mexico offer­
ed a potential Infestation In 1939 
which may rival that of this year.

On the other hand, It said, a re­
cent survey of grasshopper eggs 
Indicated a reduction of egg counts 
ranging from one-third to two- 
thirds In Wisconsin, Iowa, Mis­
souri, Kansas and Oklahoma.

The bureau of entomology esti­
mated on the basis o f the egg 
count there would be a need of 
206,242 tons of grasshopper halt 
for control of hoppers next year.

The department’s report of esti­
mated values of crops lost to 
grasshoppers or saved by use of 
poison bait in states Where Infes­
tations were heaviest this year in­
cluded:

Oklahoma—lost 82,831,171; sav­
ed, 88,727,536.

Texas— lost, 81,766,908; saved, 
810,238,988.

Fewer Texans Killed 
During Last Month

AUSTIN, Dec. 27.—Texas scored 
Us banner safety month in Novem­
ber when the lives of 83 pedes­
trians and motorists were saved, 
compared with the records of the 
corresponding month of 1937.

State police said the record shat­
tering figures, which showed that 
137 persons were killed in traffic 
crashes last month, made "wrong 
guessers" out o f safety statistic­
ians who had predicted a toll of 
165 for that football-fanned per­
iod. Safety Director Homer Gar­
rison, Jr., referred to the sharp de­
crease as "the biggest encourage­
ment state officers have had in 
many months.”

Faced with the prosper,! of an 
favorable weather, heavily traf­
ficked roads and shortened periods 
o f clear visibility, highway patrol­
men, Director Garrison said, 
strengthened their vigilance along 
death "corridors" in November and 
worked many extra hours in their 
efforts to discourage speeding and 
reckless driving. Even the Thanks­

giving holiday death record was
halved, he said.

With 36 pedestrian deaths listed 
on the November crash reports—  
19 less than that month last year— 
the safety director declared that 
the education of those who walk on 
streets and highways is the most 
likely way to make headway In 
pedestrian safety work.

"With nearly 40 pedestrians kill­
ed each month in Texas, "Director 
Garrison said, “ there is every need 
for increased vigilance on their 
part. Motorists, contrary to many 
opinions, are rarely at fault when 
a pedestrian is struck down by a 
vehicle."

Selective enforcement, the safety 
department's remedy for decreas­
ing serious and fatal vehicle col­
lisions, will be continued “more In­
tensely than ever before," Director 
Garrison continued. He said neces­
sity for a strict and impartial pro­
gram of that type had been proved 
in the general 22 percent death 
drop maintalnel In Texas this year.
