Severe windstorm s can 

make life difficult on rural 
areas of the Texas Panhan­
dle. One of the most econo­
mical ways we can tame 
these high winds is through 
the use of windbreaks.

A great deal of soil mois­
ture is lost during wind 
storms. Windbreaks are de­
signed to reduce the wind 
velocity and conserve soil 
moisture which is so impor­
tant to farming in this area. 
This extra moisture at plant­
ing time can play a major 
part in getting that good 
stand that farmers hope for 
every year. Then, after the 
crop is up, the dense stand of 
trees will protect the plants 
from strong winds that could 
destroy crops in their early 
stages.

Farmstead headquarters is 
another area where wind­

breaks piny an important 
role. The trees effectively 
block the wind to provide 
excellent working conditions 
within the perimeter of the 
windbreak on even the win­
diest days, it is 
that a well-planned, estab­
lished windbreak can also 
save up to 30 per cent in 
heating and cooling costs. 
Two or three rows of trees 
not only protect tile farm­
stead from high winds but 
also improve the beauty, 
privacy and overall quality of 
life within their boundaries.

One last benefit derived 
from windbreaks is their 
importance in providing good 
wildlife habitat. Strips of 
trees can provide year round 
cover for upland game bird 
species such as dove, quail 
and pheasant.

A windbreak consisting of

of the windbreak can 
greatly enhanced by t lb  
addition of one or two ta rn  f f  
hardwoods such as 
Ash, Russian Olive,
Orange and Plum.

The cost of establishing a 
windbreak is surprisingly 
small. Potted conifer seed­
lings cost $1.00 to $1.50 
each. Bare roots sell for 
about .35 cents each. The 
trees grow rapidly and will 
begin offering protection in 
as little as four or five years.

The 
meaning is dear. There o k  
more important things than 
bread. One’s reputation is 
more valuable, and so is 
one's integrity. The setting 
for the quotation Jesus used 
was at the end of Moses’ life. 
He addressed the people for 
the last time and recounted 
all that God had done for 
them. He reminded them of 
their hunger in the desert 
before they received the 
manna. He told them their 
hunger was to humble them 
and to show their depen­
dence upon God. Also that 
bread alone would never 
satisfy them fully. It is 
interesting that Jesus quoted 
this text when He was so 
hungry. The real test for Him 
was to refuse to use His 
power selfishly for Himself. 
Throughout His ministry He 
never once pampered Him­
self.

The principle here is one of 
priorities. There is no con­
demnation upon the necessi­
ties of life, but there is a 
statement that they are sec­
ondary. It is so easy to be 
concerned only with oursel­
ves and our comfort. How­
ever, when we really consi­
der the most im portant 
things of life, surely physical 
things would be way down on 
the list. To most of us a 
realationship with God would 
head the list with family 
and friends coming next. 
Ability to provide for our 
family is important but their 
spiritual welfare is most im­
portant. Perhaps we need to 
remind ourselves of this as 
we pass through the npw 
year.

ESTROGEN CONTROVERSY

During the past 15 to 20 years, estrogens 
have been used extensively in the female 
m enopause...nam ely, “ hot flashes’’. In 
1975, the first articles were published that 
suggested a link between estrogen use and 
an increased chance of developing endome­
trial (uterine) cancer.

Several reports indicated that the higher 
the dose of estrogen and the longer the drug 
was taken, the greater the chances were for 
developing this form of cancer.

Recent reports critize the former studies 
as being improperly constructed. It is 
claimed that patients analyzed may not have 
been representative of those receiving 
estrogens. It is also pointed out that certain 
noncancerous problems were possibly mis­
diagnosed as cancer.

One article in the New England Journal of 
medicine suggests that there are many 
benefits to be received from estrogen 
therapy. These include the prevention of 
osteoporosis (thinning of bone) and subse­
quent bone breaks.

The questions related to the use of 
estrogens may not be resolved for some 
time. Until then, we will assuredly hear 
much on both sides of the estrogen 
controversy.
