BLAZE CONSUMES
LELIA LAKE GIN

Smith Brothers Estimated
Loss Set at $18,000

Fire late yesterday afternoon
leveled the Smith Bros. Gin in
Lelia Lake at what gin officials
estimated as a $30,000 loss,

The gin had been closed through-
out the day for the funeral servic-
es for Mrs. W, M. Smith, mother
of the owners, which was held in
MclLean only shortly before the
fire,

The cause of the blaze, which
originated in the cotton house ad-
joining the gin, was not determin-
ed.

E. L. Lewis, Lelia Lake farmer,
discovered the fire as he and Jess
Dodson, the only employee present,
went to store cotton brought in by
Lewis for ginning Thursday.

Lewis said he smelled smoke
and when he and Dodson opened
the cotton store room door, flame
burst out. Within a few minutes
the entire gin was a conflagation,
he stated.

The Clarendon fire department
answered the call but were power-
less against the terrific heat be-
cause of lack of water.

The flames, fed by dry lumber,
lint cotton and seed, quickly en-
veloped the building and spread
rapidly to the gin. Recovery work
was impossible. Furniture and
equipment were taken from the of-
fice but the structure, some dist-
ance from the gin, did not igtite.

Ed Dishman, official with the
Smith Bros, Gin company, said the
gin was partially covered by in-
surance. The amount carried he
said, was only about $12,000.

BRITISH, FRENCH, ITALIAN AND
GERMAN LEADERS IN CONFERENCE

Parley Said to Be Final Effort Toward Preventing Another

Tenseness, Common People

Are Jubilant Over Prospects of Peace

Threats of Rebellion Heard As Leaders Gather In Munich
To Thresh Out Differences of Opinion

In Munich, Germany today sit
four men called together by Pre-
mier Mussolini through an appeal
made by President Roosevelt, These
four leaders are Premiers Mussolini
of Italy, Daladier of France, Prime
Minister Chamberlain of England
and Chancellor Hitler of Germany.
Their alleged purpose is to thresh
out the differences between Ger-
many and Czechoslovakia, the two
nations being upon the brink of
war, Hitler having given the
Czechs until October 1st to evacu-
ate certain territory.

England, France and Russia
mobolized for war to back the
Czechs early in the week. Italy de-
clared her intention to back Ger-
many in the event of war. The
French and British have their arm-
ies and equipment on the west Ger-
man line facing a German army
said to be stronger than during
World War time.

Late radio reports by short wave
after 10 a, m, today indicated the
possibility that the king of Italy
would abdicate in favor of the
Duke of Piedmont who was ex-

pected to lesd a redhellion m\lﬂ’-
’ Premier Mussolini. Reports also in-
| dicated a threatened rebelilon in
| Germany by the masses who wildly
| cheered the French and English
! leaders as they stepped out of air-
planes at Munich today on their
way to the conference.

Leaders of all other European

nations today are using their in-
fluence to prevent Hitler ordering
his armies into Czech territory
which, they state, would mean an-
other World War of greater mag-
nitude than the last.

Canning Equipment
Provided By FSA For
Hall and Donley Co.

The Farm Security Administra-
tion is providing pressure cookers
for their clients to assist them in
carrying on a live-at-home pro-
gram,

Approximately seventy families
in Hall and Donley Counties have
received this equipment. Every ef-
fort is being made by thrifty FSA
families to fill the food preserva-
tion budget this fall,

An adequate supply of fruits and
vegetables for one person for the
thirty non-productive weeks of the
year are as follows:

Canned-—-Tomatoes 15 quarts,
greens 10 quarts, string beans 6
quarts, peas 24 quarts, berries 3
quarts, peaches 5 quarts, cherries
3 quarts, pears 215 quarts, plums
2% quarts, rhubarb 2 quarts,

Stored—Squashes 10 Jbs,, Car-
rots 7 1bs,, beets 7 1bs, turnips
9 1bs., onions 8 1bs., cabbage 20 1bs,,
apples 30 lbs,

Dried—Peaches 114 lbs., apricots
1% lbs., prunes 5 pounds.

Storage plays an important part
in the preservation of food. A
storage room should be well venti-
lated, dry, clean, dark, free from
odors, and cool, as low storage
temperature aids in preserving the
quality of canned and stored foods.

Cellars, basements, ‘dugouts”
and the ventilated pantry, if prop-
erly constructed and ventilated,
can be made to meet these require-
ments in Texas.

A ventilated pantry is one so
constructed that the cool air which
is stored up under the house is
dnwn slowly through the pantry
during the day and keeps the foods
in the pantry at approximately the
same temperature as can be main-
tained in a cellar or other under-
ground storage place,

As important as the pantry it-
self are the containers and the
way in which they are labeled and
stored,

A well organized pantry makes
meal planning easy because the
general food divisions suggest the
daily food need of the family.

As the top of any storage room
is warmest and the bottom coolest,
the following arrangement is sug-
gested:

Top shelf—Pickles, relishes, pre-

serves, jellies, and other sweets, as

SOUR DOUGH BISCUIT RECIPE

Bring a half gallon of water to
& boiling point. To this add three
peeled Irish spuds and sweeten
slightly with plain sugar, Add one
yeast cake, teaspoon of salt and
enough flour to make good batter.
