Grant will improve water
system in Hedley in 2001

The City of Hedley has received
a grant for water system improve-
ment. The grant of $247.695 was
made available through the Texas
Community Development Program.

The goal of the project 1s o
remove the old lines and replace them
with new and even larger lines in
some areas.

According to Randy Shaw, Hed-
ley City Secretary, some of the lines
currently being used have been there
since 1927 and are in major need of
replacement.

“Our biggest concern right now
is to get rid of the lead seals and lead
lines that are currently being used,”
said Shaw.

Some of the main lines are a
cast-iron pipe with a lead seal con-
necting them, and most of the service

lines to houses are lead lines as well.
There are also some problems with
leakage in the lines.

Approximately 1,350 feet of four
inch PVC pipe, 7,900 feet of six inch
PVC pipe, 1,080 feet of eight inch
pipe, and 3,100 feet of three-quarter
inch service tubing will be replaced.

In addition to the replacement of
the lines, three new fire hydrants will
be added. Shaw said a major advan-
tage to adding the fire hydrants will
be the improvement of Hedley's fire
fighting abilities.

The project is slated to start in the
spring of 2001 and will last approxi-
mately three months. The work will
include most sections of town with
115 residents benefiting.

Shaw hopes the improvements
made to the lines will improve water
quality and service to the customers.

Authorities arrest 2 men

suspected of

Law officers believe two men
arrested in Pampa last week are
responsible for dozens of rural bur-
glaries across the region, including
three in Donley County.

Warrants alleging burglary in
Ochiltree County and Ellis County,
Okla., have been issued against
Ascension Perez, 45, and Hector
Urrutia, 24, both of Pampa, officials
said. Both men, arrested May 29
on unrelated charges, are suspects in
about 20 other cases involving more
than $100.000 worth of construction
and farm equipment.

“They’re going to be our guys,”
Donley County Sheriff Jimmy
Thompson said. “As soon as we get
all the ducks lined up, I'll get war-
rants for them.”

The men had been under surveil-
lance for several weeks.

“About a month and a half ago,
a farmer and rancher from the Pampa
area came upon this black pickup on
his place,” Ochiltree County Sheriff
Joe Hataway said. “He got their tag
number and description and turned

farm thefts

it over to sheriff (Don) Copeland in
Pampa. A subsequent investigation
led us all to believe these are the guys
who’ve been stealing us blind.”

Authorities recovered construc-
tion equipment stolen in Shattuck,
Okla., when they arrested Perez and
Urrutia, Hataway said.

Gray County Chief Deputy David
Russell said the men were stopped
for traffic violations about 1 a.m. on
May 29.

“With us and other counties, a
lot of other (burglary) warrants are
being issued; they just haven’t been
(ccmpleted) yet,” he said.

Authorities said they believe
burglaries in Donley, Gray, Moore,
Carson, Ochiltree, Wheeler, Roberts,
Oldham, Beaver (Okla.), and Ellis
(Okla.) counties are all related. All
occurred in the last nine months.

“We wound up with three - two
barn burglaries and (somebody) stole
a welder off a truck at Jericho,”
Thompson said.

Thompson declined to say why
he's convinced the Donley County
thefts were committed by the men

Feds may run Bill
Gates out of USA

The government’s relentless hammering of a great
American company could have unexpected conse-
quences. ZDTV and the BBC reported over the weekend
that Canada is looking to lure Microsoft north of the
border.

The deal supposedly offered by officials in Van-
cover, British Columbia, would give Bill Gates’ software
company “favorable™ treatment, which could include a
loan for building a new headquarters.

Relocating would also have another, more important
benefit. It could put Microsoft out of reach of the United
States government, which has labeled the company a
monopoly and is threatening to break it into two or more
Baby Bills.

If Microsoft did pack its bags, the biggest loser
would likely be Washington state. The company employs
more than 20,000 at its facility in Redmond, WA. The
disappearance of that many high tech, high paying jobs
would put a damper on any local economy.

A Microsoft spokesman, however, says the company
plans to stay in the good ol’ U.S. of A. and beat the
government.

You have to give credit to Gates and Microsoft.
They’ve made it to the top in an extremely competitive
industry that has chewed up and spat out a lot of people.
And now the company is battling its toughest opponent
— an opponent that likes to point automatic weapons at
young children. I'm talking, of course, about General
Reno and her so-called “justice” department.

