Aldermen resume discussion on issue of hanger leases at airport
The Clarendon Board of Aldermen met in 

regular session June 27, 2000, at 7 p.m.
The issue of the municipal airport was 

taken up again. The city has been trying to 
reach an agreement with hanger owners regard­
ing the lease of space at the airport.

At the previous city meeting, several cur­
rent and former pilots and hanger owners had 
said they felt as though the city was asking 
them to shoulder the entire operating cost of the 
airport.

Last week, Alderman B.J. Land said he 
recognized the importance of the airport to the 
city but recalled that a bond election to build

the airport had failed in the 1960s.
“I’m reluctant to spend taxpayer dollars on 

it when they voted it down,” Land said.
Alderman Bobbie Kidd responded by 

saying, "That was 30 years ago. You’ve got a 
whole new set of voters now,”

Kidd said the city has been spending tax 
dollars on the airport for 30 years and com­
pared not doing so to charging for the use of the 
City Park.

“You might as well put a quarter slot on the 
swing set,” Kidd said.

The board approved a motion to look up 
the history of the subject for review and discus­

sion with the renters and to place the matter on 
the next agenda The motion carried.

In other city business, the board voted to 
remove Alderman Kent Womack from office.

City regulations allow for an alderman who 
misses three meetings to be removed from the 
board. Womack had not attended a meeting 
since March 28, 2000.

The board approved a motion by Land, 
seconded by Alderman Mac Stavenhagen, to 
appoint Michael Tibbets to fill the remainder of 
Womack’s term, which will expire next May.

The Mason and Hanger agreement was 
discussed, and the board voted to stay with the

original agreement. Mason and Hanger has a 
lightning detector at the city airport.

The utility ordinance was discussed and 
adopted. The ordinance sets the current fees 
for water, sewer, and sanitation charges. No 
changes were made to the schedule of fees 

Librarian Carolyn Blackerby reported on 
the technology grant that was awarded to Clar­
endon ISD. The library will be getting some 
new equipment under the school’s grant.

“I’d like to commend the participants of 
the grant writing team for the hours they put 
in and the work they did for the benefit of the 
community,” said Mayor Tex Selvidge.
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Cool weather 
greets visitors 
to celebration

Cool weather and light rain 
greeted attendees to the 122nd annual 
Saints' Roost Celebration last Satur­
day on the Courthouse Square

All day a cool breeze kept visi­
tors comfortable, and the occasional 
sprinkles did nothing to inhibit the 
festivities.

Vic Jeter and Jimmy Johnson had 
their lucky squares pooped on.

The Western Parade was held 
shortly after 2 p.m. The parade 
boasted 69 entries this year, 12 more 
than last year, and was sponsored by 
Community Bank and the Herring 
National Bank.

The Clarendon High School 
Junior Historians had the first place 
float with their depiction of "Washing­
ton Crossing the Delaware.” Second

place went to the Donley County 
Horse Club.

Boys Ranch was named the 
top riding unit in the parade, and 
the Donley County Horse Club was 
second in that division also.

The best antique car was owned 
by Wondell Luttrell with second place 
going to the Community Bank.

The best general entry was the 
Clarendon Vet Clinic, and Kim Fowler 
was second.

Sunday’s festivities started early 
with Cowboy Church being held at 
the rodeo arena at 7 a m. Rodeo slack 
roping was held most of the day at 
the arena.

The Saints' Roost Museum held 
their annual Open House and free 
Sloppy Joe Supper on Sunday after­
noon. Approximately 150 people 
attended.

Prior to the supper, the museum 
board honored the late James Owens 
in a small ceremony for his family 
and friends. W.H. Skelton presented 
a short narrative of Owens' contribu­
tions to the museum and the com­
munity.

Monday evening, the museum 
board hosted bingo at the Lions Hall, 
and a street dance was held in front 
of the Courthouse with Clarendon’s 
KEFH-FM radio station and disc 
jockey Pat Robertson providing the 
dance music.

The street dance was very suc- 
cesssfull with an estimated crowd of 
500 to 600 people at its peak. It was

Tuesday, but people were reportedly 
still dancing at 2 a.m.

Also Monday night was the time 
for the long-awaited truck give-away 
by the Clarendon Chamber of Com­
merce.

Sprinklers present 
challenge to efforts 
to stop boll weevil

Sprinkler-irrigated fields present 
a special challenge in eradication 
efforts because the water can wash 
insecticide off the plants, diminish­
ing its effectiveness, according to the 
Texas Boll Weevil Eradication Foun­
dation

The Foundation has developed 
guidelines to maintain the program's 
efficiency with the least amount of 
interference to the producer’s opera­
tions.

If a crop has reached pinhead 
square and trap catches indicate the 
need for a field to be treated, grow­
ers who use sprinkler irrigation sys­
tems will be given two options, said 
program director Charles Allen.

