Shots of dole 
were put under his hide until he was muscle-bound and he 
became an old man before the year was half gone. He was 
hobbled with strikes. He was fed on fear. He died a quib­
bling physical wreck.

Now husky 1938 has arrived. He got here in the nick 
of time to find us sorry for our sins and anxious to help us. 
Perhaps he won’t become just another guinea pig. We’ve 
done our experimenting and are now ready to rear him in 
a sane, sensible fashion.

BUILDING AT HOME.
The country around a town always determines the size 

and prosperity of a town, provided the town has no payrolls, 
and Clarendon hasn’t.

If the rural element, upon whom this town has to de­
pend for practically everything becomes more prosperous, 
then the town will prosper. No amount of banquets and 
cheap talks of a "principal speaker” will ever get us over 
otherwise. We need a better produce and cream market, 
our rural friends state, more than any one thing right now.

The greatest stride taken for the benefit of this town 
w’as during the past year when our merchants, or at least 
most of them, adopted the plan of “tell ’em and sell ’em.” 
Prices were reduced to the lowest level possible in keeping 
with a good quality of merchandise. The trade territory 
was made acquainted with this fact through legitimate 
newspajM r advertising. Customers from over a large trade 
territory were consequently attracted to Clarendon where 
fair bargain prices were steadily obtainable. It is believed 
at this time that the practice will be continued through the 
coming year, judging from the splendid results obtained 
during 1937.

Towns often benefit more by what is “not” done than
by what is attempted to be done in the wrong manner.

• • • • • •  • • •

NO SANTA CLAUS.
Through many years a lot was said and much attempt­

ed otherwise, but nothing was done about Donley county 
highway building. When the change was made on the State 
Highway Commission by appointment through Governor 
Allred, the Commission adopted a new policy. That policy 
was to permit counties to furnish the right-of-way, and the 
state and federal government would construct the highway. 
The County Commissioners of this county accepted the of­
fer and the highway was constructed.

No one should feel indebted to either the state or the 
federal government because the money spent on the high­
way work is merely a “part” of the tax money paid in by 
this county in the past.

Only those who voted down bond issues in the past 
when bond voting for highway construction was a mania, 
are due any credit. Taxes right now have advanced 300 
percent or more in Donley county during the past 8 years 
simply because the sale value of property is only about a 
third of what it was eight years ago. By rights, taxes 
should be a third of what it was in 1929 right now. Some 
might say it is impossible to reduce taxes, but it is better to 
reduce taxes than not to collect, or to chase the people out 
of the country because of their inability to pay the rate.

Taxes in San Jacinto addition of Amarillo on paved 
streets, or on the paved streets within a block of their junior 
college in Wichita Falls, is less than for the same property 
in Clarendon.

“THE REST OF THE 
RECORD”

The Secretary of State recently 
invoked the “ tramp" corporation 
doctrine, the effect of which was to 
discontinue the policy of granting 
permits to “ tramp" corporations 
for the transaction of business in 
the State of Texas.

“Tramp" corporations as defined 
by Edward Clark, Secretary of 
State, are corporations whose 
charters have been obtained in a 
foreign state by citizens of the 
State of Texas for the purpose only 
of transacting business in Texas 
and with no bona fide intention of 
transacting business in the state 
from which their charter was ob­
tained. It was felt that the prac­
tice of granting permits to foreign 
corporations of such nature was a 
discrimination against those cor­
porations incorporated in Texas be­
cause the stockholders of the 
"tramp" corporations are not re­
quired to comply with the capital 
stock requirements as prescribed 
by the Constitution and iaws of 
this state for domestic corpora­
tions. Such foreign corporations 
also found it easier to evade the 
jurisdiction of the state courts.

Under the "tramp" corporation 
doctrine, a charter obtained under 
such circumstances from another 
state confers no rights upon the 
corporation and is not within the 
rule of comity between states 
which permits corporations char­
tered within one state to transact 
business in another.

At the present time a total of 
approximately 300 "tramp" corpor­
ations are now doing business In 
Texas. Under the policy invoked by 
the Secretary of State, such cor­
porations will be requested to sur­
render their permits and organize 
corporations under the laws of this 
state. Since these corporations had 
paid their franchise taxes up to 
May, 1938, they will not be expect­
ed to surrender their permits and 
form as domestic corporations un­
til the end of the present fiscal 
franchise tax year. It would be an 
unfair demand upon these corpor­
ations to request the change to be 
made at a time which would cause 
them to pay a double franchise tax 
for a part of the taxable year.

Under this new policy, the At­
torney General will be requested to 
file suits against those corpora­
tions which fail to comply with the 
law or which may be exempt from 
the "tramp" corporation rule and 
any money which may be tendered 
by such corporations to the Secre­
tary of State for 1938 franchise 
taxes will be held in suspense 
pending disposition of such suits.

