And the Congressman also 
echoed Judge Hall’s comments about 
freedom.

“Let us remember that we can’t 
just coast on the sacrifices o f prior 
generations. Liberty must be earned 
anew each day.”

State Rep. Chisum addressed the 
crowd and mentioned that that day 
was also his birthday, and the crowd 
burst into spontaneous song to wish 
him a happy birthday.

“The older I get, the more I’m 
glad we take care of our old stuff,” 
Chisum quipped, before addressing 
the larger significance of the day.

For more than 100 years the 
Donley County Courthouse has stood 
as a sentinel of justice and freedom; 
and on Friday, July 4, it was rededi­
cated to the service of the people of 
this county and the Panhandle.

A crowd estimated to number 
more than 400 assembled on the east 
side of the courthouse square on the 
hot July morning as dignitaries from 
the local, state, and federal govern­
ments delivered several speeches 
on the occasion of the rebirth of the 
oldest operating courthouse in the 
Texas Panhandle.

“We picked this day [July 4] 
because of the freedoms that are 
housed in this courthouse," County 
Judge Jack Hall said in his wel­
coming remarks. He stressed the 
important role the 1890 courthouse 
has played in the lives of local citi­
zens, and that was a theme repeated 
throughout the morning.

Following the invocation by 
Commissioner Don Hall and the 
posting of the colors by Boy Scout 
Troop 433, State Rep. Warren 
Chisum led the crowd in the Pledge 
of Allegiance, and Dan Hall per­
formed “God Bless the USA” and led 
the national anthem.

Donley County Historical Com­
mission Chairman Jean Stavenhagen 
gave a history of the courthouse and 
spoke of its tie to local citizens.

“Our courthouse is more than 
steel, stone, and rock,” Stavenhagen 
said. “It is where life unfolds; it is the 
essence of all the people who have 
walked down its halls and worked in 
its rooms.”

Food industry 
trying to stop 
silly lawsuits

Jusl prior to this year's Independence Day cel­
ebrations -  the time when Americans like to tout 
their freedom to pursue happiness -  a couple of news 
reports have come out which demonstrate that freedom 
is under a very real threat from lawyers and the Health 
Nazis.

The subject at hand, of 
course, is junk food and fast 
food and its apparent relation­
ship with the so-called obesity 
crisis. The attorneys and busy- 
bodies who helped take a bite 
out of the tobacco industry have 
now turned their attention to the 
“evil" businesses that are forcing 
Americans to eat too much.

On July 1, Kraft announced 
it would cut back on its food portion sizes, “reformu­
late” some products, and stop marketing in such places 
as schools where they might unduly influence -  all 
together now -  “the children.”

The move came just a couple of months after an 
attorney in California (naturally) tried to sue Nabisco, 
which is owned by Kraft, for the harmful content of its 
Oreo cookies. Yes, apparently those things can kill you 
if you eat enough of them. But I really think if you ate 
enough of almost anything, it would kill you.

The great Satan lurking inside the Oreos is the 
dreaded trans-fat. An explanation of trans-fat would 
take more space than we've got here; but take it from 
me. it ain’t that bad. The stuff’s been used for four 
decades, margarine is full of it, and the Health Nazis 
have been trying to get us on margarine and off butter 
for years.

The California lawsuit was dropped two weeks 
after it was filed because the guy just did it as a public­
ity stunt to make us all aware of the great Oreo threat. 
Other lawsuits are not just for publicity, however. They 
are for lining the pockets o f greedy lawyers and satis­
fying the egos of the people who want to run your life 
for you.

Those busybodies may have been dealt a minor 
set back on July 3 with the release of a new study 
by the US Chamber o f Commerce, which basically 
found too much snacking, too much lying around, 
and -  amazing but true -  overeating to be the cause of 
America’s expanding waistline.

The lawyers disagree and claim that the “super 
size” portions and deceptive marketing is directly 
responsible for obesity. The chamber begs to differ.

“No one. I think, has ever claimed that a cheese­
burger is chemically addictive, right? I’ve never seen 
someone standing outside of a Wendy’s shaking from 
withdrawal symptoms,” chamber researcher Todd 
Buchholz told Fox News.

Buchholz’ research found Americans take in 200 
calories more each day than in the 1970s while the 
calories contained in home or restaurant meals hasn't 
changed much. The occurrence of snackings has 
nearly doubled.

The chamber research may help fend off the dogs 
of litigation for a very brief time The food industry is 
looking for a more permanent solution and is asking 
Congress to shield it from frivolous lawsuits. They 
have found an ally in US Rep. Ric Keller (R-Florida), 
who has authored a bill to protect restaurants and food 
manufacturers. He correctly sees that lawsuits aren’t 
about anyone’s physical health.

“Of course, this litigation won’t make anyone 
skinnier, but it would make the lawyers' bank accounts 
fatter," Keller told the Associated Press.

During a hearing on the matter, one attorney told 
congressmen that if the suits were really frivolous, 
there wouldn’t be anything to worry about.

