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Work begins on depot project

Work began on the renovation of
the old Ft. Worth & Denver Railroad
Depot last week after more than three
years of planning and setbacks

The depot, which was moved
from Kearney Street to the museum
grounds in 1996, will undergo a total

area on the east side of Clarendon. The improvements are funded by two disaster grants from the National
Resources Conservation Service and the Texas Office of Rural Community Affairs following flooding that

occurred in 2001.

restoration inside and out, Swanson
said. The building will be re-wired
and re-plumbed to meet modemn
needs and codes. The baggage and
ticket areas will be restored, and a
kitchen area will be put in behind the
ticket office.

All windows and doors will be
made operable, and alterations will
be made to meet federal handicapped
requirements

The hardwood floors will be
repaired and sealed but not refin-
ished, and the ceilings and walls will
be scraped, sanded, and repainted.
Exterior walls will be filled with
blow-in insulation, and a plastic
vapor barrier will be installed above
the tongue and grove bead-boards on
the ceiling.

The exterior of the building
will also be scrapped, sanded, and
painted; and new trim will be added
around the top. A reproduction of the
“Clarendon” sign will also be affixed
to the end of the building.

Clarendon’s depot was origi-
nally constructed in late 1887 or
early 1888, and this is believed to be
at least partially the same building,
although it was substantially remod-
eled more than once, specifically in
1915 and 1927.

The depot renovation is being
funded by a grant from the Texas
Department of Transportation and
through the generous donations of
many individuals and businesses.
The project is expected to take about
90 days to complete.

Sparks fly during city meeting
as aldermen seek alternatives

Clarendon voters rejected a pro-
posal to issue $2.5 million in certifi-
cates of obligation for street paving
Saturday, causing tempers to flare
during a called meeting of the Board
of Aldermen Monday night.

The city had worked for several
months on a plan, which would have
paved 152 blocks, before a July
petition forced the election and ulti-
mately killed the funding by a vote of
224 “against” and 199 “for.”

Monday’s meeting to work on
the 2003-2004 municipal budget
got off to tense start as Mayor Tex
Selvidge suggested raising water
and sewer fees by $1.10 and $10
per month to be able to fund future
improvements.

But Aldermen Michael Tib-
bets quickly rejected that notion,
saying it would just be “rubbing the
voters’ noses in it” to go up the same
amounts as had been proposed during
the election.

Alderman Bobbie Kidd said he
thought the city needed to dedicate
$100,000 in the next budget to start
street improvements, and Alderman
Mark White said Clarendon has
neglected the streets too long and
that maybe they should just be ripped
up and graded if nothing was done
soon.

Later in the meeting, the streets
came up again, and the aldermen
soon clashed once more.

“I think these people who voted
against [the paving] should come in
here and tell us what to do,” Alder-
man Janice Knorpp said.

White again raised the spectre of
inaction.

“Maybe we'll just sit here and do
nothing for another 75 years,” White
said. “Why would anybody want to
come here with the streets like they
are?”

The question prompted a sharp
response from Alderman Tommy
Hill, who said, “The people won’t
come here if the taxes are too high!”

Drawing this from White: “They
damn sure will if they have good
streets to drive on! Use your head a
little bit!”

Local resident Darrell Leffew
addressed the board and suggested
the city do the work itself to save
money.

“You have most of the equip-
ment, but you need to hire someone
who knows how to run a blade,”
Leffew said. “Hire somebody and
give him two or three hands and the
authority to get the job done.”

Leffew said the curb and gutter
work could be contracted out.

“Curb and gutter is what you
have to have for the streets to last,”
he said.

Working with Leffew’s idea,
aldermen set about trying to figure
how to implement it and set a goal
of paving 20 blocks in the next year.
Putting those numbers in the budget,
the aldermen then looked for a way
to fund the improvements while
maintaining funding for other city
services.

“I thought we couldn’t go up on
anything,” Selvidge remarked sarcas-
tically.

“I don’t mind raising rates, Tex,”
responded Alderman Tibbets. “It just
can’t be the same numbers we voted
on.

The board tentatively agreed to
raise water rates by $2 per month,
sanitation charges by $1.80 per
month, and sewer rates by $5 per
month. All of which would still
keep Clarendon’s rates below state
averages for towns of similar popula-
tions.

The board also tentatively agreed
to raise the ad valorem tax rate by
three cents per $100 valuation.

Asked after the meeting how
citizens would feel about increased
fees of $8.80 per month when they
had just rejected $11.10 per month at
the polls, Tibbets said the higher rates
were not solely for street improve-
ments.

“We have to have this for other
things - like our sheriff’s contract
~ and not just the streets,” he said.

The city is scheduled to have a
public hearing on the proposed tax
rate next week and will adopt the
new budget at the same time.

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USDA livestock assistance sign-up underway

Donley County livestock produc-
ers who have suffered grazing losses
caused by natural disasters will find
some relief through the Livestock
Assistance Program (LAP) offered
by the USDA, Farm Service Agency
(FSA).

“This program provides addi-
tional relief to livestock producers
who suffered grazing losses due to
severe weather and related causes,”
said Bruce Ferguson, County Execu-
tive Director.

To date, the Donley County
Office has received around twenty
applications from producers seek-
ing relief. The LAP sign-up period
began August 6 and ends October
24, 2003,

“LAP is intended to address the
needs of producers who were not
adequately covered by the Livestock
Compensation Program (LCP), but

producers cannot receive payments
under both programs for the same
loss,” said Ferguson.

A producer’s LAP payment will
be reduced by the amount(s) the
producer received under 2002 Cattle
Feed Program, Livestock Compensa-
tion Program - I and Livestock Com-
pensation Program - II regardless of
whether the LAP payment is for 2001
or 2002.

Authorized by the Agricultural
Assistance Act of 2003, LAP pro-
vides $250 million, nationwide,
to livestock producers for grazing
losses that occurred in either 2001
or 2002.

Under LAP, a producer’s grazing
land must be located in a county that
was declared a primary disaster area
under a Presidential or Secretarial
declaration. The county must have
been approved after Jan. 1, 2001,

and a designation requested no later
than Feb. 20, 2003, and subsequently
approved. Contiguous counties are
not eligible.

For those counties designated
as a disaster area for 2001 or 2002,
additional LAP eligibility criteria
must be met for each year.

Although LAP is a grazing loss
program, payments are based on the
lesser of the calculated pasture value
or the value of livestock feed allow-
ance multiplied by the producer’s
maximum grazing loss. The eli-
gible amount is 50 percent of the
loss amount. A producer must have
control of adequate grazing land to
support the eligible livestock.

During 2001 or 2002, a livestock
producer must have suffered a 40
percent or greater loss of grazing pro-
duction for three or more consecutive
months due to drought, hot weather,

“Because funding for LAP is
limited, a national factor will apply,”
said Ferguson. “This factor will be
announced after the sign-up period
ends.”

The 2003 Act requires that an
adjusted gross income (AGI) limita-
tion apply - a change from previous
LAP provisions. A $40,000 pay-
ment limitation also applies to LAP
assistance. The total value of all
applications will be determined and,
if in excess of $2.5 million, will be
adjusted proportionately.
