Congressional Themes Now 
Up For Argument

While congressional leaders 
have been reluctant to forecast 
speolflc recommendations in the 
President's message, pre-Congress 
discussion has made It apparent 
the Congress will be asked by the 
administration to:

1. Enact record-breaking peace­
time defense measures calling for 
increases in army and navy plane 
strength, and fleet, coast and field 
fighting arms.

2. Pass new tax legislation re­
storing In some degree the cuts 
made In undisturbed corporation 
profits and capital gains levies 
made over Mr. Roosevelt's protest 
by the last congress; reenacting 
some of the expiring nuisance tax­
es, and taxing the Income o f state 
employes salaries and future issu­
es o f bonds now In the tax-exempt 
class.

3. Continue the present AAA  
crop control act with some possible 
changes in financing.

4. Amend the Social Security 
Act to increase some benefits and

extend others to social service a a *  
other workers not now covered.

5. Possibly revise the neutrality 
act to give the President greater 
discretionary authority in Invoking 
embargoes.

6. Pass railroad rehabilitation 
legislation, recommendations fo r  
which are now being framed by a  
committee o f three railroad and 
three rail labor officials named by 
the President.

7. Appropriate another largo 
budget for relief and allied a c­
tivities.

But that Isn’t exactly what daddy 
does down there. When It comes 
the time of year that the baby 
need* warmer covering, daddy 
takes his gun and goea out to shoot 
down mistletoe t This be sells for 
the Christmas trada and buys Baby 
Bunting a different kind of rai­
ment For mistletoe, with Its well- 
known holiday meaning, grow* in 
abundance there and la always 
found high among the hart winter 
branches of the native aim. Little 
boys climb for It of course, but 
the quickest way to gather it for 
commercial use Is to shoot it down.

"Open season” for mistletoe 
hunting begins about the last of 
November and the demand in­
creases steadily until Christmas. 
Truck loads of the green sprigs 
with their wax-white berries are 
driven to the cities of the north for 
the holiday trade. At the mistle­
toe Is not always uniformly ripe at 
the time it la wanted, much 
“hunting” la required to find sprigs 
whose berries are at a stage to 
suit the demands of the buyers. At 
such times the roadsides may be 
strewn with discarded mistletoe, 
for the condition of the berries can­
not be seen until the sprig has 
been shot down. But such waste is 
not lamented, for mistletoe is a 
parasite that reappears In abun­
dance each year, however ruthless­
ly it may be treated.

CLARENDON RANCHER BELIEVES WEST
WON BY COWMEN, NOT LAND BARONS

♦------------------------------------------------------
By DICK COOKE 

Free grass-land cattlemen, whose 
ranges extended from the Indian 
Territory to New Mexico, and not 
individual land barons, were the 
true winners of the Old West, W. 
J. Lewis, old time cowboy and 
present owner of vast ranching in­
terests in the Panhandle, believes.

Foremost o f these, Lewis thinks, 
was the Panhandle’s first rancher, 
Bill Koogle, who arrived in this 
section even before the renowned 
Colonel Charles Goodnight.

Koogle, whose name is now al­
most legendary on the rangeland, 
also engaged In other enterprises 
and when wire barriers began clos­
ing the rolling prairies, he, with L. 
Cantelou, in the early 80’s, strung 
the first fence on the famous JA 
ranch, then owned by Colonel 
Goodnight.

Also feeling the call o f the West 
was Charles J. Lewis, father of W. 
J. Lewis, who disposed of his mer­
cantile business in Maryland and 
arrived in the Panhandle soon after 
Koogle. Purchasing a small tract 
o f  land from Sacra and Sugg 
Brothers, noted Indian Territory 
cattlemen, Lewis began operating 
on free grass land.

He was one of several ranchers 
yearly Indicted and taken to Aus­
tin for trials on tresspassing 
charges. Lewis also was postmas­
ter in both old and new Clarendon, 
a  position which he held for 23 
years.

