Dewhurst taps Duncan

AUSTIN -  Lieutenant Gover­
nor David Dewhurst has announced 
the appointment of Senator Robert 
Duncan (R-Lubbock) to the Legis­
lative Budget Board.

Dewhurst said he was pleased 
to announce the appointment and 
said Duncan had exhibited leader­
ship qualities in the last legislative 
session which positioned him well 
as an excellent candidate for this 
position.

Ambulance service gets $35k grant
The Associated Ambulance 

Authority was awarded a $35,000 
grant from the Texas Department of 
Health (TDH) last week to help pur­
chase a new ambulance.

Authority Director Anita Aaron 
said her office received a congratu­
latory phone call from TDH last 
Tuesday after sending in the grant 
application in April.

“We were very blessed,” she 
said. “We were thrilled just not to be 
rejected and then to find out that we 
got just what we asked for.”

Aaron said the ambulance ser­
vice received the maximum possible 
award under a TDH Local Project 
Grant program. The funds will be 
used to replace the authority’s oldest 
ambulance, which is a 1995 model 
that will be traded in.

“Because of where we are 
located, we rack up a lot of miles,” 
Aaron said.

The ambulance service, which 
operates a total of three ambulances 
under the authority of the Donley 
County Hospital District, had only

30 to 45 days to fill out an applica­
tion that Aaron said was much more 
complex than previous applications.

"This was a team effort,” she 
said of the application. "'There is no 
one person responsible for the suc­
cess of this grant .”

Ambulance service personnel 
Debra Hill, Anna Summers, Brent 
Aaron, Connie Wheatley, and District 
Administrator Alan Graham assisted 
Anita Aaron with the application.

Work is already underway on 
several grant applications to come up

with an additional $45,000 needed 
to purchase a new ambulance, and 
Aaron says the state grant will make 
finding (he extra money much easier.

"It puts us in a better position 
since we’ve already been awarded 
a grant,” she said. "It opens doors 
and makes us look more attractive to 
other grantors.”

The ambulance service has one 
year to use the state funds and seeks 
to find the matching funds within that 
timeframe.

Earlier this week Aaron was in

San Antonio for the Texas State EMS 
Conference on behalf of the ambu­
lance authority and was attending the 
Rural EMS Task Force meeting of 
the Governor’s Emergency Trauma 
Advisory Council.

"We’re developing an elected 
officials' guide to EMS as to who we 
are and what we do,” she said.

Aaron said currently the state 
considers EMS to be a “non-essen­
tial” service while law enforcement 
and fire departments are considered 
“essential" services.

C C  moving forward 
with library plans

Clarendon College will likely 
begin soliciting bids for the construc­
tion of a new library next month 
following last Thursday’s Board of 
Regents meeting.

Architect Jim Doche presented 
blueprints for the facility at the 
meeting, and CC President Myles 
Shelton discussed the timeline for 
the project.

The college anticipates starting 
the bidding on or about December 8. 
The bids will be opened on January 
8, 2004; and the regents will meet 
on January 15 to consider awarding 
a bid.

The library, which will be built 
between the Administration Build­
ing and the Hamed Sisters Fine Arts 
Center, is expected to take eight to 
ten months. CC officials hope to be 
using the new facility for the 2005 
spring semester

The $1.4 million library project 
is being built with funds which have 
been donated to the college.

The present library on the west 
end of the Administration Building 
was determined to be inadequate by 
the Southern Association of Colleges 
& Schools (SACS) during CC’s last 
accreditation visit in 1994. SACS 
officials will make another accredita­
tion visit in the fall of 2005.

In other CC business, regents 
accepted final completion of the 
new softball field and the Livestock 
& Equine Center. Officials reported 
that the contractor is still working to 
complete items on the punch list for 
the new residence hall. Those items 
include some remaining work on 
doors and effacing and concern about 
inconsistent coloring of the patio.

The board received a report on 
the Texas State Performance Mea­
sures. CC students completed courses 
at a rate of 92.3 percent during 2003, 
and more than 97 percent of students 
required to take a licensure exam 
(such as LVN and EMT students) did 
so successfully.

Regents approved a resolution 
authorizing a grant application to the 
Chapman Forestry Foundation for 
landscaping around Regents Hall.

Regents accepted the resigna­
tions of custodian Ramona Santos 
and assistant softball coach Brandi 
Perry. Henry Hermesmeyer was hired 
as a custodian, and the contracts of 
Sharron Rust and Gay Tibbets were 
renewed.

