RAILROAD COMMISSION ORDERS 51-CENT LOCAL GAS RATE

APPROXIMATELY $25,000 IN REFUNDS
DUE CONSUMERS ACCORDING TO WRIT

To Become Effective January 1,
February 1933; Dictum Hoped To End 6-Year Fight

And Retroactive From

The Texas Railroad Commission
this week ordered the City Gas
Company to reduce the domestic
rate within the city of Clarendon,
and its environs, to 51 cents per
thousand cubic feet and to refund
all charges gver that amount col-
lected since February 1, 1933.

The rate change is to go into
effect January 1, 1939, the order
said.

The estimated refund will total
between $25,000 and $30,000, May-
or T. F, Connally said Monday.

The order presumably closed the
almost six years of controversy
over the local rate which has been
in effect at 70 cents per thousand
cubic feet since the building of the
plant in 1927,

Basicly the new rate is a reduc-
tion of 12 cents per thousand cubic
feet as the new rate will carry a
delinquent penalty of 10 per cent
whereas the old rate was 70 cents
less 10 per cent for a total of 63
cents per thousand cubic feet.

FIRST REAL PIONEERS DISAPPEARED

WHEN TIME RUNG DOWN THE CURTAIN

Panhandie Pioneers Ages Ago Furnish Much Speculation.

Who Were They?

Where From And Where

Did They Go?

Feudalism was breaking up in

BEurope under the rise of lusty
young cities struggling for trade
advantages - - - A new capitalism
pitted capital against labor, wealth
against poverty, town against
country, and popes against imper-
ial authority - - - Ladies painted
their faces, the “new rich” exhibit-
ed the wusual vulgarities, great
banking houses fought for suprem-
acy, and Dante, the poet, talked of
“the good old days” when homes
were built for comfort, mnot for
ostentation.

But there was little ostentation
in the communal slab houses, clus-
tered in pueblo-like fashion on a
natural shelf overlooking Antelope
creek northwest of Amarillo, which
were inhabited by Plains Indians
during this same period. This pre-
historic village, now being exca-
vated and restored by a WPA
party under the sponsorship of
West Texas State College, was oc-
cupied about the year 1300 A. D.
The date has been fixed by com-
paring artifacts found there with
| those taken from other sites in
the Southwest where scientis(s,
studying tree-rings and other evi-
dence, have agreed upon a time
basis.

The location, one of many chart-
ed and studied by Floyd V. Studer
of Amarillo, is one which eventual-
ly will become a museum of pre-
historic life in this section. Res-
toration will be directed by Prof.
C. Stuart Johnston of West Texas
State College. Ele Baker is project
superintendent. Mr, Studer’s re-
search has had such scientific
value that it has formed the basis
for most of the archaeological
studies made in this section,

The excavations have revealed
stone walls made of rock slabs and
adobe, the low doorways, the fire
pits in the middle of many rooms,
and well-made implements of flint,
bone, and sinew. There were about
twenty rooms in the village, a few
of round but most about 15 feet
square. They were covered with
thatched roofs made of poles,
brush, and earth. Ventilation was
by means of a smoke hole in the
roofs. Evidence of habitation is
very good. Some of the fires ap-
pear as if they were made only

and smoked earth are well pre-
served.

Lighting and ventilation obvious-
ly were poor. Doorways were less
than three feet in height. Through
these the hundred or more inhabi-
tants moved on hands and knees,
apparently, as they came and went |
about their daily tasks. Water was |
carried in pottery containers from
the creek bed below. This pottery
was not painted, but covered with
a cord-like impression from which
it gets the name, “cord-marked
pottery.”

These plains redmen were more
peaceful in habits than the no-
madic tribes which probably an-
nihilated them or drove them from
this section. They hunted, raised
corn and probably beans and
squash, and bartered with residents
of other villages, some of which
were nearby.

Burial often were made beneath
the dirt floors of the houses. In
one room of the Antelope creek
ruin was found last week the
skelton of a middle-aged man. It
was in a flexed position. Prof.
Johnston said the physical build
appeared to be similar to that of
the modern plains Indian,

A typical slab room of one of
these villages will be taken to the
museum of the Panhandle-Plains
Historical Society here and re-
stored In every detail.
