Citizens suggest tax hike for deputy salaries
T w o  Donley County citizens told 

the Com m issioners’ Court M onday to 

raise their taxes if that is what it takes 
to give local deputies a pay increase.

Appearing before the court to 
support the sheriff’s department, Jim  
Cockcrham  said he was concerned 
about the low salary situation.

Donley County deputies gross 
$18,680 annually, out o f which is 
taken more than 14 percent for pay­
roll taxes and retirement benefits, 

according to the sheriff’s office
"W e 've  got a good sheriff and 

a good sheriff’s department.” he 

said, "but w e ’re going to lose some 
of these people to more lucrative

salaries."
Donley County officers are 

among the lowest paid in the state.
Cockerham urged the com m is­

sioners to set priorities in the next 

budget year and to do "anything” to 
raise deputies’ pay.

“ I don’t m ind paying more 

taxes," he said.
Paul Bell echoed Cockerham 's 

comments.

“These men want to stay here; 
they want to live here,” Bell said. 

‘T h e y  care, and they do a good job."
Bell said he knew other county 

employees needed more money also 
but said the deputies’ situations are

different.

‘T h is  is a hazardous profession," 
he said. "It can turn deadly any time. 
I ’ m not trying to put down any other 

position, but it takes more than a 
drivers license and a desire to be a 
deputy sheriff.”

Bell repeatedly urged com m is­
sioners to “ put a patch”  on a bad 
situation by giving deputies a raise 
and said the only way he knew to do 
it was to raise taxes.

“ I hate paying taxes, but I 'm  
w illing  to do it if that’s what it takes. 
Raise the taxes.”

Commissioners took no action 
on the salary question.

A lso  at M onday's meeting, 

Donley County Appraisal District 
C hief Appraiser Paula Lowrie 

addressed the court and explained the 
county can levy a special tax rate for 

the purpose of paying its debts.
Th e  county w ill make pay­

ments on indebtedness totaling 
approximately $173,000 during the 

next fiscal year. Th e  courthouse 
restoration note accounts for nearly 

$101,000 of that figure.

Low rie said the entire indebt­
edness could be covered with a 

special II-c e n t tax rate, which she 

said would raise county taxes on a 
$50,000 home by $55 dollars. C o m ­

missioners have the option o f levying 
the m axim um  of the 11-cent rate, no 

rate, or any rate in between.
Th e  court asked Lo w rie  to calcu­

late a rate needed for just the indebt­

edness on the courthouse notes.
In other county business, the 

court accepted a fuel bid from West 

Texas Gas for one year.
A  road hand was transferred 

from  Precinct 2 to Precinct 3, and 
the court authorized advertising for a 

new Precinct 2 road hand.
Th e  Tax Office C lerk bond for 

Paula Garrison was canceled, and a 

new Tax Office Clerk bond for V icky 
Tunnell was approved.

Th e  Clarendon Board of A ider- 

men approved a plan to seal coat 
more than 30 blocks of city streets 
during a called meeting last Tuesday.

Engineer Gene Barber said he 

thinks the project w ill cost $160,000. 
C ity  officials w ill meet with a finan­
cial consultant Thursday to discuss 
options for paying for the seal coat­
ing.

Alderm en have been discussing 
large scale paving project for several 
months, and the plan approved last 
week, which repairs and resurfaces 

several existing paved streets, is con­
sidered by the board as Phase I o f a 
paving program.

“ M oney is cheap right now,”  said 
M ayor Tex Selvidge, referring to low 
interest rates. “ If  w e're going to do 
something, now is the time to do it.” 

Streets in Phase I include C o l- 
linson from Eighth to Clarendon 

Avenue. T h ird  Street from A lle n  to 
Bugbee Avenue, Fourth Street from 

Koogle to Jefferson, Sixth Street 
from Jefferson to G oodnight. Sev­
enth Street from Bond to Kearney, 
Jefferson between Seventh and Sixth, 
and Kearney from W ood Avenue to 
Sixth Street. Each o f those areas w ill 
receive a double layer of seal coat.

Additionally, Cottage Street 
between Seventh and Fifth w ill 
receive a single layer o f seal coat.

