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County seeks $350k for restoration
New tax notes to be issued to complete critical work on project

Sheriff’s Office 
warns motorists

The Donley County 
Sheriff's Department and Clar­
endon C IS D  want to remind 
residents, parents, and students 
that it is a violation to pass a 
school bus in either direction 
when the lights are hashing or 
the stop sign is out on the bus.

Several drivers were 
stopped last week for the viola­
tion. The Sheriff warns that a 
citation will be issued for the 
violation.

Donley County will borrow an 
additional $350,000 to finish the res­
toration of the 1890 courthouse and 
to make critical repairs not called for 
in the original scope of work.

County officials are looking to 
refinance and extend the tax notes 
already taken out for the project. 
They believe it will be possible to 
obtain the new funds without signifi­
cantly increasing the county's annual 
tax note payments by stretching out 
the indebtedness period and taking 
advantage of interest rates which are 
lower now than in 2000.

necessary after workers discovered 
severely deteriorated bricks behind 
the cornice of the building this 
spring. The bricks, which are sup­
posed to hold the anchors for the roof 
joists, are so badly deteriorated they 
are falling out. In certain areas, work­
ers have not removed the rain gutter 
because that is all that is holding the 
bricks in place.

Dale Sellers of Phoenix I Resto­
ration says decades of water damage 
have eroded the bricks.

‘T d  say this has been going on 
for 60 to 70 years at least." Sellers 
said. “It also looks like the bricks

in this part of the building were not 
of the same quality as the rest of the 
structure.”

Project officials have also specu­
lated that supervision in the later 
stages of the original construction 
was not as close a> it should have 
been. Bricks used behind the comice 
were the same as the softer bricks 
used on the interior of the courthouse 
rather than the harder, more durable 
bricks used on the exterior.

The master plan for the resto­
ration called for bricks behind the 
comice to be tuck-pointed where 
necessary. With that area fully

exposed, the project managers and 
architects realized the work would be 
much more extensive.

“W e'll have to go in and take out 
all three courses of brick 18 inches 
down and completely rebuild those 
areas." Sellers said. 'T h e  work will 
have to be done in 10- to 20-foot 
stretches, and the roof will have to 
shorn up while the work is done.”

Project officials have said that 
currently a good updraft would lift 
the roof off the courthouse because 
the anchors are not connected solidly 
into the walls.

County officials, project man­

agers. and the architects have been 
struggling with how to handle the 
problem for months. The county had 
to finally take action as the situation 
threatened to bring the project to a 
standstill. Interior work cannot be 
finished until the roof is completed, 
and the roof cannot be completed 
until the masonry work is done.

The added work will take 
approximately six weeks to com­
plete. and the overall completion of 
the project has been pushed back to 
December.

City clean up to be

“Hopefully this will become a 
regular thing,” said Mayor Pro-tem 
Mark White. "We are planning to 
have one clean up in the fall and one 
in the spring each year.”

White said residents who have 
no way of hauling their junk should 
contact City Hall ahead of time. On 
Friday only, city crews will be avail­
able to assist those who cannot haul 
of their stuff on their own.

In order to take advantage of the 
free dumping privilege, city residents 
need to bring a water bill with them 
to the recycling center

City officials are eager for resi­
dents to take advantage of the clean 
up day.

"This weekend. 1 hope, is the 
beginning of beautifying the City 
of Clarendon.” Alderman Janice 
Knorpp said.

White said the city is also taking 
other steps to encourage the removal 
of junk vehicles around town and 
is looking at other projects to help 
improve the appearance of the town.

The Board of Aldermen approved 
the plan for the clean up last month 
in anticipation of the homecoming 
events and the museum's Chuck- 
wagon cookoff, both of which are 
scheduled for later this month.

Cattle Feeders to celebrate 35th year
Cattle feeders are heading home 

in 2002 as they make plans to cel­
ebrate the 35th anniversary of the 
Texas Cattle Feeders Association 
(T C F A )  October 18-19 in Amarillo, 
the place where it all began.

