Kirby gets 8 years 
on drug charges

, A  Clarendon man was 
sentenced to eight years in the 
Texas Department of Criminal 
Justice Institutional division 
last Thursday, January 30, for 
drug related charges

Josh Kirby had originally 
been scheduled lo be tried 
last Tuesday for the offense of 
Delivery of Methamphetamine 
but chose to accept eight years 
in prison rather than taking the 
case to trial.

“This is a case where the 
cooperation between the DPS 
Narcotics officers and the 
Donley County Sheriff’s Office 
combined with the threat of a 
jury of Donley County citizens 
resulted in a drug dealer going 
to prison,” District Attorney 
Stuart Messer said.

“By using the plea bar­
gain to take care of this case, 
a criminal was sent to prison, 
and the county did not have 
the expense of a trial and an 
appeal."

The defendant was rep­
resented by James Shelton of 
Clarendon.

State cuts bringing layoffs to CC
Clarendon College will immedi­

ately reduce its workforce expendi­
tures by $77,469 in order to cope w ith 
the loss of an estimated $193,000 in 
state funding.

The C C  Board of Regents 
held a called meeting Tuesday and 
approved budget cuts totaling more 
than SI 15,000. Regents also directed 
C C  President Myles Shelton to deter­
mine which personnel will be let go 
in order to make up the balance of 
the reduction. Shelton must present

his recommendations to the board 
next Thursday.

Shelton said the notice of an 
immediate reduction in state fund­
ing was received in a letter from the 
offices of the governor, lieutenant 
governor, and house speaker about 
two weeks ago. A  plan demonstrat­
ing a seven percent reduction must be 
filed with the state by February 6.

“What makes this so difficult 
is that it comes so late in the fiscal 
year.” Shelton said. "A  large portion

of the budget has already been spent, 
and we have other commitments 
through M a y"

C C  officials will immediately 
initiate a hiring freeze except for 
essential positions, cut non-essential 
institutional travel, and enact other 
cost-saving measures.

The budget cut does not affect 
C C ’s plans for capital improvements 
which are funded by other revenue 
sources, but it does cover all opera­
tional and personal expenses depen­

dent upon the state appropriation, the 
state health insurance allotment, and 
the developmental education allow­
ance. Shelton said

State officials are dealing with 
a revenue crisis, expecting a $ 1.8 
billion shortfall in this current fiscal 
year and an estimated $8.1 billion 
drop in revenues over the next two 
years. As a result, all state funded 
colleges and universities are dealing 
with the forced immediate budget 
cuts.

Since 1910, the Boy Scouts of America 
has built its reputation on a strict moral 
code and the character of good men. 

Scouts in Clarendon have traditionally ben­
efited from dozens of dedicated leaders, but 
there is one man who stands out among all of 
them - T . C .  Saye

He has given more than four decades of his 
life to the Boy Scouts, most of it devoted to the 
young men in Clarendon's Troop 433. Now, as 
Scouting celebrates its 93rd birthday in Amer­
ica, one assistant scoutmaster says there is no 
better leader than Mr. Saye.

“H e ’s the model of a man," Sieve Carter 
said. “ You don’t get anyone better than him."

The man -  who some would call a local 
living legend in Scouting -  was born Tommie 
Carl Saye on May 17, 1927, and was the only 
child of Em ma May and Carl Saye. At the time, 
the Sayes operated Liltle Mercantile, which 
was founded by Tom m ie’s maternal grandfa­
ther. T .M . Little, in 1910. Tom m ie’s parent’s 
eventually changed the name to Saye's Cloth­
ing Store, and it remains in business today.

Growing up in the 1930s was a difficult 
time Saye recalls.

“Those were lean years, but we always had 
good stuff to eat." he said. “We had a milk cow 
and raised chickens at our house across from 
City Park. Jt was good food, and we never went 
hungry."

Many people who were down on their luck 
during the Great Depression found sustenance 
at the Saye home.

“ Nobody was ever turned away. If some­
one came through needing help, we fed them.” 

Ironically, the man for whom Boy Scout­
ing would become so important was never a 
Scout himself.

“ If  we had Scouts back then. I never knew 
it,” he said.

He attended public school here and got 
one year of college under his belt at Clarendon 
College before he received the call to serve his 
country in 1944.

“ Horace Green and 1 were the last draftees 
in Donley County," Saye said, "and they sent us 
to Oklahoma City."

