All Motor Vehicles 
Must Be Registered 
Where Owner Lives

Some Counties Said to Offer
Special Rates; $200 Fine 

On Illegal Registers

Unconfirmed reports have reach­
ed the Highway Commission to the 
effect that owners are being- offer­
ed discounts from the regular fee 
as an inducement to register their 
vehicles outside the counties of 
their residence. The initial report 
stated that a 20 per cent reduction 
was being offered to residents of 
Harris County. Last year discounts 
ranging from 20 to 35 per cent 
were offered as a small group of 
counties engaged in cut-throat 
competition for motor vehicle reg­
istration fees.

“It  is our intention to take dras 
tic steps if necessary to curt) this 
vicious practice,” Bobbitt said. "We 
intend to go the full limit of the 
law In seeing that the Interests of 
a large majority of the counties 
and the citizens o f the state are 
protected fro mthese illegal oper­
ations .

"The general law Is specific In 
stating that motor vehicles must 
be registered in the county of the 
owner’s residence. It also provides 
that vehicles not registered In the 
county of the owner's residence 
are, in fact, not registered and 
their owners, if apprehended, will 
be required to re register them 
and pay the regular fee. They also 
will be subject to a fine of $200 for 
operating an unregistered vehicle. 
It Is our present intention to In­
vestigate fully all the reports com­
ing to our attention and take what­
ever action Is required.”

OUR CHINESE INVESTMENTS.

Now that war clouds are gathering in the Orient, pro­
paganda is being spread to show our nation the alleged im­
portance of protecting our investments in China. Compara­
ble investments of the leading nations in China as summed 
up by C. Remer’s “Foreign Investments in China,” are most 
interesting.

He divides the investments as follows: Great Britain, 
36.7 percent; Japan, 35.1; Russia 8.4; United States, prin­
cipally oil companies, 6.1; France, 5.9. This does not include 
the sale of the Russian railroad through Manchuria which 
the Japs bought for $210,500,000 when the Japs took over 
that section. The Russians saw that they would lose it any­
way, and sold it all on a credit. The Japs haven’t got around 
to paying anything on the deal just yet.

Neither does the above include some forty million dol­
lars invested in American churches and schools in China 
which is being destroyed by the Japs and paid for in apolo­
gies.

TWO CITY ELECTIONS IN APRIL.

While other candidates are getting warmed up for the 
county election in July, Clarendon will have two city elec­

tions, both of much importance to the taxpayers. Candi­
dates for the school board undergo a conscription process 
because no salaries are attached with the work of the 
school board.

Places on the city commission carry a salary of thirty- 
five dollars a month now which beats nothing as compared 
with a job on the school board where the grief reaches 
monumental capacity at times.

Now is a good time to do some constructive thinking in 
the selection of candidates for these city offices that effect 
every school patron and taxpayer.

JAPAN ADOPTS INDIAN TACTICS.

Comes now Japan complaining that she would like to 
have Texas cotton, but must use the barter method since 
they are spending their money for war material in a process 
of teaching the Chinese “how to like them.” In other words, 
we are expected to accept Jap made trinkets of little or no 
value that were a dud in peace times and are much sorrier 
in quality and value now than ever.

There was a time when the American Indian accepted 
from the white man trinkets in exchange for valuable pro­
ducts which they controlled, but will the American turn 
back the calendar and accept the trinkets of Japan in 1938?

Germany and Italy, each busily engaged in fostering a 
war machine second to none on the Globe, are also wanting 
to barter with Uncle Sam’s children.

In other words, if we are to permit a few to profit from 
a barter with these nations, the tariff barrier must be 
broken down and American factories and employees be 
made to pay the biggest price of any class. Next in line 
would be our producers of raw materials now consumed in 
our factories.

royalties retained by him for the 
state would ultimately make a 
hundred million dollars for Texas. 
Of course, he admits this is a 
gamble; but even if it should turn 
out to be true then what he gave 
to a little circle of bidders for one 
dollar an acre will yield them any­
where from two hundred million 
dollars to a billion dollars.

