T w o  years after it began, Donley C o u n ty ’s 
constable saga has come to a close.

“ It is officially over now," County Attorney 
Pro Tern Kaye Messer said.

Form er constable Jim m y Swinney had 

until January 3, 2003, to appeal his last legal 
setback and did not do so.

In October, the Seventh C ircuit Court of 
Appeals in A m a rillo  let stand a January ruling 
by District Judge D avid M c C o y  and returned 
the case to the lower court.

“Judge M c C o y  dismissed every count and 
all counts against all defendants on December

3,”  Messer said. “ [Sw inney] had 30 days to 
appeal, which has now expired."

Previously, Judge M cC o y  had found that 

the commissioners' court had not abused their 
discretion in setting Sw inney's salary.

Messer said the county incurred no cost in 

mounting its defense. W hile her contract only 
calls for her to prosecute the Donley C o u n ty ’s' 
crim inal cases, she chose not to charge any­
thing for her services in this case. A lso, the 

appellate court ordered Swinney to pay any 
court costs, she said.

Swinney won a w rite-in campaign in

Novem ber 2000 to fill the position of constable 

in Donley C o u n ty ’s Precincts 1&2, which had 

been vacant for more than three decades. He 
took office in January 2000 and six months later 

sued the county and the members of the com ­

missioners’ court alleging, among other things, 
that his S 3 ,170 annual salary was unreasonable 
He later resigned from  office after he failed to 

become a certified Texas peace officer.
County Judge Jack Hall said he was happy 

with the way Messer had served the county.

" I  give all the credit to Kaye Messer for 
representing the commissioners' court and me

in this lawsuit," Hall said. "W e are well pleased 

that it has ended."
Messer said the future of the Precinct I & 2  

Constable's office has not been determined.

Because Sw inney never officially quali­

fied for office and because his appointed 
replacement -  G erald M ullanax -  also resigned 
without qualifying, the office is eligible to be 
declared dormant under a new constitutional 

amendment approved by Texas voters in 

November.
“W e have not discussed that issue yet." 

Hall said, "but I 'm  sure we w ill."

It is 
a program that is used daily to post 
daily student attendance, grades, and 

vital information that is sent to the 
state. Soon it w ill become fam iliar to 

students and parents as well.
A  program w ithin W inSchool

called K -1 2  Planet w ill allow parents 
and students to explore parts o f this 

information from the comfort of their 
own computer.

Clarendon H igh  School w ill be 

having an introduction to K -1 2 Planet 
from 5:45 until 6:30 on January 23, 
2003, immediately before College 
Night. Parents w ill be given a virtual 
tour of the site and an opportunity to 
express any questions or concerns. 
Parents are asked to meet in the C H S  

Auditorium  where they w ill be given 
the logins and passwords for them

and their children.
Those logging onto the K - 12 site 

w ill be immediately asked to change 
their login and password so that only 

they w ill be able to login to their stu­
dent’s information. Th e  library will 

be open during College Night from 
6:30 until 8:00 p.m ., and computers 
w ill be available for those wishing to 

test-drive the site.
Using a name and password, 

parents can access K -1 2  Planet 
through the Internet which w ould put 
them into the school's information

which w ill be held at the K -1 2  site 

so that actual access to the school’s 
network is not possible. Each day 
grades, attendance, discipline, and 
notes from teachers w ill be posted at 

the remote site so that the parents and 

students can see it.
Each student's site on K -1 2  is 

secure, and only the parent using the 
name and password w ill have access 
to their student’s information.

fathers wanted to do something very dif­
ferent from what they had expenenced in 
Europe Th e y  wanted every child in A m er­
ica to have a quality public education Th e  
standard they set forth more than 200 years 
ago has been the foundation of our democ­
racy and our economic success.

