Repairing the line took 
approximately six hours, the 
release said.

Sheriff near identifying ‘maggot’
Sheriff Butch Blackburn said 

Monday his department is close to 
identifying a suspect in a case which 
saw the cars of several local citizens 
mired with racial slurs.

Seven cars in various parts of 
town were vandalized last Wednes­
day between 8:30 and 10:00 p.m. 
The miscreant used yellow window 
chalk to scrawl hateful messages on 
vehicles belonging to both black and 
white citizens.

The villain struck again Friday 
evening with black shoe polish and a 
blue marker on five vehicles parked 
near the school, one vehicle down­
town, and one residence, Blackburn

said.
“I think whoever did this is a 

maggot,” Blackburn said. “The y’re 
just trying to tear up our community. 
The damage done in two nights can 
cause problems for years.”

The sheriff said the work on both 
nights appears to be that of the same 
suspect. Photographs of the graffiti 
were being processed at press time.

“We have a handwriting expert 
coming to look at the evidence, and 
we feel confident that we will have a 
suspect after he looks at the photos.” 

Black residents expressed con­
cern over the vandalism and said 
nothing like this had happened here

before. There was one incident of 
hateful acts in 2000, but suspects in 
that case were quickly identified and 
punished.

"I guarantee if we make the case, 
I will ask for the maximum pros­
ecution from the County Attorney's 
office," Blackburn said.

County Attorney Pro-tern Kaye 
Messer expressed her confidence 
in the sheriff's department and said 
she stands ready to prosecute the 
offender.

“We will definitely prosecute 
this case," she said. "I personally find 
the use of racial slurs in any way to 
be offensive.”

Howardwick still looking for candidates
The City of Howardwick was 

the only local government to have no 
one signed up to run for local offices 
as the E n t e r p r is e  went to press this 
week.

Howardwick had positions open 
for the mayor and two aldermen.

As of Tuesday morning, all other 
entities had candidates for all posi­
tions. and at least three were looking 
at the prospect of having a competi­
tive election on May 3. The deadline 
to file was Wednesday, March 19.

Four people had signed up for 
two positions on the Hedley ISD

Board of Trustees. Incumbents Cary 
Don Neeley and Troy Monroe will 
face LeAnn Marcum and Dan Bolin.

There were two competitive 
races on the Donley County Hospital 
Board where Alan Fletcher had chal­
lenged Nelson Christie for his Place 
Tw o seat, and B ill Holden had filed 
against Andy Wheatley for Place 
3. Incumbent Don Thomberry was 
unopposed in Place One.

Clarendon Mayor Tex Selvidge 
had drawn no opponents in his bid 
for re-election. Allen Estlack, Ricky 
Rattan, and incumbent Bob Watson

had filed as candidates to run for 
two open positions on the Board of 
Aldermen.

A ll incumbents at the City of 
Hedley had signed up to serve again. 
Bruce Howard, Jim Lollar, and Abbey 
O ’Neal are all seeking to be returned 
to the Board of Aldermen.

A t Clarendon ISD, incumbents 
Wayne Hardin and Joe Lemley were 
signed up to run again.

City authorizes work 
on $ 12k street plan

The Clarendon Board of Aider- 
men authorized O JD  Engineering 
to proceed with a master plan for a 
proposed street paving project when 
they met last Tuesday

Engineer Che Shadle presented 
the proposal, which calls for O JD  to 
perform a field survey to locate inter­
sections, right-of-way information, 
and drainage patterns.

This work is considered a nec­
essary first step to insure the proper 
sequence of design and construction 
in any large-scale paving program.

“ If we’re going to do this, we 
want to do it the right way," Shadle 
said

According to the agreement, 
the cost of the master plan will not 
exceed $ 12,000.

In other business during the 
city’s regular meeting, bids for a 
new skid loader were opened and 
discussed. The board voted to accept 
a bid from Yellowhouse Machinery 
for a John Deere 250 for $21,665. 
The machine will be paid for with a

grant obtained through the Panhandle 
Regional Planning Commission.

The city’s recycling Dumpsters 
across from the post office were dis­
cussed. and aldermen voted to move 
the Dumpsters to First Street just east 
of Kearney Street. The change will 
take effect April 1,2003.

Compensation for drainage 
and easement work to be done on 
Thurman Avenue was discussed. In 
exchange for the casements, the city 
agreed to pay for approximately 130 
feet of fencing on Jimmy Thompson s 
property and pay for some manure to 
be spread on property belonging to 
Mike Johnson.

A  proposed Jake Brake O rd i­
nance was discussed. The board 
approved a motion to draft an ordi­
nance prohibiting the use of engine 
brakes within the city.

Board consultant Colby Waters 
spoke concerning the position of city 
administrator. The board will meet 
in a called session March 20 to look 
over the applications.

