“Because window glass is 
denser and colder than surround­
ing walls, w ater vapor seeking 
cooler, drier outside air stops and 
condenses on the glass surface,” 
said M ark Wilson, Sales Repre­
sentative, W illard Boswell Com­
pany. “Window glass acts as an in­
dicator, a warning of possible un­
seen damage inside the wall caused 
by excessive moisture.”

Wilson said unless steps are 
taken to reduce moisture levels in

the home successive Ireczing and 
thawing of this m oisture could 
cause deteriorating feidewall insula­
tion, rotting wood structural mem­
bers and blistering exterior paint.

“A solution may be replacing 
o ld e r w indow s if  th ey  have 
damaged seals or deteriorated sur­
faces,” said  W ilson. “Today’s 
quality wood windows have over­
come many of the trouble spots that 
resulted in condensation on older 
windows. Because quality wood is a 
natural insulator, it can also in­
crease the home’s overall energy- 
efficiency.”

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AgNews Also, pregnancy testing cows (his 
fall may be a more profitable tool 
than ever before. Since it’s difficult 
for a cow to produce a calf laige 
enough to pay her annual m a in ­
tenance bill and leave some profit 
for the producer, an open cow is 
surely losing money. In addition 
cows calving late and during the 
summer months wean calves 30 to 
90 pounds lighter than their herd 
mates which calve at earlier times. 
For this reason it’s advisable to cull 
cows which will calve late next year 
and purchase pregnant replace­
ments which will calve early.

Whoever does your preg­
nancy diagnosis will be able to es­
tim ate the calving date on each 
animal and make it easy to identify 
next year's late calving cows. Work 
toward a 60 day calving season or 
one that’s certainly no longer than 
90 days.

Remove barren and late 
calving cows from the herd will in­
crease both the herd’s reproductive 
p o te n tia l and  pounds o f calf 
weaned.
