“Higher crop prices and strong
livestock prices have contributed to
a substantial increase in economic
activities across the rural areas of
Texas,” Anderson said

Increased demand for grain
used in ethanol production pushed
grain prices “up to the highest level
in memory,” Anderson said

Crop values in 2007 totaled $10

billion - an increase of more than 50

percent from 2006, according to the
annual AgriLife Extension survey
of estimated agricultural production
values for Texas counties.

“Crop yields, forage produc-
tion, and grazing conditions were
excellent in 2007," Anderson said.
“Corn, grain sorghum, wheat, and
hay prices were up sharply, with
cotton moderately higher.”

The following are major crop
values and those recording "gains
in excess of 100 percent for 2007:
Wheat, $779 million — more than
double in 2006; Corn, $1.1 billion;
$818 billion; and Hay
production, $1.2 billion.

Values by commodity groups

Sorghum,

for 2007: Food grains totaled $889
million (an 87 percent increase);
Feed crops totaled $3.3 billion (135
percent increase); All cotton (dry-
land, irrigated), $2.8 billion (a 51
percent increase); Oil crops totaled
$206 million (59 percent gain); Veg-
etable crops totaled $397 million (a
6 percent increase); Fruits and nuts
totaled $183 million (14 percent
increase); Miscellaneous crops, $2.2
billion (11 percent increase); and
Nursery crops, $1.9 billion.

Meanwhile, livestock values
increased 14 percent to $10 billion,
matching 2007 crop values, Ander-
son said.

Environmental
policy hinders
US oil supply

By Kathleen Hartnett White

Is there no end to the soaring fuel prices? Crude
oil may reach as high as $150 or $200 per barrel by
the end of this year according to many analysts.

The world’s oil supply is perilously tight. Ameri-
can dependence on unreliable foreign sources for more
than 60 percent of domestic oil demand, indeed, drives
the price at the pump. With new policy, the United
States certainly could increase domestic production of
3 oil.

{ Such is the impetus behind The American Energy
2 Production Act of 2008, introduced in the U.S. Senate
: on May 1 and supported by our Texas Senators, Kay
Bailey Hutchison and John Cornyn.

The legislation would stimulate domestic oil pro-
duction by removing federal bans on oil development
in Alaska and off the Pacific and Atlantic coasts, expe-
diting EPA permits for refineries, encouraging leases
for oil shale development, and mandating production
of coal-derived fuels.

U.S. oil production has steadily declined since
the 1970s. Over these 35 years, oil exploration, pump-
ing, pipeline infrastructure, and refining have been
consistently opposed by the powerful environmentalist
establishment — and with great success. It is time to
reconsider these constraints on domestic production.

; 4 Consider the volumes of U.S. oil resources. The
GRS L At S most conservative measure is “proven reserves.” To be

(AT N proven, it must be reasonably certain that the crude oil
can be produced using current technology at current
prices, current commercial terms, and with govern-
ment consent. The U.S. Energy Information Agency
(EIA) estimates the U.S. has 21.8 billion barrels of oil
(bbo) in “proven reserves.”

At today’s consumption rates, proven reserves
would last S0 years. Yet the amount of proven reserves
might jump to more than 50 billion barrels if the
government consented to development of areas now
off-limits.

And “recoverable reserves” — known oil resources
capable of recovery but with more cost and technical
difficulty than proven reserves — hold several thousand
times more. These resources include: light oil in place
(293 bbo); heavy oil (81 bbo); oil sands (80 bbo); and
the mother lode, oil shale (2118 bbo). Add the 21.8 "
bbo proven reserves and 30 bbo off-limits, and the
total 2.6 trillion barrel endowment of American oil
resources would support U.S. demand for thousands
of years.

Unlike Britain, Canada, or Norway, federal deci-
sion has barred offshore oil exploration in half the
Gulf of Mexico, and off the East and West coasts. The
U.S. Department of Interior estimates that these off-
shore bans cover more than 16 billion barrels.

The environmental establishment still preaches
that producing oil and preserving the environment
are mutually exclusive propositions. But the original
environmental risks have been almost eliminated by
creative technology and safeguards.

None of the offshore platforms hit by the gales of
Hurricane Katrina spilled a drop of oil. In the Gulf of
Mexico, where offshore production is allowed, inno- |
vative means of enhancing aquatic habitat have been |
highly successful.

