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Board answers more MCNH sale questions

Jim Philley of Clarendon led
the questions and began by asking
who the real estate firm is that is rep-
resenting the buyer of the property.

The board said there is no real
estate firm representing the buyer.
Clarendon Realty, LTD, is the buyer
according to the contract, but that is
not a real estate firm of any kind.
It is the name under which Com-
munity Care Management Services
of Denton is doing business in
Clarendon, Texas

Philley also asked about the
term of the agreement with the
nursing home broker in Houston, to
which the hospital district will pay a

commission when the sale is com-
pleted. Fletcher responded that the
agreement is still in place because
the district never terminated the
agreement. Therefore, the commis-
sion must be paid.

The refunding of $190,000 of
the purchase price was the subject
of Philley’s next question. He said
he understood the buyer needed that
money to operate on initially, but he
asked if the money was going to be
returned to the hospital district at
some point.

Fletcher said it would not be
returned to the hospital district and
explained how the contract figure of

$1.25 million was derived.

“Our asking price was one mil-
lion sixty thousand,” Fletcher said.
“It was their idea to add the extra
money for operating funds.” This, he
said, saved the buyer from having to
get two loans — one to buy the prop-
erty and one for operating capital.

Philly then inquired about the
financial health of the nursing home,
noting that the district paid $90,000
cash for a new roof and is paying
$400,000 cash for the new addition.

“We had $490,000 on hand, but
we were told the nursing home was
in trouble,” Philley said.

Everything you get at a restaurant or grocery
store, we have to get it from somewhere else.”

“There were not a lot of calves on wheat
pasture this year, so what is a seasonal low may
hold up, and we could see some moderation in
the springtime that we usually don’t see. Conse-
quently, we could see some heavier calf weight
prices over the next couple of months simply
because there’s not that much supply.”

April cutoff
for car tax
exemption

The deadline is fast approach-
ing for self-employed individuals in
Donley County to file for a refund of
the 2007 personal property taxes on
their vehicles. 3

Thanks to action taken by Texas
voters last fall, some self-employed
taxpayers are able to exempt their
vehicle from being subject to per-
sonal property taxes. Taxes already
paid for 2007 may be eligible for a
refund.

Citizens must fill out an appli-
cation to receive the exemption, and
people who want that exemption to
apply for the 2007 tax year must fill

out the form at the Donley Appraisal
District office by April 1, 2008.

The law allows for one vehicle
tax exemption per individual, so
appraisal district officials say a
husband and wife who both work
for their own small business could
exempt two vehicles total.

Certain situations are not eli-
gible. People who used their vehicle
to commute to and from work are
not eligible. A retired person with no

production of income is not eligible.
A vehicle that is registered in a busi-
ness’ name and is used exclusively
for business is not eligible. g

People who fill out an approved
exemption form for 2007 and who
have already paid their 2007 taxes
will be issued a refund of that por-
tion of their taxes in about 30 days.

For taxing years 2008 and
beyond, exemption applications
must be filed between January 1 and
April 30 each year. It is not automati-
cally renewed.

Application forms are available
at the appraisal district office at 307
S. Sully Street in Clarendon.

Times turns
out hysteria

How bad does economic reporting get in a presi-
dential election year? Consider last week’s perfor-
mance by The New York Times.

Exhibit No. 1: All the national papers, not
just the Times, made a huge deal out of job losses
during last two months of 22,000 and 63,000.
The latter figure, the Saturday Times exclaimed,
is “the biggest monthly loss in five years.”

In fact, five years ago - January to August 2003 -
nonfarm payrolls fell by 444,000. Did that massive job
loss in 2003 mark the start of recession? Of course not.

Yet New York Times writer David Leonhardt
declared an “End to the Good Times"” on March 8
by claiming three consecutive months of job loss (it
was actually one or two months, depending on which
survey you use) proves “recession . . . is now unavoid-
able.”

If that were true, then 2003 should have been the
start of a really nasty downturn. Indeed, Times colum-
nist Paul Krugman, in an interview with Rolling Stone
that May, announced the economy “is, for all practical
purposes, in recession - whatever they say officially.”
The economy has added 8.2 million payroll jobs since
then.

