Board answers questions about MCNH sale
Hospital district to be debt free in 2011; Taxes will go down but not away

With only a few weeks remain­
ing before the Medical Center Nurs­
ing Home becomes privately owned, 
members of the Donley County 
Hospital Board stepped forward this 
week to answer criticisms and pos­
sible misunderstandings about the 
sale of the facility.

A potential sale fell through a 
year ago. The board took bids on 
the property again in September, 
accepted a bid in October, and 
signed the contract of sale in Decem­
ber. But in the last several days have 
some citizens begun to question deal 
and pour over the details of the the 
26-page sale agreement.

In response. Board Chairman 
Alan Fletcher and board member 
Mark C. White spoke to the 
E nterprise Monday afternoon and 
addressed many of the common 
concerns raised by citizens.

To summarize the sale, Com­
munity Care Management Services 
of Denton, under the name of

Clarendon Realty, LTD., submitted 
the lone bid of $1.25 million, which 
the hospital district accepted. They 
agreed to buy the Medical Center 
Nursing Home, the Community 
Services Building (referred to in the 
contract as the “Professional Build­
ing" and commonly referred to as 
the dentist’s office), and the unde­
veloped property east of the profes­
sional building and nursing home.

The district retains owner­
ship of the Associated Ambulance 
Authority building and a strip of 
about five acres of undeveloped land 
south of the ambulance building

The district agreed to undertake 
and complete an eight-bed expan­
sion of the nursing home; and at 
closing, the district agreed to refund 
$190,000 to the buyer for operating 
capital.

Why does the contract list the 
value of the nursing home as only 
$760,000?

Fletcher said the hospital dis­
trict listed MCNH with a Houston- 
based nursing home broker -  Marcus

& Millichapas -  to get help finding a 
buyer and to get an appraisal of the 
facility.

"That ($760,000) is the 
appraised value they gave us, and we 
have to pay a commission on that," 
Fletcher said.

If the district had sold the 
facility by itself for $1.25 million, 
it would have had to pay Marcus 
& Millichapas a commission on the 
entire amount, he said.

Why is the district refunding 
$190,000 of the purchase price?

Because it takes 30 to 60 days 
for Medicare and Medicaid to start 
paying a new provider, which is 
what MCNH will be under new 
ownership. Fletcher said. "That’s 
about 45 days of operating expense, 
and it saves them from having to get 
another loan for operating capital. Is 
it beneficial to get more money if 
they can’t keep it open?”

How much is the addition 
costing and how is that being 
financed?

White said the addition will

end up costing about $403,000 but 
none of it is financed. It is all being 
paid for with cash the district has on 
hand.

Is the district just giving away 
the professional building and the 
extra land?

“We’re just throwing that in,” 
Fletcher said, because the board felt 
like the professional building lost 
value after the state health office 
announced its intention not to renew 
its lease. “(The new owners) are 
going to put their offices in there 
and bring in physical rehabilitation 
services, and they wouldn't take 
the facility without the extra land to 
expand."

What assurance do we have 
that the buyer will maintain the 
level of care MCNH is known for?

"These people’s other facilities 
are rated A+, no complaints have 
been filed by family members of 
residents there, and all of their facili­
ties are up to standards," Fletcher 
said. "They invited us to look at any 
facility they owned without notice.”

Fletcher said they couldn’t 
find anything that indicated the new 
owners wouldn't keep the level of 
care up.

“Maybe we could have shopped 
it around for a year and got more 
money,” he said, "But we wanted to 
get someone in here for the sake of 
the community. I think we’re lucky 
to have this buyer."

Ultimately, Fletcher said, the 
sale is about keeping the facility 
open and keeping 50 jobs in the local 
economy.

How much is the district’s 
bonded indebtedness and when 
will it be paid off?

White said the district owes 
$1.3 million, but that it will be paid 
off in three years.

“In O tober 2011, the hospital 
district will be debt free,” White 
said.

The bonds were originally set to 
run through 2022. but White said the 
bonds are “callable," which means 
they can be paid off early at speci-

Texas employers now have 
added 277,200 jobs over the past 12 
months, for an annual job growth 
rate of 2.7 percent. The January 
statewide seasonally adjusted unem­
ployment rate was 4.3 percent, up

slightly from a revised December 
unemployment rate of 4.2 percent 
and down from 4.5 percent a year 
ago.

The U.S. seasonally adjusted 
unemployment rate was 4.9 percent 
in January 2008. down from 5.0 per­
cent in December and up from 4.6 
percent in January 2007.

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Past time 
for MCNH 
complaints

The horse has left the bam on the sale o f the 
Medical Center Nursing Home. The deal is practically 
done, a fait accompli if you will.

