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CHS earns highest ranking
Clarendon Junior High, Elementary and Hedley Schools receive high marks

Clarendon High School was among a 
record number of schools across Texas to re­
ceive the state’s highest “Exemplary” rating last 
week, according to Commissioner of Education 
Mike Moses.

Clarendon Junior High, Clarendon Elemen­
tary, and the Hedley school system each earned 
the state’s second highest rating or “Recog­
nized” status.

Students and faculty of CHS celebrated this 
week by having a huge, school-wide photograph 
taken in Bronco Stadium.

“We’ve been working hard on [the rating] 
for a long time,” said CHS Principal Larry 
Jeffers. “I want to brag on the faculty and the 
students. We had an outstanding class last year.”

Jeffers said the credit for the Exemplary 
rating doesn't belong solely to the high school, 
noting the students’ success begins at the lower 
grades.

“We have an good feeder program from 
the junior high and the elementary,” Jeffers said.

Clarendon’s junior high campus was just 
barely out of reach of the highest rating this year,

according to Principal Marvin Elam.
“We were one student, one question away 

from being Exemplary,” Elam said “We were 
above 90 percent in all areas.

“The staff here did a really good job, and 
I’m proud of all of them."

Clarendon Elementary also received a Rec­
ognized rating.

“I’m proud of the kids and the teachers." 
said Elementary Principal Mike Word. “They 
worked really hard to get those scores."

Word also credited the CISD Board of 
Trustees with the school’s scores.

“The board has made a deep commitment 
to academic scores through participation in the 
Reading Renaissance / Accelerated Reader Pro­
gram,” Word said.

Accountability ratings are based on drop­
out rates, attendance rates, and passing rates on 
the Texas Assessment of Academic Skills 
(TAAS), an examination given to students in 
grades 3-8 and 10, which measures writing, 
reading, and math skills.

Scores at CHS were 100 percent in both

reading and writing and 98 percent in math. CJH 
scored 96.9 percent in math, 100 percent in 
writing, and 91.8 percent in reading. Clarendon 
Elementary scored 98 percent in math. 94.4 
percent in writing, and 89.7 percent in reading.

District-wide, CISD was 97.5 percent in 
math, 98.3 percent in writing, and 92.5 percent 
in reading.

“I think the scores are something the whole 
community can be proud of,” said CISD Su­
perintendent Monty Hysinger. “We’re still not 
satisfied, though. We want the district to be Ex­
emplary."

The Hedley school system is considered to 
be one campus because of its size and therefore 
receives only one rating. This year Hedley re­
ceived a recognized rating with scores of 88.6 
percent in math, 87.6 in writing, and 86.1 per­
cent in leading The school hopes to raise that 
next year.

“We’re trying to map out and set some 
goals to shoot for that Exemplary rating," said 
Superintendent Bryan Hill.

"The kids are learning a whole lot more

than I learned at their age. Hill said, “so we 
must be getting better.”

Hedley had a 98 percent attendance rate, 
but the drop out rate hurt the school this year. 
Hill said two students left Hedley and moved to 
New Mexico, but the HISD never received a 
request for their paper work. As a result, the 
students ended up on the drop out list even 
though they aren't really drop outs. Hill said.

Across the state, the schools and districts 
earned this high mark even though the ratings 
criteria became tougher and an additional 
192,284 number of students were included in 
the accountability system.

“Texas students and educators lived up to 
the high expectations we set for them. We are 
very proud of their remarkably strong showing,” 
Commissioner Moses said.

Individual schools can earn ratings of ex­
emplary, recognized, acceptable, low perform­
ing or unacceptable. Districts can earn ratings 
of exemplary, recognized, academically accept­
able, academically unacceptable, unacceptable, 
or special accreditation investigation.

Literate consumers 
can save thousands

“Consumers who shop knowl­
edgeably could easily save an aver­
age of more than $1,000 per house­
hold,” according to Stephen Brobeck, 
chairman of the Consumer Literacy 
Consortium and executive director of 
the Consumer Federation of America.

M ultiplied by the num ber of 
households across the state and nation, 
the impact is mega-sized.

In the fall of 1998, the Consumer 
Literacy Consortium released the re­
sults of a consumer literacy quiz ad­
ministered nationwide by land-grant 
university educators in 31 states. Al­
though the average score was 75 per­
cent, consumers were the least knowl­
edgeable about how they could save 
money on several key purchases.

