To qualify for the exemp-

Two parties
set traps for
US economy

By Alan Reynolds, Cato Institute

House Democrats and White House Republicans
have conspired to set a bear trap for the next president:
Whatever goosing of the economy their “stimulus”™
bill achieves will come at the expense of next year’s
growth.

Indeed, the winner this November could face two
traps, because key parts of the Bush tax cuts are sched-
uled to expire at the end of 2010. That would be an
illusory hit of speed for the economy in late 2010 — at
the expense of a vicious hangover in 2011.

The GOP ‘08 candidates seem to sense the danger
— most want to make the Bush cuts permanent, at a

minimum, and few show any enthusiasm for any one-
year quick fix. The Democrats, by contrast, seem eager
to leap into both the tax-timing traps awaiting in 2009
and 2010.

Start with the stimulus plan now on the table.
This would encourage consumers and businesses to
spend more this year and less in 2009. The initial plan
(before the Senate adds billions for spending give-
aways) would send a check for $300 to $1,200 to 117
million households.

The point of doling out borrowed money, whether
via checks to many or benefits to a few, is to encour-
age brief shopping sprees at Wal-Mart, Best Buy and
McDonald’s. Similarly, businesses could write-off a
big chunk of the cost of new equipment if they buy it
this year, not next year.

To the extent such ephemeral gimmicks might
work, they do so at the expense of next year. Consum-
ers aren't really expected to buy more cell phones or
plasma TVs than they need — just to stock up this
year rather than the next. Businesses aren’t expected

to buy more office equipment than they need — just to
purchase it this year, instead of the next.

The administration hopes to bribe households
and firms to rush out and buy anything, like restaurant
meals or imported gadgets, but hurry up and do it
quickly before President Bush leaves office. That may
make his tenure look better — at the price of making
his successor’s economy look more grim.

The second trap is even more pernicious. It too
involves what economists call “intertemporal substitu-
tion,” which means people change the timing of activi-
ties to take advantage of changing taX incentives. A
famous example was when Arkansas attorney Hillary
Clinton requested that her bonus be paid in December
1992, rather than the following January — because
she knew tax rates would be higher when Bill became
president.

The 2009 trap involves shifting spending forward,
from 2009 into 2008. The 2010 trap is similar yet
different. It involves shifting income and stock sales
forward, from 2011 into 2010, to dodge the threat of
higher tax rates in 2011.

A fascinating example of how Democrats think
about such matters was provided by Leonard Burman
of the Tax Policy Center, an economist who worked in
President Clinton’s Treasury.

Burman argued in The New York Times for
repealing all the Bush tax cuts in 2009 rather than
2011. Why? Because, he says, “If they were repealed
in a year, the Bush tax cuts could spur a burst of eco-
nomic activity in 2008.

“If people knew that their tax rates were going up
next year, they'd work to make sure that more of their
income is taxed at this year’s lower rates. Investors
would likewise have a giant incentive to cash out their
capital gains now to avoid paying higher taxes later.”

In other words, let’s encourage people to live high

right away before the party ends — to heck with what .

that means for the future.

But if people are induced to shift income into
one year to avoid taxes in the next, that process shifts
abruptly into reverse in the following year. The shift-
ing of income and stock-sales into the year before a
big tax increase can bring a brief flurry of activity in
that earlier year — but clearly becomes a nasty depres-
sant, once that tax hike kicks in.

Under the now-planned end of the Bush tax cuts
(an end that Democrats ardently support), this time
bomb starts ticking at an accelerating pace throughout
2010 — and then suddenly blows up in 2011.

If the Bush tax rates on top salaries, capital gains
and dividends are allowed to expire at the end of
2010, then incomes of entrepreneurs, professionals
and investors will indeed appear to surge at the end
of 2010. But that will be instantly followed by a steep
slump in the economy and tax collections in 2011.

Taxes from realized capital gains would likewise
surge in 2010, then collapse. If investors expect the tax
‘on dividends to rise from 15 percent to 39.6 percent in
January 2011 (as Democrat candidates propose), there
will be mass liquidation of blue-chip stocks in 2010.
‘The result could be ugly for investors and pensioners
‘even before tax rates go up.

ness, and a short description of how
the vehicle is used for the production
of income,

“There are two main questions
to answer,” Lowrie said. “Do you
use this vehicle in the production
of income? And do you use it for
personal reasons?”

The law allows for one vehicle
tax exemption per individual, so
Lowrie said a husband and wife
who both work for their own small
business could exempt two vehicles
total.

Certain situations are not eli
gible for the exemption.

“If you work for someone else,
that’s the main eliminating factor,”
Lowrie said

People who used their vehicle
to commute to and from work, are
not eligible.

A retired person with no pro
duction of income is not eligible.

