German exchange student finds America to her liking

This school year, an unfamil-
iar face has been spotted in the halls
and classrooms of Clarendon High
School.

This “foreign” face belongs to
16-year-old Shelia Spielhofer, an
exchange student from Germany,
who will reside in Clarendon with
Megan and Billy Boone for the
remainder of this school year until
her departure back home in June.

“I thought that being a foreign
exchange student would be fun, and
wanted to learn the English language
better. I thought that coming here
on my own would teach me more
independence to help me out in life,”
Shelia commented. “I also wanted to
experience America’s culture. | see it
all as an adventure.”

Megan and Billy Boone made
the decision to get a foreign exchange
student because they viewed it as a
great experience and an opportunity
to learn a new culture.

“We love ftraveling, going
places and meeting new people,
so even though getting a foreign
exchange student was totally unex-
pected, we knew she would fit well

in our family,” Megan said.

Shelia is the daughter of Josef

and Eleonore Spielhofer. She has
one older sister, and she resides
in the town of Marktl, which has a
population of about 3,000 people.
Her home is located outside the
small town in a forest surréunded
by mountains, an exceedingly scenic
view.

“It's so different to me here
because there are no mountains,”
Shelia remarked. “In Texas, it's so
flat!

According to Shelia, the school
system in Germany is different to
the one used by Clarendon High.
She attends school in Germany at
Kurfiirst-Maximilian, and she says
that instead of students migrating to
different classrooms for each sub-
ject, the teachers themselves do the
walking while the students remain
in the same classroom for the entire
day. There are also no electives
offered, so students have to partici-
pate in sports, theater, band, etc. out-
side of school.

“I think the school system
in America is better because you
have not all serious classes, and it’s
more fun and is not as difficult as in
Germany. [ think you have a better
community because you have com-
petitions, like in athletics and theater
and stuff that everyone gets together
for,” Shelia said.

part of Germany, she stresses how
much botter it is in Texas. Germany
also receives much more rainfall
than Texas, and in the winter it
snows quite often, sometimes even
reaching up to two meters high, in
contrast to Texas’ mild winters.

Another difference  between
Germany and America is the people
who inhabit the countries.

“I love that the peeple here in
America. Everybody 1is so friendly!”
Shelia said. “In big cities in Ger-
many, the people are real busy and
unfriendly, but when we were in
New York City, the people were
so friendly because we were stand-
ing around with our maps looking
lost and people would come up to
us and ask if they could please help
us. I thought this was really cool
because this would never happen in
Germany.”

Strong faith is also a factor of
American life Shelia is experiencing
that sets America apart from Ger-
many.

“It’s amazing how you all
believe so good in God. People here
are much closer to God than most in
Germany, like the people here pray
before they eat, unlike in Germany,
and not many people go to church
often either, but they do here and |
like it,” stated Shelia.

In Germany, the legal driving
age is 18, and the drinking age is
16, which, of course, is a huge dif-
ference from America. Shelia claims
that she would much rather abide by
America’s laws though.

“I really like that people can
drive at 16 here. It seems much more
comfortable that way to me, because
I hate depending on ‘my mom to
take me around everywhere,” Shelia
noted.

One of Shelia's favorite times
of the year is Christmas. In Germany,
St. Nicholas visits homes on Decem-
ber 6 and fills the empty stockings
with little things. Instead of open-
ing presents on December 25 in the
mornings, Christmas is celebrated
on the 24th in the evening. A huge
family feast is held, and afterwards
the children wait patiently outside
the living room for the “little Christ-
mas kid,” which is like an angel, to
arrive and bring the presents, until a
bell ring signals them that the pres-

ents have arrived. Then everyone
runs in the room, opens presents and
listens to Christmas songs together.

There are a lot of foods in
America that Shelia has been miss-
ing out on for some time now.
According to Shelia, Germany has
no such thing as Dr Pepper, nachos,
popcorn chicken, cobbler, oatmeal,

that on August 28, 2009, it filed its Petition and Statement of Intent to Change Rates with the
Public Utility Commission of Texas (PUCT or the Commission), and with those municipal
authorities in its Texas service territory that have original jurisdiction over SWEPCO’s electric
rates. This notice is being published in accordance with Section 36.103 of the Public Utility
Regulatory Act and with Commission Procedural Rule 22.51(a)(1).

SWEPCO is proposing to change its rates for electric service provided to all of its
180,000 Texas retail customers. All such customers and all classes of customers will be
affected by this change.

