HISD names finalist for superintendent

Hedley ISD has named Eric 
Hough as the lone finalist to be the 
school’s next superintendent.

Hough is currently the elemen­
tary principal in the Tom Bean School 
District, where he has worked since 
2002.

Interim Superintendent Jimmy 
Hoyle said Hough previously held 
principal positions at Cleburne and 
Palmer and was a computer technol­
ogy teacher in Cedar Hill prior to that.

“This will be his first experience

as superintendent, but he appears to 
be a very capable young man," Hoyle 
said. “He intends to be in Hedley 
August 13 and 14, move that week­
end, and be on the job on August 17."

Hoyle said he will stay with the 
district for about a week after Hough 
starts to ease the transition.

Hough holds a Bachelor of Sci­
ence degree from Tarleton State Uni­
versity and a master’s degree from 
the University of Texas at Tyler. He 
brings with him a wife and three chil­
dren.

HISD had about 20 applicants 
for the superintendent’s position, 
Hoyle said. That field was narrowed 
to about seven, and the board inter­
viewed three on July 16, 17, and 18.

In other Hedley school news, 
Bonnie Walsh resigned as a member 
of the Board of Trustees, and her 
daughter Kari Lindsey was hired as 
a computer teacher. The school also 
hired Aaron Marks to coach basket­
ball and Adam Kline to teach science.

Hoyle reported that former 
superintendent Bryan Hill has taken

a principal’s position in Adrian, and 
Hill’s wife, Debbie, resigned as a 
teacher at Hedley.

Work on the budget for the 
coming fiscal year continues at HISD, 
Hoyle said.

“It’s going to be smaller than it 
was, but we’re working to keep it bal­
anced and keep standards high,” he 
said.

The board will meet in called 
session this Saturday at 9 a.m. for a 
budget workshop and to discuss other 
business.

Elementary gets 
top TAKS rating
CISD A cceptable;’ HISD ‘R ecogn ized ’

The stale’s accountability 
system has once again rated the 
Clarendon Independent School Dis­
trict as Academically Acceptable this 

•
year.

Clarendon Elementary was 
rated Exemplary, up from Recog­
nized from the previous five years. 
Clarendon Junior High went up from 
Academically Acceptable to Rec­
ognized. Clarendon High School 
maintained its level as Academically 
Acceptable for the third year in a 
row.

The ratings are partly based on
Texas Assessment of Knowledge & 
Skills (TAKS) scores.

# “I thought we were going to 
be recognized for sure, but when 
they put our scores in the new state 
measures, it jumped us up to Exem­
plary," Clarendon Elementary Prin­
cipal Mike Word said. “We’re really 
proud of our scores, and we’re going

to try our hardest to keep the levels
going up.”

On the TAKS test across the 
district. Clarendon had 97 percent 
of students pass the reading/English 
language arts portion of the test, the 
same as last year; 98 percent in writ­
ing, up from 95 percent from the pre­
vious two years; 90 percent in social 
studies, down from 92 percent last 
year; 77 percent in math, down from 
82 percent from the past two years; 
and 85 percent in science, up from 
81 percent.

“We have some exceptional 
scores on all three campuses, but we 
recognize that we have to continue 
to improve our math scores," CISD 
Counselor John Taylor said. “We 
look forward to implementing sev­
eral new initiatives to improve those 
math scores.”

Clarendon Junior High Princi­
pal Marvin Elam also believes that it

A groundbreaking for the new 
Donley County Activity Center will 
be held today at 2 p.m. one mile' 
north of Clarendon on Hwy.

Larry Gray with the Friends of 
Donley County said some dirt work 
has already been done on the project 
and that construction will begin right 
away and should be completed in 60 
days.

“We’ll be pouring concrete next 
week, and the prefabricated building

The building was originally 
planned as a 17,400 square foot facil­
ity. but that plan has been enlarged to 
18,000 square feet to accommodate

District court delivers sentences in four cases
The district court heard pleas 

on four charges resulting in four 
deferred adjudications last Wednes­
day in the Donley County Court­
house.

A total of $12,000 in fines was 
assessed as a result of the pleas that 
took place on July 29. In addition 
to the fines, the defendants were 
required to pay a total of $2,060 in 
court costs and $22,000 in restitu­
tion.

