Man in jail after
brandishing knife

A local man remained in jail
this week after wielding a knife
around Hedley last week.

The Donley County Sheriff’s
Office was alerted Friday night
that Jeremy Blackwell was bran-
dishing a knife.

After law enforcement
arrived and investigated, a search
uncovered Blackwell hiding in
the back seat of a Chevrolet Tahoe
at his grandmother’s house. He
was armed with a knife and an ax
handle at the time of his arrest.

Blackwell was subsequently
booked into the Donley County
Jail for aggravated assault with
bond set at $5,000.

he accused was previously
arrested on October 31, 2008, for
aggravated sexual assault of child
and jailed with a bond of $50,000
He had remained in jail until last
Monday when his lawyer peti-
tioned the court and got Black-
well’s bond reduced to $25,000.
Whereupon he made bail and was
released.

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Deputy resigns
after break-in
investigation

A break-in at the historic
Bugbee House last week turned out
to be anything but routine mischief
and has cost the Donley County
Sheriff’s Office one deputy.

Sheriff Butch Blackburn said
his office received a report of the
security alarm going off last Thurs-
day about 9 p.m. When authori-
ties arrived, six college-age young
women were at the house and were
taken in for an investigation into
the break in.

But as the investigation con-
tinued last Friday, new light was
shed on the case.

“After a thorough investiga-
tion, it was decided no charges
would be filed on the girls,” Black-
burn said. “Also through that inves-
tigation, it was learned that some of
the policies of the sheriff’s office
had been compromised, which
has resulted in the Donley County
Sheriff’s Office’s being short one
deputy.”

Blackburn confirmed that the
deputy in question resigned imme-
diately at 11 p.m. last Friday.

“The deputy in question used
poor judgment that led to the girls’
being at that location at that time,”
Blackburn said.

The sheriff would not identify
the deputy for the record.

The Bugbee House northwest
of Clarendon was the lifelong home
of Harold Dow Bugbee, one of the
greatest Western artists of the 20th
century. Bugbee, whose works are

in collections everywhere from
local homes and businesses to
the Smithsonian Institution, died
in 1963 and left everything to his
widow, Olive Vandruff Bugbee,
and to the Panhandle-Plains Histor-
ical Museum (PPHM) in Canyon.

Mrs. Bugbee was an
acclaimed artist in her own right
whose patrons included President
Lyndon Johnson and Governor
Dolph Briscoe. She carefully main-
tained her husband's estate, kept
detailed records on everything,
and then also bequeathed all her
belongings to the PPHM whet she
died in January of 2003.

Since that time the museum
has been working to catalog the
possessions in the house and move
the valuables to Canyon.

Blackburn said Tuesday that
the head of the PPHM was in
agreement with his office that no
charges be filed on the girls. The
sheriff’s office is now working to
expunge the records of the girls.

“Unfortunately it takes longer
to clean up a mess than it does to
start it,” Blackburn said. “We are
going to work diligently until the
records are clean.”

Blackburn also issued a warn-
ing about those who might be inter-
ested in tampering with the house.

“This does not give a green
light for kids to trespass at the
Bugbee House.” the sheriff said. “It
is monitored, and trespassers will
be arrested.”

Four boards to hold contested elections in May

Four local governments will
hold elections this May following the
last day of filing for office Monday.

Two candidates have emerged
to run for mayor of Clarendon.
Incumbent Chris Ford filed for re-
election, and Alderman Tommy Hill
also is running for the city’s top spot.

On the Board of Aldermen,
a four-way race for two seats has
developed. Alderman Terry Noble
withdrew his earlier candidacy for
mayor and re-filed to run for the

board. Alderman Ann Huey is also
seeking re-election. Nobel and Huey
are being challenged by Larry Hicks
and Jeff King.

The City of Howardwick has
only one candidate for mayor, Dell
Essary, but drew three candidates
for two positions on the Board of
Aldermen. Incumbent Gene Rogers
will be joined on the ballot by Norm
Haygood and Louise Popplewell.

Five candidates will vie for
two positions on the Hedley School

Board, and none of them are incum-
bents. Travis Thomas, Shelby Shipp,
Carole Ward, Gwynne Howard, and
Lana Wright have all filed to run for
the Board of Trustees.

Two positions on the Board of
the Donley County Hospital Dis-
trict will be contested, and a third
is uncontested. Billy Ray Johnston
and Jennie Owens are running for
the Place One position, and Tammy
Owen and Bright Newhouse III are

Remains in Memphis park reveal
clues about prehistoric life in area

CANYON - The story of a
Native American man from the dis-
tant past is unfolding.

Dr. Matthew Taylor, Pan-
handle-Plains Historical Museum
Assistant Curator of Archeology
and physical anthropologist, is
examining the human remains from
an ancient burial site found in a
sand quarry in Memphis.

While the skeleton was not
complete, a large percentage was
recovered. The remains are from
an adult male, 55 years or older,
according to Taylor.

“The whole point is to recon-
struct life by finding out how he
lived from what his bones tell us.”

Also found at the burial site
was a conch shell used as a pendant
on a necklace and several snail shell
beads. Conch shells the size of the

one found are native to Florida, thus
substantiating how much trading
was a part of life long ago. While
this conch shell may not have been
a status symbol, it was certainly of
value because of it’s rarity on the
plains. Conches have been found
in other contexts on the Panhandle
Plains, again providing evidence
that trading was widespread.

