Four arrests
result from
burglaries

Carelessness on the part of four
suspected crooks led to their capture last
week after the burglary of a Hedley resi-
dence.

According to Sheriff Butch Black-
burn, the home of Rex Fish in Hedley,
which is the former Security State Bank
building, was burglarized on May 27 and
again on June 3.

The investigation of the crime
pointed to Memphis, and as the sheriff
headed down US 287 he found debris
along the highway that resembled items
that had been stolen from the Fish resi-
dence.

Blackburn consulted with the Mem-
phis Police Department and traveled
with them to 911 Cleveland Street where
people were gathered in the alley behind
the residence and items visible through
an open garage door were clearly from
the burglary.

Four subjects were detained and
questioned.

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VAT would
mean big
government

By Daniel J. Mitchell

There is growing interest in Washington in a new
national consumption tax, otherwise known as a value-
added tax or VAT. Senate Budget Committee Chair-
man Kent Conrad (D., N.D.), for example, recently
told the Washington Post that “a VAT" has “got to be
on the table” as part of “fundamental tax reform.”

President Barack Obama is already looking at
a wide range of other potential tax increases, includ-
ing higher income tax rates, restrictions on itemized
deductions, an energy tax, and higher payroll tax rates.
Even if they all became law, the revenues would not
come close to satisfying his and Congress’s appetite
for bigger government, particularly a government-run
health-care scheme.

At the same time, our aging population and
unconstrained entitlement programs mean that a dra-
matic expansion in the size of government will occur
automatically in coming decades unless Medicare,
Medicaid and Social Security are reformed. Simply
stated, there's no way to finance all this new spending
without an additional, broad-based tax. That’s exactly
why a VAT - which is like a national sales tax col-
lected at each stage of the production process, rather
than at the final point of sale - should be resisted.

The classical argument in favor of a VAT says
that it’s desirable because it has a single rate and is
based on consumption. It is true that single-rate sys-
tems (assuming a reasonable rate) are less harmful
than discriminatory regimes with “progressive” rates.
It’s also true that a consumption-based tax would not
inflict as much damage as our internal revenue code,
with its multiple layers of tax on income that is saved
and invested.

But these arguments only apply if a VAT replaces
the current tax system — which is not the case here.
And the evidence from Europe suggests it's not a good
idea to add a somewhat-bad tax like the VAT on top of

Pulley bone a sign of simpler times

We gathered around the dinner
table most Sundays. Dinner was family
style. Pass the potatoes, pass the peas,
pass the fried chicken, then the gravy
Tension usually mounted to see who
would get the pulley bone, a prized piece
especially for us kids.

If enough family members were
visiting, they would fry two chickens
which doubled our chances of getting a
pulley bone. In those days chickens were
purchased whole.

At Barnard’s Grocery we sold
‘whole fryers’ for less than a dollar.
George the butcher would cut them up
if requested. He could dismantle a fryer
into pieces in mere seconds. But most
grownups back then knew how to cut up
a chicken on the kitchen counter. Each
fryer came complete with liver and giz-
zard and neck. Those were also sought
after pieces, but the pulley bone was the
top prize.

My cousin Judy sent an email last
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week about vISiting us in Hillsboro
during the 40s when us cousins were
just kids. She mentioned the scuffles
we often had to see who would get the
pulley bone.

My mother and grandmothers and
aunts cooked a lot of fried chicken,
mashed potatoes, creamed gravy. green
beans, squash, sliced tomatoes, and
maybe a big bow! of banana pudding
Iced tea was served in those familiar
goblet glasses. We would crumble slices
of light bread on the plate, put some
mashed potatoes beside it, then drown
it all in gravy, which of course had fried
chicken crusties mixed in. We might
eat one bite of green beans or squash to
pacify the adults.

Over the years the pulley bone
has disappeared from American tables.
Indeed I hadn't thought much about it
until cousin Judy mentioned it. I'm sure
somewhere, someone still cuts up their
own chicken. Mostly folks today buy
chicken already cut up or packages of

VAT are associated with both higher overall
tax burdens and more government spending. In 1965,
before the VAT swept across Europe, the average tax
burden for advanced European economies (the EU-15) |
was 27.7 percent of economic output, roughly com-
parable to the U.S., where taxes were 24.7 percent of
GDP, according to data from the Organization for Eco-
nomic Cooperation and Development OECD). Euro-
pean nations began to impose VATS in the late 1960s,
and now the European Union requires all members to
have a VAT of at least 15 percent.

Results? By 2006, the OECD reports that the
average tax burden for EU-15 nations had climbed
to 39.8 percent of GDP. The tax burden also has
increased in the U.S., but at a much slower rate, rising
to 28 percent for that year.

The spending side of the fiscal equation is equally
dismal. In 1965, according to European Commis- ‘
sion figures, government spending in EU-15 nations |
averaged 30.1 percent of GDP, not much higher than |
the 28.3 percent of economic output consumed by ‘
U.S. government spending. According to 2007 data,
government spending now consumes 47.1 percent of |
GDP in the EU-15, significantly higher than the 35.3 |
percent burden of government in the U.S.

