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Scores improve
but CISD rating
drops one level

CJH moves up to ‘Recognized’

The Clarendon Independent
School District dropped a level in
the state’s accountability system this
year even as test scores for the dis-
trict as a whole remained the same or
improved over last year’s results.

Ratings released August | by
the Texas Education Agency show
that CISD has earned an Acceptable
school district rating after being rated
as Recognized for the last two years.
The difference this year is that certain
sub-population demographics kept
the school from reaching the state’s
second highest rating.

“Overall we made strides, and
the junior high campus showed
marked improvement,” Superinten-
dent Monty Hysinger said. “After
school tutorials and other efforts have
really paid off.”

T'he Clarendon Junior High
campus was rated Recognized by
TEA. Clarendon High School and
Clarendon Elementary were both
rated Acceptable.

CJH Principal *Marvin Elam
praised his kids and teachers for rais-
ing that campus’ rating this year.

“We're working harder, and hard
work has paid off,” he said. “The kids
wanted to do this, they wanted to
pass, and they did.”

I'he ratings are partly based on
Texas Assessment of Knowledge &
Skills (TAKS) scores.

On the TAKS across the district,
Clarendon had 93 percent of students
pass the reading portion of the test,

the same as last year; 95 percent
in writing, up from 94 percent; 92
percent in social studies, up from 86
percent; 82 percent in math, up from
79 percent; and 82 percent in science,
the same as in 2005.

Results of each test section is
examined by the state based on the
school’s performance as a whole
and based on results of different
population categories, such as Afri-
can American, Hispanic, White, and
Economically Disadvantaged.

For each subpopulation, test
scores must be at or above 75 percent
to achieve TEA’s Recognized status.
As a district, CISD fell short of that
score in one subpopulation group in
mathematics.

“We continue to be very strong
academically,” Hysinger said. “Our
economically disadvantaged kids
continues to be a focus for us.”

Standards for the TAKS continue
to get higher, and the test themselves
keep getting tougher, but Hysinger
said overall Clarendon kids did very
well.

“In the nine grades tested, there
are 27 actual tests,” he said. “Twenty-
two of those were better than or equal
to the state average for us.”

Clarendon TAKS results are as
follows: Third grade - reading, 100
percent, math 83 percent; Fourth
grade — writing 88 percent, reading
85 percent, math 96 percent; Fifth
grade - reading 100 percent, math

State leaders seeking to restore college funds

Powerful allies are lining up
behind community
to find a way to restore funding Gov.
Rick Perry vetoed for the schools,

Texas colleges

and Clarendon College officials are
hoping that help comes sooner rather
than later.

Lt David late
last month was the first high-ranking

Gov. Dewhurst
official to call for efforts to restore the
$154 million that Perry cut from the
state budget. That money was appor-
tioned to cover health insurance costs
for most community college employ-
and, on the local level, has left
Clarendon College facing a shortfall
of more than $460,000.

Last Thursday, House Speaker
Tom Craddick (R-Midland) joined

the list of state leaders who have

broken with the governor on this
issue. Craddick sent a letter to a
group of House Democrats, who

were upset by the cut, and said, “I
can assure you that we will be ready
to announce a solution to this issue in
the very near future.

On the Democratic side, it was
announced this week that State Sen.
Judith Zaffirini (D-Laredo), who
chairs the Senate Higher Education
Subcommittie and is vice chair of the
Senate Finance Committee, plans to
hold a public hearing on the funding
question next Tuesday.

Dewhurst, Craddick, and Zaf-
firini have all supported the idea of
calling a meeting of the Legislative

Budget Board, which can spend state
funds while the Legislature is not in
session, although the board’s action
must be approved by the governor.
“It seems we have reason to be
optimistic,” CC Interim President
W.R. Auvenshine said. “It appears
to me that the Republican Party has
begun to sense the popularity of com-
munity colleges in Texas. Editorials
from every part of the state have sup-
ported community colleges.”

leaders are realizing that they face

Texas FSA seeks conservation

Texas FSA seeks proposals for
new conservation initiative

The Texas Farm Service Agency
(FSA) 1s asking federal, state and
local agencies as well as private or
non-profit organizations to submit
proposals for a new 500,000-acre
Conservation  Reserve  Program
(CRP) program to improve habitat
for high-priority wildlife species
nationwide. Nearly 40,000 acres has
been allocated to Texas

“The State Areas for Wildlife
Enhancement (SAFE) initiative
provides an opportunity to develop
grassroots conservation projects to
address high priority wildlife needs
through habitat restoration,” said
Bruce Ferguson Executive Director

for the Donley County FSA.

“This initiative further extends
the positive environmental impacts
of the Conservation Reserve Program
(CRP).”

With more than 36 million acres
enrolled, CRP is the nation’s largest,
voluntary private-lands conservation
program. CRP practices improve
water quality, air quality and wildlife
habitat.

