Why and how do "wo the people” 

retain power over our government?
“The framer* of our Constitution,” 

wrote the late Senator Heury Cabot 
Lodge, “did not believe that any 
man or any body of men could safely 
be entrusted with unlimited power. 
They thought, and all experience 
Justified them In thinking, that hu­
man nature could not support the 
temptation which unlimited power 
always brings.”

It la for this reason that our 
Constitution la made paramount to 
the govermont Itself, restricts the 
power which It grant* to our govern­
ment. distribute* what powers It 
doea grant among three branches— 
Congress, the Executive and the 
Federal Courts; makes each branch 
Independent of the others; declares 
that all power* not granted in the 
Constitution "are reserved to the 
States or to the people," and pro­
vides that amendments may be made 
not by Congress or the Executive or

the Court but only by the people dl 
rect or through their State leglsla 
tures.

the legislative galleries, and in­
tently watching the effects to raise 
revenues by taxing the pipe line 
companies, the oil, sulphur, and 
other natural resource groups.

It has been the biggest, most 
powerful lobby Texas has ever 
witnessed in Austin. It is confid­
ently and complacently awaiting 
the verdict of “no taxes.”

Meanwhile the destiny of our 
unfortunate people lies in the 
hands of the Legislature.

The people have been told that 
I want to lay heavy taxes upon all 
the people.

After the Legislature voted 
these appropriations and went 
home last June, every one knew 
then that we were going to have 
another session in September to 
raise the money to pay the bill. 
But when I announced six or seven 
weeks ago that I was going to re­
commend taxes on the big pipe 
line companies, and others who 
have been growing pompous and 
prosperous by draining our natur­
al resources—then the hue and 
cry started.

When I said that I had recom­
mended these same taxes before, 
that the program had been scut­
tled and that I was going to find 
out at this special session who was 
running Texas—that’s when the 
selfish interests, through their 
mouthpieces, started a campaign 
of propaganda. .

They tried to make real estate 
owners believe that the people’s 
program would raise their taxes; 
but they overlooked that fact that 
I had helped to lower these prop­
erty taxes to the lowest point in 
over twenty years. They an­
nounced a great taxpayers march 
on Austin. 68 marchers finally 
rolled into Austin in Cadillacs 
and limousines, headed by a man 
whose chamber of commerce or­
ganization receives two thousand 
dollars a year contribution from 
the sulphur company alone.

SUMNER SAYS 
CREDIT NEAR 

DANGER POINT
AGRICULTURAL PROGRAM TO 

GIVE FARMER MORE IN­
COME PRIMARY NEED

An agricultural program to give 
30,000,000 farmers their share of 
the national income and increase 
their buying power is needed to 
prevent another depression far 
worse than that of the early thir­
ties, Congressman Hatton W. Sum­
ners told members of the Dallas 
Agricultural Club Monday in the 
Jefferson Hotel.

Should cotton again fall to Be a 
pound, wheat to 30c a bushel and 
corn to 20c, that depression is 
not far off, Sumners said. This 
time the Nation is in worse shape, 
for the Federal credit is a t the 
danger point with a debt nearing 
forty billion dollars.

“If you don’t think the situation 
is serious, just think,” he added. 
“We are faced with the second 
largest cotton crop in history, do­
mestic consumption only a little 
above average, but exports far 
below average.

“The first thought is to restrict 
acreage. But when you take mil­
lions of acres out of cotton, what 
will become of those unemployed 
tenants—thousands of them—who 
will be thrown on the streets? W'e 
have simply lost our way in a

walked the floor and ranted that 
it would ruin Texas.

I ’m not the only chief executive 

criticized for calling special ses­
sions. When a few days ago Pres­
ident Roosevelt called a special 
session of Congress to help the 
farmers, he said: “I know that 
many enemies of democracy will 
say that it is bad business, bad 
for the tranquility of the country, 
to have a special session . . . ”

I’m glad the President has call­
ed Congress to try to do something 
for the farmers of the nation; and 
I have no apologies for calling this 
special session to help our own 
needy.

