SETTLED IN COUNTY AT OLD 

ROWIE. ONE MILE EAST OF 
HEDLEY 30 YEARS AGO

Funeral services for C. B. Dick­
son, 93-year-old pioneer o f W tst 
Texas and the county’s last Con­
federate veteran, were conducted 
Saturday afternoon at the First 
Methodist Church o f Hedley.

Charles 'Bradshaw Dickson, fa ­
miliarly known as “ Uncle Char­
ley,” died at the family home at 
Hedley last Thursday afternoon 
following an illness o f nine 
weeks.

Deceased had been in failing 
health for the last few years but 
had only recently boasted that 
he could pick 150 pounds o f cot­
ton a day.

Bom in North Carolina Nov. 20, 
1844, he moved his family to the 
Panhandle from east Texas in 
1907 settling a mile west of the 
present town o f Hedley, at old 
Rowe. He was widely known as 
a master farmer until his retire­
ment 18 years ago. At the time 
o f his death he was residing with 
a daughter, Mrs. J. G. Guill.

He had been a member of the 
Church o f Christ for more than 
60 years, and was still an active 
worker until a short time before 
his death. He and his wife had 
been married for 60 years.

Survivors are Mrs. Dickson and 
eight children, R. G. Dickson, Hot 
Springs, Ark.; Jim A. Dickson, 
Wellington; Will T. Dickson, 
iQueil; John G. Dickson, Hedley; 
Sam II. Dickson, Arnett, Okla; 
Mrs. Lillie GniU, Hedley; Hensley 
G. Dickson, Amarillo; and Mrs. 
D. B. Smith, Amarillo; 43 grand 
children and 16 great-grandchil­
dren.

The Texas Agricultural Conserv­
ation Committee expects payments 
under the 1937 Agricultural Con­
servation Program t,o start shortly 
after the first o f December, ac­
cording to Ge. Slaughter, Whar­
ton, chairman o f the group.

The committee, in the course of 
its monthly meeting at Texas A. 
and M. College, indicated that 
most of the payments would be 
made in December, January, and 
February. S

“ The state AAA office at Col­
lege Station is equipped to check 
applications and to pass them on 
to the General Accounting Office 
at the rate o f some 3,000 a day,” 
Slaughter said. “ This means that 
the limiting factor in paying farm­
ers and ranchmen is the number 
o f  applications which we receive 
from the counties.”

No payments can be made to 
any county until it has sent in at 
least 75 percent of its total appli­
cations, according to Slaughter. 
This minimum has been set as the 
lowest figure from which the 
county expenses of administering 
the program can be calculated. 
The county expenses are deducted 
from the payments.

The committee took steps to 
urge counties to send in their 
applications for payments as soon 
as possible. Meanwhile the com­
mittee pointed out that farmers 
had until December 31 to earn 
payments under the 1937 program 
by sowing soil building crops, es­
pecially winter legumes, and by 
carrying out other conservation 
payments.

“ Texas farmers earned only 
about four and a half million dol­
lars in payments out of the more 
than six million allotted to the 
State under the 1936 program,” 
Slaughter said.

THE TRAP

A cotton shipping concern at Galveston had a page 
advertisement in the Texas Weekly in its issue of Novem­
ber 27th, propounding questions to “ Mr. Texas Farmer,” 
which to our mind richly deserves careful study in these 
days of mixed thimking on the matter of crop control and 
the tariff policy of the government. Read the following 
and face the facts outlined:

‘Do you know that only 10 per cent of your cotton 
is used in America, or only one out of every ten bales 
you raise ?

“ Do you know that 00 per cent of your cotton is 
used by foreign countries, such as Europe and Japan, who 
use nine out of every ten bales you raise?

“ If the cotton mills of Europe and Japan won’t buy 
your cotton, do you think you can still sell all the cotton 
you raise to American mills? If so, why?

“ Do you believe that other Southern cotton growers 
nearer the cotton mills than you are, will let you sell any 
greater share in America than you do now? If so, why?

“ If your share of cotton sold to American mills will 
he only ten percent of what you raise, can you make a 
living on iust one half out of every ten bales you take to 
the market? Who will buy the other nine bales?

“ Do you believe the Government will always take care 
of the other mine bales you can’t sell to Europe or Japan?