Reno has a turned a blind eye to a slew of alleged
infractions by members of the current administration,
but her department supposedly knows best what is good
for the software marketplace. And she has no qualms
about applying laws written for the 19th century to a
“new economy” business that is completely different
from those of the 1890s.

“Serious remedies are required to restore competi-
tion,” the government said in a statement last week. The
government’s idea of a serious remedy is to try to destroy
Microsoft by breaking it into two or more pieces.

Isn’t it ironic that the feds are lecturing us on compe-
tition? The government has written the book on being a
monopoly. Take a look at the federally protected monop-
oly of the United States Postal Service. (Now there is
something that needs a serious remedy.)

What did Microsoft do that has incurred the wrath
of government? It merely succeeded. Microsoft, through
the natural talents of its founder — Bill Gates, has met
the needs of consumers and helped change the face of the
American - and some might say the global — economy.
Through innovation and ingenuity Microsoft has domi-
nated its competition. And, of course, Microsoft and
Gates have become very, very wealthy. In short, the
American Dream was achieved.

There is nothing sinister in that dream. There is
nothing evil about it. But based on the reaction of the
federal government, you would think that Gates was
Satan himself.

From the standpoint of a businessman, I find the
Microsoft case troubling.

It is not enough in this country that we have a
progressive income tax system that punishes those who
work hard to earn a living. It is not enough that we have
a system that confiscates 12.4 percent of our payrolls for
use in some generational shell game known as Social
Security. It is not enough that we must deal with govern-
ment environmental regulations that are based on slanted
science. Now, if you work hard and overcome all the
obstacles of your own government, of the marketplace,
and of the competition, you can be threatened with an
anti-trust lawsuit. Now, some nincompoop in Washing-
ton, DC, can decide that you're an old meanie and that
you don’t deserve the success you have achieved.

How would you like to work your whole life for
something and then have someone like General Reno try
to undo it?

You couldn’t really blame Microsoft if they did
move to Canada. In fact, I'm surprised more companies
don’t consider the same course of action. If I ran a
tobacco company, I'd darn sure be looking to buy an
island in the Pacific and relocate out of the reach of
the Health Nazis and the trial lawyers. But companies
still remain here despite being abused by government
agencies and the legal system.

It would be nice if our government would realize
that it is people like Bill Gates who have made this coun-
try great. People like Gates, Ford, Edison, and others
have helped keep America on the cutting edge of techno-
logical developments in the 20th century. If that is to
continue in the new century, our government must back
off. The American people should be freed from high
taxes and federal intrusiveness.

The next president should direct the justice depart-
ment to drop this ridiculous case. And hopefully, the next
president will understand the importance of the American
Dream and will not seek to destroy those who achieve it.

They think their govern-
ment’s proposed $555 per year cut in subsidies stinks.

600-pound yearlings strolling in the yard.

Literally dropping everything, I hiked
my dress up and ran out the front door. I
think, by the throbbing pain I now have in
my upper thigh, I jumped hurdle-style off
the front porch but I really can’t recall that
particular detail.

I first tried to ease the steers out of
the yard, but they were having too much
fun to return to the pasture. Two of them
thought Kate's baby pool was a watering
trough, one was using the barbecue grill as
a scratching post, one had decided to lie
down under the crepe myrtle trees, and the
rest were happily munching away on my
perennials.

The steers were feeling fresh in the
cool morning air and didn’t appreciate
the dogs’ efforts. As the dogs simultane-
ously met the cattle in the backyard, all
hell broke lose. Lawn furniture became
airborne, tree branches broke, flowerpots
were destroyed, and the cattle and dogs
began running laps around the house. The
two groups began to chase one another
for just pure joy, forgetting about the open

Can you imagine losing track of a
thousand dollars? For most American fam-
ilies, that would be unthinkable. But in
Washington, it happens more than we’d
like to think. The only difference is that it’s
often not just thousands of dollars that get
misplaced - it's billions of dollars.

That was the conclusion of a recent
task force hearing in the House Budget
Committee, which looked into financial
management practices at the Department of
Education.

The Department has failed two audits
because it could not account for $32
billion in taxpayer funds. Additionally, last
December the agency mistakenly issued

duplicate payments to more than 52
schools totaling more than 6.5 million dol-
lars.