Growers will be first asked if 
they are willing to shut off their 
irrigation units for 24 hours, which 
would allow the insecticide to adhere 
to the plant leaves and allow it to do 
its work, he said.

If growers would prefer to leave 
their units running, the position of 
the pivot or lateral-move boom will 
be marked with a stake at the time 
of application, he said. Two days 
after application, the pivot, or boom's 
position will be marked again, and 
the cotton that was irrigated by sprin­
kler would be retreated.

This allows growers to irrigate 
continually while still effectively 
reducing weevil populations. Allen 
said.

Thomberry votes for prescription plan
WASHINGTON, DC -  US Rep. 

Mac Thomberry (R-Clarendon) voted 
last week for a prescription drug cov­
erage plan that, he says, will modern­
ize Medicare without forcing seniors 
to join a one-size-fits-all government 
bureaucracy. The measure passed the 
House of Representatives by a vote 
of 2 17-214.

The bill is called The Medicare 
Rx 2000 Act. Modeled after the Fed­
eral Employee Health Benefit Pro­
gram (which is the health care plan 
for all federal employees), the bill 
will give seniors the option of either 
staying with their current health care 
plan or choosing a prescription drug

plan that better fits their needs.
Under this plan, seniors who 

choose prescription drug coverage 
will receive a prescription drug card 
that can be used at a local pharmacy, 
through the mail, or even over the 
Internet. Wherever they choose to buy 
their prescriptions, they will receive a 
discount.

According to Thomberry, the 
Congressional Budget Office has esti­
mated that the plan will reduce 
seniors’ drug costs by a s much as 25 
percent.

Just as important, he added, it 
will do this in a way that gives seniors

Federal surplus 
nears $2 trillion; 
still no tax cut

Good news, America. According lo impeached presi­
dent Bill Clinton, the federal surplus is now expected 
to be more than twice what they thought it would be.
Over the next ten years, the federalies are going to 
be confiscating $1.87 trillion more than they need to 
operate their bloated, inefficient, unconstitutional gov­
ernment programs.

Yippee. Happy days are here again.
So what should the government do with all this 

money? Pay down the national debt? No. Provide an 
across the board tax cut? No. Spend it? Yeah, let’s do 
that.

The impeached president took the news of a $1.87 
trillion surplus as a chance to play Monty Hall. In a big 
government version of Let s Make A Deal, he told the 
Republican leadership of Congress that they could have 
their paltry $248 billion marriage penalty tax cut if they 
would give him $253 billion to provide a prescription 
drug benefit to every old person in the United States.

That deal still leaves the feds with $1.3 trillion extra. 
The nation still can’t use that for a tax cut though. Massa 
Clinton says he’ll use that to pay down $3.5 trillion of 
publicly held national debt, he’ll set aside $500 billion 
“reserve for America’s future" to fund "key national pri­
orities” such as retirement savings or education (both of 
which "priorities” are unconstitutional expenditures), and 
the rest he’ll pour down the rat holes of Medicare and 
Social Security.

It’s not clear how the impeached president is going 
to turn $1.3 trillion into more than $4 trillion to do ail of 
that. Maybe he plans to let Sen. Hillary invest the surplus 
in cattle futures.

And by the way, even with pumping all this extra 
cash into the Democrats’ sacred cows, the Associated 
Press says Social Security will still become insolvent 
in 2057 and Medicare will become insolvent in 2030. 
Also, annual Social Security payments will still exceed 
revenues in 2015, and Medicare will start running a 
deficit in 2010.

Both of these systems are going to go broke; it’s just 
a matter of when. This country should not throw good 
money after bad just to delay the inevitable. It’s time we 
look at phasing out both of those programs. Don’t expect 
that to happen though. Like drug addicts on heroine, 
the American people are hooked on receiving sustenance 
from the federal nipple.

Partial evidence of addiction is that a person wants 
more and more of something. The same can be said for 
this clamor for the feds to provide a prescription benefit 
to Medicare. The Democrats want to provide universal 
benefits, and the Republicans want to provide benefits 
to the poorest seniors. I don’t see anybody, except the 
Libertarians, standing up and saying, "This is wrong, this 
is unconstitutional, this is crazy.”

Medicare is like the Hindenberg. It’s blowing up. 
and its crash is certain The solution of both major parties 
is to add more hydrogen to the situation.

To his credit. House Speaker Dennis Hasten recog­
nizes that the prescription proposal of the impeached 
president would “ultimately bring down the entire Medi­
care system.” But he also said last week that he hopes 
Clinton "resists the temptation to politicize this issue."

Mr. Hasten either fancies himself a comedian or he’s 
the biggest idiot on Capitol Hill.

Of course Clinton is going to politicize the issue.
He politicizes every issue. (Besides, resisting temptation 
isn’t his strong suit.)