It is expected that this new pol­
icy not only will eliminate the pre­
sent discrimination against domes­
tic corporations and bring the cor­
porations under closer jurisdiction 
of the state courts, but it will in­
crease the revenues to the state by 
the additional incorporation fees 
under Texas laws.

Doubtless the policy will arouse 
some opposition on the part of 
those who have been operating un­
der the old rule, but its invocation 
should be received with favor by 
the stockholders of domestic cor­
porations who have had to comply 
with the capital stock require­
ments of this state while in a 
sense competing with those of the 
"tramp" corporations who escaped 
the requirements of the Texas law.

JUST LOOK at that traffic roaring 
by! Yes, sir, that's New York’s fa­

mous Fifth Avenue looking toward 
42nd Street. And the lady in the styl­
ish white shirtwaist and the snappy 
little straw skimmer had better be 
careful when she gets to the corner, 
because you know how those horse­
less carriage drivers swing around 
the turns. With the national automo­
bile show approaching, Consumers In­
formation dug out this picture, taken 
in 1907, to show what a difference 30 
years can make.

The few small man­
ufacturers of 30 years ago advertised 
to sell their primitive cars, which cost 
around $3,000 for a “medium-priced" 
model. They created a bigger demand 
than they could fill, and so bigger 
factories. Increased employment, and 
constantly better automobiles re­
sulted.

fifth of the price, while half a milfion 
men are directly employed in the in­
dustry, compared to a few thousand 
at the time this picture was taken.

Austin, T a u i ,  Jan. ia .— E v i­
dence Indicating that the well 
known Karankawa Indians of the 
Texas Gulf coast were closely akin 
to the tribe of the Big Bend region 
has been found by Dr. George 
Woodbury of the Peabody Museum, 
Combridge, Mass. Dr. Woodbury 
has presented his findings In a re­
cent bulletin published by the an­
thropology department of the Uni­
versity o f Texas.

The scope of this study Is re­
stricted to three of the now extinct 
tribes of Indians of the coastal and 
Big Bend regions of Texas. Two of 
the series of skeletal remains, those 
found at Callo del Oso, thought to 
be a burial site of the cannibalistic 
Karankawas, and those found at 
Caplen Mound, the Attacapas, are 
from coastal sites, the third Is 
from the Big Bend of the Rio Gra­
nde in western Texas. The purpose 
of the study was to consider the 
genetic or blood relationships of 
these three tribes. Dr. Woodbury 
found evidence to convince him 
that the Oso and the Big Bend In­
dians were closely related, while 
neither was akin to the Attacapa 
Indians who used the Caplen 
Mound burial site.

The hope was expressed by J. E. 
Pearce, professor of anthropology 
at the University, that this study 
should be extended and enlarged 
to Include all the skeletal material 
now to be found at the University.

The aboriginal cemetery at Callo 
del Oso, Corpus Christ! Bay, Nue­
ces County, Texas, according to 
Professor Pearce, was first exca­
vated by John B. Dunn and Alex­
ander Cox or Corpus Cbrlsti, who 
uncovered about a dozen skeletons. 
Later George C. Martin and Wen­
dell H. Potter, then on Rockport, 
took out 21 skeletons: E. B. Say- 
les, now with the Gila Pueblo, 
Globe, Ariz., removed sixteen skel­
etons: lastly, The University of 
Texas worked there, with a con­
siderable crew, nearly all of one 
summer, and recovered 93 skele­
tons.

Good Roads Association To 
Stress Safety

AUSTIN, Texas, Jan. 10.—Safe­
ty has become the day's watchword 
in the design and construction of 
state highways, according to Chas. 
E. Simons in the January issue of 
Texas Parade. Engineers of the 
Texas Highway Department are 
giving constantly increasing thou­
ght to making the highways engin­
eering! y safe. Because of Texas’ 
great size, the comparttlve youth 
of its highway system and the 
scarofty of funds when measured 
by modern traffic demands pro­
gress has been, of necessity, slow. 
Dq.rprogre.ss Is being made and the 
traveling public In Texas Is being 
presented, as each project Is finish­
ed, with tangible evidence of the 
forward looking men who plan the 
highways of tomarrow.

Motorists traveling Highway 2 
or Highway 5 through Montague 
Obupty may observe at first hand 
the most modern installation In 
Texas from the standpoint of the 
convenience and safety of the tra­
veling public. In this project, High­
way 2 underpasses Highway 5 and 
continues to underpass the Miss­
ouri, Kansas and Texas Railroad. 
Both Highway 2 and Highway 5 
are important Interstate highways. 
Highway 2 carries the heavy Okla- 
homa-Texas Interstate traffic. No 5 
has Texline in the Panhandle for 
Its western terminus and Texar­
kana for its eastern terminus. It 
runs through Uie northern tier of 
counties bordering the Red River 
and is a major traffic artery, both 
from a local and statewide stand­
point. It is one of the longest high­
ways in the state.