“Note that the smoker lawsuits, the nonsmoker 
lawsuits, and the lawsuits by the states against the 
tobacco industry, all were initially called frivolous,” 
John F. Banzhaf said. “But they have all proven their 
worth and helped to make a significant dent in the 
public health problem of smoking.”

Which is exactly why the industry is worried. 
Those tobacco lawsuits were in fact frivolous. Anyone 
with half a brain knows tobacco is bad for you. but 
judges and juries with apparently no brains at all found 
otherwise and levied ungodly penalties against the 
tobacco companies. This industry wants protection, 
and Congress should provide it. In fact, it’s about time 
to shut down all these crazy lawsuits that ignore the 
role of personal irresponsibility when people do harm 
to themselves or others.

Is America portly? Maybe so. According to a Fox 
News report, which cited the US Surgeon General’s 
office, “since 1980, obesity in adults has doubled. In 
2000, 15 percent of children were considered obese.”

But so what? If a person is obese, it is not the 
fault of Dairy Queen or McDonalds. The fact that I’m 
carrying around some extra tonnage has less to do with 
the Dilly Bar I ate this afternoon and more to do with 
the fact that I spend most of my time behind a desk. I 
was in better shape when I had to walk from one end 
of the Texas Tech campus to the other five days a week 
to get to class.

Pari of Kraft's new initiative to take on obesity is 
to increase “public outreach and dialogue " I think I 
can help them with that. If you’re obese, don’t call the 
law firm of Dewey.

Thyroid problems seem to follow me.

No matter where you squeeze him, 
his neck bulges. But that is neither here nor 
there.

As many of you already know, my 
father had a kidney transplant several years 
ago. After reading chapter 17 ,1 became 
very concerned about his adrenal glands.

You see, your adrenal glands come 
in pairs and are very closely connected to 
the kidneys.

Congress aims to modernize Medicare
The call for Medicare reform has 

echoed through the halls of Capitol Hill 
for years. This June Congress passed sig­
nificant legislation to bring Medicare up to 
health care standards of the 21st century.

While Medicare has provided impor­
tant protections for millions of Americans 
in the past 37 years, it is an outdated fed­
eral program in need of a major overhaul. 
As the number of beneficiaries has grown, 
life expectancy has increased and the cost 
of medical care has skyrocketed, and our 
nation's senior health care program has 
remained stagnant.

Largely financed by today’s workers 
for today’s retirees, Medicare is facing 
a structural crisis. Currently, Medicare 
covers 40 million Americans. By 2031, 
with the baby-boomer generation fully 
into retirement, it will have to serve an 
estimated 77 million people; and the 
already-stressed system could be over­
loaded. Simply put, too many retirees and 
not enough workers to fund the system will 
result in a catastrophic failure to provide 
care to millions just when they need it 
most.

This year Congress acted to revitalize 
Medicare and keep it solvent by addressing 
two fundamental issues; incorporate a pre­
scription drug benefit into the system and 
provide seniors with choices in their health 
care coverage.

Medicare has 
not kept pace with 
the rapid changes 
in our health care 
system. As our 
research community 
pushes the envelope 
to develop life­
saving medicines 
and procedures, 
our nation's health 
care system must take that innovation into 
account.

Pharmaceuticals have revolutionized 
medical care. Increasingly, ailments are 
treated with medication instead of inva­
sive surgeries, and it is imperative that 
those who rely on Medicare have access to 
affordable prescription drugs.

When Medicare won’t pay for medi­
cine to treat diabetes, but will pay for an 
amputation of a limb caused by complica­
tions from the disease, we have an obvious 
problem. But this new legislation corrects 
that absurd practice.

The bill establishes comprehensive 
prescription drug coverage for traditional 
Medicare participants as well as those who 
opt for privately sponsored health plans. 
Beneficiaries will pay an average $35 
monthly premium, a $275 annual deduct­
ible, and 50 percent of drug costs up to 
$4,500, with a provision for catastrophic

coverage when bills exceed $5,800.
The legislation also addresses the 

problem inherent with Medicare -  its 
intrinsic inflexibility. True reform must 
provide our nation's seniors the freedom 
to choose physicians and benefits based on 
their individual needs. This bill does that.

It does not force participants out of 
traditional Medicare. If beneficiaries are 
satisfied with their existing coverage, they 
have the option to stay put. However, if 
they choose to enroll in a private insurance 
preferred provider organization (PPO) or 
health maintenance organization (HMO), 
Medicare will allow that choice.

An important amendment to the 
Medicare legislation was approved by a 
94-1 vote to make generic drugs more 
readily available to patients, which could 
significantly reduce their bills. The amend­
ment eliminates delaying tactics some­
times employed by drug companies to 
keep lower-cost prescription drugs off the 
market and inaccessible to consumers.
At the same time, it protects innovation 
and preserves incentives for companies to 
invest in research and development.

With the passage of Medicare reform. 
Congress has reaffirmed an important 
promise to seniors. This legislation will 
help bring this venerable program into the 
21st century and give our seniors the medi­
cal coverage they need and deserve.

WIC class to teach parents how to keep children active

adolescents in the United States is 
obese, according to an article in the 
April 9, 2003, issue of the Journal of 
the American Medical Association 
(JAMA).