Not without western historical 
Interest is the life of W. J. Lewis, 
Clarendon resident, who at pres­
ent owns the RO, 65,000 acre 
ranch; the Shoe Bar, 45,000 acres; 
the Spur brand, a part of the Mill

Iron, and several smaller holdings 
totaling In all, over 200,000 acres.

The Clarendon cattleman, who 
now runs between 12,000 and 14,- 
000 cattle, arrived In the Panhan­
dle in 1886 to work for Koogle. 
who was his uncle.

He began his career on the RO, 
according to his wife, Willie Ne- 
bury Lewis, Dallas, author o f "Be­
tween Sun and Sod," now on sale, 
since Nov. 1. Mrs. Lewis, a Western 
historian, whose, book portrays the 
social development o f the cattle 
country, says her husband’s first 
job was as outside man on the 
ranch. “He was just a boy,”  she 
declares, "and rode round-up pools 
from the Indian Territory to New 
Mexico." Incidentally one o f Lewis’ 
first bosses was the well-known 
Captain Ingerton.

One of the greatest thrills of the 
early day life, Lewis says, was the 
trip given himself and four other 
cattlemen to the World’s Fair in 
Chicago. "The Rock Island railroad 
was making a bid for cattle ship­
ments from this section, and we

Under Name “Mickey Finn”

A mysterious Santa Claus whose 
identity was revealed only at his 
death early In 1937 will be remem­
bered at Sioux City, Iowa each 
Christmas as one of Sioux City's 
most beloved characters.

His name was Ed T. Kearney, a 
real estate man and banker who 
brought Yuletide Joy to hundreds 
with anonymous contributions to 
bunates of prisons and missions. 
His gifts were always accompanied 
by poorly written letters bearing 
tbs signature: “ Mickey Finn."

The Identity of “Mickey Finn"

was not discovered until Kearney 
was In a Sioux City hospital dur­
ing his last Illness. A daughter, 
possessed o f some circumstantial 
evidence, confronted her father 
with the question and he confessed 
that he was "Mickey Finn.”  When 
his private papers were examined 
clippings were found substantiat­
ing his confession.

The character of Mickey Finn 
was created early In the 1900s 
when Mr. Kearney was president 
o f a bank at Jackson, Neb. He met 
many bankers from over the coun­
try at conventions and when he 
started his Santa Claus role In the 
person of “ Mickey Finn,” he simp­
ly wrote his banker friends In oth­
er cities and obtained their co­
operation in sending the checks 
and keeping hla Identity secret.

Taber pointed out that failure to 
remedy the situation has resulted 
from too many approaches as In­
dividuals and not enough concerted 
action. "The one-step method of 
farm recovery,”  he pointed out, 
“ must give way to cooperate ac­
tion with the emphasis not on pro­
duction control, but on the capac­
ity to consume, and an expansion 
of this capacity.

"W e ahould scour the earth for 
new products, exert extreme pres­
sure to discover new uses for our 
present products of agriculture 
and develop new plants.

‘Tf President Hoover had follow­
ed the recommendation o f the 
Grange when It proposed to export 
debenture or drawback principle, 
so long used In industry, I feel con­
fident our loss of foreign markets 
for cotton would have been minim­
ized and we would not have such 
tremendous carry over at the pres­
ent time.

"Cooperative marketing with In­
creased emphasis on distribution 
will help the tiller o f the soil, 
Transportation must be efficient, 
taxes fair, and Interest rates rea 
sonable.

IN RARE MASTODON FOSSIL EXHIBIT

CANYON. Dec. 12.—A  shock 
awaits visitors who walk Into the 
basement annex o f the Panhandle- 
Plains Historical Society museum 
here. An animal hitherto known 
only by sketching o f scientists and 
advertising men is almost ready 
for “her” initial showing In life 
size.

As visitors descend the stairway 
from the main building, they will 
suddenly see a life-size mastodon, 
a 4-ton tusked animal which looks 
as If he might be alive. The huge 
model has been made by Gustaf 
Sundstrom under the direction of 
Prof. C. Stuart Johnston. It is com­
pleted except for painting.