Drafts of the strategic goals and 
institutional plan, “Opening Doors. 
Changing Lives.” were distributed. 
The plan is an outgrowth of visioning 
exercises done earlier this year.

AUSTIN -  Texas Comptroller 
Carole Keeton Strayhom said last 
week that state sales tax collections 
rose in October by 3.6 percent com­
pared to October 2002 -  the biggest 
year-over-year growth since August 
2001, just prior to the 9/11 attacks.

The state’s October sales tax 
revenue was $1.19 billion. Strayhom 
sent rebates of $271.3 million to 
Texas cities, up 7.5 percent.

In Donley County, rebates were 
mixed. Hedley’s rebate was up from 
$608.92 to $659.69. Clarendon

dropped 5.43 percent to $22,378.98; 
and Howardwick fell 24.99 percent 
to $1,445.45.

The local cities are doing well 
for the year to date figures with 
Clarendon up 2.38 percent. Hedley 
up 16.74 percent, and Howardwick 
down just slightly by 1.58 percent.

November rebates represent 
September sales reported in Octo­
ber by monthly tax filers and July, 
August and September sales reported 
to the Comptroller in October by 
quarterly sales tax filers.

Burton Library holds 80th anniversary celebration
The Burton Memorial Library held an 

open house and anniversary party Saturday 
morning in celebration of 80 years of service to 
the people of Donley County and Clarendon.

Approximately 80 people attended the 
party hosted by the Friends of the Library. 
Attendees enjoyed cake, cookies, and punch; 
and author Kyle Gamer was on hand to sign 
copies of his book. Whatever It Takes.

The library was established by the Path­
finders Study Club in 1923 and was originally 
located on the second floor of City Hall. Before 
that year was over, the library was moved to 
larger quarters on the first floor.

Gabie Betts Burton served as the library’s 
first librarian and was instrumental in its found­
ing. She held that position for 24 years and for 
many years wrote a weekly column, “Library 
Notes,” for The Donley County Leader. On 
the library’s 14th anniversary, she wrote the 
following:

“If I were asked to name the institution of 
most value to all the people of a community, 
leaving out the church and school, of course, I 
should answer ‘a library.’ Nothing else contrib­
utes to the happiness and well being of as many 
individuals, both old and young, rich and poor.

For books are no respecters of persons. They 
contribute their stored treasures of wisdom, of 
beauty, of inspiration, of wit, and of eloquence 
to all who are willing to delve into them.”

The library became a department of the 
city in 1928 and then became a joint city- 
county operation in 1945, partnership that 
continues to this day.

Local people often thought of the institu­
tion as “Mrs. Burton’s Library.” She retired in 
1947 and passed away in 1948. Two years later, 
the library was renamed the Gabie Betts Burton 
Library at the urging of the Pathfinders Club.

In March 1977, City Hall was remod­
eled to its present configuration for municipal 
offices, and the library was moved into former 
tax office in the Donley County Courthouse, the 
present site of the Commissioners’ Courtroom. 
Space there was very limited and cramped.

An official Library Board was first cre­
ated by city and county officials in September 
1977 and helped the library meet the standards 
to join the Texas Panhandle Library System in 
1978.

An anonymous gift of $50,000 combined 
with the hard work and donations of local civic 
leaders led to the purchase and remodeling

of two buildings on Kearney Street, and the 
library moved to its modem home in August 
of 1981. At that time, the name was officially 
changed to the Burton Memorial Library.

Several people have followed in Mrs. 
Burton’s footsteps to care for her library. Those 
people holding the title of librarian have been 
Gabie Betts Burton, May Lumpkin Prewitt, 
Edith Speed Barnes, Miss Isla Smith, Sarah 
Cline, Lawrence Neece, Annis Stavenhagen, 
Diane Chamberlain, Mary Lynn Bills, Mary 
Green, Carolyn Blackerby, and Jerri Shields.

Mrs. John Justice was also a longtime 
library employee under the tenures of Mrs. 
Smith and Mrs. Cline. She also worked under 
Mr. Neece through the Green Thumb Program.

Today’s library continues with that same 
spirit of community service embodied by its 
namesake and provides the public with access 
not only to traditional books but also to audio 
books, videotapes, and access to the Internet. 
Under the watchful eyes of Librarian Jerri 
Sheilds and her assistants, Mary Lynn, Irene 
Oatman, and Bill Russell, it seems certain that 
Mrs. Burton's library will continue to bring 
pleasure, inspiration, and learning to the people 
of Donley County for many years to come.