Bids for the project w ill be 
opened August 23 during a called 
board meeting. N o  time line has been 

Enw.pmt DigMi pnxo given for the completion o f the seal

coating.
A  separate paving project w ill 

also be taking place in the southeast 

part of town.
Under an emergency grant from 

the state Office of Rural Com m unity 
Affairs (O R C A ) ,  14 blocks of city 
streets w ill be paved at almost no 

cost to the city.
Engineer Che Shadle said half 

the O R C A  project would hot m ix 
construction and the other half would 
be hot m ix with curb and gutter.

Six blocks of Thurm an Avenue, 

located on the east city lim it, w ill be 

paved with hot mix. Extensive work 
w ill be done on that road to address 
drainage problems in that area of 

town
Paving with curbs and gutters 

w ill be done on the follow ing streets: 
W ood Avenue from M cC lelland to 
Faker, M cClelland from M ontgom ­
ery to the alley between Fourth and 
Fifth streets, and Hawley Street from 
Barcus to Fourth.

Th e  O R C A  project dovetails 
with another project being funded 

by the Natural Resources Conserva­
tion Service (N R C S ). an agency o f 
the U S  Department of Agriculture. 
Both projects were funded as a result 
of damaging floods in the spring of 
2001.

T h e  O R C A  project w ill cost an 
estimated $300,000 with the city 
only incurring the cost of auditing. 
Th e  O R C A  work should be com ­

pleted in the spring o f 2003.

Fire damages kitchen at Sam Hill BBQ

Frank and Te rry  Hom m el, 

owners of local restaurant Sam H i l l ’s 
Pit B -B -Q ,  w ill be facing weeks of 
clean up and repair work after fire 

damaged the building before the 
business opened Friday morning.

T h e  call came in to the Claren­

don Volunteer Fire Department at 9: 
17 a.m. 5 units and 11 men, includ­
ing Assistant Fire C h ie f Patrick Rob­

ertson, responded immediately.
“There  was heavy smoke 

com ing from the cooker, and when 
they opened it to see what was going 
on. fire went out the door and up the 
wall to the ceiling,” Robertson said. 
“T h e y  bailed out quickly, and no one 
was hurt.”

Th e  fire was out by 9:50. in time 
to save the building from  serious

structural damage.

“W e might have lost the whole 
building," Frank Hom m el said, “ but 
the fire never reached the attic."

Th e  damage inside, however, 

was extensive.
“T h e  kitchen was totally gutted,” 

Robertson said, “ and there’s heavy 
smoke, heat, and water damage to 
other parts of the building.”

Th e  fire not only destroyed the 

kitchen, but several hundred dollars 
worth of equipment as w ell.

“Th e  cash register, the T V  and 

stereo, and the Coke machine were 
all just melted,” Hom m el said.

Ironically, the only part o f the 
building not damaged by smoke was 

the smoking section.
“W e w ill have to redo all of 

the kitchen and front dining room ."

Hom m el said. ‘T h e  
planks in the dining room 

have to be replaced."
A ccording to the Hom m els, the 

building was insured, but there is no 
word yet on how much of the damage 

w ill be covered.
“W e had someone come check 

out how much it w ould cost just to 

clean up," Hom m el said, “and he said 
it would take him 4 hours just to put 

all the information in the computer to 

come up with an estimate.”
H o m m el said he w ould be meet­

ing with insurance adjusters later in 

the week to see just how extensive 

and expensive the damage really is.
“ We have no idea how long it 

w ill take us to get things ready to 
reopen,” H o m m el said, "but we w ill 
try as soon as we can.”

The kitchen area of Sam Hill BBQ was destroyed by a fire last week. 
The remainder of the building suffered smoke and heat damage, but 
the structure itself was saved.

Clarendon EDC considers help for motel The C la re n d o n  E n te rp r ise *

It seems like just yesterday that the county budget 
was the hottest news in town. N o w  it’s dejd vu all over 
again as supporters of the Donley County Sheriff’s 

Department line up to call for higher salaries for our 

local peace officers.
It is a proven fact that while Donley County has 

one o f the best sheriff’s departments in o ur section of 

the state, it is also one of the lowest paid. Local depu­
ties make only $18,680 in gross income annually. B y  the 

time taxes and retirement are taken out, that total drops 
to less than $16,000 in take home pay. A t last check,

Sheriff Blackburn is the fourth lowest paid sheriff in 
Texas, earning just a little more than $20,000 per year.

W e’re getting much more than we pay for. Four of 

the officers in Blackburn’s department have the highest 

level o f certification available to Texas peace officers, 
and the years of experience in Blackburn’s department 

are above and beyond most comparable counties. Th e  
record o f cases cleared in the last year is remarkable 
also.