“Thirty five years ago, 10 for­
ward-thinking cattle feeders met in 
Amarillo, put $500 each in a hat. and 
T C F A  was bom,” according to Rich­
ard McDonald, president and C E O . 
“Since then, T C F A  has grown from 
an upstart organization representing 
a new and very small segment of the 
cattle industry to one of the largest 
cattle organizations in the nation, 
representing a significant segment of 
our economy."

The economic impact from 
cattle feeding is significant. M cDon­
ald says. “Cattle Feeding Country of 
Texas. Oklahoma, and New Mexico 
produced 7.1 million fed cattle last 
year, 30% of the nation’s fed cattle 
production. Sales of those cattle 
generated $6 billion for our economy. 
By the time that money circulates 
through the economy, the total eco­
nomic impact is $16.5 billion."

While feedyards in the area gen­
erate more than 2,500 jobs directly, 
that’s just the tip of the iceberg, 
according to Dr. Steve Amosson, 
Extension ag economist in Ama­
rillo. ‘T h e  cattle feeding industry 
has brought satellite industries such 
as IBP. Con Agra, and Excel, which 
are all major employers in the area," 
Amosson points out. In addition, the 
industry's presence in the area results 
in price premiums for local cow-calf 
producers, Stocker operators, and 
grain farmers.

“Probably the best example of 
the immense magnitude of the cattle 
industry in the area is the realization 
that approximately 730,000 semi­
loads of feed and cattle have to be 
moved annually to support the indus­
try in the area at its current level of 
production," according to Amosson.

To  recognize the strong part­
nership the cattle feeding industry 
enjoys with the many communities 
in the area, T C F A  will recognize area 
leaders during lunch on Saturday, 
October 19. “We invite the mayors 
and other civic leaders from the area

to be our guests on Saturday. This 
is our chance to thank them for the 
important role they play in helping 
keep a strong economic and civic 
partnership with the cattle feeding 
industry," McDonald says.

The T C F A  35th Anniversary 
Convention will bring a wide variety 
of speakers to town. Don Powell, 
former Amarillo banker and now 
chairman of the Federal Deposit 
Insurance Corporation, will address 
cattle feeders and area mayors 
and civic leaders at lunch from a 
Washington insider's perspective. 
In addition, speakers will discuss 
biosecurity, the changing nature of 
beef production and the personal and 
professional challenges facing cattle 
feeders. The Convention will wrap 
up with a first for cattle feeders -top 
executives from all four major pack­
ers will be in the same room to share 
their thoughts on issues affecting the 
beef marketing complex.

“Cattle feeders have had a rough 
year, hut our industry is resilient, 
and our commitment to the area is 
strong,” McDonald said '

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County takes 
only course 
available to it

Since beoming your editor in 1995,1 can honestly 
Say I have never seen a board agonize more over a deci­
sion than did the commissioners’ court on Monday morn­
ing. The vote was unanimous because each of those men 
realized the simple truth that there was no other course 
of action available. They had to issue more tax notes.

There is a lot of talk about the courthouse project, 
qnd. While I am not the wisest man in Donley County, 
tdo know a few things. I have been to most commis­
sioners’ court meetings regarding the courthouse. I have 
talked with everyone involved from the day laborer to 
the project architect on numerous occasions, and. unlike 
most citi/ens. and I have been inside the building several 
times since the project began. It is from this body of 
experience that I will attempt to answer some questions 
which citizens may have.
• W hy did they borrow more money?

As this week's top news article discusses, work­
ers this spring made a horrifying discovery when they 
removed the metal cornice around the top of the court­
house. They found large sections of brick that had been 
eroded by water leaking behind the cornice. In some 
places the bricks were simply gone. In other places the 
bricks were completely loose and could be literally 
removed by hand with no trouble. These bricks are sup­
posed to hold the anchors which keep the roof in place. 
Several engineers and masonry contractors have been 
contacted over the last several months in an exhaustive 
effort to find the best solution to this problem. Fixing this 
will cost nearly $200,000.