Saye had never traveled far from home 
before. Indeed. Oklahoma City was farther 
than he had ever been before.

“ I stayed right by Horace’s nice warm side 
because I needed a friend,’’ Saye recalled “We 
went through induction together. Then we got 
to a point in line where they gave us a choice 
and said, ‘W hich do you want -  Arm y or 
Navy?' And I said. T i l  take Navy.’ Well, see, 
Horace was behind me, and he said, “A rm y " 
So, he went one way, and I went the other; and 
I never did see Horace again until we were 
back home.”

Saye was sworn into the US Marine Corps 
and went to Boot Camp in San Diego, which 
was followed by a stint in Farragut Idaho. He 
then was assigned duty as a "turn key” for the 
brig at Woodby Island.

After the war, he returned home to finish 
his second year at Clarendon College. There he 
met the love of his life -  Lucy Caroline Brow n, 
tncy-w as from Colorado City, Texas, and the 
distance between there andClarendon was going

T o m m i e  
and Lucy would 
have three chil­
dren -  two sons 
Tommie, Jr., and 
T im ; and one 
daughter, Terry.
The newlyweds 
joinedTom m ie’s 
family business, 
and he opened a 
photography studio as part of the store.

A  few years later, Tommie’s devotion to 
Scouting began with his oldest son. In I960, 
Tommie, Jr., joined the Cub Scouts, and his 
father was right there beside him as the pack's 
Cubmaster. T im  was fast on the heels of his 
brother, joining the Cubs about 18 months 
later. Tommie stayed with his sons as they 
progressed and became an assistant to Scout­
master Curly Monroe in the fledgling Troop 33 
as it was then known.

Tragically, Scouting’s highest goal of 
the Eagle Rank became forever out of reach 
of Tom m ie’s oldest son. In 1966, while the 
entire family was enjoying a summer trip to 
the Philmont Scout Ranch in New Mexico, 
Tommie. Jr., died of a heart ailment.

“He had just gone into high school. Oh, 
he was physically fit; he played football. Every 
morning he would run a mile to get into shape." 
Saye recalled

In spite of that and in spite of the clean 
physical he had received prior to the trip, 
Tommie, Jr., passed away at Philmont. The 
blow was difficult to deal with, but Saye didn’t 
walk away from Scouting like many men might 
have.

“ It was hard. . but... I had another son. 
and he went ahead and made Eagle."

A t the end of that same year, Tommie 
became the Scoutmaster of Troop 33, and 
although Tim  got his Eagle in 1969 and moved 
on, Tommie stayed with the troop.

“ It’s my cup of tea," he said.
With Saye's leadership, the local troop has 

racked up impressive numbers. Seventy-two 
boys are known to have received the Eagle 
Rank from Clarendon troops. O f  those. 63 
have been awarded in Troop 433 since 1969. 
Nationally, only four percent of scouts attain 
the Eagle Rank.

“It’s one thing you earn that they can’t take 
away from you, and it follows you the rest of 

• your life," Saye said.
But as Assistant Scoutmaster Steve Carter 

says, just getting their Eagle -  just doing the 
basic requirements for that high achievement

M-

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-  isn’t good enough in Mr. Saye's 
book.

"He likes to do the God &  Country 
Awards; he likes to do the Texas Medal," said 
Carter, who has been an assistant scoutmaster 
for five years. ‘Tom m ie thinks they shouldn’t 
just do the minimum. He likes them to do 
things and go places, and he’s very proud of 
that. He carries a list with him with all the 
names of boys who have those awards."

Seventy-eight boys have received God &  
Country awards from Troop 433 since 1966, 
another 30 have been awarded to local Cub 
Scouts and Explorer Scouts, and ten have been 
awarded to local Girl Scouts. Troop 433 has 
also awarded 60 Texas Medals since 1986.

But Saye is quick to point out that the 
record of local achievement is not because of 
any one man.

“You can’t make a successful unit if you 
don’t have good help,” he said. “We have a lot 
of good men that help us.”

Part of Troop 433’s success also stems 
from sons following their fathers’ footsteps and 
younger brothers following older ones.

“ It’s the idea that if you got it, I want it; 
and if you can do it, so can I.”