In other words, before the Land 
Commissioner made these leases 
the state already had all that he 
retained and more! For a few hun­
dred dollars he has given this small 
circle of bidders a gamble with 
hardly any obligation on their part 
— a gamble from two to thirteen 
times as much as that of the state!

It is a gamble which cost these 
bidders only a few hundred dollars, 
but at a cost to the state of over 
a million dollars in cash which the 
state was offered by other bidders!

I f  the state were going to gam­
ble on oil being under our land, I 
would perfer to gamble the whole 
thing and not fritter away three- 
fourths of it for one dollar an acre. 

• • •

Testimony before the Senate in­
vestigating committee this week 
shows without dispute that Land 
Commissioner McDonald has issued 
hundreds of leases on submerged 
coast lands for which he refused 
big cash offers bearing the usual 
1-16 royalty.

acres leased. Not a drop of oil and 
not a penny of additional money 
hns been received by the state 
from any of these leases, although 
the Land Commissioner has turned 
down more than a million dollars in 
cash for them.

district paleontological project 
sponsored by the Works Progiess 
Administration will be resumed 
Thursday, according to informa­
tion received by Mrs, C. Stuart 
Johnston, project superintendent.

Twenty-one men will be used in 
Randall county, and the project 
will be expanded to include other 
counties if workmen can be obtain­
ed.

Insofar as possible, men who 
had experience in previous similar 
projects will be used. Part of these 
worked In Randall county will be 
used at the Panhandle-Plains His­
torical Society, where Prof. John­
ston will supervise preparation of 
specimens for display or storage.

Ways To Hike Cotton 
Price Are Outlined

Dr. E. R, Alexander, Department 
of Agricultural Education, Texas 
A&M College, who addressed the 
anpual meeting of Texas Agricul­
tural Workers association, at 
Houston, closed this address on 
ways to increase the price of cot­
ton to the growers, as follows: 

How can the per cotton farm 
person income from cotton he In­
creased? By Increasing the sum 
paid by the government to produc­
ers of cotton, and by continuing 
paying this sum until the prices of 
goods that farmers buy are re­
duced by as much in total dollar 
value as the amount of the gov­
ernment payment, or by producing 
an Increasing amount of longer 
staple cotton, which presumably 
would not reduce the ratios ot 
“points on” usually allowed for 
grades about seven-eighths-inch 
staple middling basis. A  third me­
thod would completely eliminate 
"hog-round" buying of cotton. 
Fourth, railroad freight rates 
would be lowered so that cotton 
will be allowed as favorable rates 
as any other commodity now car­
ried at no greater cost to the rail­
road than Is involved In the move­
ment of cotton. Fifth, adjust pro­
duction to demand to the extent of 
reducing price fluctuations to a 
practicable minimum. Sixth, In' 
crease the domestic demand for 
cotton through the systematic 
search for new uses, and through 
the increased buying power of In­
dustrial workers. Seventh, provide 
better ginning. Eighth, reduce the 
cost of production with the use of 
improved practices. This last may 
not Increase the gross cash return 
from cotton but it will Increase the 
net return to producers which will 
allow them to buy more of the 
goods they so badly need.

Greek Catholic Church and are 
scattered throughout Asia, but
chiefly are found In Mesopotamia, 
where they are particularly strong.

This Is 
about the same as the marriage- 
supper held In connection with 
some of the marriages in our coun­
try.

The climax of the whole affair 
takes place on the wedding night. 
With all the attendance, the fam­
ily of both parties, and the Priest 
who performed the ceremony, 
gathered about, the bridegroom 
walks over to the bride and gives 
her an uncourteous kick (to what 
part of her anatomy it is not 
known by this writer) and In no 
uncertain terms, commands her to 
remove her shoes, as a token of 
submission and obedience. I feel 
sure that there are several men 
and no women, who would be will­
ing to submit to this part of the 
marriage ceremony of the Nestor- 
lans. The ladies will take theirs in 
saying, to the question o f love, 
honor and obey, " I  do.” ,

Let it be remembered, that, al­
though this and other ceremonies, 
may be strange to us, that ours Is 
just as strange to them.