Last fall 
when Am erica's children went back to 
school, so too did m illions of dollars in

We know that parents are one of the 

One of the 
key components of N o  C h ild  Left Behind 
was a senes of reforms aimed at empower­
ing parents A n  element I introduced was 

the parents' report card, which provides 
parents regular updates on the performance 
of their child's school. Additionally, the 
law provides immediate new options for 

parents of students in chronically under­
achieving and dangerous public schools. 
Th e  Department of Education has also 
dedicated part of its website to providing 
resources for parents. B y  logging on to 
w ww.nclb.gov/parents. Texans can actively 
participate in their child's education.

N o  Child  Left Behind provides help 
for all of our nation's schools but gives 
additional resources to underachieving 

schools -  the ones that need it most. It 
also implements a variety of reforms from 
giving teachers tax relief for out-of-pocket

classroom expenses to shielding teach­
ers. principals and school board members 
from  frivolous lawsuits. A nd not only does 
the law require testing for our children to 
ensure they are learning, it also requires 
accountability for producing results.

N o  C h ild  Left Behind triples funding 
for reading programs proven to work and 

increases funding for Title  I, the largest 
education program for disadvantaged chil­
dren. by $1.5 billion. Most importantly, the 
legislation acknowledges that slates and 
local school districts -  not the federal gov­
ernment -  know how to most effectively 
allocate their resources. It gives all 50 
states and every local school district new 
freedom and flexibility in the use of federal 
education dollars so that schools can spend 
the money on the programs and initiatives 
that work best for their students

Texas schools experienced a dramatic 
boost to their bottom line as a result of No 
C h ild  Left Behind. Federal funds for major 
state K -1 2  education programs increased 
by 23 percent, from $1.8 billion in 2001 to 
$2.2 billion in 2002.

A s  we move forward and continue to 
improve our public school system, we will 
do what our founders intended: level the 
playing field for each child.

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District asks residents to plug 
abandoned wells for safety

The Panhandle Groundwater

Conservation District (P G C D )  would 
like to remind everyone that aban­
doned wells can pose a health threat 
to you and your neighbors.

If abandoned wells have not 
been plugged or capped, they provide 

a direct conduit for contaminated 
water to get into the aquifer. Also, 
if the holes are left open, children 
and animals can fall into the wells. 

They urge all landowners to identify 
abandoned wells on their property 
and report them to the District. State 
law requires that any well open or 

uncovered at land surface be closed 
or capped.

W hen plugging an abandoned 
well, owners must meet the require­

ments o f the Texas Water W ell 
D riller’s Rules, and fill out a state 
plugging report.

Th e  well must have all pumps.

New federal law extends 
benefits for unemployed

A U S T IN  -  Th e  Texas W orkforce 
Com m ission ( T W C )  announced 
recently an extension o f the Te m p o ­

rary Extended Unem ploym ent C o m ­
pensation program (T E U C ) .

Th e  extension was signed into 

law January 8, 2003, by President 
George W . Bush. Th e  extension 
temporarily provided up to 13 addi­
tional weeks of benefits for eligible, 
unemployed Texans who exhausted 
their regular Unem ploym ent Insur­
ance ( U I )  benefits.

Th e  latest extension allows 
individuals w ho established a valid 

T E U C  claim  and had a balance 
remaining when the previous pro­
gram ended December 28, 2002, to 
draw the remainder o f those ben­
efits. Additionally, it allows Texas 

to continue to establish T E U C  claims 
until M ay 31, 2003, for individuals 
w ho have exhausted their regular U I  

benefits.

T W C 's  U I  Support and C u s ­
tomer Service Department w ill be 

m ailing letters to all potentially e li­
gible claimants within the next two to 
three weeks to tell them how to apply. 
Since most claimants filed their claim  

certifications through December 28, 
2002, individuals calling to apply for 
the additional T E U C  benefits should 
call their Te le -S e rv on their desig­

nated day or open filing day.

also are available on the T W C  w eb­
site at w w w.texasworkforce.org.

for $50 per well.