Local man gets 10 years 
for drug-related charges

Clarendon resident Darrell 
Thomas was sentenced to ten years 
in the state penitentiary by District 
Judge David M cCoy last week after 
pleading guilty to a felony charge.

Thomas was indicted January 
24, 2003, by the Donley County 
Grand Jury on the allegation that 
he and others had agreed to deliver 
methamphetamine to an inmate in 
the county jail. He was charged with 
the first degree felony of Engaging in 
Organized Criminal Activity.

“Swift justice is hard to come 
by with the number of cases on the 
docket," said Sheriff Butdh Black­
burn. ‘T h e  public was well served 
getting a criminal off the streets this 
quickly without the cost of a trial.” 

District Attorney Stuart Messer 
said the case shows the system 
works.

“When we can indict someone 
in January and have that person sent 
to prison within six weeks, the jus­
tice system is working," Messer said. 
"The Sheriff’s Office is t6 be com­
plimented. The sheriff recognized 
an opportunity to go after criminal

activity, and he took it. As a result of 
the sheriff being willing to be a little 
unorthodox in his approach, several 
criminals, including Darrell Thomas, 
will be brought to justice.

“ I would also like the commu­
nity to know this prosecution could 
not have taken place without the 
assistance of inmate Randy Tolbert, 
whose cooperation was essential."

Cases are still pending against 
four other men and one female. 
David Ray Tolbert, Timothy Don 
Lockeby, and Joshua Lamar Allred 
were arrested at the same time as 
Thomas and faced similar charges. A  
17-year-old female was also arrested 
but was charged as a juvenile since 
she was 16 at the time of the offense.

Thomas and the other suspects 
allegedly engaged in organized crimi­
nal activity between October 1,2002, 
and January 9, 2003, during which 
time seven deliveries of methamphet­
amine were made to an inmate in the 
Donley County Jail.

“This is just another step in our 
fight against drugs,” Blackburn said, 
“and we’re not through yet."

Thom berry says house budget will control federal spending
W A S H IN G T O N , D C .  -  The 

House Budget Committee last week 
approved a budget resolution for the 
coming fiscal year, a plan a local 
Congressman says is intended to 
help fight the war on terrorism both 
here and abroad, give our economy 
a boost, and bring us back to a bal­
anced budget in seven years.

The resolution was approved 
by a vote of 24-19. U .S . Rep. Mac 
Thomberry (R-Clarendon). who 
serves on the Budget Committee, 
called it a plan that reflects America's

new priorities.
“One of the main goals of this 

budget is to help us wage and win the 
war on terrorism,” he said.

“This budget will help support 
the troops who are fighting this war 
abroad and help support our first 
responders and other personnel who 
are working to keep us safe here at 
home. But it is also a budget that will 
help us meet other priorities.

“It will give our economy a 
boost by lowering taxes on working 
Americans and small businesses."

he said. “Among other things, it 
will permanently eliminate the death 
tax and increase the child tax credit 
from $600 to $1,000 per child this 
year. The budget also tries to keep 
a lid on federal spending by cutting 
everything except for Social Secu­
rity, defense, homeland security, and 
unemployment insurance by one per­
cent. Under this plan, the budget will 
be balanced in seven years.

According to Thomberry, some 
of the key elements of the 2004 
budget include:

• National Defense and Home­
land Security -  The budget includes 
$380 billion for the Department of 
Defense - a $15 billion increase. 
It also calls for $41 billion in total 
homeland security spending, includ­
ing $3.5 billion for first responder 
training and equipment.

• Boosting Economy - The 2004 
budget lets people keep more of the 
money they earn by. among other 
things,- accelerating the reduction 
in tax rate and making the elimina­
tion of the death tax permanent. The

budget also provides $3.6 billion 
over two years for Re-employment 
Accounts to assist unemployed work­
ers in finding jobs.

• Control Federal Spending -  
The fiscal blueprint would balance 
the budget by 2010 by making an 
across-the-board, one percent cut in 
spending (excluding Social Security, 
defense, homeland security, and 
unemployment insurance). -

The  2004 budget resolution is 
scheduled to be voted on this week in 
the House of Representatives.

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Life is like a bumpy ski slope with trees

Taking out Iraq 
means striking 
fear in terrorists

President George W. Bush on Monday night gave 
Saddam Hussein 48 hours to get the heck out of Dodge; 
and by the time you read this chances, are the war will be 
on. Like many Americans, I think it’s about dam time.

The president's ultimatum came after months of 
interminable diplomatic hand wringing at the United 
Nations, weeks and months of whining from the French, 
and years of defiance by the Iraqi dictator. Frankly, if 
there are any ecological disasters in Iraqi because of 
exploded oil wells or if there are mass casualties of 
Allied troops, the blame should lie at the feet of weak 
diplomats and some Democrats who have tried to drag 
this thing out and have given Saddam plenty of time to 
prepare.