Alaska’s Arctic National Wildlife Refuge is con-
sidered the largest untapped oil field in North America.
Even with elaborate means to preserve wildlife habi-
tats, former President Bill Clinton vetoed legislation
to allow its development. Estimates of practically
recoverable crude oil there are between 10 and 12 bil- |
lion barrels. ' 5

Shortly after 9/11,
Congress reviewed all energy resources on federal ;

Renewable fuels,
batteries, and hydrogen fuel cells can, in the near
future, provide only a sliver of the volume needed.

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Service to our nation comes in
many forms. We, of course, think of
the brave men and woman of the Armed
Forces, risking their lives to answer the
call of our country.

As violence associated with nar-
cotrafficking and Mexico’s warring drug
cartels escalates in Mexico, we must
cooperatively work with our southern
neighbor to prevent it from spilling over
the border and into the U.S.

Many Americans are unaware of the
violent street war that brazen drug lords
are waging against Mexican authorities —

mere yards away from El Paso
in Ciudad Juarez, and across Mexico.
These cartels battle one another for turf
and drug smuggling routes. President
Felipe Calder6n is taking unprec-
edented steps to rout his country of
these criminal organizations. Yet now,
in a concerted effort to destabilize the
government, the drug cartels are actively
targeting and assassinating law enforce-
ment officials, terrorizing community
residents, and bringing a new level of
barbarism to their tactics.

This year, the Mexican government
has reported 1,200 drug-related killings,
which is on track to surpass last year's
record of nearly 2,500 murders. As a tes-
tament to their ruthlessness, drug lords
recently posted a death list of 22 targeted
officials at a police memorial site. Seven
of the named individuals were subse-
quently killed and three others were
injured in failed assassination attempts.
Ten more have resigned. In May, the
Mexican government suffered another
major blow when the acting federal
police chief ~ who had served only 10
weeks — was gunned down by an assas-
sin.

Narcotic trafficking organizations
aren’t confined by borders. Cartel lead-
ers in Mexico have successfully ordered
hits on rival drug dealers on our side of
the border. And U.S. lawmen are increas-
ingly becoming targets. After all, most
of the drugs being trafficked through

" Mexico are bound for the United States.

U.S. Customs and Border Protection
reported that, on a typical day in 2007,
they confiscated 2,250 pounds of nar-
cotics in 69 busts at ports of entry, and
5,138 pounds of narcotics were seized in

Last year, President Bush and Presi-
dent Calder6n laid the groundwork for a
coordinated response. They created the
Merida Initiative, a sweeping program
to bolster Mexico’s crackdown on drug
and criminal rings. Together, our govern-
ments will purchase equipment and pro-

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vide training in the U.S. to help Mexican
law enforcement intercept trafficked
drugs, arms, cash, and persons. This plan
emphasizes training to strengthen judi-
cial systems, law enforcement, and wit-
ness protection programs. The initiative
also leverages technology to improve
and secure communications systems so
we can better collect information.

While the Merida Initiative is a key
component in cracking down on nar-
cotrafficking in the Western Hemisphere,
I could not support it without added
funding for border law enforcement here
at home. American police officers and
sheriffs are being shot at from across
the border by drug lords. To aid our
law enforcement in their defense of our
homeland, I added funding to equip
local law enforcement along the border
and in High Intensity Drug Trafficking
Areas. Of this amount, $10 million will
be directed to fully fund Project Gunrun-
ner, an initiative to halt the illegal flow
of U.S. firearms into Mexico and thereby
deprive the cartels of weapons.

We share more than just a border
with our neighbor, Mexico. We also
share the burden of fighting narcotraf-
ficking and protecting our citizens from
the terrorism that drug cartels seek to
spread. Now, through the Merida Initia-
tive, and through my efforts to increase
federal funds for U.S. law enforcement
agencies, we are beginning to take the
necessary steps to meet this challenge.

Tips to keep your summer safe and fun

By MaryRuth Bishop, Agrilife Agent

Here are a few tips to enjoy fun
in the sun this summer while keeping
your family safe.

Babies under 6 months: Avoid-
ing sun exposure and dressing
infants in lightweight long pants,
long-sleeved shirts, and brimmed
hats that shade the neck are still
the top recommendations to prevent
sunburn. However when adequate
clothing and shade are not available,
parents can apply a minimal amount
of suncreen with at least 15 SPF (sun
protection factor) to small areas,
such as the infant’s face and the
back of the hands. If an infant gets
sunburn, apply cold compresses to
the affected area.

For Young Children: Apply
sunscreen at least 30 minutes before
going outside, and use sunscreen

even on cloudy days. The SPF

should be at least 15 and protect
against UVA and UVB rays.