Today’s hysteria looks even more absurd if you
dig into the data. Only half the unemployed in Febru-
ary had actually lost a job, and a fourth of those were
temporary layoffs. The rest either quit or did not have
a job before.

And half the unemployed were out of work for
fewer than 8.4 weeks - down from an average of 8.7
weeks during the prior four months. Only 17.5 percent
had been unemployed for 27 weeks or more - down
from 19.3 percent in November.

Finally, only 4.8 percent said they were unem-
ployed - well below the 5.8 percent average since
1960. Adding discouraged workers - those who say
they’ve stopped looking for a job out of frustration
- just lifts that jobless rate to 5.1 percent.

Exhibit No. 2: Peter S. Goodman’s March 2
Times business feature asking, “Is a Lean Economy
Turning Mean?”

Like Krugman and Leonhardt, Goodman tried
to change the subject - from unemployment to the
percentage of the population over the age of 16 that is
working at a civilian job. But a drop in that employ-
ment-population ratio does not prove, as Goodman

imagined, that it is “tougher than ever to find a job.” It

care of children or retire - or serve in

Goodman made much of the fact that “62.8 per-
cent of all Americans age 16 and older were employed
at the end of last year, down from the peak of 64.6
percent in early 2000.” So what? Some 405,000 more
young people were on active military duty in 2007
than in early 2000 - and only civilian jobs get counted
among the “employed.” Therg are also more aging
baby boomers retiring.

Besides, early 2000 was the pinnacle of the high-
tech stock bubble. Looking at 1993 to 2000 (the Clin-
ton years) as a whole, 63.4 percent of the population
was employed in civilian jobs - insignificantly differ-
ent from last month’s figure of 62.7 percent, despite
the enlarged armed forces.

Exhibit No.3: In a March 5 report, claiming low
unemployment rates are “deeply misleading,” Leon-
hardt suggested that full-time jobs have become so
scarce that hundreds of thousands were supposedly
forced to work in part-time jobs. “Over the last year,”
he said, “employment has risen by 100,000, but . ..
there are also 600,000 more people who are working
part time because they could not find full-time work.”

In fact, the number of full-time jobs rose by
445,000 over the last year, while the number of part-
time jobs fell by 297,000.

Moreover, the “part-time” category includes
anyone who worked fewer than 35 hours during the
survey week - often because they work in occupations
with variable hours, like construction or retailing.
Those working short hours “for economic reasons”
(including bad weather and seasonal jobs) still add up
to just 3.3 percent of all workers, and most aren’t look-
ing for a 9-to-5 schedule. The number of part-timers
who said they “could only find part-time work” has
fallen since December and is only 13,000 larger than

a year ago.

Exhibit No. 4: In that March 5 report, Leonhardt
frets about “the percentage of prime-age men (those
25 to 54 years old) who are not working . . . In Janu-
ary, almost 13 percent of prime-age men didn’t hold
a job, up from 11 percent in 1998 [and] 11 percent in
1988

Only 2.5 percent of men who aren’t in the labor
force claim to have looked for work or to be discour-
aged from looking. Yet Leonhardt claims “various
studies” show that “these nonemployed workers . .

. would, in fact, like to find a good job” but “can no
longer find work that pays as well.”

This conflicts with other information that's read-
ily available. For example, the University of Chicago’s
famed General Social Survey shows that the percent
of Americans satisfied with their jobs has hovered
near 86 percent for decades, while the percent who are
“very satisfied” with their jobs rose from 44.9 percent
in 1996 to 49.4 percent in 2006.

The US job market has sometimes been better than
it was in the past two months, but it has also been much
worse (as in 2003) without telling us anything useful
about the future. , .

Willie Hodges Roberts was born
to William Ed and Eva Sue Hodges
on March 12, 1906, in Clarendon,
Texas. Willie was their third and

4 lived as a

;e he Goldston Com-

munity. In 1918, her father bought

800 acres located five miles west and

two miles north of Clarendon in the

Martin Community, where Willie
attended Martin School.