And now, suddenly, people are all a twitter. Why, 
they never wanted that nursing home sold; and if they 
did, they sure didn't want it sold for that cheap or 
under those terms or whatever 
reason they came up with after 
scouring a photocopy of a 
26-page document they hadn’t 
seen before last week.

Nearly two years ago, the 
hospital district held an open 
forum and laid out the financial 0 (J j 
conditions of the nursing home
and resurrected the 1990s commentary
notion of selling it. “Could you by roger attack 
look at some other options?” 
was the result of that forum. So they did. They got a 
consultant, and ultimately came to the conclusion they 
needed to sell it.

The only response from the public then was the 
faint chirping of crickets.

So, a year ago, they tried to sell it. They even had 
a buyer.

Again crickets, with the faint ribbet of a bullfrog.
But the deal fell through because of this thing or 

that. So the hospital district spent $90,000 on a new 
roof, put the home up for bids, accepted a bid, and 
started adding eight beds to the facility. All the while, 
this column practically begged for a response from the 
community. Ten years ago there would have been, but 
that was a different generation.

This time, our sleepy residents only yawned.
It’s still not clear what happened two or three 

weeks ago that piqued someone’s interest. But it is 
very clear that Donley County needs a refresher on 
how our representative government works; and if 
you're someone thinking of tuning this column out 
right now, then you really need to read this.

Our local governments are run by representa­
tives elected by the people. In the case of the hospital 
board, it’s seven men and women working to do what 
they think is right. These representatives meet once 
a month and sometimes more often in meetings that 
are generally open to the public, and always after a 
public agenda is posted for at least 72 hours before 
hand. They can’t take action about anything not on the 
agenda; and if they meet in closed session, they can 
only take action in public.

These boards take minutes, which are open to 
public inspection. The same minutes are generally 
obtained by your local newspaper, and we read them 
carefully, extract the news from them, and report to 
you the activities of your boards.

Additionally, when your local boards undertake 
certain activities -  such as passing a tax rate, approv­
ing a budget, or say. selling a nursing home, they have 
to give you, the citizens, additional notice of those 
activities. This is typically done by buying advertis­
ing space in your local newspaper. And we typically 
will take the added step of extracting news from that 
“public notice” to further inform you of what’s going 
on. Depending on the situation, your local board 
may have a public hearing on a certain topic. In other 
words, they will hold a meeting for the sole purpose 
of informing you of their plans on a subject and giving 
you the opportunity to question them, praise them, or 
condemn them.

And at any time, you are free to write a letter to 
the editor of your newspaper to air your concerns -  or 
your praise -  about how your elected representatives 
are doing their jobs.

Then, usually once a year (sometimes every other 
year depending on the board) your local boards will 
call for an election and a certain number of those rep­
resentatives must stand before you. the voter, to con­
tinue to serve, or other concerned or well-intentioned 
citizens may run for that office if they choose.

In the case before us. the sale of the nursing 
home, the board and this newspaper did their jobs 
-  serving and informing the citizens. But the citizens 
failed to do theirs by not getting involved until only 
recently. Over the course of the last year, hospital 
board members have repeatedly told me they were not 
contacted by any citizens, and certainly no one voiced 
any concerns during public comment opportunities 
at their board meetings. In fact, of the meetings I 
attended, 1 was usually the only member of the public 
there. And the one time a group of Concerned Citizens 
did show up, their only concern was not who would 
be taking care of granny but how soon their taxes were 
going down.

I can sympathize with people who did not want 
the nursing home to be sold. But this has not been 
done in secret. Where were you a year ago? Where 
were you six months ago? Why only now show up 
with your shorts in a twist?

Yes, you have right to know what's going on. But 
you also have a responsibility to get involved if you 
care about an issue before one of your local boards. 
Don’t just criticize them. Read this newspaper; learn 
the facts about what's going on; and then if you have a 
problem, attend the board meeting and make your feel­
ings known. And if you’re really worried about it, step 
up and run for office.

Our form of government is the best and most 
open on the face of the planet. It is representative 
democracy that is close to the people. But it only 
works if the citizens get involved.

If you don’t stay abreast of what your govern­
ments are doing, if you don't speak out or step up 
when you’re concerned, if you don’t vote, and if you 
don’t really know the facts, then you really shouldn't 
complain. You had every opportunity to make a differ­
ence.

There is no greater symbol of the 
American Dream than home ownership. 
In a country that prizes freedom and 
economic independence. Americans’ 
homes are a lifelong investmeni and. 
for many, their primary asset. However, 
in recent months, a decline in the U.S. 
housing market has threatened the finan­
cial security of many Americans and has 
placed the nation's economy at risk. As 
lawmakers scramble for a fix. it is pref­
erable that solutions be guided by free 
market principles, rather than sweeping 
government intervention or taxpayer- 
financed bailouts.