Nearly three out of five (57 per­
cent) of the respondents in the survey 
incorrectly believed that new car buy­
ers have three days to change their 
mind about the purchase. In fact, there 
is no legal right of rescission on car 
purchases

More than h a lf (52 percent) 
thought that all real estate brokers 
working for homebuyers are legally 
obligated to represent their interests. 
In reality, many brokers, unless they 
are buyer agents, are subagents of the 
sellers, facilitators representing no 
one, or dual agents with divided loy­
alties.

Almost half (44 percent) incor­
rectly believed it is always wise to buy 
rental car insurance. In fact, this typi­
cally expensive coverage is often re­
dundant.

A significant majority (56 per­
cent) was unaware that local memo­
rial societies are nonprofit associations 
that can arrange relatively inexpensive 
funerals.

Nearly one-third (32 percent) still 
believed that all savings and invest­
ment products sold by banks are fed­
erally insured. In fact, stocks, mutual 
funds, and cash value insurance poli­
cies sold by banks are not government 
insured.

US DA crop report friendly news for cotton producers
LUBBOCK -  Texas cotton pro­

ducers received  some “m arket 
friendly” news in the U S Department 
of Agriculture's recent Crop Report 
The good news of a smaller-than-ex­
pected U S crop was tempered by 
large carryover stocks, said a Texas 
AAM University cotton marketing 
economist

“USDA’s first 1999 field survey 
of crop production pegged the cotton 
crop at an estimated 18.3 million bales 
(all types of cotton) That's 400,000 
bales less than last month's estimate." 
said Dr. Carl Anderson of College Sta­

tion, Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service cotton marketing economist 
"Even so. the latest production Esti­
mate is 4 4 million bales larger than 
last year's 13.9-million bale crop 
More importantly, private sector pro­
duction estimates were running as 
high as 19 million bales before the 
Aug 12 report"

USDA projected a 1999 average 
yield of 649 pounds, slightly higher 
than last year's below-average yield 
of 625 pounds but lower than 1997’s 
673-pound average yield

Estimated domestic use dropped

slightly to 10 5 million bales because 
of weak consumption This is in line 
with 1998 usage but well below the 
11 35 million bale mill use seen in 
1997, Anderson said

“USDA also reduced cany over 
stocks 300.000 bales to 5 7 million 
bales, but stocks are still too large to 
sustain a market rally." the economist 
said. “H ow ever, reduced stocks 
should help hold December futures 
above 50 cents per pound even though 
farm prices are likely to remain well 
below the loan rate

“If a smaller U S crop and a

500,000-bale projected decline in 
China’s crop causes the A Index to nse 
from around 51 cents, the adjusted 
world pnee (AWP) will nse and the 
loan deficiency payment (LDP) will 
shrink Thus, the farm pnee plus the 
LDP -  or equity payment -  will pref­
erably remain around 58 to 60 cents 
per pound ” -

The latest world n ito n  estimates 
point to low er production and 
carryover stocks than in July Esti­
mated world production of 87 9 mil­
lion bales is 1.3 million bales below 
July's estimate, due to lower expecta­

tions for the Chinese. U S.. Uzbekistan

Don’t believe 
every e-mail

Recently some folks connected to the Internet 
received a worrisome message in their e-mail boxes.

The message outlines an “alarming” plan afoot 
within the federal government. Legislation, the message 
says, is being pushed through which would allow the US 
Postal Service to bilk e-mail users out of “alternative 
postal fees.”

Supposedly the government will charge 5$ per e- 
mail delivered by billing Internet Service Providers 
(ISPs). Internet users would then be charged a fee by 
their ISPs.

The evil mastermind behind this scheme is Con­
gressman Tony Schnell, a Republican who has intro­
duced Bill 602P. Schnell also supposedly has suggested 
a “twenty to forty dollar per month surcharge on all 
Internet service.”

I see a lot of junk e-mail come through my office. 
Some of it is legitimate, but most of it is get-rich-quick 
schemes, dental insurance plans, and great vacation 
opportunities.

When this particular e-mail was brought to my 
attention by a local merchant, red flags started going up.

But on the off chance that it was 
legitimate, I decided to look into it and called the 
Washington office of our own Rep. Mac Thomberry.

Communications Director Louis Zickar said I 
wasn't (he first person to call.

During a visit to the E nterprise this week, Lou said 
Thornberry has received nearly 100 letters about the e- 
mail postal charge.

For the record, there is no such legislation in 
Congress to charge per e-mail.

from 5 million harvested acres, with 
an average yield of about 509 pounds 
per acre. That's substantially higher 
than last year’s drought reduced 3.6 
million-bale Texas crop.