A vehicle that is registered in

a business’ name and is used exclu
sively for business purposes is not
eligible

Lowrie said people who fill
out an approved exemption form
for 2007 and who have already paid
their 2007 taxes will be issued a
refund of that portion of their taxes
in about 30 days.

general-issue license plate that was
introduced in 2000. It features icons
of the state, including a horse, space
shuttle, and oil derrick.

All of the plate designs were
created by the Texas Department of
Transportation (TxDOT).

“We're excited that the Internet
makes it possible for Texans to help
choose the next general-issue license
plate,” said Rebecca Davio, director
of Vehicle Titles and Registration,
the TxDOT division that oversees
the manufacturing of the state’s
license plates.

Even if Texans choose the
current plate design, they will see
something new in early 2009 when
the state changes to seven-character,

alpha-numeric plate patterns.

“By the end of this year, we
will be out of license plate combina-
tions for the three letters and three
numbers that we currently put on
the general-issue plate,” Davio said.
“Because we need to change the
plate, we thought it was the perfect
time to invite Texans to participate in
a design selection.”

By law, the Texas Transporta-
tion Commission must give final
approval to any new general-issue
plate design. If Texans select the cur-
rent plate design, no further action is
needed by the commission.

Know signs of heart attacks and strokes

Knowing the signs of a heart
attack or stroke can help you to act
quickly in the event of an emergency
and save someone’s life. Every
second matters when it comes to
a heart attack or stroke, so dialing
911 at the early onset of symptoms
is important.

Realize that not all heart attacks
and strokes will present the same
symptoms in everyone, but if you
suspect a heart attack or stroke, call
911. It is better to be safe than sorry.
Many heart attacks begin slowly
with minor pain and discomfort
before they turn into what we would
often picture as a heart attack.

Here are a few signs that may
point to a heart attack, which is
when the blood flow to the heart is
interrupted:

* Chest discomfort that may last
a few minutes or comes and goes. It
may feel like a pressure, fullness, or
pain.

+ Discomfort in other areas of
the body including one or both arms,
the back, neck, jaw, or stomach.

* Shortness of breath may occur
with or without other symptoms.

* Cold sweat, nausea, or light-
headedness.

Symptoms of cardiac arrest,
which is when the heart no longer
pumps blood around the body, may

New Warning for Fentanyl Patch

The Food & Drug Administration (FDA) recently released a
warning about the use of fentanyl patches, sold under the brand name
Duragesic. Responding to reports of life-threatening adverse events and
death due to overdose, the FDA is reminding physicians and other pre
scribers of the appropriate patient population for whom this drug is to
be written. Fentanyl patches should be prescribed only for opioid toler-
ant patients suffering from chronic moderate to severe pain. Patches
should be changed as directed by the physician, and the wearer use on/)
the number of patches prescribed.

Fentanyl is a strong narcotic-type drug which is used to manage
moderate to severe long-term pain. It can cause severe respiratory
depression and death if the person using the patch receives too much
drug. Since these patches may be affected by oral medications, remem
ber to tell your doctor and pharmacist about other medications you are
taking. The patch may also be affected by excessive heat, such as heat-
ing pads, electric blankets, or hot baths. The patch is designed to slowly

release its medicine over 72 hours.

Extension expert says cashing in on crop
prices may be limited by water availability

AMARILLO - Before they
plant fencerow to fencerow to take
advantage of high commodity
prices, producers need to develop
realistic expectations of their irriga-
tion capacity, said a Texas AgriLife
Extension Service expert.

Leon New, AgriLife Extension
irrigation specialist, told producers
at the High Plains Irrigation Con-
ference held recently in Amarillo
that there is only a certain amount
of water available for commodity
Crops.

“We may want to plant all the
wheat and corn we can and maybe
some soybeans and cotton,” New
said. “One of the limiting factors
may not be money, as in the past,
but water.”

There are a number of tools
available that will help producers
identify how much water they have

“You need to know your sea-
sonal irrigation capacity, and then
you're going to make a decision on
where your water is going,” New
said.

The Texas High Plains Evapo-
transpiration Network of weather
stations can help producers deter-
mine how much water a crop needs
throughout the growing season, as
well as how much is being derived
from rainfall, he said.

Corn may need 20 inches or
more water from June to August. A
5.5 gallons-per-minute-per-acre well
can only produce 17.5 inches run-
ning full-time during that period, so
producers need some stored water in
the 6-inch soil profile, New said.

station network, he advised, wait as
long as possible, but be prepared to
put on water 1o fill the six-inch soil
profile for this year’s crop.

“You know as well as I know,
every year is different,” New said.
“Wait as long as you can. If you can
only put on an inch a week, it takes
six weeks to fill the soil profile. So
keep that in mind when planning
water for critical water-use stages.

“If you have to quit watering on

produce somewhere between 9.5-10
inches, New said. That risk can be
made up with a full soil-moisture
profile. Also, grain sorghum will do
without moisture longer than corn
before it starts stressing.

Cotton is another option where
water is limited, he said. A three
gallon-per-minute-per-acre well can
support the production of three to
four bales per acre of cotton.