STATEMENT OF INTENT TO CHANGE RATES

SWEPCO’s request is based on the financial results for a 12-month test year ending
on March 31, 2009. The effect of SWEPCO'’s proposed rate changés would be to increase its
adjusted test year revenues by $74,988, 528, an increase of 34.56%, exclusive of fuel revenues.
This increase has three components: 1) an increase of $27,052,578 in base rates (the part of
the rates not including fuel costs or riders); 2) an increase of $31,626,764 associated with the
establishment of two new Generation Cost Recovery Riders; and 3) an increase of $16,309,186
associated with the establishment of a new Reliability Rider.

In addition, when rates are changed in this proceeding, it will result in the termination
of the merger savings and rate reduction riders related to the merger of American Electric
Power Company, Inc. and Central and South West Corporation that are currently in effect. The
termination of these riders will increase SWEPCO’s revenues by $6,933,882 based on test year
amounts. The combined effect of SWEPCO's requested change in rates and of the termination
of the merger savings and rate reduction riders will be a 37.75% increasg in SWEPCO’s
revenues, exclusive of fuel revenues.

The overall impact of the rate changes listed above, considering both fuel and non-
fuel revenues, is a 20.01% increase. The impact of the rate change on various customer classes
will vary from the overall impact described in this notice.

SWEPCO has proposed that its requested rate changes become effective on October
2, 2009. The proposed effective date is subject to suspension and extension by actions that
may be taken by the Commission and other regulatory authorities.

SWEPCO is proposing revisions to most tariffs and schedules. These changes include,
but are not limited to: 1) merging of the SWEPCO North Texas Tariff with the SWEPCO East
Texas Tariff; 2) instituting the three new riders discussed above; and 3) obtaining a Commission
determination of the baseline values that will facilitate future Transmission Cost Recovery
Factor (TCRF) filings pursuant to PUC Substantive Rule (Susst. R.) 25.239, and approval of
the form of the tariff sheet to be used to implement future TCRF updates.

SWEPCO has also requested authority to reconcile its fuel costs for the period
from January 1, 2006 through March 31, 2009.

Statin Drugs Lower Surgery Complications

A report in the September 3rd issue of the New England Journal
of Medicine indicates that statin-type cholesterol lowering drugs,
if taken weeks before blood vessel surgery, reduce the risk of
surgery complications and death. It was found that in among nearly
500 individuals participating in the study, those who were taking
fluvastatin (Lescol) before surgery experienced about half the
incidence of heart artery blockage and death than was observed
among those who took a placebo (fake drug).

Medical experts indicate that this study confirms what they
had suspected from observation of their own patients who had
undergone this and other types of vascular surgery. News reports
of this study include information about a previous study of surgery

study showed that the incidence of stroke and deaths for a period of
30 days following such surgery was significantly lower in persons
who had been taking a statin prior to surgery. The study did not
distinguish effects for a particular statin, only that the drug being
taken appeared to have a protective effect.

Disaster Preparedness

It’s' that time of year again,
Emergency Preparedness Focus.
Families need to be thinking about
preparations you can do in advance
to protect you and your family.

The Centers for Disease Con-
trol and Prevention (CDC) recom-
mends you have supplies to last at
least 3-5 days when preparing for
emergencies says MaryRuth Bishop,
FCS County Extension Agent in
Donley County.

After a natural disaster food
may not be safe to eat. Try follow-
ing tHese tips when preparing for
natural disasters this year so you do
not become a victim of food borne
illness.

First you will need to learn
about your community’s plans,
warning signs and locations where
you can find help.

Dial 2-1-1 and learn about these
services in your area. Next, make
sure you have a supply kit ready at

a moments notice. This kit should
include but not be limited to the fol-
lowing: clean water (at least 1 gallon
per person a day), non-perishable
food items (canned or boxed juices,
peanut butter, granola bars, crack-
ers, and canned foods), a first aid
kit, tools (portable radio, flashlight,
matches etc.), kitchen items(can
opener), sanitation/hygiene items
(soap, hand sanitizer, towels, toilet
paper, diapers for infants, disinfec-
tant etc.), clothing and any bedding
you might need.

Keep in mind it is important
to have enough items in your emer-
gency supply kit to last you 3-5 days.
Also, keep a copy of important docu-
mentation (ID cards, insurance cover
page, medication prescriptions,
House deed cover page) incase you
have to evacuate you will have these
items with you. The Food Safety and
Inspection Service (FSIS) also rec-
ommend the flowing tips when pre-
paring for weather emergencies.