Emzy Dewayne Harris was 
placed on probation for a period of 
eight years for the second degree

felony offense of indecency with a 
child. Harris pleaded guilty and was 
placed on deferred adjudication for 
indecency with a child.

Harris was arrested in Donley 
County on July 23, 2009, for the 
offense that took place June I. 2009. 
Harris pled guilty to a complaint and 
information filed by the state. Pur­
suant to the plea agreement. Harris 
is required to pay a $4,000 fine to 
Donley County and $640 in court 
costs, among other conditions of pro­
bation. If Harris violates probation, 
he could face up to 20 years in the

Institutional Division of the Texas 
Department of Criminal Justice.

Luis Alberto Garcia was placed 
on probation for a period of eight 
years for the second degree felony 
offense of indecency with a child. 
Garcia pled guilty and was placed on 
deferred adjudication for indecency 
with a child.

Garcia was arrested in Donley 
County on July 23, 2009, for the 
offense that took place October 19, 
2008. Garcia pleaded guilty to a 
complaint and information filed by 
the state. Pursuant to the plea agree­

ment, Garcia is required to pay a 
$4,000 fine to Donley County and 
$640 in court costs, among other 
conditions of probation. If Garcia 
violates probation, he could face up 
to 20 years in the Institutional Divi­
sion of the Texas Department of 
Criminal Justice.

Timothy Wayde Wilson pled 
guilty to two offenses, receiving 
deferred adjudication on both second 
degree felony offenses for burglary 
of a habitation.

Wilson was arrested for bur­
glary of a habitation on Jund 8, 2009,

for the offenses that took place May 
27, 2009, and June 3, 2009. Wilson 
was indicted for both offenses by a 
Donley County Grand Jury on June
22. 2009.

Pursuant to the plea agreement, 
Wilson is required to pay a $4,000 
fine to Donley County, pay $22,000 
in restitution and $780 in court 
costs. If Wilson violates probation, 
he could face up to 20 years in the 
Institutional Division of the Texas 
Department of Criminal Justice.

D esperate 
States and 
D ecaying 
Federalism

In the past, I have written about poor governance 
at the city and national levels. But, of course, the 
"government disease” afflicts states also, as shown in 
a recent article in The Wall Street Journal, titled, “The 
Albany-Trenton-Sacramento Disease.”

The article focused on New York. New Jersey, 
and California, which are all cases of erstwhile pros­
perous states that have fallen on hard times. The 
common denominator has been liberalTprogressive” 
(i.e., big> government. *

All three employ heavy “soak-the-rich” state and 
local tax policies; and, yet, their government deficits 
are enormous. They rank near the lop in per-capita 
state spending, but suffer from high unemployment 
and below-average job creation. They sought to be 
workers' paradises with heavy unionization and a min­
imum w age above the national standard, yet lead the 
country in people moving out of state. What gives?

As Ronald Reagan would say, government is 
the problem, not the cure. During the Cold War, there 
were numerous studies showing an inverse correlation 
between size of government and economic growth:
The larger a government s share of a country's GDP, 
the slow er the growth of that GDP.

In short, big government retards rather than 
promotes economic growth. Government spends only 
what it takes from the private sector. Thus, the private 
sector must generate enough wealth to sustain both 
itself and the governments it is forced to support. The 
larger government grows, the more severe its eco­
nomic burden on the source of wealth-creation, i.e., 
the private sector.

The bloated governments of states like New York, 
New Jersey, and California are desperate for additional 
revenues. Where to go? They are looking at taxing 
individuals and businesses that have no physical pres­
ence in the taxing state.

The historical policy has always been that busi­
nesses that actually operate in a state -  a factory, farm, 
retail outlets -  are subject to taxation in that state.
Thus, even though Wal-Mart is an Arkansas-based cor­
poration. its individual stores, warehouses, distribution 
centers, trucking fleets, etc., are subject to taxation in 
whatever state it is located. This makes sense. A Wal- 
Mart store in Pennsylvania, for example, benefits from 
the roads, police and fire protection, and court systems 
of state and local governments there, so naturally it 
pays taxes to fund those services.