More than 40 snail shells with
a hole drilled into them were found
at the site. The identification of the
snail species is an ongoing process
and once found will give further
evidence to where they originated.

While recovering the remains,
PPHM archeologists also tested
for a larger site, but found no other
cultural items in the area. Testing
involved visual inspection of the
area and screening soil near the

burial site.

In analyzing the life of this
man, Taylor will measure the bones
and study their structure. In order to
determine the time period in which
he lived, the artifacts recovered will
serve as a diagnostic tool; however,
if a specific time or age cannot be
determined by this method, an
organic sample may be sent off for
radiocarbon dating.

A report on the remains will
be submitted to the Department of
the Interior. Consultation with the
Department of the Interior, Native
American tribes, the Texas His-
torical Commission, and the City
of Memphis will determine the final
disposition of the remains.

Searching for artifacts on
public land is illegal and a violation
of the Texas Antiquities Code.

Good agricultural practices
help ensure quality produce

AUSTIN — Amid rising con-
sumer concern about food safety,
Agriculture Commissioner Todd Sta-
ples announced today that the Texas
Department of Agriculture awarded
$92,000 for the development of
manuals that will assist farmers in
becoming certified in nationally rec-
ognized Good Agricultural Practices
(GAP). The voluntary program will
be implemented in conjunction with
the Texas AgriLife Extension Ser-
vice.

“Texas farmers are leaders in
growing the safest and most abun-
dant food supply in the world,”
Commissioner Staples said. “By
standardizing best practices, our
farmers continue their commitment
to making Texas produce stand out
as the best.”

The standard operating proce-
dure (SOP) manuals, which are cre-
ated for individual farms, will serve
as guidelines to farmers of edible
fruits and vegetables who wish to
implement safe growing practices
as established by national standards.
Once these practices are defined for

each operation, producers are in a
better position to pass a private audit
that will lead to GAP certification by
the U.S. Department of Agriculture
(USDA)

Currently USDA does not
require certification; however, many
retailers are starting to purchase the
majority of their produce from GAP
certified farmers. Commissioner Sta-
ples plans to help offset the cost of
future audits to producers

“This is an excellent voluntary
opportunity for Texas farmers to
enhance their operations,” Commis-
sioner Staples said. “With current
funding, we will assist Texas farmers
in creating the necessary procedures
for good agricultural practices; next,
we will seek funding from USDA
to make the GAP audits for certifi-
cation more affordable, garnering
higher participation.”

Walk Across Texas to kick off at health fair

Come and walk across Texas
with us! Walk Across Texas (WAT) is
a program created by Texas Cooper-
ative Extension to help you establish
the habit of regular physical activity.

From border to border, you and/
or your team, can walk 830 miles
across the state, seeing your progress
across the state on-line or on a Texas
road map!

Donley County will kick off
a Walk Across Texas program at
the health fair this year, March 27.
There will be a sign up table at the
fair for you to pick up a packet, sign
up for a team, or get some additional
information. Teams will meet at the
Clarendon College track at 2:00 p.m.
that afternoon to walk the first mile.
You can continue walking or visit
with other team members. Bring
your lawn chair or blanket and enjoy
the fun.

Another benefit of WAT is a
traveling trophy. If your team has the

top miles, your team will be granted
to hold the traveling trophy for one
year. Your team name and the year
will be engraved. Last year’s trophy
is held by Lowes Family Center.

Many people tell me they
“walk” already for their health. Then
you are the individuals who can help
other team members. Your already in
arhythm of walking; and by starting a
group of friends on a team, then your
friends will become healthier. Doing
Walk Across Texas with people you
know is a great way to help you keep
going when you feel like quitting.
A map will be displayed at various
businesses in Clarendon throughout
the eight-week program to track our
team’s progress.

Start by walking as a member
of a team of eight for eight weeks at
work or with another type of group
such as your church or social group.
Team members do not have to walk
together. Some prefer walking out-
side, while others walk on a tread-

mill. You may even choose to bike,
swim, or dance across Texas by
using mileage equivalents included
in your sign up packet.

Walk Across Texas is NOT a
walk-a-thon NOR is it an event to
raise money. While teams do com-
pete to walk across the state first
and/or to accumulate the most miles
during the eight weeks, the main
point is to get moving and keep
moving after Walk Across Texas
ends. After Walk Across Texas ends,
you may want to continue on walk-
ing by yourself to see how long it
takes you to walk across the state all
by yourself.

According to Physical Activ-
ity and Health: A Report of the Sur-
geon General: Physical inactivity is
a serious nationwide problem. It is
a public health problem because it
is linked to unnecessary illness and
premature death.

More than 60 percent of Ameri-
cans are not getting enough physical

activity to receive health benefits
from it. Twenty-five percent of adult
Americans report no physical activ-
ity in their leisure time. Regular
physical activity can substantially
reduce the risk of developing or
dying from heart disease, diabetes,
colon cancer, and high blood pres-
sure. Regular physical activity can
reduce the symptoms of depression
and anxiety, improve mood, and
enhance the ability to perform daily
tasks.

The great thing about Walk
Across Texas is that almost anyone
can do it, older people, kids, fami-
lies, business people, rural residents,
middle-income families, low-income
families—just about anyone with a
pair of walking shoes can experience
the benefits of Walk Across Texas!