Another argument for the VAT concedes it will
increase the overall tax burden but preclude higher \
taxes on personal income and corporate income.
The evidence from Europe says otherwise. Taxes on \
income and profits consumed 8.8 percent of GDP in (
Europe in 1965, giving Europe a competitive advan-
tage over the U.S., where they consumed 11.9 percent.
By 2006, OECD data show that the tax burden on
income and profits climbed to 13.8 percent of GDP in
Europe, slightly higher than the 13.5 percent figure for
the U.S.

Last but not least, some protectionists in the
business community and on Capitol Hill are attracted
by the VAT because it is “border adjusted.” This !
means that there is no VAT on exports, but the VAT
is imposed on imports. For people who obsess about
tqtk deficits this is seen as a positive feature. But they
do not understand how a VAT works.

Under current law, American goods sold in
America do not pay a VAT - but neither do German-
produced goods that are sold in the U.S. Likewise, any
American-produced goods sold in Germany today are
hit by a VAT, as are, of course, German-made goods.
In short, there already is a level playing field.

The income tax system we have today is a night-
marish combination of class warfare and corrupt loop-
holes. Adding a VAT does not undo any of the damage
it imposes. All that happens is that politicians get more
money to spend and a chance to auction off a new set
of tax breaks to interest groups. That’s good for Wash-
ington, but bad for America.

Dealing with challenges facing rural Texas

By MaryRuth Bishop, County Agent

Many areas of rural Texas have
very serious economic problems.
These problems are not new. They
have developed as a result of long-
term trends, and the problems are
getting worse. They are uniquely dif-
ferent from those facing urban areas;
problems that many state and federal
programs were designed to address.
They also are diverse, suggesting
a need to develop systems for very
specific targeting of programs. The
long-term nature of the problems
indicates the need for a consider-
able commitment of resources over
an extended time period in order to
achieve progress.

The purpose of this publica-
tion is to explain the nature of the
problems facing rural Texas and
to address a number of actions that
could be taken to begin to address
them. In making these suggestions,
it is understood that many steps
already have been taken to address
rural issues by federal, state, and
local governments. Too often these

programs have attempted to address
both urban and rural issues using the
same tools.

Since rural problems often are
very different than urban problems,
they require different solutions. In
cases where rural problems have
been targeted, good ideas and good
programs have not always been
pursued with the warranted level of
commitment, tenacity, and support.

To reverse the decline of the
rural economy, assertive Texas lead-
ership will be required in several
dareas:

1) Develop a rural leadership
strategy, 2) Help rural communi-
ties and counties tooperate to make
development possble, 3) Use com-
puters as a tool for rural business
development, 4) Provide all rural
people access to bealth care, 5) Add
value to agricultwal production, 6)
Avoid legislation and regulations
that have uninterded consequences
for rural Texas, md 7) Make rural
development  pngrams available
through Texas AgriLife Extension

Service.

The challenges facing rural
Texas are diverse and area specific.
Since 1930 the population of Texas
has increased by 258 percent. During
the 1990s it increased by 23 percent.
For every decade between 1930
and 2000, the Texas population has
increased. This growth has contrib-
uted greatly to the economic health
of Texas. Most of this growth has
occurred in metropolitan areas or in
adjacent counties.

Rural Texas has not benefit-
ted from the economic or popula-
tion growth enjoyed by the rest of
the state. From 1990 to 2000, 72
counties experienced a decline in
population. From 1930 to 2000, the
population of 94 counties declined.
Many of them have experienced
decline in population every decade
since 1930.

Fewer people means less
employment and less income gener-
ation with the result being economic
decline. Moreover, in leaving rural
Texas these people have taken with

them significant amounts of capital.

In addition, many of those who have
migrated to urban areas were and are
those having the greatest potential—
the best and the brightest.

The result has been rural dis-
investments, both in terms of money
and human capital. In percentage
terms, the magnitude of these dis-
investments can be anticipated to
have been at least as great as the
change in population.

Behavior & Drug Therapy for Insomnia

Those who suffer from insomnia, an inability to fall asleep and/
or stay asleep, experience successes and failures from different
therapies. One such therapy is called Cognitive Behavior Therapy
(CBT). It is based on the idea that how we think (cognition) affects
A practical example is teaching a
person to reject false ideas such as everyone needing 8 hours of
sleep every night. Another facet of CBT involves specific treatment
do’s and don’ts of how to get a good night’s sleep.

A study published in a recent issue of the Journal of the American
Medical Association evaluated the short term (6 weeks) and long
term effects of CBT and a sleep medication called zolpidem
(Ambien) in those with persistent sleep problems. It was found
that in the short term, adding zolpidem (10 mg at bedtime) to
CBT helped in the time it took a person to fall asleep or reduce
their awake time after they fell asleep.