SAFE will enable the public,
producers, state and federal agencies,
non-profit conservation organizations
and others to propose areas where
new CRP acreage may be established
to address the habitat needs of endan-
gered, threatened or high-priority fish
and other wildlife species.

In addition, conservation prac-
tices currently offered under CRP
can be fine-tuned under SAFE to
improve, connect or create higher-
quality habitat to promote healthier
ecosystems in areas identified as
essential to effective species manage-
ment.

Proposed SAFE acreage located
in counties that have reached the
CRP acreage enrollment cap of 25
percent will not be considered. All
proposed acreage for CRP enroll-
ment under the SAFE program must
have been cropped or meet FSA’s
definition of “farmable,” four of six
years during the period 1996-2001.
Proposals should include a thorough
description of the proposed project,

and when the funds will be restored.

“Dewhurst has suggested the
state should investigate the issue
of proportionality in restoring the
$154 million,” Auvenshine said.
“This could be detrimental to small
colleges like Clarendon. The Texas
Association of Community Colleges
is adamant that the funds be restored
as it was taken out.”

Timing is also an issue facing
CC. The governor's veto affected
funding in the college’s 2008-2009
fiscal year and did not affect state
appropriations for the upcoming
2007-2008 fiscal year. While larger
community colleges are taking a
“wait and see” approach, Clarendon
and other small colleges are taking

steps now to deal with the loss of
funds, effectively spreading the loss
over two budget years.

During a budget workshop last
week, Auvenshine told CC Regents
that he has seen budgets on the bone
before, but this year’s proposed CC
budget “is in the marrow.”

“We've got deferred mainte-
nance, purchases that we’re not
making, and vacant staff positions,”
he said.

Auvenshine said money is being
held in reserve from this year's
appropriation in case it'’s needed
next year. If state leaders restore the
college’s lost funding, that reserve
money can be reallocated to expenses
needed right now.

Ferguson  emphasized that
Individual landowners interested
in proposing a SAFE plan should
consider partnering with other land-
owners or special-interest groups in
order to increase the number of acres
proposed for enrollment because
approved SAFE plans must, at a
minimum, result in a county-wide
impact on restoration of habitat for
the targqt species.

“A good proposal will encom-
pass a sizeable geographic area and
include not only the target species,
plantings and related details, but will
offer a monitoring plan that indicates

how success will be tracked; the plan
will also provide a baseline for where
we're at today as well as a vision of
where we want be in the future with
regard to species restoration,” said
Ferguson

The committee must conduct
an in-depth, comprehensive review
of the public school accountability
system to study the mission, orga-
nizational structure, and practices
of similar systems in other states
and the requirements established by
federal law.

The bill requires that the gover-
nor, lieutenant governor, and speaker
of the House of Representatives
appoint the fifteen committee mem-
bers and requires that the committee
is co-chaired by the presiding officers
of standing committees of each house
of the legislature with primary juris-
diction over public education.

Memory lapses not necessarily Alzheimer’s

Many people believe that
memory loss and aging go hand-in-
hand: as a person gets older his or
her memory begins to fail. Not true!
Whether they care to admit it or not,
many people think that their forget-
fulness is the first sign of Alzheimer's
disease. However, we now know that
most people remain both alert and
able as they age, although it may take
llemlouaenolemnberthmgs

infarct dementia. Dementia seriously
affects a person’s ability to carry out
daily activities.

Sometimes older people have
emotional problems that may cause
memory loss and be mistaken for
dementia. Feeling sad, lonely, wor-
ried or bored may be more common
for some older adults for a variety
of reasons. Adapting to change may
leave some people feeling confused
or forgetful. Emotional problems can
be eased by supportive friends and
family or by professional help from a
health provider or counselor.

Stress, anxiety or depression can

make a person more forgetful. For-

caused by these emotions

when the feelings fade. However, if
these feelings last for a long period of

R A O

time, getting help from a professional
is important. Treatment may include
counseling or medication, or a com-
bination of both.

In fact, there are several condi-
tions that may be treated or reversed
which cause memory problems.
Reversible conditions can be caused
by a high fever, dehydration, vitamin
deficiency and poor nutrition, bad
reactions to medicines, problems
with the thyroid gland or a minor
head injury.

People who are worried about
memory problems should see their
health provider. If he or she believes
that the problem is serious, then a
thorough evaluation may be recom-

‘mended. A complete medical exami-

nation for memory loss may include
gathering information about medical

history, including use of prescription
and over the counter medicines, diet,
past medical problems and general
health.

Exercise is important to keep
your body healthy but it is also
important for your mind. The brain
needs exercises and challenges so
that it can remain active and keep up
with your daily life. Try to challenge
your brain daily to keep it active and
alert. Also, remember that a healthy
diet is very important to the body’s
function and especially to the mind.

Some physical and mental
changes occur with age in healthy
people. However, much pain and
suffering can be avoided if older
adults, their families and their health
providers recognize that memory loss
is not part of normal aging.