I say that when we have placed 
a just tax upon our natural re­
sources, 85 per cent of which goes 
outside the State, when we have 
passed an income tax levied upon 
the earnings of twenty pipe line 
companies who made over seventy- 
eight million dollars net profit in
one your, when we have done these thtnee, then It will be time to telle
about a sales tax.

I didn't have to call thla special 
session except for my conscience. 
I could have taken the easy route; 
and then these special interests 
would have called me great. iBut 
I’ve gone about the State, and I’ve 
seen misery and want.

I’ve done my part. I've called 
this Legislature in special session 
and made my recommendations. 
For these things I shall continue 
to fight. Rut the destiny of our 
unfortunate people lies in the 
hands of Legislature.

1 Sumners blamed the high pro- 
1 tective tariff for many of the 
j  farmers’ ills prior to 1932. High 
' duties give the industrial East 
I protection for their products and 
high prices, but the farmer is 
forced to sell on an unprotected 
market.

“By all means we must develop 
a program that will regain our 
cotton export market. Any do­
mestic policy that will discourage 
exports is unwise,” Sumners said. 
“It is easier to hold a market than 
to regain a lost one.’’

Sumners said the only alterna­
tive is to give the farmer who 
exparts surplus products a sub­
sidy or his buying power will fall. 
And when 30,000,000 farmers have 
their incomes drained and the 
whole system is thrown out of 
commission, he continued.

We must guard against the 
mistakes causing the 1032 disas­
ter,” Sumners pointed out. “If un- 
other depression comes—and I am 
not so sure it won’t—we are in 
danger of losing such heritages as 
free speech, press and religion. 
When these go there is no public 
opinion left and a dictator takes 
control.

“I never want to see the day 
when the American people are di­
rected by one man living in Wash­
ington or any other place. 'But that 
is inescapable unless we use all 
our ingenuity in working out of 
impending difficulties.”

The speaker said one encourag­
ing sign is the way the American 
people are thinking along econo­
mic lines—thinking for themeel- 
vcs. He said there had been more 
constructive thinking on what is 
good government since 1932 than 
in the twenty years prior to that 
date.

“As long as you are interested 
in pulling out of these holes, there 
is no danger. You 110 business­
men and farmers gathered here 
are evidence of the interest. Ten 
years ago when times were good 
and there were no fears you could­
n’t get twenty-five out to a meet­
ing to discuss the farm problem 
because no one thought there was 
any.

This is our main weapon to use 
in this fight to survive—enlight­
ened public opinion, a desire for 
better self-government.

“It must be applied to the farm 
problem. By increasing his in­
come the debt can gradually be 
erased and we can breathe more 
easily,” he concluded.

WASHINGTON — One of the 
biggest publicity campaigns ever 
undertaken will precede the gov­
ernment’s census of America's un­
employed next month.

Frank R. Wilson, director of in­
formation at the national unem­
ployment census office, caid it 
would be comparable in scope to 
the campaigns organized to put 
across the NRA and Liberty Loan 
sales during the World War.

The drive, which will include a 
fireside talk by President Roose­
velt, will be designed to get every 
person in th#' country who is whol­
ly or partially out of work to fill 
out a census card and put it in a 
mail box. Postmen will distribute 
the cards to the nation’s 31,000,- 
000 families on November 16 and 
,17. The deadline for returning 
them is midnight, November 20.

The publicity campaign, Wilson 
said, will be based on the theory 
that "unemployment ig a deficit on 
the balance sheet of everybody” 
and that all citizens, therefore, 
will benefit in obtaining an ac­
curate survey.

To carry on the drive then the 
census office is counting on the 
cooperation of the mayors of 12,- 
000 cities, 700 radio stations which 
will be a s k e d  to make a total of 
1,700 spot announcements, 12,000 
weekly newspapers, hundreds of 
daily newspapers and thousands of 
civic leaders.

pecially about England and Am 
erica and their theories.