‘Do you know that whether there were large crops or 
small crops in Texas, your share of cotton sold to American

mills has been about the same, just one of your ten bales, 
so why do you believe that you can increase your share 
of cotton sold to American mills after Europe and Japan 
have stopped buying your cotton?

“ Do you believe that foreign cotton mills deliberately 
try to buy your cotton below what it costs you to raise it?

“ Do you know that these foreign cotton mills have 
paid just as much or more for your cotton and have 
bought mine times more of your cotton than American 
mills have?

“ Have you heard a lot about “ shipping the fertility of 
your soil to Europe”  by selling Europe cheap cotton? The 
answer is, Yes.

“ Have you ever heard of any criticism of “ shipping 
the fertility of your soil to Massachusetts,” who doesn’t 
pay any more for your cotton than Europe does? The 
answer is, NO.

“ Why then blame Europe and Japan for not paying 
more for your cotton than Massachusetts does?

“ Do you know that Massachusetts charges you about 
twice as much for your cotton shirts and cotton overalls 
made from Texas cotton, as you would pay Europe and 
Japan for the same shirts or overalls?

AUSTIN— The attention o f Tex­
ans was turned anxiously this 
week towaj-d Washington, where 
the House and Senate prepared 
to begin work on farm legislation.

WOULD PRORATE 
PRODUCTIONN

With the virtue o f being new, 
at least, was the latest suggestion, 
offered to the House Agriculture 
Committee, by Ernest O. Thomp­
son, Texas railroad commissioner, 
who journeyed to Washington at 
the invitation of Marvin Jones. He 
suggested that the proper appli­
cation of prorated production—the 
method which brought the Texas 
oil business out o f the doldroms 
of huge overproduction and ten- 
cent oil into steady .reasonable 
prosperity—might be applied to 
the cotton production situation. He 
told how consumer demand for 
oil is estimated in advance by the 
•Federal Bureau of Mines, and 
production allowables are fixed by 
the various producing states, by 
co-operation through the Oil 
States’ Compact Commission.

OIL SHUTDOWN

Meanwhile, a mild furore de­
veloped over conditions in the 
production of Texas other and 
greatest “ crop” —crude oil. With 
the 24,000th well completed in 
the giant East Texas field, and 
with a State law prohibiting the 
Railroad Commission from reduc­
ing any well below the marginal 
minimum o f 20 barrels daily, the

allowable, resulting from the shut­
down, but was quieted effectively 
when his colleagues pointed to a 
ruling by the Attorney General 
holding the Commission cannot 
permit such a makeup. Continued 
drilling in East Texas eventually 
will bring on a crisis, in which 
Texas will either have to amend 
the margin allowable law, or dis­
regard the Federal estimate of 
consumer demand for oil, unless 
demand for oil should take a sud­
den and unexpected upturn.

GOVERNMENT COSTS UP 
The State, during the fiscal 

year ended August 31, took in 
$11)2,078,728, and spent $186,386,- 
244, a study by R. S. Calvert sta­
tistician for Comptroller George 
Sheppard showed this week. But 
the general revenue fund is some 
$15,000,000 in the "red” because 
most o f the Stale's income is ear­
marked for special funds, such as 
schools, roads, unemployment com­
pensation, old age pensions, etc. 
Of the State’s income, signifi­
cant contributions were made by 
the gasoline tax, which accounted 
for 26.32 cents of each dollar; 
gross .receipts taxes 12.71 cents;

liquor taxes 2.44 cents; beer tax 
1.14; automobile license 4.73 cents; 
Federal, county and other aid pro­
duced 4.76 cents.

Highway building and main­
tenance and school maintenance 
continued to lead the list o f gov­
ernmental expenditures, roads ac­
counting for 36.75 cents of each 
dollar spent and schools 20.5)6 
cent*. P en sion . into third
place with >20,519,716 or 14.17 
cents out of each dollar spent. Ex­
cluding non-revenue items, the 
State took in $154,120,274 and ex­
pended for governmental costs a 
total o f $144,770,274 during the 
fiscal year. Incidentally, the cost 
o f the legislature rose from $325,- 
146 in 1936 to $958,109 in 1937.

Social Security Question Box
(Editor’s Note: This is one 

of a series o f questions and 
answers being published by 
this newspaper for the bene­
fit o f employers, workers and 
others affected by the Social 
Security Act.)
QUESTION: What should an 

employee do if he loses his Soc­
ial Security account card? What 
should he do if he has been is­
sued more than one account 
ci»rd ?