Congress has sent more federal dollars
to our nation’s schools and colleges than
ever. Pell Grant funding is up — at its
highest level in history. Funding for spe-
cial education and teacher training pro-
grams also has been increased. Education

Like one friend said, “Even Martha
Stewart couldn’t have handled this one.”
But really, I'd like to have seen her try.
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is important, but we've got to know where
this money is being spent.

Former local man guides with grace, wisdom

If you had to get bad news -
really bad news, the kind that comes
at three in the morning and your life
is never the same again - you would
want it delivered by the Rev. Harold
Elliott.

It was Mr. Ellior, the Arlington
Police Department chaplain, who
broke the news to Amber Hagerman's
parents when their little girl's body
was found. He told a new mother
of twins that her oldest son, her hus-
band, and her mother-in-law were all
gone, killed in a wreck driving home
from the hospital.

He had to make a tired, uncom-
prehending waitress understand that
while she was asleep, a former neigh-
bor had broken in through a window

and kidnapped her 5-year-old daugh-

ter and that her daughter was dead.
In hundreds of less-publicized

cases, he brought tragic, brutal news.

It’s a hard job, the kind that burms
you out in a hurry, but Mr. Elliott
views it as a hecessary service. Kind,
patient, and articulate, he has seen the
torture that grief inflicts, felt it him-
self, but has kept his humor and opti-
mism intact. He’s one of my favorite
people.

It was Mr. Elliott who officiated
when I got married last October. His
wife, Norma, played the organ.

He has a big day coming up him-
self. Sunday will mark the golden
anniversary of his first sermon, deliv-
ered in a tiny country church up in the
Panhandle when he was a 14-year-
old farm boy already pulled toward
the ministry.

On May 21, 50 years later to the
day, he’ll deliver the same sermon
in the same church outside the same
litle town. Harold Elliott moved to
the big city 4 Tohg timié ago and he
has seen some truly terfible things,
but he hasn’t lost the small-town gra-

ciousness he learned in Clarendon,
Texas.

Martin Baptist Church is still
there. As country churches go, it’s
not especially picturesque, but it's
durable, a desirable quality after fire
destroyed its two predecessors on the
same sites. When Mr. Elliornt was a
kid, the building doubled as a two-
room schoolhouse, so he was there
six days a week at a minimum.

“It’s a sacred place for me,” Mr.
Elliott said. “I spent a lot of my life
in that building.”

I visited Clarendon, about an
hour southeast of Amarillo, recently.
I've been there dozens of times, blow-
ing through town on the way to Colo-
rado or New Mexico, never stopping
for longer than it takes to buy a Coke
and remark on the modestly named
It'll Do Motel.

Clarendon is enfeebled, like most
small towns, by the decay of its com-
mercial base and the inexorable drift
of frs natives toward bigger cities.
You have to talk to people to rec-

ognize its charm. Everyone I met
was friendly and hospitable, offered
lunch or directions or a cold drink,
or gave me a rundown on the compli-
cated Elliott family tree. (“His cousin
Clyde welded that pole over there,”
one man said, urging me to take a
closer look as an aid to my research.)

Staying connected

Maybe the losses experienced by
small towns have taught people that
if you want to stay connected, you
have to work at it. The church where
Mr. Elliott preached at Sunday was
nearly a goner itself a few years back,
said its most recent pastor, the Rev.
Bryan Knowles.

“They didn't have a preacher, so
I went over to fill in,” Mr. Knowles
said. “We had ten people for Sunday
school and two of them went hofne,
so we had eight for church. The col-
lection was $16.82."

. The little church overcame the

~ odds, though, and endured. So did

Harold Elliott, who bypassed a lot
of his youth when he delivered that
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sermon at 14. He showed me a pic-
ture of himself, taken the same year:
a serious young man in a suit, serious
about his future and his responsibili-
ties.

Ordained at 16 and married on his
17th birthday, he pastored churches
for 30 years before taking on the
police chaplain post for the last 18.
The job has sometimes been heart-
breaking, but I can’t imagine anyone
doing it with more wisdom, grace,
and - sufprisingly ~ optimism.

Maybe he got it from Clarendon.
Or maybe it's just him.

Editor’s Note: Mr. Elliort came

back to the Martin Baptist Church

Sunday, May 21, 2000, to celebrate
his golden anniversary of his first
sermon. He presented the same
sermon fifty years latér to the day.