The impeached president is optimistic about the deal 
he offered the Republicans. "This a very good faith effort 
where I want to meet them halfway [and] I want them to 
meet me halfway,” he told the Associated Press.

Don’t worry, Billy. I’m sure the GOP will bow to 
your wishes. They usually do.

Unfortunately, what we need now is not bowing to 
the White House or cow-towing to the whims of a bunch 
of voters with entitlement addiction. We need leadership 
-  the kind of leadership that recognizes the American 
people are taxed too much and sees that the federal 
government is way too big.

We need a tax cut of massive proportions and a cor­
responding reduction in the size and scope of the federal 
government.

Democrats tell us the United States government 
“can’t afford" to give the people a tax cut. If we can’t 
afford it now at a time when the federal budget is 
expected to have a $1.87 trillion surplus, then when can 
we ever afford it?

The truth is the government can’t afifdrd not to give 
the people a tax cut.

Many incentives to get involved in schools

As I have said many times, nothing 
is more important than education! The 
reason I am Texas Comptroller today is that 
I was laminating chairman of Casis Ele­
mentary PTS several decades ago. And the 
school board cut off our laminating funds. 
Having been a teacher myself, I knew how 
important those materials were in the class­
room.

So, I gathered up my very young sons 
and went to a meeting of the Austin School 
Board to make a plea for the visual aids 
that were much needed for the kiddos and 
the teachers. I sat through hours of meet­
ing and at the very end (when citizens were 
finally allowed to speak ) a heated dis­
cussion between the board and my soon- 
to-be-friends, East Austin activists Velma 
Roberts and Larry Jackson.

They wanted to start a school breakfast 
program. Certain members of the board 
were more concerned about charging the 
school breakfast program for the deprecia­
tion on the pots and pans that would be 
used for the school lunch program than 
about the children who had to learn on an 
empty tummy.

I decided then and there that I was 
going to run for the school board and make 
the decisions myself on the well being of 
our most precious resource -  our children. 
While I love being your Comptroller, I can 
tell you that my years on the AISD school 
board were some of the most rewarding of 
my life.

More importantly, the experience

opened my eyes to the impact of volunteer- 
ism. I learned a lot at Casis. I learned how 
important a few volunteer hours can be to 
a child, and I learned that one person can 
make a difference.

I encourage every one of you to volun­
teer time at your local schools. Through 
my e-Texas initiative to help Texas state 
government meet the challenges of the 
Internet Age. I am a big proponent of 
using technology. But no computer will 
ever replace the need for volunteers in our 
schools.

This generation must be able to com­
pete not only with those from New York 
and California, but from Europe and Asia 
as well. They must be able to compete 
in science and math, and they must be 
computer fluent, not just computer literate. 
Therefore, if you have any of these skills, 
our students and school could really use 
your help.

Regardless of whether you have a 
high-tech background, you a have a lot to 
offer. You can read to students and mentor 
them. You can help their teachers inside 
and outside the classroom. You can even 
serve on the school board!

And if helping prepare children for 
the future isn’t incentive enough, in 1999 
the Texas Legislature added an alternative 
property tax payment option to school 
districts by allowing property owners to 
“work off” their property taxes.

The new law allows school districts to 
offer homeowners or businesses the option 
to work off their property taxes by teaching

in a junior or senior high school in lieu of 
paying their homestead taxes. Though no 
Texas school districts participated this first 
year, several are considering the option.

The law requires school boards to 
determine the number of qualified hom­
eowners who will be permitted to perform 
teaching service, the courses that they may 
teach, and the amount of tax credit that 
may be earned. Each degreed or educa­
tion-certified homeowner must have a con­
tract with the school district before the 
delinquency date that specifies the course 
or courses, the school, the semester, and 
the tax credit amount. The maximum 
any homeowner can offer is two. semester- 
long courses for a maximum tax credit of 
$1,000 per school year.

Also at the discretion of a taxing 
unit, homeowners 65 years of age or older 
may pay their homestead property taxes by 
working for the school district. To do so, 
the school district and the homeowner must 
have a contract that spells out the nature 
of the service, the facility or location, the 
number of hours, and the time of service. 
Each hour of service will be credited at the 
federal minimum wage.

Thus, there are many incentives to get 
involved at your local school.

For each of you who are already active 
volunteers in your schools, I thank you. 
And I encourage those of you who have not 
yet had the pleasure to get involved. From 
my own experience, I can assure you that 
you will get back much more than you will 
ever be able to give.

Reader: Blackburn is most qualified to be sheriff
Oh boy. It’s election year and time to 

start thinking about who we want to spend 
our vote on. The national campaign doesn’t 
seem to be as brisk as usual but still gener­
ates quite a bit of interest. I’m sure by now 
most folks have pretty well made up their 
minds who they will be casting their votes 
for in the national elections.