Observation of the traffic Inter­
section at Buffalo when the Houa- 
ton-Dallas highway crosses High­
way 43 led to the conclusion that, 
for safety’s sake, grades at major 
highway crossings must be elimin­
ated. The Buffalo intersection was 
the scene of many accidents. Both 
highways are heavily traveled and 
some of the collisions resulted In 
heavy damage to humans and pro­
perty. It was necessary at Buffalo 
to Install over head signs on each 
of the four approaches to the inter­
section requiring traffic to come to 
a complete stop. The accident re­
cord of this crossing since has Im­
proved materially. But as long as 
safety depends to such a large ex­
tent on the human element, depend 
on vision, alertness and caution of 
every driver approaching an Inter­
section, this and other similar maj­
or crossings will stand as a distinct 
threat.

The Montague County Installa­
tion has been properly marked by 
signs to which extreme caution was 
given to prevent confusion. Any 
motorist who can read English can 
safely negotiate any portion of this 
Intersection and go in any direct­
ion he desires without encounter­
ing any cross traffic.

Increase Seen In 1938 
Farm Machinery Price
WASHINGTON, Jan. 8.—The De­
partment of Agriculture In a re­
port Issued FYlday predicted that 
farm machinery prices wluld In­
crease next year due to greater 
costs of manufacture.

Tractor prices had declined 7 per 
cent from 1929-33, but since then 
increases have raised prices of 
tractors to a level 3 per cent above 
1929. The current higher wages 
and materials are likely to be re­
flected In some further price In­
creases on farm machinery. Higher 
prices of automobiles for the 1938 
models already have been announc­
ed by most manufacturers.

Increasing use of pneumatic tires 
on farm tractors and field machin­
ery and the appearance of mowers, 
planters, cultivators and harvest­
ing machinery that may be attach­
ed direct to tractors are two of the 
major developments In the farm 
machinery field. These quickly-at- 
tachable machines are often in 
larger units than those previously 
bought by farmers and are made 
to operate at higher speed and to 
be operated by one man, relieving 
labor requirements on farms.

It Is probable, department econo­
mists said, that more tractors will 
leave factories In 1938 on rubber 
tires. As a result of higher prices 
of rubbertired equipment, an In­
crease in the proportion of such 
machines will Increase the average 
price paid by farmers in 1938, Ir­
respective of price movements of 
Identical items.

FAMOUS NAMES 
STUD THE CAST 

OF CROSBY FILM

Those Entitled To 
Security Benefits

Only a few of the persons in this 
territory who are eligible to file 
claims for lump-sum payments un­
der provisions of the Social Secur­
ity Act have done so, declared 
Dewey Reed, manager of the Ama­
rillo office of the Social Security 
Board, who spent Monday In Clar­
endon Interviewing employers, 
workers, and others interested In 
the old-age insurance program of 
the Federal Government.

Lump-sum benefits are payable 
now to workers In covered employ­
ments who have reached the age 
of 65 since January 1, 1937. Lump­
sum payments are also being made 
to estates of covered workers who 
have died since December 31, 1936, 
and before reaching age 65. The 
payment in either case is 3% per 
cent of the wages received for 
work performed In covered employ­
ment since December 31, 1936, and 
prior to death or attainment of age 
65.

“Employers," Reed said, “are 
requested to check their records to 
ascertain whether or not there are 
persons In their employ who may 
be eligible to file claim for such 
benefits.” Reed asserted that many 
persons who have reached the age 
o f 66 and particularly relatives of 
workers who have died, are not 
aware of their eligibility to file 
claims, and suggested that em­
ployers assist them by advising 
them of potential benefits to which 
they may be entitled.

Beginning in 1942, monthly re­
tirement benefits will be paid to 
qualified workers upon attainment 
Of age 65. The amount of such 
payments will be based on the 
wages received by the Individual 
from employment covered by the 
Social Security Act since Decem­
ber 31, 1936, and prior to attain­
ment of age 6o. In order to qualify 
for a monthly retirement benefit, 
an individual must have worked In

covered employment In each of 
five calendar years after 1936, and 
prior to attainment of age 65, and 
have earned a total of $2,000 from 
such employment.

"For the benefit of those who 
have not yet established social se­
curity accounts,” Reed said, "ac­
count numbers may now be ob­
tained upon application to the 
Amarillo office, located at 6th and 
Polk, Amarillo.”  He invited the 
public to make use of the facilities 
of the Amarillo office, which has 
been set up for the convenience of 
employers and workers In this ter­
ritory. Those desiring to file claims 
also were requested to communi­
cate with the office at Amarillo.