This mastodon Is based on parts 
of three skeletons found in the 
Panhandle. The skeletons are not 
complete, but they are the most 
complete in exlstr ce and are very 
rare. A skull o f one, requiring four 
men to lift It, is being displayed at 
the museum for the first time. The 
model is the first to be made any­
where of this shovel-jawed species. 
Through this and other models and 
fossil collections the Panhandle- 
Plains Historical Society museum

has become distinguished for Its 
extensive and in some instances 
exclusive collections. According to 
Prof. Johnston, the museum has 
the most complete collections of 
Panhandle fossils which exist, de­
spite the fact that other institu­
tions have been working in the 
Panhandle for two decades. Fifty 
men of WPA scientific parties are 
providing a rich source of fossils 
and an Inside crew is kept busy 
preserving, classifying, and as­
sembling the materials at the mu­
seum.

The Mastodon skulls and other 
bones were found a short distance 
south of Higgins last spring. The 
museum has the best skull In ex­
istence and the only substantially 
complete one of this species.

A lobo wolf habitat case and a 
bob white case will be made soon.

To date, 171,968 persons have 
registered at the museum.

STILL SPREADS 
HOLIDAY CHEER

In homes throughout America 
this Christmas the holly plant will 
carry on its age-old duty of spread­
ing Yuletlde spirit, a custom that 
dates back to the pagan tribes of 
continental Europe.

Originally the holly grew wild in 
the United States over a range 
from Massachusetts to Missouri 
and south to Florida and Texas. 
But too much harvesting in north­

eastern United States has destroy­
ed much of the natural growth. To­
day most holly is grown from Nor­
folk, Va., to Florida within 50 or 
60 miles o f the Atlantic coast, and 
westward in the Gulf region to 
Louisiana.

Current popularity of the holly 
is a continuation of the custom of 
the Druid feasts which honored the 
mistletoe and holly in pagan rites. 
In Europe the tribes under Roman 
rule sent holly branches o each 
other as evidence of good will. 
Homes and churches were decor­
ated with holly laden with crimson 
berries when the pagans celebrated 
the feast of Saturnalia, the "turn­
ing on o f the sun."

Holly does not bear berries until 
it is five years old. Before that 
time the male and female trees 
cannot be told apart. There are 
more than 300 species of the plant, 
all of them native to the temper­
ate and tropical regions of both 
hemispheres.

Only the American and English 
holly trees have rich green leaves. 
These are outlined with sharp 
spines or teeth, and the fruiting 
branches have round crimson ber­
ries.

WASSAIL BOWL'
English Made It From This Recipe 

Years Ago— And It’s Still 
A Good One!

Everybody's heard about the old 
English wassil bowl, but how many 
know how it’s made? Here’s a 
mellowed recipe, unchanged from 
the way its author prepared it 
years ago:

"Simmer a small quantity of the 
following spices in a teacup of wa­
ter—cardamumn, cloves, nutmeg, 
mace, ginger, cinnamon and cori­
ander. When done, put the spice to 
two, four or six bottles o f port, 
sherry, or maderia, with one and 
one-half pounds o f fine loaf sugar 
(pounded) to four bottles, and set 
all on the fire in a clean bright 
sauce pan; meanwhile have yolks 
of 12 and whites o f 6 eggs well 
whisked up in it. Then, when the 
spiced and sugared wine is a little 
warm, take out one teacup, and so 
on for three or four cups; after 
which, when it boils, add the whole 
of the remainder, pouring it in 
gradually, and stirring it briskly 
all the time, so as to froth it. The 
moment a fine froth is obtained, 
toss in 12 fine soft roasted apples, 
and send it up hot."

CHRISTMAS, FLA. —  There’s 
nary a snowflake in this southern 
community but It’s the only town 
In America that has a "Christmas" 
atmosphere the year around. Each 
Yuletlde season cards and pack­
ages come from all parts o f the 
world to be stamped and mailed 
again by "Mrs. Santa Claus," oth­
erwise known as Postmistress 
Juanita S. Tucker. The post office 
was established June 27. 1802. Of­
fices at Christmas, Ky., and Christ­
mas, Arizona, have been abandon­
ed.