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Fixing Medicare to meet modern needs
While the medical community has 

ridden the technological wave of the future, 
pushing the envelope in research into new 
pharmaceuticals, treatments, and life­
saving measures. Medicare has been stuck 
floundering in the 20th century.

After years of talk, Congress is poised 
to enact the most sweeping change for 
America’s seniors in nearly 40 years. Phar­
maceuticals are one of the true miracles of 
modem medicine. Ailments that tradition­
ally required an expensive in-patient hos­
pital stay and invasive surgery can now be 
treated with medication. But most Medi­
care recipients wouldn’t know it.

An estimated 9.9 million Medicare 
beneficiaries do not have prescription drug 
coverage. While the government pays for 
costly heart surgery, it currently will not 
pay for the preventative drugs that may 
have precluded the need for an operation in 
the first place.

The bill before Congress would give 
America's seniors access to a prescription 
drug benefit for the first time. Beneficiaries 
would pay a $35 monthly premium and a 
$250 deductible, after which they pay 25 
percent of drug costs between $250 and 
$2,250, and 100 percent between $2,250 
and $3,600. Costs over that threshold 
would require an average co-pay of $2 
for generic drugs and $5 for brand name 
drugs, or five percent of the total drug cost

depending on the 
plan.

Until these 
reforms are in place, 
a prescription drug 
discount card offer­
ing savings of up to 
25 percent will be 
available in 2004, 
providing some 
relief immediately.

This measure also offers additional 
and unprecedented assistance to those 
with low incomes or catastrophic drug 
costs. Medicare beneficiaries at the poverty 
level and below will pay no premiums or 
deductibles and will have nominal cost 
sharing responsibility, with co-pays of $1 
for generic drugs and $3 for other pharma­
ceuticals. And those at 135 and 150 percent 
of the poverty level will have dramatically 
reduced premiums, deductibles, and co­
pays. These changes will mean more than 
680,000 low-income Texans will pay no 
more than $5 per prescription.

In addition to the prescription drug 
benefit, there are a number of other ele­
ments that bring Medicare up to modem- 
day medical standards. In the end, the 
legislation is a good compromise and 
addresses the fundamental problems.

One significant element is choice. This 
plan gives seniors access to a broad array

of healthcare options, similar to what most 
working Americans already enjoy. Seniors 
can stay in traditional Medicare or choose 
another benefit package. It also has provi­
sions to encourage companies currently 
providing healthcare to their retirees to 
continue offering this important benefit.
In addition, those in rural areas will have 
access to the same choices as those in more 
densely populated urban areas.

As with any compromise, some areas 
are not everything you support. I advocated 
larger teaching hospital reimbursement 
levels. In addition to training the physi­
cians of tomorrow, these institutions treat 
underserved patients and provide compre­
hensive and unique services such as neo­
natal intensive care and bum units for the 
general population. Texas teaching hospi­
tals will receive an additional $12.9 million 
over the next ten years, below the levels I 
wanted, but a welcome increase over the 
status quo.

Let me be clear: this bill is not perfect, 
but as AARP President James Parkel said, 
“Millions of Americans cannot wait for 
perfect. They need help now.”

Finally, we are taking the first step to 
bring this vital program up-to-date. For the 
first time, we can provide a voluntary pre­
scription drug benefit that offers additional 
assistance for those who need it most and 
strengthen Medicare for future generations.

Let’s get Social Security reform on track

What ever happened to reforming 
Social Security?

We haven't heard very much about the 
subject over the past couple of years. The 
war on terrorism, tax relief, and issues like 
Medicare and prescription drugs pushed 
Social Security off to the side.

But legislation proposed on Novem­
ber 18 by U.S. Senator Lindsey Graham 
(R-SC) to add private accounts as a choice 
under Social Security is a first step in 
making sure that this very important issue 
will be debated as part of the presidential 
and congressional campaigns of 2004.

After all, the dismal outlook for Social 
Security hasn’t changed. Projections point 
to the program starting to pay out more 
than it receives in payroll taxes by 2018, 
with the revenue owed to Social Security 
by the federal government expected to run 
dry in 2042. These projections are anything

but carved in stone, but the precarious 
structure of the system is clear to most 
everyone.