What keeps these highly qualified men w orking here 

must be nothing more than a love for D on ley County.
Th e y  could move almost anywhere and be paid more and 
receive greater appreciation. Sheriff Blackburn struggles 
to recruit and keep top-notch lawmen, but it is hard to 

compete when he can’t offer good salaries.
It’s sad to say. but even Briscoe C o u n ty  pays $4,000 

more than Donley does. A n d  folks, there is absolutely 
nothing in that county.

One deputy has reportedly already been offered a 

job elsewhere that pays $40,000. You couldn’t blame him 
if he jumped at the chance, but what holds him  back is 

that he likes it here.
Now , no one is proposing that the county double 

deputies’ pay. But we sim ply must do better than we 
have been. A  paltry one- or two-percent raise isn’t going 
to cut it. T h e  increase must be significant.

Th e  question becomes not whether our lawmen 
should be paid more, but where the money w ill come 
from. Th e  answer, as stated in M o n d a y’s com m ission­
ers' court meeting by Jim  Cockerham  and Paul Beil, is to 

raise taxes.
C hief Appraiser Paula Low rie has presented the 

county with what could be a solution to this situation.

Th e  county can levy a special “debt com ponent” tax rate 
to pay down debt. Th e  exact figure hasn’t been calculated 
yet. hut it is thought that a special tax rate o f seven-cents 

per hundred-dollar valuation w ould generate enough 

income to make the annual payment on the note which 
finances the courthouse restoration. Th a t rate w ould cost 
a taxpayer with a $50,000 home just $35 per year and 

would free up a little more than $100,000 in the general 
budget, which could then be spent on other priorities.

T h e  county has pretty well tightened its belt as much 

as it can go. N ow  it needs more income to really take 
care o f business effectively. Th e  commissioners have the 

tixil before them to bring in more income. Th e y  must 
sim ply find the political w ill and the intestinal fortitude 
to use it.

Th is  w ill be unpopular, and there can be no doubt 
that as soon as this issue hits the streets, there w ill be the 

shrill cries from the “don’t raise taxes”  crow d. “ W e ’re 

a poor county.” they w ill say. “A ll our people are old 
and on fixed incomes,” they w ill whine. Frankly, both 

arguments have become repetitive to the point o f being 
nauseating. Th e  time has come for Donley C o u n ty to 
be educated to the fact that taxes must be raised for the 
county to fulfill its legal duties and to provide the ser­

vices that our citizens want and need.
Being a deputy sheriff in Donley C o u n ty must 

surely be like w orking for Scrooge. A ll  our “ M arleys” 

ask for is an extra lum p o f coal, and all they are given is 
the cold shoulder and a scowl. O u r lawm en deserve more 
than further lessons in frugality.

Certainly, similar statements could be made about 

any employee in the county. Th e y  are all grossly under­
paid. T h e ir  jobs are all vastly different, however, from 
those in the sheriff’s office. I don’t know o f any deputy 

county clerks, for instance, w ho wear bulletproof vests. I 
certainly haven't seen any headlines about a county road 
hand getting shot. N ot many tax assessors are killed in 
the line o f duty.

Alm ost every employee o f the county has a reason­
able degree o f certainty that they w ill go home at the 
end of the day. But in a law m an’s m ind and in the minds 

of his loved ones, there is always some nagging doubt.
A  higher salary w on't alleviate that doubt, but it would 
show that the citizens o f this county value that law m an’s 
life and the commitment he is making to us.

After September 11, policemen and firemen became 
heroes all across Am erica and rightly so. O u r local fire­
men are volunteers. T h e ir  service is invaluable to this 
com m unity, and they expect no pay for their time and the 
risks they take. But our lawmen are not volunteers. Th e y  
are trying to make a living by protecting you and me and 

the guy next door. T h e y  are trying to provide for their 
families, and they are w orking to im prove the quality of 
life in Donley County by stamping out drugs and curtail­
ing crime.

A n y  one o f them w ould lay dow n his life for one of 
us. Is it really too m uch to ask that we lay dow n a few 
dollars for them so they can earn a decent living?