There are several other items that have also been 
added to the project that were not included in the original 
contract. Each one deals with something critical to the 
building and taken altogether with the brickwork have 
necessitated the borrowing of $350,000 in additional 
money in order to complete the project.
• Could this work have been avoided?

No. The problem would have threatened the stability 
of the roof if left untreated.
• W h y wasn’t this found before the project started?

Well, why didn’t I know my sewer was going to 
back up before I bought my house? It was unforeseen. 
Without actually tearing into the building, there was no 
way to know this problem existed. Anyone who has done 
remodeling on an old building (or a new one) knows that 
it often takes more than you thought it would.
• W hat about the donations that have been made?

The funds given to the courthouse project were 
solicited by the Donley County Historical Commission 
for very specific line items, such as the stone repair at the 
main entrance, the stain glass window, etc. Therefore, 
those funds cannot and will not be re-directed to other 
areas of the project.
• Ca n  the notes be paid back early?

Yes. As was explained in Monday’s meeting, any 
money left over at the end of the project can be applied 
to the principal of the notes. Also, any future money that 
might be granted by the state could be applied to the 
debt.
• W hat will this do to the budget?

If  all goes as county officials are hoping, the effect 
on the annual budget should be negligible. It would take 
longer to pay for the courthouse indebtedness -  perhaps 
three years or so longer, but with interest rates being 
lower and by stretching out the number of payments, 
the annual cost to the county is not expected to change 
much.
• W hat about the county’s tax rate?

The proposed tax rate (which hasn’t officially been 
set as I write this) includes something called a “debt 
component rate" of 0.09745 per $100 valuation. This 
can only be used to pay on the county’s indebtedness, 
and it is in no way a permanent tax levy. The rate must 
be renewed each year by the commissioners’ court and 
cannot be levied once the debt is paid.
• Has the courthouse become a ‘white elephant’ ?

Certainly not. It is true that the county’s cost on the 
project is much higher than was originally anticipated. 
With the issuance of the new tax notes, the county’s 
portion of the price tag will be $900,000. That is a lot of 
money. But given the alternatives, it is still money well 
spent.

The condition of the courthouse in 2000 was 
such that it had become unusable for health and safety 
reasons. Doing patchwork repairs would have cost 
an estimated $500,000, and still left several serious 
problems unsolved Tearing down the building would 
have been time consuming -  because o f its listing on the 
National Register of Historic Places -  and might have 
cost between $100,000 and $200,000. Building a new 
building probably would have cost more than $ 1 million 
and would never have had the same character as the old 
courthouse.

As it is, when the project is completed, Donley 
County will have one of the nicest courthouses in the 
state and the best in the Panhandle area. And the largest 
share of the w ork -  approximately $3 million -  will be 
paid for by the State of Texas.
• In conclusion

Given that the county has made a commitment to 
the state to finish this project, the commissioners did the 
only thing thev could. It was not something they wanted 
to do, and the are painfully aware that it will probably 
not be popular. What other responsible choice did they 
have? There simply was none.

This meeting 
was a state mandated training seminar for 
EDCs.

reasonable date." Sellers said. “ It 
would be great to be finished for the
holidays.**

I he Commissioners’Court voted 
unanimously Monday to authorize 
County Judge Jack Hall to begin the 
process of a new tax notes issuance 
to pay for the additional work. Com ­
missioner Don Hall was absent due 
to health reasons.

We hate this," said Commis­
sioner Buster Shields “ But there’s 
no choice. This has to be done."

The Texas Historical Commis­
sion (T H C ) has reportedly kept $2 
million of the money appropriated 
by the Legislature for courthouse 
restoration in a contingency fund.