Saye himself has racked up many recogni­
tions in the last 30 years He received the Silver 
Beaver award -  the highest honor an adult 
Scouter can be given -  and the Lions C lub’s 
Service to Youth Award, both in 1973. He was 
given the District Award of Merit in 1977 by 
the old Adobe Walls Council, was recognized 
as an Outstanding Scoutmaster in this region in 
1980. received Beta Sigma Phi’s People Help­
ing People award in 1981, earned the God &  
Service Award in 1986. and received his Vigil 
Honor in the Order of the Arrow in 1988.

In addition to his Scout honors, Saye has 
been recognized twice by the National Weather 
Service for his efforts as a cooperative weather 
observer -  a post he has held for 48 years.

Saye gave up the role as Scoutmaster in 
1983 and was succeeded by one of his Eagles 
and his then assistant, James Thomas. But

Network 
promotes 
local area

After months of planning, ihe 
Donley County Community Network 
(D C C N ) became active last week, 
increasing the presence of local enti­
ties on the World Wide Web.

The network's new community 
Web site at www.donleytx.com 
brings together a diverse group of 
local governments and organizations 
to help promote Donley County to 
a wide audience as well as helping 
bring services to local citizens.

" I  think (the network] will bring 
us all together to work for all of 
Donley County,’’ said D C C N  Presi­
dent Dee Dee Autry. "It will allow 
all citizens to access the Internet for 
business and personal gam. and it 
will help businesses promote their 
products."

Partners in the network are 
Clarendon College, the City of 
Clarendon, Donley County, ihe 
Donley County Hospital District, the 
Clarendon Economic Development 
Corporation, the Clarendon Chamber 
of Commerce, the Burton Memorial 
Library, the Saints' Roost Museum, 
and the Clarendon Family Medical 
Center. Clarendon ISD  has also been 
involved in an advisory role.

The new Web site offers views 
of the local area as well as linl^s to 
local governments and organizations.
A  community calendar will be kept 
up to date with local events, and the 
city and county are planning to post 
their agendas on the new site. Local 
citizens can also find out how to get 
in touch with their elected officials at 
the county and city levels.

Want to know what the fees are 
at the city recycling center or when 
the doctor's office is open? The 
D C C N  has those answers and more.

Tourism information is available 
as are links to The Clarendon Enter­
prise, local schools. Clarendon C ol­
lege. and local history subjects.

The network Web site also 
includes a "Farm 2 Farm" feature 
which is intended to put agricultural 
producers in touch with each other in 
order to buy or sell their commodi 
ties. To  start with. Farm 2 Farm is just * 
a local feature, but network officials 
hope to link it to other agriculture 
sites in the future.

The D C C N  is being funded by 
a $250,000 T I F  grant approved last 
summer. Approximately $115,000 of 
that money was used to purchase new 
computer equipment for the principal 
entities involved. The remainder is 
dedicated to providing services and 
funding educational classes for local 
citizens.

Future additions to the D C C N  
will be Internet portal terminals -  or 
kiosks -  at the Clarendon Outpost 
and Greenbelt Marina in the next 
six weeks. For now, the kiosks will 
be locked into the local Web site to 
promote the local area, but eventually 
credit card technology will be added 
to allow travelers a place to check 
their e-mail and surf the Internet for a 
nominal fee. Visitors can also check

Scouts owe 
debt o f gratitude 
to Tommie Saye

This week we salute Tommie Saye and his contribu­
tion to the Boy Scouts of America in Clarendon.

I count myself as being fortunate for having had Mr. 
Saye as my scoutmaster when I graduated from Webelos 
into Boy Scouts.

James Thomas and Steve Carter have done an admi­
rable job of bragging on Tommie for this week's feature 
story. I would only like to echo their comments and add 
that Tommie Saye is a man you can depend on. and like 
James said, he really was a second father for some of 
us -  for others I think he was probably their only father 
figure.

On my first EasterCampout as a Scout -  I don't 
think I had even earned my Tenderfoot yet -  my own 
father was out of town helping my maternal grandfather 
in Bovina. M y paternal grandfather was on hand to guide 
me in his stead, but I also knew there was always another 
man I could count on, too. That man was Tommie Saye.

I think Tommie feels the same way about us boys 
-  and we’re all still boys to him. He has always called us 
“son," and it always seemed to fit. “Son, let me tell you 
something,” he would say, or “You’re doing a good job, 
son.”

During his interview last week, Tommie boasted that 
he could tell some good stories on those of us who had 
been in his troop. But what he didn't say is that we can 
say the same thing about him. Let me give you one small 
example, and I'm  sure others can come up with funnier 
or more embarrassing stories.