As criticism of the White House mounts, it is impor­
tant to realize what has led us to this point and the events 
which shaped the Bush Doctrine of taking action to 
spread the principles of freedom, representative govern­
ment, and capitalism.

In a nutshell, it was the events of September -11,
2001, which has given the administration its new view 
of the world. It was then that terrorists declared war on 
America by killing thousands of our citizens, destroying 
two symbols of our way of life, and trying to blowup the 
nerve center of our defenses.

Critics worry about the number of our fighting 
forces that will come home in body bags. Peaceniks 
bemoan the fate of “ innocent" lives in Iraq. What's lost 
on them is that we've already taken mass casualties in 
this war More than 3,000 people have already been 
killed, and the vast majority of them never even got a 
body bag because their physical beings were literally 
vaporized.

So what did Saddam Hussein have to do with Sep­
tember 11 ? Critics point out that none of the terrorists 
on that day was from Iraq, and they say there is no evi­
dence that Saddam has directly funded A l Qaeda.

The problem with that logic is that is some how 
distinguishes one terrorist from another. There is, in fact, 
no real difference between Saddam's regime, Usama 
Bin Laden's network, Hamas, or any tyrannical radical 
Islamic network. They are all a threat to Western civiliza­
tion in general and American civilization in particular.
D o you really think that if the September 11 terrorists 
could have used nuclear weapons, they would have hesi­
tated at all to do so? O f course not.

The choice now is simple. We can live in fear, or we 
can take the war to the terrorists. Bush’s doctrine of pre­
emptive action is the only way to secure peace and free­
dom for our generation and future generations. W ith our 
position today as the most powerful nation on Earth, it 
is within our ability to find the terrorists and to eliminate 
them and those who support them.

We have already taken out the Taliban government 
of Afghanistan. We have liberated the people there. And 
while that nation has a long ways to go to truly embrace 
freedom and equality, the women there no longer have 
to wrap themselves from head to toe in burkas, and little 
girls can now be educated. Ancient Buddhist statues are 
no longer being obliterated by intolerant religious fanat­
ics. Life is not great in Afghanistan; but it is better, and 
the stage is set for it to improve.

Similar results will be seen in Iraq if we are success­
ful. In a free Iraq, children will be educated -  which is 
really the key to stopping hatred in the Middle East. Iraqi 
oil will be used to the capitalistic benefit of the Iraqi 
people. Allied forces also will bring an end to the tortur­
ing and killing of dissident voices and an end to paying 
reward money to the families of suicide bombers.

And a victory in Iraq means stopping the practice of 
torturing and raping women just to prove a point to their 
families. I ’m not sure how most liberals can be against 
stopping that, but apparently they are. They were all for 
sending our troops to end such practices in Bosnia and 
Kosovo, but I guess it’s okay for Saddam to do it.

After Saddam is out of the way, the world should 
be put on notice to straighten up and fly right. Many 
analysts say a large segment of the people in Iran are 
desperate to overthrow their oppressors. With people 
living in freedom right next door, that country might be 
transformed from within with some nudging.

Terrorist activity may step up, and America may 
be hit hard again. But without a doubt, other nations 
who harbor and fund terrorists will start re-thinking 
their positions after Saddam falls. W e’re already hearing 
reports that some Palestinians are afraid they will be next 
after Iraq.

That fear is good. It is time for the terror to be 
turned back on the terrorists. They are a cancer on 
humanity, and America and her allies are in the process 
of cutting them off.

M e a n w h i l e . . .
A  misguided college student from Olympia, Wash­

ington. was killed -  or committed suicide -  Sunday 
when she was run over by a bulldozer in Israel.

Rachel Corrie was there to protest the policy of the 
Israeli government which has been busy demolishing 
the homes of suspected terrorists, a policy Israel says is 
effective in deterring homicide bombers.

Moderate weight loss has ‘profound’ affect on health
H O U S T O N  -  People don't 

need to lose much weight to have a 
huge impact on their cardiovascular 
health, according to a recent study 
by a Baylor College of Medicine 
professor.

The study showed that modest 
weight loss greatly reduced the risk 
factors associated with the metabolic 
syndrome, a little-known phrase for 
a common disorder that includes a 
clustering of abnormalities such as 
elevated blood pressure, high fasting 
glucose, high triglycerides, low H D L

and a large waist circumference.
“Moderate weight loss has a 

profound benefit for people who 
have the metabolic syndrome,” said 
Dr. Christie Ballantyne, director of 
Baylor's Center for Cardiovascular 
Disease Prevention. “Metabolic 
syndrome is closely related to higher 
incidence of heart disease, stroke, 
and insulin resistance.”