For Older Children: The first,
and best, line of defense against
the sun is covering up. Wear a hat
with a three-inch brim or a bill
facing forward, sunglasses (look for
sunglasses that block 99-100% of
ultraviolet rays), and cotton clothing
with a tight weave. Stay in the shade
whenever possible, and limit sun
exposure during the peak intensity
hours - between 10 a.m. and 4 p.m.
Use a sunscreen with an SPF of 15 or
greater. Be sure to apply enough sun-
screen - about one ounce per sitting
for a young adult. Reapply sunscreen
every two hours, or after swimming
or sweating.

Use extra caution near water as
it reflects UV rays and may result in
sunburn more quickly.

Children: The intensity of activities
that last 15 minutes or more should
be reduced whenever high heat and
humidity reach critical levels.

At the beginning of a strenuous
exercise program or after traveling
to a warmer climate, the intensity
and duration of exercise should be
limited initially and then gradually
increased during a period of 10to 14
days to accomplish acclimatization
to the heat.

Before prolonged physical
activity, the child should be well-
hydrated. During the activity, peri-
odic drinking should be enforced,
for example, each 20 minutes, 5 oz
of cold tap water or a flavored sports
drink for a child weighing 90 Ibs,
and 9 oz for an adolescent weighing
130 Ibs, even if the child does not
feel thirsty.

Clothing should be light-col-

ored and lightweight and limited
to one layer of absorbent material
to facilitate evaporation of sweat.
Sweat-saturated garments should be
replaced by dry garments.

Practices and games played
in the heat should be shortened;
and more frequent water/hydration
breaks should be instituted.

Bug Safety: Don't use scented*

soaps, perfumes, or hair sprays on
your child. Avoid areas where insects
nest or congregate, such as stagnant
pools of water, uncovered foods, and
gardens where flowers are in bloom.
Avoid dressing your child in clothing
with bright colors or flowery prints.

Insect repellents containing
DEET are most effective against
ticks, which can transmit Lyme
Disease, and mosquitoes, which can
transmit West Nile Virus and other
viruses.

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Proposed wild hog rules available for review

Described as being as prolific as
cockroaches, destructive as rats, and
as surly as badgers, wild (feral) hogs
are the bane of ranchers and farmers,
but they're a boon for hunters.

Nearly three million of these
dirt slingin’ critters roam free in
Texas, rooting up pastures, wal-
lowing in creek beds, and gorging
themselves on crops and gardens.
Trappers and hunters often are called
in to help reduce hog numbers when
feral swine run amuck.

For nearly a year, a team of
commercial swine and show pig
producers, slaughter plant operators,
veterinarians, hunters, hog trappers
and wildlife biologists have wrestled
with rule ideas that would prevent
captured wild hogs from creating
more chaos, while still giving hunt-
ers an opportunity to bag a boar
trophy worth bragging rites.

In mid-May, draft regulations
were presented to commission-

ers for the Texas Animal Health
Commission (TAHC), the state’s
livestock and poultry health regula-
tory agency. Public comment on the
proposed rules, to be published in
the Texas Register June 6, will be
accepted by the TAHC through July
6. TAHC commissioners will con-
sider the rules for adoption at their
next meeting on July 29 in Austin.

“The 80th legislature, in the
TAHC’s Sunset Bill, provided for
the TAHC to regulate feral swine,
which are regarded as free-ranging
livestock. The TAHC regulations
are to be limited to disease con-
trol purposes, including holding
facilities, sale, exhibition, hunting
or movement,” said Dr. Dee Ellis,
Texas' assistant state veterinarian
and TAHC advisor to the feral swine
working group.

“If these proposed rules
are adopted, they will supersede
TAHC'’s current feral swine regula-

tions that aren’t comprehensive. We
know we can’t get rid of feral swine,
but we can find ways to deal with the
animals so that it benefits all sectors
of the industry.”

Dr. Ellis said the proposed
regulations give trappers greater
latitude for holding and moving
trapped swine. Approved holding
facilities " and authorized hunting
preserves would be sanctioned and
inspected by the TAHC, and opera-
tors or owners would be required
to keep records on the animals for
at least five years. Applications for
operating the holding facilities or
hunting preserves will be available
from the TAHC, if the regulations
are adopted.

Because there is some limited
interest in changing captured feral
swine to “domestic” swine by test-
ing the animals, the proposed regula-
tions would allow for wild hogs to be
reclassified as “domesticated” pigs

after a series of at least three nega
tive blood tests for swine Brucellosis
and pseudorabies during a minimum
150-day quarantine period. (This
practice is not recommended, how
ever.) Additionally, sows and other
sexually intact female swine would
be required to undergo a fourth nega
tive test for the diseases, at least 30
days after their initial farrowing in
quarantine.