Willie grew up working hard on
the family farm where she learned
to hitch up the horses, plow the
fields, pick and hoe cotton, shock
feed, milk cows, can and cook. In
1925, Willie met a young man,
Charlie Buck Roberts, who worked
for Monroe Achord’s Dairy. They
married on October 4, 1925, in the
Hodges home. Buck worked in the
cotton gin that fall, and the next
year he leased a farm from Frank
Boreland. On July 1, 1930, a daugh-
ter was born, and they named her
Joveda Faye.

In 1932, their home caught fire
and burned to the ground, destroying
all they had worked for. The follow-
ing year they moved to a sandy land

enjoyed singings and ice cream sup-
pers with their neighbors, the Floyds,
Wilsons, and Wiliams.

On July 20, 1937, a son named
Charles Ray was born to Buck and
Willie. He was delivered by Dr.
Jenkins in the Wilson home. They
leased a farm from Turner Nichols
in Ashtola, Texas, and lived there
four years.

In 1948, Willie’s mother, Eva
Hodges died. Buck, Willie, and
their two children moved back
to the home to care for Willie's
father, Ed Hodges. A year later,
Ed rented the farm out and moved
into Clarendon. Buck leased a dairy
from Bob Harvey, located west of
Clarendon. Buck and Willie milked
50 cows twice a day for the next four
years and sold milk to the Borden

Company.

In 1951, Buck and Willie bought
300 acres located six miles west and
two miles north of Clarendon. Buck

-asthma in 1936, which
later - developed . into emphysema.
Buck died February 17, 1964, and
is buried in Citizens Cemetery in
Clarendon.

Willie moved into Clarendon
the next year where she continued
to work for Rexall Drug Store. In
1965, Willie moved to Amarillo and
bought a house in the Avondale addi-
tion. She worked at the Amarillo
Air Force Base until it closed. She
joined Trinity Baptist Church and
worked at the church nursery for
26 years. Willie lived alone in her
own home until she was 98 years
old. She moved to Seville Assisted
Living in July 2004. Her only son,
Charles, died in October of 2004.
She has seven grandchildren, sixteen
great-grandchildren, and eleven
great great-grandchildren.

SHALL WE DANCE?

Is dancing sinful? It depends on whom you ask. More importantly, what does
the Bible say? Many of my brethren and | were raised believing all dancing was sinful.
When you look up the word dance or dancing in the Bible, there is no sinful connotation
except in Exodus 32 and possibly Mark 6. In Exodus the children of Israel were dancing as
they worshipped the goiden calf. In Mark 6, we see Herodias' daughter dancing in front of
Herod, and the scripture says her dancing pleased him

Nearly all references to dancing in the Bible are referring to dances of celebra-
tion, and there is no stated condemnation. What does this prove? It doesn't give evidence
to support the notion that all dancing is sinful. The question we need to ask is, “Is ALL
dancing o.k. by the Bible?"

Let's go to Galatians 5. In the list of “works of the flesh”, we see the words
uncleanness and lewdness. Your Bible may use the word lasciviousness. This could and
would include acts of vuigarity ‘There afe some dances that could inclade this.' Oh'a popu:
lar news program, they were showing some dancing that goes on at some proms and teen
gatherings that basically was an imitation of a sex act. Surely that would be considered
vuigar! Then there is the apparel of what people wear to a dance. Immodesty can make
anything sinful. Matthew 5:28, Jesus warns against lusting after someone. Lack of clothing
and vulgar movements would tempt any red-blooded man or woman!

Then there is the question of how close are the two dancers in proximity to
each other. Is there any male among us who wouldn’t be “excited” if the dancing we were
doing included pressing against a lady or as some call it “belly rubbing™? If you say that
doesn't affect you, you either need to go to the doctor or you're lying to yourself.

As the season of proms approaches, ask yourself these questions first: Will the
clothing on my child cover them appropriately? What kind of dancing will be taking place?
Is it vuigar? Will my child be"pressed” against another person in a way that entices? Sadly,
will there be drinking before or after? Let us ask ourselves these questions and answer
them after educating ourselves and with honesty.