A fair assessment of the situation is 
the first step to an appropriate response.

During the final quarter of 2007, 
home prices declined 8.9 percent -- the 
largest year-to-year drop in the 20-year 
history of the index. In January, sales of 
existing homes dipped to a 10-year low. 
Though some are able to shoulder the 
burden of zero or negative equity, others 
can’t afford their mortgage payments. 
This has led to a rise in foreclosures. 
Almost all homeowners have been 
affected because low home sales and 
foreclosures have created a housing sur­
plus that has driven down home values. 
Falling home prices have placed many 
homeowners in the precarious position 
of owing more on their mortgages than 
their houses are worth.

Yet, there are some positive indica­
tors that are often overlooked. The U.S. 
Census Bureau reported that homeown- 
ership rates were still near an all-time 
high at the end of 2007. Of the 51 mil­
lion American households financing their 
homes, 93 percent pay their mortgages 
on time, with only two percent of these 
households in foreclosure. Further, 
according to the Mortgage Bankers

Association, 
foreclosures 
among prime 
loans and 
Federal Hous­
ing Authority 
(FHA) loans 
have remained 
stable since 
2001.

But it is
the disproportionate rise in subprime 
adjustable rate mortgages that are in 
default and risk foreclosure that is cause 
for real concern. These loans are granted 
to borrowers who don’t qualify for the 
best market interest rates. They are peri­
odically adjusted to a range of market 
indexes, as opposed to a more stable 
fixed rate mortgage.

Only 13 percent of all outstanding 
mortgages are subprime, but defaults on 
these loans accounted for 50 percent of 
the foreclosure starts in the third quarter 
of 2007. These foreclosures negatively 
impact the overall economy and require 
a measured response to help prevent or 
combat recession.

In the last year, the Federal Reserve 
has implemented multiple interest 
rate reductions to avert recession and 
make adjustable rate mortgages more 
affordable. Congress enacted a law in 
2007 that extends mortgage insurance 
premium deductibility and makes mort­
gage forgiveness non-taxable for three 
years. Last month, Congress passed, and 
President Bush signed into law, a broad 
stimulus package. The stimulus plan 
raises the loan limits for the FHA and 
government sponsored entities (GSE) 
Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac. Congress 
now should quickly consider bipartisan 
legislation to modernize the FHA and

reform regulatory oversight of GSEs and 
the Federal Home Loan Banks.

The housing industry has also 
been actively involved in efforts to help 
stabilize the market. They have begun 
streamlining the process of modifying 
subpnme loans and making resources 
more available to borrowers facing 
foreclosure. HOPE NOW, an alliance of 
private sector businesses assisting strug­
gling homeowners, recently announced 
that, since July, loan modifications or 
repayment plans have helped more than 
1 million borrowers avoid foreclosure.

Responsibility also rests in the 
hands of homeowners. Many homeown­
ers were tempted by low rates and 
rising real estate values, yet chose not 
to not to make careless investments. 
Stabilizing the housing market will 
improve their home values over time, 
and reward their efforts. Those who are 
underwater but are able to make their 
mortgage payments should fulfill their 
obligations. On the other hand, borrow­
ers who legitimately cannot afford their 
mortgages must reach out for help and 
demonstrate that they want to keep their 
homes. In order for any government or 
private sector initiative to be effective, 
homeowners must be willing to learn 
about and use the resources made avail­
able to them.

There are some in Congress who 
would enact sweeping government 
intervention, but many of the tenets of 
such measures are unnecessary, costly, 
and counterproductive. Our approach to 
the housing downturn should provide 
responsible relief but fall short of a bail­
out. We must allow the market to correct 
itself, while lending aid to those at great­
est risk.

Texas supports America’s military

I often say that ‘Texas defends 
America." That’s a shorthand reference 
to our state’s proud, ongoing contri­
butions to the U.S. military and our 

; national defense.
But in the years after Texas joined 

the Union in 1845. the equation was usu­
ally reversed. Mexico and three major 

i Indian tribes were considered threats, 
so the federal government sent cavalry 

' troops to protect Texas and its settlers.
One group of U.S. Army forts was 

set up along the Mexico border. Another 
group was built to safeguard travelers 
west of San Antonio, especially those 
pursuing gold in California starting in 
1848.