“Alabama, Arkansas, California, 
Georgia, Louisiana, Mississippi, Mis­
souri, Oklahoma and Tennessee also 
have good harvest prospects, com ­
pared to last season.”

Anderson noted, however, that 
USDA’s latest production estimates 
are based on Aug. I growing condi­
tions. Hot, dry weather in several 
states since then could mean an even 
smaller crop, he said.

“ If Congress approves Step 2 
funds in September, cotton disappear­
ance could increase. As a result, the 
big speculators who for a long time 
have been selling more futures than 
they have been buying may become 
less bearish,” Anderson noted. “That 
could mean that the bottom in Decem­
ber futures has already occurred. Still, 
I believe the road to price recovery 
above 60 cents will be long and 
bouncy."

Only 5 percent of the U.S. crop 
had been forward contracted as of 
August 1, the smallest amount since 
the low-price year o f 1992. That 
means the Commodity Credit Corp. 
(CCC) will continue to be an impor­
tant marketing vehicle for producers, 
the economist said.

“If you decide to sell cotton and 
accept the loan deficiency payment, 
consider buying an out-of-the-money 
call at 2 to 3 cents per pound on the 
July, 2000 contract,” Anderson said. 
“This will allow you to benefit from a 
significant market rally without pay­
ing storage costs and guard against 
even lower market prices.”

TPW program expands dove hunting access
PAMPA -  The search for a dove 

hunting lease ju st got a whole lot 
easier. Texas Parks and Wildlife 
(TPW) has leased 143 special dove 
hunting units covering 45,000 acres 
for public dove hunting in 1999.

Special dove hunting areas are 
open to any hunter with a valid Texas 
hunting license and a $40 Annual Pub­
lic Hunting Permit (APHP).

The permit also gives hunters ac­
cess to 1.4 million acres of land for 
many types of outdoor recreation, in­
cluding hunting for deer, feral hog, 
turkey, quail, squirrel, and waterfowl. 
The APHP may be purchased wher­
ever hunting licenses are sold and via 
credit card by calling 1-800-TX-LIC- 
4-U.

The special dove hunting units 
range in size from 160 acres to the 
1,482-acre tract on the famous King 
Ranch. All lease sites have dove-at­

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flower, rye, millet, and cotton, and 
provide roosting cover and/or water­
ing areas that attract doves.

Each unit has an information sta­
tion that features a map of the unit, 
general rules, and unit-specific restric­
tions. Each area also has a public en­
trance point and a designated vehicle 
parking area. Vehicle use on the inte­
rior portion of the units is restricted to 
ensure the least amount of disturbance 
possible.

In the Panhandle region, four 
dove hunting units have been leased 
for the 1999-hunting season. They are 
located in C ollingsw orth, Fisher, 
Gray, and Knox counties according to 
TPW Biologist Mike Miller.

“Primarily, they were selected 
based on location, size, ease of access, 
and the quality dove hunting oppor­
tunity that they present,” stated Miller.

Miller also wants to point out that 
the map o f Gray County Unit is in­

correct due to the inclusion of several 
roads that do not exist.

“The Gray County Unit is located 
north of, but adjacent to FM 3134, 
approximately 4.5 miles south/south- 
east of McLean on FM 3143,” says 
Miller.

In addition to the special dove 
hunting units, three TPW Wildlife 
Management Areas (WMA) continue 
to offer prime dove hunting opportu­
nity in the Texas Panhandle. Gene 
Howe WMA, located six miles east of 
Canadian on FM 2266, consists of 
5,824 acres of sand hills and bottom­
land meadows along the north bank 
of the Canadian River.

Taylor Lakes WMA, located 
seven miles southeast of Clarendon on 
Highway 287, offers 530 acres of pub­
lic dove hunting and features four 
shallow lakes.

M atador WMA, seven m iles 
north of Paducah, consists of 28,183

acres of mixed grass prairie/mesquite 
uplands, juniper breaks, and bottom­
land meadows of the Pease River.

Maps of the dove areas are avail­
able to individuals purchasing a APHP 
and may be picked up when purchas­
ing the permit at a TPW law enforce­
ment office.

If the permit is purchased at re­
tail license outlet or though the 24- 
hour, toll free number, maps will be 
mailed within three to four days of the 
purchase.

The dove season for the North 
Zone is September 1, 1999, to Octo­
ber 30, 1999. Legal shooting hours 
are from one-half hour before sunrise 
to sunset. The daily bag limit is 15 
with a possession limit o f 30.