Picture a mom & pop business based in Penn­
sylvania, one with no office, no sales rep, no physical 
presence in New Jersey whatsoever; in other words, a 
business that receives none of the services provided by 
the state government. Why should that business pay 
New Jersey .taxes?

Good question. And yet, New Jersey currently 
levies taxes on non-Jersey based businesses based on 
the portion of their revenues generated in the Garden 
State.

This tax amounts to a tariff on goods sent from 
one state to another. Such taxation is blatantly uncon­
stitutional. The U.S. Constitution created the world’s 
first large free-trade zone: the United States of Amer­
ica. Article I, Section 9, Paragraph 5 states, “No Tax 
or Duty shall be laid on Articles Exported from any 
State.” Article 1, Section 10, Paragraph 2 states, “No 
state shall, without the Consent of the Congress, lay 
any Imposts or Duties on Imports or Exports.”

State governments use a semantic trick to try to 
disguise their tariffs on imports from other states. They 
classify them as “income taxes.”

This is an outrage, and un-American. It does vio­
lence to one of the fundamental principles for which 
our ancestors fought the war of independence from the 
British government -  no taxation without representa­
tion. There is no justice in New Jersey taxing Pennsyl­
vania businesspeople when the latter are not allowed 
to vote in New Jersey.

Sadly, the Supreme Court is doing nothing to 
stop this frontal assault on venerable constitutional 
principles. During its June session, the Court declined 
to review a Massachusetts judicial ruling that permits 
such taxation. The Supremes couldn’t be bothered 
even to hear the case, much less uphold the plain letter 
of the Constitution.

This gives the green light for other states to 
become more aggressive in venturing beyond their 
borders in their insatiable quest for revenues. Imagine 
the burden on small businesses if they eventually have 
to file and pay taxes to dozens of states. More impor­
tantly. imagine the impact on all of us.

Allowing predatory, deficit-ridden state govern­
ments to impose taxes on other states’ citizens -  who 
never set foot in the taxing state, aren't allowed to 
vote there, and receive no benefits from those states 
-  invites dog-eat-dog economic battles that will turn 
American against American and ultimately bury the 
principle of federalism. The resulting divisive free-for- 
all would tum us into the Disunited States of America.

This is insanity. If the United States Supreme 
Court won’t halt the erosion of our constitutional prin­
ciples. who or what will?

They presented this town hall so 
the President could answer some of the 

I many questions that are raised in regard 
to his healthcare reform plan. I took the 
liberty to take notes and am sharing them 
with you. just to get out information that 
I know I haven't heard or read about. I 
tried to be objective, but obviously the 
President had his ow n agenda.

I welcome any debate, or oppos­
ing view. I know I'm no great writer but 
hope I can present this in a semi- under­
standable manner. As you may or may 
not know, I agree with many of President 
Obama’s ideas in that I don’t believe 
private insurance companies have our 
best interests as their number one prior­
ity and that a healthy dose of competi­
tion is needed. I just felt I needed to state 
that out front because what I see on TV 
(particularly commercials) seems to be a 
little one-sided.

Points that were brought out, 
through e-mail or phone conversation:

1. There will be no forced change in

anyone s insurance.
2. There will be no loss of Medicare 

benefits.
3. No interest in getting between 

ductor/patient relationship. A. No denial 
for pre-existing condition (currently 
done by private insurance companies).
B. No denial of treatments (currently 
done by private insurance companies).
1.) Recommendations witl follow stan­
dards like AARP backed "MEDBAC” 
independent group of doctors and nurses.
C . ) No dropping of insured, and “cherry 
picking” of younger healthier prospects.

4. The President wants to develop 
a healthcare exchange pool, w here a 
patient is able to select a plan that meets 
his/her needs-medically and financially. 
Having a large pool would reduce costs, 
similar to group plans. A. Ability to 
select from different companies plans 
(or keep current plan). B. (Controversial 
point) Government would also put in
a non-profit plan to compete with and 
make a more honest private sector. C. 
(Controversial point) Qualifying indi­
viduals could get aid in deductible, pre­
mium costs

5. Main concern is making health­
care more cost efficient. A. Stopping 
duplicate procedures w hen not needed.
B Making sure patient is healed suf­
ficiently before being released from hos­
pital so that patient does o'I show back 
up in two weeks C. Digitize records
so doctors and nurses don't have to dig 
through hard to read medical folders. 
This would also make tracking meds and

consultation easier and more efficient by 
making information more readily avail­
able.