Although most events of which 
Steffens was an observer are in­
terpreted in their true light and 
significance, he went far wrong in 
the last chapter on his predic­
tions about Hoover and his hand­
ling of the depression. Steffens 
believed that Hoover would help 
the country through big business, 
but he helped big business which 
did not help the country. While 
Steffens cannot be blamed too 
much for his mistake, $ince al 
most everyone else made it too 
it seems strange that ha could 
not see Hoover was doing openly 
what all other politicians had done 
covertly, since Steffen, teem* to 
be such an authority on practices 
of this sort.

The only other outstanding fault 
of the book was that the author 
changed his method of relating his 
story. In the first part of the 
book everything was about him' 
self, his thoughts, and emotions; 
the latter part was concerned 
chiefly with the people in general 
and thair action and reactions and 
what prompted them. The book 
would have been much more co­
herent had Steffens followed one 
course or the other entirely. And 
since it is entitled an Autobio­
graphy he should have stuck to his 
subject.

Although, however, it is a book 
which is well-worth anyone’s time 
and serious consideration, for it 
gives so many sidelights on mod­
ern history and enables one to bet­
ter understand reaent trends.

NORTHWEST TEXAS 4-H BOYS 
BUSY WITH CALF FEEDING

COLLEGE STATION. — Coun­
ty agents from Northwest Texas 
send in interesting accounts of the 
accomplishments of 4-H club boys 
In t h e i r  b e e f  c a l f  f e e d in g  w o rk .

Bugene Caldwell of the Close 
City community in Garza county is 
one of the smallest 4-H club boys 
engaged in feeding beef calves in 
his community. He weighs his 
Herefords steer every month and 
during the period of 30 days the 
steer gained 90 pounds. The aver­
age gain for 90 days was 2.3 
pounds a day and Eugene believes 
he can get the gain up to 3 pounds 
per day. By weighing the calf 
at 30-day intervals the effect of 
the ration can be seen, and if cor­
rections need to be made, the 
weight basis record is used.

James and Richard Peters and 
Ed and Hall Wells who live near 
Wellington in Collingsworth coun­
ty, in working out the cost of their 
beef producing 925 pounds of 
beef. These boys bought their 
calves from the J. M. Crews ranch 
and started them on feed in April. 
The initial weight of the four cal­
ves was 825 pounds. In August 
the calves weighed 1,750 pounds. 
They are being fed a ration of 
whole oats, milo maize, pea cake, 
and hay. Each calf is on a nurse 
cow.

James Butler, 4-H club boy of 
Bomarton community in Baylor 
county has fed calves for show for 
the past three years. This year 
he is launching out into commerc 
ial feeding and with the aid of his 
county agricultural agent he haa 
selected 15 steer calves from the 
home herd of grade Hereford cows 
and purebred bulls. They are in 
the class of good feeders, weigh­
ing 410 pounds on the average, 
and he values them at $461.22. He 
produces his own feed.\

AUSTIN, Texas—State Health 
Officer Geo. M. Cox urges all par­
ents of children between the ages 
of six months and ten days who 
have not been immunized against 
diphtheria, to take them to their 
family physician and have this 
done at once.

The first ten months of 1937 
saw 1,635 cases of diphtheria re­
ported to the Texas State Depart­
ment of Health. This is an in­
crease over 1936’s figures, and 
shows the need of immunization 
of children in this age group.

It was not many years ago that 
parents dreaded diphtheria because 
of inability of the medical pro­
fession to cither prevent or cure 
the disease. But today when we 
know both the cause and the cure; 
there is no obstacle but negligence (lOVemOr Signs 
which will prevent the complete 
elimination of the disease in Tex-

the very young children, and it 
U especially important that im­
munization against it be given 
early in a child’s life. In young 
children there is practically no 
reacation to the injection. Immun­
ization has been proven to give 
absolute protection.

“It is in the power of the 
parents of Texas, cooperating with 
their physicion and the Health De­
partment, to. eliminate the dis­
ease,” Dr. Cox stated. “In about 
six months after immunization the 
child should be given a Schick 
test to determine whether furth­
er treatment is necessary. Early 
immunization against diptheria is 
a routine procedure with up-to- 
date physicians. Cooperate with 
your family physician and your 
community and make early im­
munization a regular practice in | 
Texas.