ANSWER: If an employee loses 
his account card, he should re­
port such loss to the nearest of- 
lice o f  the Social Security Board. 
He will be requested to fill out 
another application for account 
number, Form SS-5, and should 
show at line 14 the place and date 
of filing his original application,

and the reason for requesting a 
duplicate number. The application 
will then be forwarded to Balti­
more, Maryland, for issuance of 
the cfupTicate card.

If an employee received two or 
more account cards, he should re­
tain one o f the cards, preferably 
the one he has previously used, 
and forward the remainder issued 
to him to the nearest office o f the 
Social Security Board, advising 
the number o f the card retained. 
An employee should have only one 
account number, so that all wages 
paid to him may be accurately 
recorded to his credit under a 
single old-age insurance account.

PURCHASING POWIER OF
CATTLE IS AFFECTED

Cattle numbers and the purch­
asing power of cattle follow cy­
cles varying from 14 to 16 years 
in length, according to W. E. Mor­
gan, economist o f the Extension 
Service division of Texas A. and 
M. College.

When the purchasing power of 
cattle is high, production is stim­
ulated, and cattle numbers in­
crease, Morgan points out. On 
the other hand, when purchasing 
power is low, production is cur­
tailed.

In 1920, there were about 49 j 
million head of cattle in the U. 
S., Morgan says. In that year a 
steer was worth, in terms of what 
the ranchmen could buy with the 
proceeds of the sale, 79 percent 
as much as it was in the years 
1910 to 1911. In 1900, 10 years 
later, there were 38 million head 
o f cattle in the country and a 
steer was worth 34 percent more 
in buying power than it was in 
1910-14.

The book, “ On Mediterranean 
Shores”  was written by Emil Lud­
wig as he travelled through the 
countries which he describes in 
the book. The author had travel­
led through ' the countries border­
ing the Mediterranean sea in prev­
ious years, and in his book he 
compares the conditions at dif­
ferent times. A chapter is given 
to each country, and the most 
important features of each are 
discussed fully.

Interest is intensified by the 
author’s vivid descriptions. The 
discussion o f the queer customs of 
the people is the chief attraction 
of the book. Hospitality is a 
noticeable characteristic of the na­
tives, Ludwig and the party ac­
companying him always being 
cordially received by the natives. 
Quaint methods o f farming are 
interesting because the natives 
have no modem machinery but 
use primitive tools. The water 
from the Nile River is used for 
irrigation in Egypt. A complicat­
ed method of irrigation is used, 
but very unlike the method used 
in the United States. Idol worship 
i., very common in the Mediter­
ranean countries; however, Chris­
tianity is becoming known. Images 
of gods and goddesses are in every 
country, and it is a common thing 
to see the natives paying honor 
to them. In the majority o f the 
countries, a girl o f fourteen is 
considered capable o f doing the 
duties o f a housewife.

Ludwig gives gome of the his­
torical background of these coun­
tries. Statutes o f great men are 
to be seen in the cities or coun­
tries in which they were born. 
Ruins of old buildings which are 
interesting to all foreigners are 
given little attention by the na­
tives.

“ On Mediterranean Shores”  con­
tains almost three hundred pages 
and provides easy reading. Its 
color and interest can only be in­
dicated in a review. To appreciate 
the author’s style, a person must 
read the book.

HISTORY THROUGH TITLES

Another Brazoria pape.r, "The 
Single Star,”  reflects the period of 
statehood, and in 1839 one finds 
the annexation problem mirrored 
in the title, “ National Intelligenc­
er,”  a Houston paper. A still later 
publication, begun in Austin in 
1846, looks to the future as the 
"New Era.”

LIBRARY NOTES
(By Mrs. C. A. Burton)

In the early 1700’s Lady Mary 
Wortley Montague said, “ No en­
tertainment is so cheap as read­
ing, nor any pleasure so lasting.”  
Can you imagine Lady Mary’s joy, 
could she but come back to earth 
and visit a modern book store. Or 
even revel in the joys of a book 
catalogue. One reviewer says, 
“ Whether you read fiction to be 
lifted out of yourself, to be men­
tally stimulated, or just to be 
scared to death, you will find what 
you are looking for in the realism, 
romance and mystery stories from 
which you may choose.”  And an­
other suggests that the Christmas 
displays of books contain the fin­
est fiction, notable biographies, 
detective stories, books on world 
affairs and politics, top-notch hu­
mor, poetry, essays, nature, art, 
literature, music, history, religion, 
cook books, garden books, travel 
books, children’s books and on 
and on—every interest in life rep­
resented.