My interest is focused on the local 
elections, primarily the race for the office 
of sheriff. I don’t mind saying that Charles 
Blackburn, Jr., is my choice. Most of us 
refer to him as “Butch." I favor Butch 
because I know him. I’ve been associated 
with him for nearly 20 years working as 
a commissioned reserve deputy. I’ve seen 
him in action and know him to be fair 
and honest, treating all he comes in contact 
with equally. He always uses sound judg­
ment and bases his decisions on what he 
believes is best for the individual, the com­
munity, and within the guidelines estab­
lished by the statutes of the State of Texas.
I know that Butch is more than qualified

to fill the position of sheriff. He has the 
credentials to back his qualifications, plus 
over 20 years of experience. He has an 
untarnished record as a peace officer in 
Donley County.

I have heard rumors and innuendoes 
attributed to his opponent for this office.
I personally have received a questionnaire 
(as I’m sure most of us did) from this 
opponent. I returned it promptly with a 
reply. I wasn’t particularly fond of the 
format in which it was presented, so I 
wrote my own answer. I won’t go into that.

As a retired military person, I was 
impressed by his record. I’m impressed 
by my own on the few occasions I have 
reviewed it. You can attend a lot of schools 
and receive a lot of training in 20 years. 
And I accomplished a few things during 
that time of which I am proud. But I have 
to say, even after being a certified peace 
officer (reserve deputy), my military train­
ing and career in no way qualifies me to

fill the position of sheriff. I am pretty well 
known in Donley County and feel that I 
have enough friends and relatives to elect 
me as a popular choice were I to run 
against a lesser candidate than Butch. But 
I don't feel that I would make much of a 
sheriff.

We need to consider so much in 
making our choice. Can the individual 
deliver on his claims? Can he operate 
financially within the constraints of the 
established budget? Does he have the sup­
port of other agencies that he will have to 
work with? Can he perform the duties of 
sheriff along with his other commitments?

These are just a few of the things to 
be considered in choosing. Let’s not be 
swayed by outward appearances. After all, 
a brand new penny is shinier than a hun­
dred year old gold coin.

County property owners receive value notices for 2000 tax year
Texas property owners have the Review Board (ARB) will hear tax- 

right to information about changes in payer protest on July 28, 2000. After 
their property s value. the ARB completes its hearings and

On June 13. the Donley County 
Appraisal District mailed notices to 
property owners showing their 2000 
proposed value. Property owners 
should recognize that the notice of 
appraised value is not a tax bill.

The appraisal notice shows the 
land's value and any improvement 
value for the property for the current 
year. Taxpayers also received notices 
on personal property The appraisal 
notice includes current year informa­
tion on exemptions granted on the 
property and last year's value.

Notices to property owners 
included “estimated" taxes. These 
"estimated" taxes are based on the 
new value and last year's tax rates. 
Generally, taxing units set final tax 
rates in August and September.

Property owners should look 
carefully at the legal description and 
mailing address to be sure the infor­
mation is correct. Property owners 
are responsible for informing the 
appraisal district of the correct mail­
ing address.

Property owners in the Appraisal 
District will have an opportunity 
to protest proposed appraisals of 
their property The district's Appraisal

approves final property appraisals, 
local governments will use these 
appraisals to set tax rates for 2000.

The ARB consists of citizens 
who live in the appraisal district and 
are appointed by the district's board 
of directors.

In order to have a hearing with 
the ARB, the property owner must 
file a written notice of protest. The 
taxpayer must file this notice by July 
13. Forms for a notice of protest were 
included with the appraisal notice.

Each protesting property owner 
may offer evidence or argument, 
either in person or by filing an affida­
vit with the ARB. Property owners 
should know that the ARB has no 
authority over tax rates or spending 
and will not hear protests on these 
topics.

The ARB will schedule hearings 
as property owners file protests and

will tell them the time. date, and place 
of their individual hearings at least 15 
days before the hearing date.

Those protesting their appraisals 
should not contact ARB members out­
side the hearing. Each ARB member 
must sign an affidavit that he or she 
has had no contact about the protest 
with a property owner or the appraisal 
office staff before the hearing

Devin gets Civil War 
Institute scholarship

The Civil War Roundtable of 
Austin awarded Nickless Devin a 
scholarship to the Civil War Institute 
held June 25 through July I at Get­
tysburg College.

Devin's research paper. "Vicks­
burg: Gibraltar of the Confederacy," 
placed fourth at the Texas History 
Day Competition sponsored by the 
Texas State Historical Association 
in May. TSHA Education Director 
Kathleen Rice then nominated Devin 
for the Roundtable's scholarship.

According to Daniel Laney, Pres­
ident of the Civil War Roundtable, the 
scholarship includes an all expense 
paid trip to Gettysburg.