Rev. J. Sutherland-Watt of Nor­
folk, Virginia tells how the strains 
of “Silent Night, Holy Night," 
sweeping gently across a battle­
field in two languages, quieted 
guns in front-line trenches of the 
greatest war on earth for a Christ­
mas celebration.

It was Christmas eve, 1914, be­
tween Armentlers and Arras, while 
Gordon Highlanders huddled in 
trenches, when somebody remem­
bered the day.

"Jim, let’s sing," one said to Pri­
vate Sutherland-Watt.

Jim pleaded off, but someone 
else started “Silent Night, Holy 
Night,” and soon Jim and the 
whole Scot regiment had Joined in.

When the last refrain subsided, 
from the opposite trenches arose 
other voices— attuned in “Stllle 
Nacht.” Then all night long Christ­
mas carols rang from trench to 
trench In strange tongues while 
cannon and flares from other sec­
tors lit the sky.

A t the customary "zero'’ hour, 
the British soldiers saw gray-clad 
figures making their way out of 
the opposite trenches. A few shots 
were fired. Then it was seen that 
the Germans carried no arms. 
Scots leaped from their trenches, 
likewise unarmed, only to be or­
dered back.

FOREIGN NAME

Tou’ll eat your turkey and like 
It this Christmas, but do you know 
where this festive bird got Its 
name?

The turkey is the only species of 
poultry native to this country. Its 
name Is attributed by some to its 
call notes, “ turk-turk-turk” ; others 
believe that Its head ornaments, re­
sembling the fez worn by natives 
« f  Turkey, gave rise to Its name.

Another explanation is seen In 
the fact that the first turkeys 
from  America were sold in Spain, 
largely by Hebrew merchants. 
Since the bird was frequently con­
fused with the peacock, it is said 
that the Hebrew traders called It 
"tukki,” their name for the pea­
cock. With the widespread use of 
this name in English, it easily be­
came the present "turkey."

the voices of school children. So 
each year new joy is expressed 
through old channels. — Frances 
Grins tead.

In 567, the Council o f Tours, 
France, declared a 12-day festival 
from Christmas to Elplphany, and 
later, from 991 to 1016, the laws o f 
Ethelred ordained that all strife 
should cease at Christmas. In Ger­
many, Christmas was established 
In 813 by the Synod of Mainz, and 
In Norway by King Hakon the 
Good, In 950.

CHRISTMAS CELEBRATED 
IN OLD-FASHIONED WAY BY 

BURNING THE YULE LOG

PALMER LAKE, COLO.—Resi­
dents of this high-perched town on 
the great Divide celebrate their 
modern Christmas in an old-fash­
ioned way, by burning the tradi­
tional yule log.

Each year the log is secretly cut, 
notched and tied with hempen 
cord, hidden among the trees and 
rocks awaiting the finder to whom 
goes the honor o f dragging it into 
town.

Last year for the first time Pal­
mer Lake burned its yule log in the 
town hall, where local firemen built 
a huge stone fireplace wide enough 
to accommodate a four-foot log 
Previously the celebration was held 
In a private home where fewer 
guests could be accommodated.

The hunt for the yule log starts, 
at 1 p. m , when all participants 
are summoned by a bugle to meet 
In front of the hall.

The yule log has a colorful his­
tory. In Scandinavia, where Thor, 
the god of thunder, was worshiped, 
greet log fires were built along the 
rocky shores both at mid-summer 
and mid-winter in order to propit­
iate him for his rumbling wrath.

■When the early fathers substi­
tuted the feast of the Nativity for 
that o f Mlthra, the Persian sun 
god who was worshiped on De­
cember 23 in early Rome, a differ­
ent note crept in. Yule-tide became 
a time for feuds to cease.

In England, before the Reforma­
tion, bringing in the yule log was 
an Important part of the Christ­
mas festivities. The community 
usually gathered In the hall o f the 
lord of the manor, where the log 
was kindled with due ceremony 
and all partook In the wassail cup,