Senator Graham's legislation would 
provide individuals with choices. For 
those 54 years of age or under, one could 
either remain in the current system and 
pay a higher payroll tax in order to receive 
promised benefits; pay the current tax 
rate and get reduced benefits; or opt for a 
private account. With the account option, 
one could direct up to 4 percentage points 
currently paid through the payroll tax into 
an account (but only up to $1,300 a year), 
with the funds invested in stock or bond 
index funds. Obviously, one’s benefits from 
Social Security would be reduced accord­
ingly, but they would be more than made 
up for due to the enhanced returns from the 
private account.

Those 55 or older would stay in the 
current system. In addition, the govern­

ment would guarantee an annual retirement 
income of 120 percent of the poverty level.

Other than a provision whereby 
federal taxpayers would provide a $500 
matching grant for voluntary contributions 
from low-income workers, Senator Graham 
has laid a constructive foundation upon 
which this debate can proceed.

Allowing individuals the option of 
directing part of their payroll taxes into 
private investment accounts would estab­
lish individual ownership and present the 
opportunity for a more secure retirement.

Most people can see that Social Secu­
rity does not work properly. We can either 
raise taxes through the roof, or we can help 
individuals and the economy by expand­
ing Social Security to include the private 
account option. Let the Social Security 
reform debate resume.

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Sen. Cornyn proposes amendment 
to ensure continuity of Congress

WASHINGTON -  L’.S Sen 
John Comyn. chairman of the Judi­
ciary Committee's subcommittee on 
the Constitution, introduced a consti­
tutional amendment and implement­
ing legislation Wednesday to provide 
for the continuity of Congress.

Though the Constitution specifi­
cally authorizes Congress in .Article 
II to prov ide for the continuity of the 
Presidency, it lacks such a prov ision 
for Congress. As currently drafted, 
the Constitution and U.S. Code are 
inadequate, antiquated, and do not 
reflect today’s realities. Following 
the attacks of 9/11, the threat is no 
longer abstract, Comyn said. Rather, 
"it is among the most pressing issues 
before the Congress.”

“Nobody relishes the idea of 
planning for their own demise, but 
it will be far too late to establish a 
protocol for continuity after a catas­
trophe strikes the Capitol building,-'  
Comyn said. 'The time to correct 
these potentially devastating flaws 
is now—not the day after an attack. 
Today, I offer a proposal to provide 
for continuity of congressional oper­
ations. And in the coming weeks. 
I will submit legislation to repair 
problems in our current system of 
presidential succession."

Comyn was joined by members 
of the AEI-Brookings Continuity of 
Government Commission in unveil­

ing the legislation. Former presi­
dential adviser Lloyd Cutler, who 
is die co-chairman; Norm Omstein. 
senior counselor to the commission 
and resident scholar at the American 
Enterprise Institute; and Thomas 
Mann, senior counselor to the com­
mission. and senior fellow, gov­
ernmental studies at the Brookings 
Institution applauded the introduc­
tion and urged speedy Congressional 
action to updated, the Constitution to 
fit modem realities.

Although Congress is not in 
session year-round, the ability to 
convene immediately in a time of 
crisis cannot be understated. Two 
days after 9/11, Congress passed leg­
islation expediting benefits for public- 
safety officers killed or injured in the 
line of duty. Three days after 9/11. 
Congress appropriated $40 billion in 
emergency funds and approved legis­
lation supporting the use of military 
force. And a week later. Congress 
enacted further legislation to stabilize 
and secure the economy and airports 
and to compensate the v ictims of the 
9/11 attacks.

Had events unfolded differently. 
Comyn said. "It’s possible that none 
of this legislation would have been 
enacted in a timely fashion, leaving 
our national and homeland security 
in limbo."

In an effort to reach broad con­

sensus and bridge the differences of 
opinion on how best to reconstitute 
the government. Comyn's imple­
menting legislation allows the states 
to choose whether their method of 
replacing members would be 1) 
by special elections, 2) emergency 
interim appointments by the gover­
nor or by the legislature. 3) emer­
gency interim appointments pursuant 
to a list of successors created by 
incumbent members of Congress, or 
4) through other mechanisms.

The legislation also ensures 
that any emergency interim appoint­
ments to fill vacancies in the House 
would only be temporary . The imple­
menting legislation requires such 
appointments to be accompanied by 
elections within a 120 day time limit, 
and incapacitated members would 
have the right to reclaim their office 
at any time after recovery.