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Tobacco lawyer's stalling invites suspicion f
DEADLINES

D o  you solemnly swear to tell the 

truth, the whole truth, and nothing but the 

truth, so help you G od?
Five  personal injury lawyers hired by 

the State o f Texas are fighting tooth and 

nail against having to hear those words 
as they begin testifying under oath how 
they engineered a deal that paid them a 

$3.3 billion legal fee in the Texas tobacco 
litigation. In  fact, it required three years, 
thousands o f hours of legal work, and a 
decision by the United States Supreme 
Court to make these five lawyers explain 
how they got their $ 150,000-plus an hour 

sweetheart deal.
W hen B ig  Tobacco settled Texas' law­

suit for more than $17 billion, 1 would have 
thought these lawyers would be eager to 

reveal the details of their victory. Instead, 
they sim ply took the money and ran. Even 
current Texas Attorney General John 

C ornyn, the state’s top lawyer whose duty 

and responsibility it is to examine these 
questions on behalf of his clients -  the 
people of Texas -  has been unable to get 

answers in a state court proceeding from 
the men w ho were supposed to be w ork­
ing for us. the taxpayers. John C o m y n  has 

pursued these matters with determination 

and diligence, even at his own political 
peril in the face of a well-financed and 
sophisticated public relations campaign 

against him.
W h y  are they fighting so desperately 

to avoid answering questions about this 

deal? Is it because the entire mess reeks of 
ethical problems and conflicts of interest? 
Fo r example, three prominent lawyers, 

one form er President of the Texas Bar 
Association, have made sworn statements 
that they were asked, but refused, to make 

a $1 m illion payment in order to join  this 
team o f private attorneys working for the 
state. T h e  spouse of one of the lawyers 
picked for the case even swore in a deposi­

tion that her then-husband bragged about 
paying money to get the lawsuit. O r  take 
the issue of the actual contract, which was 
changed numerous times, while the lawsuit 
was going on. A n d  how about the $40 m il­
lion in “ legal expenses’’ that were rung up 
and reimbursed even though the case was a 
near exact duplicate o f other state tobacco 

lawsuits?
But perhaps the worst of all is the 

allegation that the lawyers actually sold 
out their own clients. A  consistent refrain 
from  the lawyers, and even from some in 
the media, is that the legal fee was paid by 
B ig  Tobacco, and it did not come from  the

proceeds of the settlements, so it did not 
diminish the amounts received by Texans. 
However, this claim, on its face, appears 

to be false. It is clear that the tobacco 
companies did not care if their funds went 
to help children or to pay the plaintiff 
trial lawyers. It is very possible that the 

lawyers made off with billions of dollars 
that should actually have gone to Texas 

hospitals and health care programs, instead 

o f buying more private jets, mansions, and 
seaside vacation homes for personal injury 

lawyers. In other words, it’s not only that 
they made off with an outrageous and pos­
sibly unethical legal fee, it was probably 

our money that they made off with!
These are not m inor matters -  some 

o f the questions are crim inal in nature. Yet 
these issues have never been adequately 

investigated, and until recently it appeared 
that they never would be. Now, if a Harris 
County court orders it. the oath w ill be 
administered and the hard questions w ill be 

asked. If  these lawyers admit wrongdoing, 
then the consequences of their conduct w ill 
expose them to huge monetary liability. If 

they lie. they risk detection and subsequent 
criminal prosecution for perjury. If  they 
refuse to answer the questions based on the 
Fifth Am endment right against self-incrim ­
ination. a c iv il-ju ry  (as opposed to a crim i­

nal ju ry ) may assume that their refusal to 
answer is evidence o f their guilt.

So it is really no surprise that these 
five plaintiff trial lawyers fought to escape 
General C o m y n ’s questions all the way to 

the United States Supreme Court. But they 
lost -  and now it is time for them to answer 
some very important questions:

Did these trial lawyers pay money to 
the former Attorney General in order to 
receive their contract to represent the State 
of Texas in the tobacco litigation?

Did these trial lawyers lie about the 

amount and type of expenses they incurred 

in the case?
D id  these trial lawyers have a conflict 

of interest that they failed to disclose to 
their client, the State of Texas?

D id  these trial lawyers breach their 

fiduciary duties to the taxpayers of the 
State of Texas?

If these lawyers have done nothing 
wrong, it is inexplicable that they would 
take such extreme measures to avoid 
answering these types of questions under 
oath. Yet now the trial lawyers are stall­

ing again, alleging that this is “political 
season" and everything should be put on 

hold until after the upcom ing Novem ber 
election. Th is  is a particularly disingenu­
ous argument since it has been their own 
stalling tactics that has pushed this issue 
into the political season. Perhaps they 
believe their best hope is that a newly 
elected Attorney General might drop the 

inquiry.
That w ould be a travesty. These are 

important questions that may affect our 
state's ability to fund education for our 
children, and health care for our disadvan­

taged. Le t’s quit stalling. Stop the delay­
ing tactics.