As a young Scout, one of the first merit badges I was 
set to work on was the Safety merit badge. As part of the 
requirements, I sat on the comer of Second and Kearney 

; at the Donley bank for a couple of hours one Saturday,
I and my mission was to keep track of how many traffic
• violations there were. For every stoplight run, turn with- 
; out a signal, jaywalker, and all other infractions. I made
• a tick mark in my spiral notebook. And let me tell you, 

there were a lot of violators out there.
Anyway as the day wore on and I became increas- 

f  ingly bored, I happened to notice Tommie across the 
; intersection at Clifford's Grocery. I watched as he pulled
• up to the highway, looked both ways to see that indeed 
J no one was coming for miles away, and then he ran the
• stoplight! I couldn't believe it. He laughed and waved
; at me all the way through the intersection. O f  course. I
• promptly made the tick mark and wrote ‘Tom m ie Saye”
; right above it. He later denied the whole incident at the
' next troop meeting, but I ’ve still got the notebook in a
• secure location.

Tommie made Scouting fun -  as it should always be. 
Sure there were times some of us would get out of line, 
but he had a way of straightening us out without being 
cross. In all my time in Troop 4 3 3 ,1 don't think I ever 
heard Tommie raise his voice. We respected him then 
just the current boys do today.

Tommie helped make our troop what it is today with 
; time, dedication, and hard work. He has always taken 
■ pride that our troop never went around with its hand out.
! To  quote an old commercial, “We got our money the old 
I fashioned way, we earned it.”  We did so mostly with con- 
; cessions at the July Fourth rodeo and also with an occa- 
! sional fundraiser, although those have been rare in our 
; history. The council has from time to time solicited local 
! citizens for donations, but Troop 433 doesn't do it that 
> way. O ur boys and leaders get out and work for it, which 
; is a good lesson for youth to learn, I think.

Scouting is full of lessons like that. A  whole column
• could be written on the values and skills that a Boy Scout 
I learns. One lesson that always comes to mind is that of
! citizenship.
j As a regular observer of Clarendon Aldermen meet- 
; ings, I know that about once a year I can count on seeing 
! a group of boys from Troop 433 showing up to observe a 
;  meeting in partial satisfaction of the requirements for the 
^Citizenship in the Community merit badge. (Actually the
• first time I interviewed a local politician wasn't as a jour­
n a list but as a young Scout working on that same badge.
• I talked with then Mayor Shirley Clifford, and all those
• notes are in that same aforementioned notebook.)
• I ’m sad to say the only other citizens I ever sec show 
I  up at a city meeting just to see representative govem-
; mem in action are college students seeking extra credit 
;  in government class. Certainly, no other groups of young 
I people have shown up to learn about the process, 
j  Troop 433 (or Troop 33 for you older “boys”) has 
beamed its reputation; and in Scouting circles in this area, 
•our troop is rarely mentioned without Tom m ie’s name 
^coming up. Is there another troop in a town our size 
‘ that can claim an equal number of Eagle Scouts, God & 
jCountry recipients, or Texas Medal awardees? I  don’t 
‘ think so. I doubt there is a town our size that can touch 
jTroop 433 in just one of those categories much less all 
Jthree.

That record of achievement is rightly owned by the 
•boys who have earned the awards. But each of us will be 
t quick to tell you that we had numerous parents, assistant 

, and merit badge counselors encourag- 
•ing us. For those of us in the last several years, James 
IThomas was instrumental to our advancement. But 
•through it all. there has been Tommie Saye’s guidance.
I On behalf of all the current and former boys of 
•Troop 433 and especially on behalf of all the Eagles.
;  thank you, Tommie, for everything.

Water resources remain priority for Texas

There is an old saying about being a 
Texan; you know you’re from Texas when 
you stop expecting the sight of a bridge 
to mean water is near. There was a time 
we could laugh at that one, but the reality 
facing Texas and its water needs make that 
line seem like a solemn prediction instead 
of a trite expression.

After a dry spell hit the Texas econ­
omy for $4 billion in 1996, we found 
several deficiencies in our states water 
planning. There was no drought plan, we 
practiced little conservation, and no viable 
statewide water plan existed. During that 
fateful year. 80 percent of the recom­
mended water resources had already been 
developed, and yet our state’s population 
was predicted to double by the year 2030.