The syndrome is common, he 
said, with 40 percent of people over 
50 and nearly one-third of all people 
between 40 and 50 having three or

more of those abnormalities.
“The good news is people don’t 

have to lose all the weight they'd like 
to in order to make a big difference,” 
he said. “O ur study showed that 
many of the people who just reduced 
their body weight by 7 to 10 percent 
brought their levels back to normal 
after only a month.”

Another study demonstrated that 
by walking only 130 minutes per 
week and losing only 5 to 7 percent 
of their body weight, patients pre­
vented the development of diabetes

Month focuses on awareness of mental retardation
f Mental retardation is not some­

thing you “have,” like brown eyes 
or a bad heart. Nor is it something 
you "are,” like thin or tall. It is not a 
medical or mental disorder. Mental 
retardation is a particular state of 
functioning that begins in childhood 
and is characterized by limitation in 
both intelligence and adaptive skills.

Mental retardation is a dis­
ability characterized by significant 
limitations both in intellectual func­
tioning and in adaptive behavior as 
expressed in conceptual, social, and 
practical adaptive skills. This dis­
ability originates before the age of 
18. A  complete and accurate under­
standing of mental retardation refers 
to a particular state of functioning 
that begins in childhood, has many 
dimensions, and is affected positively 
by individualized supports. One out 
of ten families is directly affected by 
mental retardation.

Adaptive behavior is the collec­
tion of conceptual, social, and practi­
cal skills that people have learned so 
they can function in their everyday

lives. Adaptive skills include com­
munication, self-care, home living, 
social skills, leisure, health and 
safety, self-direction, academics, 
community involvement, and work.

The effects of mental retardation 
vary considerably among people, just 
as the range of abilities vary consider­
ably among people who do not have 
mental retardation. Approximately 
87 percent will be mildly affected 
and will be only a little slower than 
average in learning new information 
skills. As adults, they are capable of 
performing a variety of jobs.

The remaining 13 percent of 
people with mental retardation have 
serious limitations in functioning. 
However, with care in assessing their 
work skills and finding a job that 
matches their skills, even these indi­
viduals have demonstrated employ­
ment success.

People with mental retardation 
and related developmental disabili­
ties can be competitively employed 
in their communities. The majority 
of our constituents are either unem­

ployed or underemployed, despite 
their ability, desire, and willingness 
to engage in meaningful work in the 
community.

A ll Americans gain when people 
with mental retardation and related 
developmental disabilities are fully 
included in their communities and 
are given the opportunity to be gain­
fully employed, tax paying, contrib­
uting citizens.

Supported employment is paid, 
competitive employment for people 
who have severe disabilities and a 
demonstrated inability to gain and 
maintain traditional employment. 
It is a cooperative effort between 
the consumer and the employment 
specialist to secure and maintain 
employment in the community. Sup­
ported employment occurs in a vari­
ety of normal, integrated business 
environments.

Today, nationwide, there are 
over 105,000 individuals with mul­
tiple and profound disabilities expe­
riencing independence, integration, 
and empowerment in competitive.

community-based careers accessed 
through supported employment. Real 
employment provides an opportunity 
for long-term dignity, a chance at 
upward mobility, and an opportunity 
to break out of the perpetual problem 
of unemployment and underemploy­
ment.

The cost of placing an individual 
into competitive employment with 
support is approximately $4,200 
compared to the $7,400 annual cost 
of keeping an individual in a day 
program. The percentage of people 
dependent on public assistance/ 
disability benefits as their primary 
source of income drops dramati­
cally as a result of participation in 
supported employment. The result 
is that 52 percent of a participant’s 
primary income is their paycheck, 
rather than public assistance. Indi­
viduals participating in supported 
employment increased their annual 
earnings 490 percent.

To  find out more about the

Groundwater supplies about 41 

percent of Texas' municipal water 
systems and about 75 percent of the 
water used in irrigation. Ground 
Water Awareness Week, sponsored 
by the National Ground Water 
Association, is scheduled for March 
16-22, 2003. Ground Water Aware­
ness Week encourages homeowners 
to schedule their annual water well 
“checkups.”

Groundwater is the water that 
soaks into the soil from rain or other 
precipitation and moves downward 
to fill cracks and other openings in 
beds of rocks and sand. It is, there­
for. a renewable resource, although 
renewal rates vary greatly according 
to environmental conditions.

It also is an abundant natural 
resource. O f  all the fresh water in the 
world (excluding polar ice caps), 90 
percent is groundwater.

Groundwater is naturally fil­
tered by the earth that holds it. It 
can, however, be contaminated by 
pollutants that come into contact 
with the earth’s surface. Therefore, 
it is extremely important for Texans 
to pay close attention to what they 
release into the earth, whether it be 
directly into lakes and streams, or 
even more importantly, into storm 
drains and wells.

More than IS million house­
holds in the U S  have their own water 
well. The owners of these wells have 
control of and responsibility for their