Texas's population increased 
ten-fold during the 40 years after state­
hood, fueled by a desire for land and a 
nationwide demand for beef cattle. The 
determination of the Native Americans 
to protect their territory and way of life 
was a major challenge for American army 
troops and Texas Rangers during the last 

J half of the 19th century.
"The two ways of life were 

incompatible." a historian writes in The 
Texas Experience. “The Plains Indians 
depended on buffalo for sustenance and 
required large numbers of free-ranging 
herds," while the Anglos “sought buffalo 
for profit and land for settlement."

The Army eventually constructed

some 40 forts in central and west Texas 
and along trails leading westward to El 
Paso. Following the Civil War, a string of 
frontier army posts were established to 
keep order along the northwest frontier- 
from Fort Worth through Abilene and San 
Angelo-and to protect ranchers, cowboys 
and other settlers from the Comanche and 
Kiowa.

Fort Richardson was built near 
Jacksboro, northwest of Fort Worth, in 
1868. It soon became the largest federal 
military facility in the United States, with 
nearly 700 active duty cavalrymen and 
officers.

That era was over quickly. Battles 
with Indian chiefs Quanah Parker of the 
Comanches and Victorio of the Apaches 
soon spelled the end of the Indian Wars 
in Texas. The forts- Richardson, Griffin, 
Chadboume. Concho, and McKavett- 
were largely abandoned by 1883.

Disappearing with them was the 
Wild West frontier ethos dramatized 
later in western movies and novels. The 
“Flats" community outside Fort Griffin, 
near present-day Albany, Texas, was as 
rowdy as any. For a few brief years, it 
attracted colorful characters from both 
sides of the law-among them Wyatt 
Earp, Doc Holliday, Bat Masterson. 
John Wesley Hardin, and the “Gambling 
Queen” Lottie Deno.

As they tamed the frontier, however, 
soldiers mostly brought along civiliza­

tion. They built roads, surveyed land, 
stretched telegraph wire, protected cattle 
drives, supported merchants, and sup­
plied health care.

“The soldiers had spent most of their 
time not chasing Indians or outlaws but 
building habitable places to live in an 
often inhospitable environment. They had 
made significant contributions to Texas’s 
growth. In return, many had been struck 
by the land, the opportunity and the spirit 
of independence that still gripped the one 
time republic,” writes historian Robert 
Wooster.

Some of these patches of military- 
created civilization disappeared entirely 
into history. Others are now state his­
torical sites, at least partially restored and 
well worth a visit. Still others evolved 
into thriving towns and cities, like Fort 
Worth, Fort Davis, and Fort Stockton.

Today, as it combats terrorism and 
other threats worldwide, the U.S. mili­
tary remains a major presence in Texas. 
We have 15 major bases, and the largest 
ones-Fort Bliss in El Paso and Fort Hood 
near Killeen-rank among the most vital 
staging areas in the war on terror.

Technology is far different than in 
the 19th century, but one factor remains 
as true today as it was then: Texans 
appreciate our military .

lied times. The first date they can be 
“called” or paid off is in 2011. After 
the sale closes, the district will put 
about $1 million from the sale into 
a trust fund and will borrow about 
$375,000 to put in the trust with the 
sale proceeds. The financing will 
be structured to where the interest 
earned on the trust will match the 
interest on the bonds, and in Septem­
ber 2011, the bonds will be called 
and the debt paid off. White said the 
note for the $375,000 necessary to 
make this happen will also be paid 
off at by that time.

“We feel like the taxpayers 
elected us to take care of their tax 
dollars, and we’re going to be debt 
free." White said. “We’ll keep enough 
money on hand to run the ambulance 
service and maybe replace an ambu­
lance if we need to.”

What is the future of the hos­
pital district?

The Donley County Hospital 
District will remain intact to run 
the ambulance service and pay for 
indigent care expenses and will still 
have all the authority granted to it by 
the state.

“We’ll still have to have about 
$160,000 in tax revenue to run the 
Associated Ambulance Author­
ity -  increasing wages there and 
probably replacing a high-mileage 
ambulance,” Fletcher said. “Plus, 
we’ll have to pay for indigents, but 
that’s limited to a percentage of our 
budget."

Fletcher said a significant 
reduction in taxes is probably three 
years out -  the same time the bonds 
are paid off, but he said the personal 
property tax would likely be done

away with in the next tax year. He 
would not be in favor of doing away 
with the district -  and thereby the tax 
-  altogether.

“1 don't see any reason to abol­
ish it," he said. "We have the premier 
ambulance service in the area, and 
we want to keep it that way. And 
maybe we can entice more health 
care providers here. What we have is 
already an unbelievable asset.

Will the public have a chance 
to speak on these issues?