6. US pays 50 percent more for 
insurance than other industrialized coun­
tries (S6000 per person avg.) A. Compe­
tition will bring costs back in line.

7. Cost of medication in US is 77 
percent higher than other industrial­
ized countries. A. Pharmaceuticals have 
already stated that they will lower cost 
by a large amount (80 billion) if plan is 
approved, if not. more haggling.

8. There will be an initial cost of 
digitization and health screening of 
uninsured (Okay, my note taking was not 
that good on this one as far as cost went 
30-40 billion per year, 1 think).

9. If necessary, financial aid would 
be given to help make up a living will, 
not as some ads are claiming, asking 
“How do you want to die?”

The main point that the President 
reiterated was that the reform was not 
like Canada or Europe in that the basis 
for reduced costs are based on free 
choice and competition. He brought up 
the point that certain individuals use the 
contradictory argument that "the govern­
ment is incapable of running a healthcare 
plan." but that somehow “competition 
from a government run healthcare plan 
will cause insurance companies to go 
under.” His stated idea was to have 
these companies work toward providing 
healthcare at a fair price.

Rural American needs more Internet

Today, driven by the incredible pace 
of innovation and the pressures of global 
commerce, demand for broadband, or 
high speed Internet access, is sweeping 
the nation and changing the way we live. 
Small businesses that once relied solely 
on walk-up business and local customers 
may now offer their goods and services 
in the worldwide marketplace through 
the Internet. Students whose learning 
opportunities were once confined to 
their local schools and libraries today 
can access information from all over the 
world. Families once separated from 
loved ones by hundreds or thousands of 
miles can stay connected through the 
many communication portals available 
online. And, communities that previ­
ously lacked critical specialty care and 
diagnostic services can now access these 
services through telemedicine made 
possible by advanced communications 
networks.

Unfortunately, too many of our 
communities and small businesses still 
lack access to broadband infrastructure, 
and many that have access do not sub­
scribe to the services that are offered.
In both cases, communities lacking 
adequate broadband availability face the 
prospect of lagging behind other areas in 
education, economic growth, and even 
health care delivery. Rural communities 
are particularly susceptible to falling into 
the technology gap because broadband 
infrastructure simply doesn't reach them. 
This has serious ramifications for Texas, 
which is 80 percent rural.

In Congress, there is a bipartisan 
consensus that we must encourage 
nationwide broadband deployment. But. 
exactly how we implement this remains 
a point of contention. Recently, the 
Obama Administration committed more 
than $7 billion in taxpayer funding for 
the deployment of broadband services

to areas of the country lacking basic 
infrastructure. Yet, this money was put 
forward without a completed compre­
hensive map of broadband availability 
and before the Federal Communica­
tions Commission established a national 
broadband strategy. So much of the 
money allocated through these grants 
will be awarded before we know where 
the funds are needed most.

There is a role for public resources 
in bringing broadband to our unserved 
communities, hut requiring additional 
taxpayer funding without a plan is the 
wrong approach. With that said, the 
stimulus funding has been allotted. This 
taxpayer investment will be maximized 
if grants are directed to unserved areas 
and focus on infrastructure for anchor 
institutions like schools, hospitals, and 
libraries that can function as access 
points for many who currently lack 
broadband access. Doing so will make 
the stimulus funding for broadband an 
effective down payment on this national 
priority, which, moving forward, must be 
guided by a careful strategy.

Looking ahead, Congress must 
establish a comprehensive plan with 
three key components. First, we must 
complete a national broadband map so 
we can target and prioritize our efforts. 
Second, we must encourage broadband 
deployment in unserved areas and 
enhance existing broadband services 
through additional investment. To be 
successful, we must engage the private 
sector through investment incentives. 
Finally, we need to improve broad­
band adoption in communities across 
the country because of the power of 
this technology to expand education, 
improve health care delivery, and open 
global markets for small and businesses.