And among the authors promin­
ently mentioned are Rachel Field, 
Phil Stong, Faith Baldwin, Chris­
topher Mo.rley, E. Phillips Oppen- 
heim, Mary Roberts Rinehart and 
again on and on. Prominently men­
tioned among the late books of 
none-fiction are Amelia Earhart's 
“ World Flight,” the story of her 
experiences on that last journey 
as wirelessed back until the tragic 
silence came; V. Sackville-West’s 
“ Pepita” ; Mrs. Roosevelt’s auto­
biography; the life of Madame 
Curie written by her daughter; 
“ Cleopatri” by Ludwig; “ The Im­
portance of Living” by Lin Yu- 
tang—these are only a few of the 
many.

Arnold Bennett said, “ The aim 
of literary study is not to amuse 
the hours of leisure; it is to awake 
oneself, it is to be alive, to in­
tensify one's capacity for pleasure, 
for sympathy, and for compre­
hension. It is to change utterly 
one’s relation with the world.”

You remember that Dale Carne­
gie’s “ How To Win Friends and 
Influence People” was immediately 
followed by Irving Tressler’s "How 
To Lose Friends and Alienate Peo 
pie.” But Mr. Tressler has decided 
that it is impossible to burlesque 
nnything—people have taken him 
seriously and have been tremen­
dously interested, and as a result 
he has won many new friends.

Dr. A. J. Cronin, author o f the 
leading best <eller just now, "The 
Citadel,”  recently arrived in Am­
erica, and expects to go to Holly 
wood for conferences curly in De­
cember. It is said that he wrote 
more than 200 stories before suc­
cess cam e as a w riter. H is "H a t ­
ter’s Castle” is the only one of 
his books on our shelves.

I almost said much o f our lit­
erature, but instead I will say, 
that much o f the writing o f the 
present day is very “ modernistic,” 
to say the least. As, for instance, 
the gtaement carried the past week 
that the love story o f the Duke 
and Duchess o f Windsor had been 
done into a poetic drama of five 
scenes with prologue and epilogue, 
entitled “ Sovereign.” The author is 
Hazel Zimmerman. But the same 
page carried the statement that 
the first complete edition o f the 
works o f John Milton, started by 
the Columbia University Press in 
1931, will shortly be completed. 
Milton died in November of 1674. 
I dare say, however, that the 
Duke and Duchess will get more 
readers than will Milton.

There has been much public agi­
tation, politically and otherwise, 
of the evils of the share-cropper 
situation and o f the problems of 
the tenant system. These are 
graphically portrayed in several 
recent books. One of these is “ The 
Share-Cropper” by Charlie May 
Simon. This is written in the style 
o f  a case worker’s record, portray­
ing very vividly by the poverty 
and hopelessness of the situation 
of the transient, illiterate share­
cropper class, but failing to deal 
with but one side of the situation 
and giving no constructive sug­
gestions. Then there is the book, 
“ I Was a Share-Cropper,” written 
by Harry Harrison Kroll. The 
scene o f this story is the Wert 
Tennessee Swamplands and it is

said to be an intimate and disturb­
ing chronicle of the fear and hun­
ger and squalor, the simplicity and 
resourcefulness and dignity of a 
peculiar people— a symbol o f the 
struggle o f a people against the 
soil.

In 1935 Erskine Caldwell pub­
lished an essay on the share­
cropper situation that was so dis­
quieting that much o f the discus­
sion of this age-old question re­
sulted. He followed this with 
“ Tobacco Road”  which is showing 
to throngs of people who are filled 
with consternation and horror at 
its revelations o f a phase of life 
of which they have not even 
dreamed. And now his latest story 
is "You Have Seen Their Faces,” 
written in collaboration with Mar­
garet Bourke-White. This is large­
ly a collection o f photographs 
which tell their own story— taken 
by Mrs. Bourke-White, one of

America’s leading photographers. 
It is a story o f the deep South 
which includes cotton - growing 
East Texas. All the poverty and 
tragedy o f this phase o f life is 1 
shown, but Erskine Caldwell offers | 
real constructive criticisms which 
may help in solutions.