As chairman of the Judiciary 
Committee's subcommittee on the 
Constitution. Comyn chaired a hear­
ing of the full committee September 
9 on continuity of Congress. Senators 
at the hearing heard from members of 
Congress and electoral experts in an 
effort to ensure that Americans will 
have an operational government in 
the event of a catastrophe.

“It's not every day that you intro­
duce legislation, then pray you never 
have to use it," Comyn said.

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Groundwater d istrict to begin water level measurements
Beginning the first of December 

and lasting through February, the 
Panhandle Ground Water Conserva­
tion District will be conducting its 
annual winter water level measure­
ment program throughout the Dis­
trict.

Winter water level measure­
ments not only help the District with 
vital data information, but they also 
benefit the general public, fanners, 
and ranchers with maps created from 
this gathered data.

Winter water level measure­
ments are fathered by using an E-line 
or a steel tape down the casing of the 
well. An E-line consists of a long 
measuring tape with a battery-pow­
ered circuit running through it. The 
end of the E-line that is first placed 
into the well casing purposely has a 
short in it. When this short is sub-

Beef Conference 
to be at farm and 
ranch show Dec. 2

AMARILLO -  There’s a new 
tradition heading up the educational 
programs being offered at this year’s 
Amarillo Farm and Ranch Show. On 
December 2, the first annual Pan­
handle Beef Conference will provide 
a forum for area farmers and ranchers 
to discuss topics ranging from forage 
production to livestock identification 
concerns.

Texas Cooperative Extension’s 
Panhandle Beef Advisory Commit­
tee planned and organized the recent 
addition to Extension's education 
programs, a long time tradition 
during farm show week.

"Crop prices are a real concern 
for area producers right now," said 
Leon Church, Extension agricul­
tural agent in Potter County. "Cattle 
prices are up. and we're seeing a nod 
toward replacing row-crop acres with 
irrigated pastures.”

Registration for the symposium 
will begin by 9 a.m. in the Heritage 
Room of the newly expanded Civic 
Center complex. A $5 fee will cover 
lunch.

The conference features concur­
rent sessions on such topics as wheat 
and small grain forage production, 
irrigated pastures, and warm- versus 
cool-season grasses, including Ber­
muda varieties. Also on the agenda 
are presentations on carcass-based 
marketing, and issues involving the 
proposed Country of Origin Labeling 
(COOL) of livestock.

mersed into the water, a buzzer will 
sound on the reel displaying to the 
operator that is has found the water 
level. The steel tape is used in much 
the same way. The end of the tape is 
first covered with a blue or yellow 
chalk covering four to five feet. This 
end is then inserted into the casing 
In order to insert the right amount of 
tape into the well, the operator must 
know what the previous year’s depth 
measured. Once the tape has reached 
the appropriate water depth, the tape 
is pulled out of the well. The opera­
tor then finds the area of chalk that 
has been washed off the steel tape. 
From this reading, the operator can 
then calculate the water level.

Now that you are more familiar 
with the procedure, here are some 
benefits that come from the gather­
ing of this data. The new data allows

the PGCD to be able to continuously 
update saturated thickness maps that 
are useful in locating the amount of 
water under the ground in a particular 
place. Many farmers and ranchers use 
these maps to locate the best places 
to drill irrigation wells or windmills. 
Other maps prepared from this data 
are water level and depletion maps. 
Water level maps show them where 
the present water level is located 
Depletion maps point out to them 
how many feet the water table has 
risen or fallen in the last year. The 
depletion maps they use to determine 
the amount of depletion are the same- 
maps used for those landow ners w ho 
are eligible for depletion allowances 
on their income tax returns.

As you can see, this is not a new 
program. The PGCD has been mea­
suring water levels on many different

wells throughout the District. Some- 
wells have as much as 40 years worth 
of collected data. Last year alone, the 
District measured nearly 900 wells 
with one goal in mind -  to be able to 
provide useful and accurate informa­
tion to farmers, ranchers, or anyone 
who may have a question about the 
water in our area.

So, if you happened to see a red 
pickup driving down your road or 
in yout field or pasture with PGCD 
decals on the door, don’t worry. They 
are just doing their job the best they 
can so they will be able to provide 
the people of the Panhandle Ground- 
water Conservation District w ith the 
best information they can collect.