Back-to-school safety tips to beat hot weather
Sum m er 2002 “ officially” began 

Friday, June 21. Sometimes Texas 
summers begin in M arch or A pril, 

and last well into September or 
October. Late spring, summer, and 
early autumn bring hot weather, an 

increase in outdoor activities, and an 
increase in heat-related deaths and 
illnesses.

O n  average, more Texans die 
from  heat each year than from torna­
does and hurricanes combined.

In recent years, national atten­
tion has been focused on heat-related 
deaths during pre-season football 

practices. Unless such a catastrophe 
happens to a w ell-know n athlete o f a 

m ajor college or professional team, 
it’s not a major news story.

H ardly an August football prac­
tice goes by in Texas without some­

one succumbing to the effects of 
heat. Sadly, this year w ill probably 
be no exception. Since the tragedy 
usually happens in small towns, little 

publicity, except in the local newspa­
per, is generated. But that doesn't

make the needless loss of life any 
less devastating to the family or com ­

munity involved.
But there are ways to negate the 

effects of hot weather. For school 
administrators and athletic officials, 

the best advice is "use common 
sense.”  Remember, “ when the tem­
perature goes up, slow down.”

Even if  yo u ’re not involved in 
outdoor football practices, and just 
golfing, jogging, cross-country track, 
playing tennis, hiking, or simply 

playing on the playground, heed 
the follow ing safety rules and make 
your summer outings safer and more 

enjoyable.

A vo id  th e rm a l shock. G o  slow 
for those first few hot days and heed 
your body’s early warnings. If  you 

feel faint or sick to your stomach, 
seek help immediately. Heatstroke 
frequently develops swiftly with 
little warning. O ve r half of heat­

stroke victim s become ill less than 
24 hours before being hospitalized or 

found dead.

Sun­
burn makes the body’s jo b  of heat 
dissipation more difficult. Besides 
a w ind-brim m ed hat or cap. sun­

G et o u t o f the heat and sun.
If possible and convenient, get to a 
shady, well-ventilated location, or 
inside an air-conditioned enclosure, 
frequently while outdoors. Circular 
or ceiling fans provide adequate air 
circulation in non-air-conditioned 

environments.
Bew are o f high h um idity.

Perspiration is your body's natural 

way o f cooling your skin. When 
the humidity is low, this evapora­
tion actually “cools”  your skin. A ir

movement, such as with a breeze, fan 
or air conditioner, acts to evaporate 

perspiration and cool your body. 

W hen the humidity is high, this 
evaporative cooling process is lost, 

and the danger of heat-related illness 

or death is greatly increased.
Schedule outdo or activities in 

“ cooler”  hours. Whenever possible, 

lim it August and September practices 
to early m orning or late afternoon/ 
early evening times. Provide shady 

or cool-down areas for players and 
students to gather out of the sun. 
Provide plenty o f water for rehydra­
tion purposes. D o n ’t overwork the 

players or students, particularly start­
ing off. A llo w  plenty of water and 

rest breaks. Cooler weather is just a 
calendar flip aw ay-don't push it.

ACS urges caution when surfing the web for cancer information
A s  new cancer breakthroughs 

dominate headlines, many people w ill 
inevitably turn to the Internet to find 
more information. Th e  Internet w ill 

also be a key resource for 'he more 

than one m illion people diagnosed 
with cancer this year. But, to find 
the information they need, many of 

these online users w ill type the key­
w ord “cancer” into a standard search 
engine only to pull up hundreds 
o f thousands of sites about cancer. 
W here do they go from here?

A s  more and more people base 
their health decisions on information 

they have found on the Internet, the 
Am erican Cancer Society urges Web 
users to be careful about the online 
resources on which they depend.

“W h ile  there are many infor­
mative sites about cancer on the 
internet, there is also a good deal of 
unsubstantiated or outdated infor­
mation online,”  said Ted  Gansler, 
M .D . ,  director o f health content for

the Am erican Cancer Society. “ It 

is tragic to see patients' survival or 
quality o f life compromised by ill- 

informed decisions based on misin­
formation that they have gotten off 
the Internet.”