Unless changes were made, Texas’ 
major urban areas would be 13 percent 
short of daily water needs and a loss of 
$40 billion could be expected in the state 
economy. Most new water sources take up 
to 25 years to develop, and Texas had little 
time to waste

In 1997 and 2001, we passed Senate 
Bills I and 2 -  the most comprehensive 
reforms to water management and planning 
in Texas history. The measures shifted 
water planning from the state level to the 
local level. This was designed to drive 
local participation, control, and buy-in to 
the regional water planning process. The 
impact has been clear: people now talk 
about natural resources, and communities 
understand water is a priority.

Securing Texas’ water supply, improv­
ing its infrastructure, and promoting 
its conservation are among the issues 
demanding the most strict attention from 
lawmakers. A  heightened emphasis on 
water issues -  increased public participa­
tion, education, and awareness -  now flows 
throughout the state.

Within the next 50 years, almost 900 
Texas cities will have to either reduce their 
demand for water or develop new sources
of it. We must balance the water needs of/
rural and urban areas and follow the pan­

ning process we created. Rural and urban 
Texas have a reciprocal relationship in 
which the success of one benefits the other.

Rural Texas will be forced to reckon 
with depleted groundwater resources and 
an increased use of those resources by 
urban areas. A t the current rate of usage, 
parts of West Texas could fall short of 
irrigation needs by an estimated 856,000 
acre-feet per year. That would reverber­
ate across the state's economy through the 
loss of thousands of jobs and millions of 
dollars.

If the water needs of our urban 
neighbors are met through investment in 
strategies such as conservation, reuse, 
desalination, and brush control, the pres­
sure on groundwater in aquifers could be 
relieved.

It is vital the groundwater conserva­
tion districts continue to provide local 
control of groundwater; and it is of equal 
importance that these districts be supported 
and funded locally.

Texans have to stick together and think 
both progressively and pragmatically about 
water issues. To  provide more public 
input and attention to water issues, we cre­
ated the Texas Water Advisory Council, a 
13-member group of legislators, elected 
officials, agency leaders, and public mem­

bers. This council, which I am honored to 
chair, guides state water policy initiatives 
and is developing recommendations for the 
Legislature.

Water is a multifaceted issues and 
several of its levels will arise during this 
session, including: conservation, desalina­
tion, reuse, infrastructure improvements, 
marketing, environmental and in-stream 
flows, condemnation of surface water 
rights, border water disputes, long-term 
financing strategies to help communities 
pay for water projects, and protection of 
our state’s rivers.

Water will be a salient concern for this 
and every future Legislature. Texas regula­
tions, laws, and institutions must evolve to 
keep pace with, and at times even encour­
age, new developments in technology.

considered, the shortage of state 
funds will have an estimated $ 1.35 
million on the local economy in the 
college’s seven-county service area.

“The majority of our students 
and staff are here [in Clarendon] so 
obviously the greater impact will be 
here," Shelton said. “We're getting 
into the core functions of the college, 
but we’ve tried to cut where it will 
not affect instructional facilities or 
services to students."

The administration met with 
faculty and staff last Friday, and any 
personnel whose jobs are in danger 
will be communicated within the 
next week.

"They understood the problem 
and that it was something that hap­
pened in Austin and that it's not the 
fault of anybody here," Shelton said 
of the faculty at last week's meeting. 
"They are willing to make things 
work in order to provide services on 
this campus and to the community”

Shelton also said the college is 
not considering local taxes as a solu­
tion to the funding shortfall.

“W e’re' not looking at a tax 
increase to solve this,” he said. "I 
think we've got to look inside to 
solve the problem that the state has 
created for us.”

For the future. Shelton said the 
college will have to look at raising 
tuition by $10 to $15 per hour. Such 
an increase would still keep C C 's  
cost to students much lower than 
most other colleges.

WIC classes promote 
importance of folic acid

A U S T IN  -  Giving birth to a 
healthy baby is a wish all expectant 
mothers share.

“Having a healthy baby means 
making sure the expectant mother 
is healthy," says Ann Latham, regis­
tered licensed dietician and an assis­
tant director for the Outreach Health 
Services (O H S ) Women, Infants and 
Children (W IC ) program. "Making 
sure you get enough folic acid, espe­
cially before conception and during 
the first trimester, is one of the most 
important things you can do to help 
prevent serious birth defects in your 
baby."