Fletcher said a time for public 
comments would be on the agenda 
for next week's regularly scheduled 
hospital board meeting, which will 
be held at 6 p.m. on Tuesday. March 
18, in the ambulance bam.

Citizens who have comments 
or concerns are urged to attend the 
meeting.

The fourth and fifth grade A2S, 
Academically Advanced Students, 
from Clarendon Elementary went 
to Lubbock on March 4, 2008, to 
compete in the Regional Destination 
Imagination contest. This contest 
was comprised of students from the 
entire Texas Panhandle and South 
Plains region. Schools varied in size 
from 1A to 5A in the competition. 
This area is called the Northwest 
Plains Region of D.I.

The students from Clarendon 
Elementary competed in Challenge 
E-Switch. They were required to 
perform an original skit, complete 
with scenery, costumes, and a script 
written entirely by the students. In 
the performance, the students were 
to "switch" several portions of the 
script for the judges to see. The stu­
dents were also required to make a 
structure out of balsa wood that could 
not weigh more than 22 grams. The 
Clarendon structure weighed 21.56 
grams. That is roughly the same 
weight as a 16 oz. plastic cup. The

students were to then put weights on 
the structure to see how much weight 
it would hold before crushing. The 
structure held 205 pounds before 
our team was told to stop. One of 
the weights shifted and touched the 
middle pole, therefore requiring the 
team to stop placing weights on it. 
The Clarendon structure had not 
cracked or crushed at this point. 
If the weight had not shifted, the 
structure could have possibly held 
another 50 to 100 pounds.

The next portion of the compe­
tition was called Instant Challenge. 
During this section of the competi­
tion. students were given some mate­
rials and were required to address 
a challenge using only the given 
materials and the written directions. 
They were judges on how well they 
accomplish the challenge and how 
well they worked as a group while 
doing the challenge.

At the end of the day, the North­
west Plains Region held an awards 
assembly. The top three teams from

each challenge were recognized. 
Each team was awarded medals for 
their hard work. The Clarendon 
Elementary students placed second 
in the competition.

Congratulations to Ms. Duncan, 
the parent volunteers. Mr. Word, and 
especially the students for doing an

excellent job representing them­
selves and Clarendon Elementary.

Come and Walk Across Texas 
with us! Walk Across Texas is a 
program created by Texas AgriL- 
ife Extension Service to help you 
establish the habit of regular physi­
cal activity. From border to border, 
you and/or your team, can walk 830 
miles across the state, seeing your 
progress across the state on-line, or 
on a Texas road map!

Donley County will kick off 
a Walk Across Texas program on 
March 28th. Teams will meet at 
Clarendon College Bairfield Build­
ing parking lot at 6:00 p.m. walk, 
the first mile to the City Park, and 
enjoy a light supper. Walk back to 
the College, and you have two miles 
under your belt, and your team is 
going strong.

Walking as a member of a team 
of eight for eight weeks at work or 
with another type of group such as

your church or social group provide 
productive exercise and social inter­
action. But team members do not 
have to walk together. Some people 
prefer walking outside, while others 
walk on a treadmill inside. You 
may even choose to bike, swim, or 
dance across Texas by using mileage 
equivalents included in your sign up 
packet or available at the Extension 
Office

Walk Across Texas is NOT 
a walk-a-thon NOR is it an event 
to raise money. While teams do 
compete to walk across the state 
first and/or to accumulate the most 
miles during the eight weeks, the 
main point is to get moving and keep 
moving after Walk Across Texas 
ends. After Walk Across Texas ends, 
you may want to continue on walk­
ing by yourself to see how long it 
takes you to walk across the state all 
by yourself or choose another state.

According to Physical Activity 
and Health: A Report of the Surgeon 
General:

Drug Combination for Facial Acne in Women

Journal o f the American Academy o f  Dermatology, a diuretic called 
spironolactone combined with Yasmin, an oral contraceptive, may 
offer a safe and effective alternative for adult women with moderate 
to severe facial acne. At the end o f the study, women with severe acne 
who got the diuretic/oral contraceptive combination experienced the 
following; 74% had excellent improvement, 11% were entirely clear o f 
facial acne, 7.4% had only mild improvement, and 7.4% experienced 
no change. Side effects from the combination were not severe enough 
to cause any women to stop the therapy.

It has been known for some time that excess hormones can either 
trigger or prevent acne. For example, women who experience episodes 
o f acne during their menstmal cycle are sometimes prescribed oral 
contraceptives. It is thought that hormones in oral contraceptives slow 
down overactive oil glands in a woman’s skin. In addition, since andro­
gens are known to stimulate these oil glands, researchers look for drugs 
like spironolactone that lower androgens in the skin.