To help implement this strategy,
I recently introduced the Connecting 
America Act. This legislation is designed

to stimulate investment and economic 
development activity pver the next five 
years. The legislation would create 
limited duration tax credits that will 
encourage companies to make invest­
ments that they might otherwise delay 
due to the economic downturn. Targeted 
incentives will provide companies 
immediate access to capital and encour­
age broadband investment to maintain 
and improve infrastructure where we 
need it most. The bill would also create 
a technology-neutral bond program that 
Will allow communities, rather than 
Washington bureaucrats, to raise funds 
for construction, assess their own infra­
structure needs, and adopt the broadband 
technologies that are most appropriate. 
Under the legislation, we would also 
reform and streamline the numerous 
federal programs supporting broadband 
to focus the funding in a coordinated 
manner.

For many, broadband may be as 
familiar a technology as cable television. 
Others may not be aware of the advan­
tages high-speed Internet service offers. 
It can place adults in a virtual classroom 
and allow them to get a college or gradu­
ate degree -  from their own homes. It 
gives physicians and hospitals instant 
access to medical records and enables 
remote diagnostic medicine, which 
can help enhance health care delivery 
in rural areas. It can allow a rancher in 
West Texas to sell every head of cattle in 
an online auction, expanding the reach 
of his business and raising his earning 
potential without the need to leave his 
ranch.

More than any other technology 
this century, broadband has the potential 
to truly transform our lives. We cannot 
leave half of America behind in the pro­
cess. We must work now and work smart 
to deploy broadband from coast to coast.

is imperative math scores be raised.

We re still going to have to 
concentrate on math The math 
TAKS test is much more difficult 
lhan any other test, but it’s just some­
thing that we ll have to continue 
working on." Elam said.

Results of each test section is 
examined by the state based on the 
school's performance as a whole 
and is based on results of different 
population categories, such as Afri­
can American. Hispanic, White, and 
Economically Disadvantaged.

For each subpopulation, test

scores must be at or above 75 percent 
to achieve TEA’S Recognized status 
As a district, CISD fell short of that 
score in two subpopulation groups in 
mathematics

Standards for the TAKS con­
tinue to get to get higher and the tests 
themselves keep getting tougher 
each year.

"I think the TAKS test has 
progressively gotten harder,” CHS 
Principal Larry Jeffers said. “Our 
teachers and students have worked 
very hard to keep up with those chal­
lenges, and we will continue to try

to improve our scores with teacher 
training.”

CISD TAKS results for each 
campus are as follows: Clarendon 
Elementary -  reading 97 percent, 
writing 97 percent, mathemat­
ics 86 percent, science 94 percent; 
Clarendon Junior High -  reading/ 
English language arts 98 percent, 
writing 99 percent, social studies 
88 percent, mathematics 80 percent, 
science 93 percent: Clarendon High 
School -  reading/English language 
arts 95 percent, social studies 90 per­
cent, mathematics 66 percent, and

science 77 percent.
Hedley Independent School 

District was rated Recognized for the 
second year in a row.

Student's TAKS scores across 
Hedley's district are as follows: 95 
percent in reading/ English language 
arts, up from 94 percent last year, 
100 percent in writing, up from 99 
percent the previous two years, 83 
percent in social studies, down from 
91 percent last year. 78 percent in 
mathematics, down from 83 percent, 
and 74 percent in science, down 
from 75 percent last year.

Experimental Arthritis Drug Shows Promise
The results o f  a recent study o f  an experim ental drug cal led masitinib 
indicate that the drug may im prove rheum atoid arthritis (RA) 
symptoms in people w ith RA who have not received re lief from 
other arthritis treatm ents. The results were published in the online 
version o f  Arthritis Research and Therapy. R esearchers evaluated 
over 40 adults who w here involved in the study. Participants took 
varying doses o f  the drug. Study results indicated that 50% o f  those 
who took m asitinib experienced an easing o f  their RA symptoms. 
Side effects included rash, swelling, nausea and diarrhea. The ideal 
dose is still being evaluated, and researchers connected w ith the 
study indicate that the next step is to evaluate the drug in a larger 
controlled trial, in which som e study participants get the drug and 
others receive a fake drug or placebo.
RA is a chronic inflammatory condition o f  the body’s joints. It 
can lead to long term pain, loss o f  jo in t function, and disability. 
While there is no cure and the exact cause o f  RA is unknow n, it is 
easier to control RA sym ptom s today w ith new drugs, exercise, and 
protection o f the joints.