Gansler and the American 
Cancer Society advise the public 

to stick with the Web sites from 
reputable, well-established organi­
zations. These organizations are in 

touch with the research community 
and make it a priority to provide 
comprehensive, credible information 
to the public. Gansler also cautions 

users to be especially wary of sites 
that may have more than an altruistic 
stake in people visiting their sites. 

If a site is ultimately trying to sell 

a product, their information may 
be geared toward making a case for 
their goods. Sites provided by cancer 
patients often provide valuable sup­
port to those undergoing treatment, 
and some also provide very accurate

information But they should also be 

viewed with caution.
“Everyone’s experience with 

cancer is different,” Gansler explains. 

“ Fo r example, a W eb site might 
focus on one person’s problems with 
an uncommon side effect of a par­
ticular treatment. That information, 
although provided with good inten­
tions, m ight dissuade others from 
taking advantage of a treatment that 
offers their best chance for a cure.”

Th e  Am erican Cancer Society 
and Gansler advise that any infor­
mation gathered from the Internet 

should be shared and validated by a 
trusted health care provider or infor­
mation source such as the American 

Cancer Society.
Th e  Am erican Cancer 

Society considers its W eb site 
( www.cancer.org) an important 
extension of their mission to provide 
lifesaving information to the public. 
T h e  site has been recently expanded

to include an interactive online 
cancer resource center, containing 

in-depth information on every major 
cancer type. Th e  center offers list­
ings of Am erican Cancer Society free 
publications, access to recent news 
articles, as well as on- and off-line 
resources relating to each cancer 
type.

Th e  cancer information on the 
Am erican Cancer Society's Web site 
is written and reviews by a team of 
health and medical practitioners. A  
literary professional translates medi­

cal terminology into common lan­

guage to ensure that the information 
can be easily understood by the more 
than 250,000 monthly site visitors.

Other useful sections of the 
Am erican Cancer Society’s site 
include a L iv in g  with Cancer sec­
tion geared toward helping cancer 
patients and their families cope with 
the physical, social, and psychologi­
cal effects of the disease. Th e  site’s

online news magazine, updated daily, 
offers perspective on recent cancer 

issues and health news. A lso  through 
the site, users can access information 

on com m unity programs, events, and 

resources through sites dedicated 
to local Am erican Cancer Society 
offices.

Th e  Web site is just one w ay the 
Am erican Cancer Society provides 
health information to people affected 

by cancer. Th e  Am erican Cancer 

Society currently operates the only 
national cancer help line that offers 

both general information and local 

cancer resources to callers 24 hours 
a day, seven days a week. Th e  help 
line, 1800-A CS-2345, offers patients 

and caretakers another place to turn

product."
M ore than any other time in his­

tory, Boleman said, all segments of 

the beef industry -  the purebred cattle 
producer, the cow -calf producer, 
the Stocker operator and the feedlot 
operator -  have joined together in a 
coordinated effort to share informa­

tion.
“A ll  of that information is 

com ing back (through each seg­

ment), say for example, the gain of 
the bulls, whether your cattle got sick 
in the feedlot, whether they made a 

lot o f money. We re not vertically 
integrated, but w e’re integrated to 
the degree of cooperation. Th a t’s a 

change in the philosophy w e’ve not 

had before. Th a t’s a good thing.”
A n d  the beef industry's lead­

ing producers are already becoming 
more integrated, Boleman said, either 
by owning or sharing ownership of 
cattle that are sent to the feedlot.

Some producers are even retain­
ing ownership until the carcass is 

packaged as cuts and sold exclusively 
to restaurants or to retail outlets. As 
producers adopt better breeding sys­
tems and more value-added practices 

to their operations, buyers w ill take 
notice and reward them with premi­
ums paid for their cattle.

‘T h e  more ownership you can 
take every time it changes hands, 

you’re the recipient o f that value 

That's  going to take place with the 
most forward (thinking) producers."

Smaller producers may not have 
the resources to retain ownership 
from “ pasture to plate” but w ill adopt 
some of the same practices used by 

larger operators, Boleman said. In 
return, they w ill be rewarded for their 
efforts, receiving premiums when 
selling their cattle.

A  horse in Haskell County, 

about 50 miles north o f Abilene, 
tested positive Wednesday, August 
7 , for the mosquito-borne dis­
ease West N ile Virus (W N V ) .  

T h is  is the 21st horse to test posi­
tive for W N V  in Texas and is the 

westernmost detection o f the virus in 
jhe state.