Folic acid, sometimes called 
folate or vitamin B9, has been 
proven to reduce the risk of babies 
being bom with serious birth defects. 
Between the 17th and 30th days after 
conception, a neural tube develops, 
and when it closes it becomes the 
baby's spinal cord, spine, brain and 
skull. A  birth defect occurs when 
the neural tube fails to close prop­
erly. leaving the developing brain or 
spinal cord exposed. The two most 
common defects are spinal bifida and 
anencephaly. Because this develop­
ment occurs before most women 
even realize they are pregnant, all 
women of childbearing age should 
consume at least 400 micrograms 
(meg) of folic acid every day.

The importance of folic acid 
and the different forms a woman 
may choose from to make sure she 
receives enough in her diet is the 
topic of one of the classes taught this 
quarter by the Outreach Health Ser­
vices W IC  clinic in your area. Please 
call the clinic for a class schedule.

Several easy ways are available 
for getting enough folic acid:

• Take a vitamin with 400 meg 
of folic acid every day. Both folic 
acid pills and multivitamins can be 
bought at grocery stores, pharmacies, 
or discount stores.

• Eat a bowl of a breakfast cereal 
that contains 100%  of the daily value

of folic acid per serving.
• Eat a healthy diet that contains 

lots of fruits and vegetables and foods 
fortified with folic acid. “Enriched" 
cereal grain products such as pasta, 
rice, bread, flour, and cereals have 
been fortified with certain amounts 
of folic acid. Foods containing folate 
include fruits and orange juice from 
concentrate: green, leafy vegetables; 
and dried beans and legumes.

“Several WIC-approved foods, 
such as peanut butter, orange juice, 
cereal and beans, contain folic acid," 
Latham says. “ You can get folic acid 
from foods, but most women don’t 
get enough every day from food 
alone. Taking a daily vitamin that 
contains 400 micrograms of folic- 
acid is the easiest way to be sure 
you body gets enough folic acid and 
the best way to prevent a neural tube 
defect."

Since unplanned pregnancies 
are quite common, it is important 
for all women of childbearing age to 
receive enough folic acid— not just 
those who are planning to become 
pregnant. According to the Nemours 
Foundation, a pediatric group that 
cares for more than 225.000 children 
with complex or chronic medical 
conditions, doctors and scientists still 
are not sure why folic acid has such 
a profound effect on the prevention 
of neural tube defects. But they do 
know it is crucial in a baby's devel­
opment. so any woman who could 
become pregnant should make sure 
she’s getting enough folic acid.

W IC  is a well respected, federally 
funded program that gives children a 
healthy start by encouraging optimal 
nutrition during the critical stages of 
development. W IC  participants have 
access to vouchers for healthy foods, 
ongoing nutrition education classes, 
and meal planning assistance, immu­
nizations. and breastfeeding instruc­
tion and support.

Saye didn’t leave the troop. Instead, 
he became Troop 433’s Unit Com ­
missioner, occupying the position 
that acts as a middleman between the

Thomas says his mentor is some­
one ail boys can look up to.

"Tom  is the epitome of Scouting 
and is the father figure for a lot of 
boys," Thomas said. ‘‘I know' he was 
a number two dad for me.”

At 75 years old, Saye still takes 
on an active role in the troop and still 
attends meetings every Tuesday.

"I love to gel out and go with 
the kids," he said.

Rep Mac Thornberry 
(R-Clarendon) released the follow­
ing statement regarding the tragic- 
destruction of the space shuttle 
Columbia on Saturday.

"We all feel this tragedy deeply. . 
Our region was especially proud to 
have two crewmembers from our 
area. We pray for their families as 
well as for those of the other astro­
nauts," Thornberry said.

"We live in an age of heroes 
-  we need no reminder of that. But 
what we sometimes forget is that we 
still have heroes who are risking their 
lives exploring the dangerous fron­
tiers of space. The seven who per­
ished are heroes who gave their lives 
serving our Nation and mankind."

State Sen. Robert Duncan 
(R -Lubbock) also issued and state­
ment and announced plans to attend 
Tuesday’s memorial service at the 
Johnson Space Center in Houston.

"These men and women knew 
that there is no great reward without 
great risk," Duncan said T h e  astro­
nauts of Columbia demonstrated the 
best America has to offer -  the brav­
ery and brilliance that creates heroes 
among us.”

The shuttle broke up in the skies 
over Texas in an accident that killed 
all seven astronauts, including Col. 
Rick Husband of Amarillo and Cmdr. 
W illiam M cCool of Lubbock.