Texas sales tax holiday gets bigger
Great news for back-lo-school 

shoppers. For the first time since it 
began in 1999, the annual August 
sales tax holiday will include many 
school supplies.

"A lot of families look for­
ward to saving their hard earned 
money during the sales tax holiday 
weekend," Texas Comptroller Susan 
Combs said. “Now they can make 
their back-to-school budgets stretch 
even further because more than two

dozen school supply items will be 
tax-free."

House Bill 1801 identifies 
school supplies priced less than 
$100 that will be exempt from state 
and local sales tax for the tax-tree 
weekend. Pens, crayons, calculators, 
notebooks, rulers, scissors and lunch 
boxes are a few of the items on the 
list. The full list can be found below.

These items are in addition to 
school backpacks and most clothing

and shoes priced less than $100 that 
are already tax-free the weekend of 
Aug. 21-23.

The Comptroller’s office is 
sending information to retailers 
about implementing the expanded 
sales tax holiday.

Binders, Lunch Boxes, Book bags, 
Markers, Calculators, Notebooks, 
Cellophane tape, Paper (loose leaf 
ruled notebook paper, copy paper.

be August 11-12, and no special 
equipment is needed, just use your 
eyes.

After the sun goes down, try to 
get away from city lights, pull up a 
lawn chair or a blanket, look up to

the northwest sky, pick a spot, and 
wait. If the weather cooperates, you 
should see up to 60 meteors per hour 
or one a minute. If you miss it this 
year, it will be back next August 12.

This past week we were blessed 
with an accumulated total of 1.25 
inches of rain and the grass has gone 
from brown to green. Daytime tem­
peratures were very pleasant in the 
70s and 80s, but the forecast is for 
August-like weather to return. It was 
good while it lasted.

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Summer perfect time for making jelly
By MaryRuth Bishop, County Agent

Fniit jellies are semisolid, pre­
served mixtures of fruit juice and 
sugar. Jelly making is a good way to 
preserve fruit flavors for enjoyment 
throughout the year. Fruit jelly is a 
fairly easy-to-prepare product for the 
beginning canner and may be made 
at home without much special equip­
ment.

Substances essential for fruit 
jelly making are fniit flavor, pectin, 
sugar, acid, and water. A pectin gel 
or jelly forms when a suitable con­
centration of pectin, sugar, acid, and 
water is achieved.

Fruit Ravor—The fruit flavor is 
provided by the fruit juice. For some 
fruit jelly, a mixture of different fruit 
juices is used. The fruit juice may 
also supply some or all of the pectin 
and acid. Fruit juice is the source of 
water in jelly.

Pectin—Fruits and their 
extracts obtain their jelly forming 
ability from a group of substances 
called pectin. Pectin provides the 
three dimensional structure which 
results in a jellied product.

compound, prolopectin, during 
the ripening of fruit and during the 
cooking of under ripe fruit to extract 
juice. Fully npe fruits contain less 
pectin than partially ripe fruits. For 
this reason, some jelly recipes spec­
ify the use of a portion of underripe 
fruit.

All fruits contain some pectin. 
Apples, crabapples. gooseberries, 
some plums, and highbush cranber­
ries usually contain enough pectin to 
form a pectin gel. Other fruits, such 
as strawberries, cherries, or blueber­
ries, contain little pectin and can be 
used for jelly only if combined with 
fruit rich in pectin or combined with 
commercial pectin products.

Sugar—Sugar helps in gel for­
mation, contributes flavor to the 
jelly, and at the concentration of 55 
percent by weight, serves as a pre­
servative. Cane sugar or beet sugar 
(both sucrose) is the usual source of 
sugar in jelly or jam. Com syrup or 
honey can replace part of the sugar in 
jelly recipes.

The following recipes are three 
of my favorites!

Who Could Foiget “Rabbit”

Osbum’s Cactus Fruit Jelly (Prickly 
Pear “Apple" Jelly). 3 and 1/4 cups 
juice from cooked fruit. 1 bottle 
liquid pectin. Juice of two lemons. 8 
level cups sugar.

Remove fine thorns and blos­
som ends from 3 pounds of ripe 
cactus fruit. Cut into small pieces, 
crush and add I cup water. Stir until 
boiling, cover pan and simmer 10 
minutes. Place in cheese cloth bag 
and squeeze out juice.