“ Previously, W N V  had been 
detected only as far west as Travis 
County," reported Dr. Joe Garrett of 

the Zoonosis Control Division o f the 
Texas Department of Health. “Th e  

virus was confirmed in a dead blue 

jay submitted from southwest Austin 
on July 17.”

He noted that infected birds have 
been found in seven counties: C ollin , 
Dallas, Galveston, Harris. M ontgom ­
ery, Tarrant and Travis. Infected mos­

quitoes have been detected in Dallas, 

Fort Bend. Harris, Orange, and Jef­

ferson counties.
“We credit the Texas Depart­

ment of Health with confirming 
infection in the Haskell County 

horse. Th e  private veterinary prac­

titioner. suspecting that the animal 
might have rabies, submitted 

the brain to the T D H  laboratory, 
where rabies testing is conducted. 

After ruling out that disease, health

department laboratory technicians 

tested the tissue for West N ile Virus 
and confirmed infection,” said Dr. 
Linda Logan. Texas’ state veterinar­
ian and executive director for the 

Texas Anim al Health Com m ission 
(T A H C ) ,  the state's livestock health 
regulatory agency. She said unless 
rabies is suspected, W N V  testing for 

horses is usually conducted at the 
Texas Veterinary Medical Diagnos­
tic Laboratory ( T V M D L )  at College 

Station. W N V  testing for humans, 
birds, and mosquitoes is conducted 
by the Texas Department of Health 

(T D H ) .
“ W e're continuing to urge 

owners to have their horses, donkeys, 
mules and other equids vaccinated 

against this form of ‘sleeping sick­
ness’ which continues to spread west­
ward," said Dr. Linda Logan, Texas’ 
state veterinarian and executive 
director for the Texas A n im al Health 

Com m ission (T A H C ) .  ‘T o  gain pro­

tection against the virus, however, 
equids need two injections of W N V  
vaccine administered at least three 
to six weeks apart. Th e  animal w ill 

not develop full imm unity for about 
four to six weeks after the second 
injection." Dr. Logan advised owners 

to further protect horses with insect

repellents, and if possible, house the 

animals at night in stalls w  ith screens 

to prevent contact with potentially 
infected mosquitoes.

“ Likewise, we urge residents 
to apply insect repellents if they are 
going to be outside when mosquitoes 

are active,” commented Dr. Joe G a r­
rett o f the Zoonosis Control Division 

of the Texas Department o f Health. 
“There is no vaccine for humans, so 
disease prevention is our only option. 

Drain all sources of stagnant water, 
keep pools optim ally chlorinated, 
and change water in birdbaths daily 
to prevent mosquitoes from using 
these sites for breeding grounds. 

Because some mosquitoes breed in 
grassy areas, it's also a good idea to 
keep areas around homes m o ve d .”

Although blue jays, crows, and 
more than 70 other species o f birds 

carry the virus, they do not pose a 
direct W N V  health risk to humans 
or horses, stressed Dr. Logan. She 
explained that the disease cycle must 

involve mosquitoes that feed on the 
infected birds, then transmit the dis­

ease to humans or horses.

“We want receive samples o f dead 
blue jays and crows, particularly from 

areas west of Houston so that we can 

track the progression o f this disease

as it advances westward," said Dr. 

Garrett. "F o r surveillance testing at 

the Texas Department o f Health, we 
need ‘freshly' dead birds that have 
not begun to decompose. If  you have 

a dead bird to submit, call your local 
health department, or the state office 

at 1 -512-458-7255 for instructions. If  

you handle the bird, wear gloves to 

protect yourself against any possible 
parasites or other diseases the bird 

may have contracted and double-bag 

the carcass. Prior to laboratory sub­
mission, it’s best to place the bird in 

a cool place, such as an ice chest, to 
slow decomposition.”

“ W N V  w ill continue to spread, 

but like the veterinarian in Haskell 
County, we need always to consider 
rabies or other diseases, if  ani­
mals stagger, are unable to rise, or 

become disoriented," said D r. Logan. 

“Although fairly rare, rabies can 
strike livestock, and if  owners handle 

an animal stricken with the disease, 

they must receive preventive medi­
cal treatment It’s important to have 
a diagnosis when livestock become 

extremely sick or die. If your animals 
are exhibiting signs o f neurologi­
cal distress, notify your veterinary 

practitioner and T A H C  at 1-800-550-