Measure sugar into a separate 
pan. Bring juice and pectin just to 
boil, stirring constantly, and begin to 
add sugar slowly with constant stir­
ring, taking about 5 minutes to add 
sugar, and keeping juice nearly at a 
boil. Then bring to a rolling boil and 
boil for one-half minute. Remove 
from fire, let stand a few seconds, 
skim, pour quickly into jars and seal 
hot.

“Watermelon Rind Preserves” 
- One and one-half quarts prepared 
watermelon rind 1 tablespoon 
ground ginger, 4 tablespoons salt, 4 
cups sugar, 2 quarts cold water, 1/4 
cup lemon juice, 1 lemon, thinly 
sliced, and 7 cups water. To prepare

The Clarendon College Board 
of Regents approved a proposal to 
enclose the Livestock & Equine 
Center and install four "Big Ass” 
fans during a called meeting last 
Thursday.

The $113,964 proposal from 
Arena Design Consultants of St. 
Justin will make the LEC more suit­
able for use in all kinds of weather, 
and CC officials hope that will make 
it even more attractive as an event 
location.

The job calls for installing 
eight-foot steel panels at the top of 
the unfinished south and east walls 
of the center with roll-up screens 
mounted below the panels. The pro­

posal also includes the mounting of 
four roll-up overhead doors and the 
installation of four "Big Ass" fans to 
circulate air in (he arena.

"That’s actually the brand 
name.” CC President Bill Auven- 
shine said of the industrial type ceil­
ing fans, the blades which will span 
a ’diameter of about 20 feet.

Auvenshine said that he had 
seen some of the fans at another live­
stock facility and told designer Brad 
Muncie that the LEC needed some.

“He said to me, ‘You mean 
those Big Ass fans?’ and 1 said. 
‘Well, yeah."’

The improvements are expected 
to be completed by the start of the

fall semester
The 73,600 square foot covered 

arena has been an asset for the col­
lege since its construction in 2003, 
but it has been lacking in several 
items that were originally planned 
for it.

After the building is enclosed. 
Auvenshine has said about $100,000 
would finish the LEC by adding a 
concrete slab, restrooms, a conces­
sion stand, and a judging stand.

Also at Thursday’s meeting, 
Regents approved a four percent pay 
raise for staff on contract and ratified 
the hiring of Jeremy Sain to teach 
mathematics.

Regents worked on the budget

at the called meeting, and Auven­
shine said that process is looking 
good.

"This is the easiest budget I’ve 
ever put together in my experience," 
he said. "Every department that 
could justify their requests got pretty 
much what they wanted.”

The president said the budget 
process has been greatly helped by 
the restoration of insurance fund­
ing by the state and an additional 
$600,000 small college supplement 
appropriation that was engineered 
by Sen. Robert Duncan.

A public hearing on the budget 
will be held August 20 at 10:43 a.m., 
Auvenshine said.

Services were under the 
arrangement o f Robertson Funeral 
Directors of McLean.

Dale, known as Laddie, Daddy 
or Popo, was a loving husband, 
father and grandfather who will be 
deeply missed. Dale Glass was bom 
at home on Nov. 8,1934, in McLean 
and always made McLean his home. 
After graduating from McLean High 
School in 1953 and attending classes 
at West Texas State College (now 
West Texas A&M), Dale returned 
to McLean to work with his father 
to run the family business, the J.R. 
Glass wholesale gas, diesel and oil 
business, later taking over operation 
of the Phillips 66 station on Old Route 
66 in McLean. Last summer he was 
inducted into the Route 66 Hall o f 
Fame. In August 1957 a young Texas 
Tech graduate from Friona came 
to McLean to teach home econom­
ics. She was Mary Lou Miller and 
became Dale’s bride on Aug. 17, 
1958. The couple celebrated their 
50th anniversary last summer. As a 
member o f the U.S. Army Reserves, 
Dale was ordered into service during 
the Cuban Missile crisis, at which 
time the family briefly lived in Fort 
Polk, La. In the mid-1980s, following 
the 1-40 bypass of McLean, formerly 
vibrant businesses in town were 
forced to close, including Dale’s Phil­
lips 66.
