Elisha L. Blanks, 48, and Joyce 
L. McCrary, 16, met sudden death 
Wednesday morning at 7:30 o ’clock 
when the automobile in which they 
were riding was struck by a north­
bound Ft. Worth & Denver pass­
enger train, at the crossing just 
west of the stock pens in the east 
part of the city.

Mr. Blanks and young McCrary, 
who live in the northeast part of 
Clarendon, had been to town early 
Wednesday to get the Blanks’ 
Ford sedan serviced before they, 
with the Blanks family, departed 
for Amarillo to attend the Mother- 
in-law Day celebration.

They were on their way to the 
Blanks home when the accident oc­
curred. The car appeared to have 
been hit broadside, badly mangling 
the bodies. ,

There were no witnesses to the 
tragedy and Justice of the Peace 
W. A. Davis, who investigated, 
said they met death by accident.

After being struck by the late 
passenger train the car was car­
ried approximately 300 yards on 
the front part o f the engine, 
across a small railroad bridge 
where bridge obstructions com­
pletely demolished the car.

All farmers who raised cot­
ton in 1937 are entitled and 
urged to vote Saturday.

Voting boxes will be at the 
following places Saturday 
from 9:00 a. m., to 7:00 p. 
m.

The first referenda under the 
new Agricultural Adjustment Act 
o f 1938 will'be held on March 12 
among the cotton farmers and pro­
ducers o f flue-cured, fire-cured 
and dark air-cured tobacco, Secre­
tary Wallace announced last week. 
The outcome of the referenda will 
determine whether marketing 
quotas will be applied to these 
commodities in 1938.

Marketng quoita* cannot be 
used except with the approval of 
a large majority o f the farmers 
since the Act itself provides that 
if more than one-third o f the pro­
ducers voting in a referendum 
vote against the quotas, they will 
not go into efect.

The refernda regulations pro­
vide for a voting place in each 
community where cotton, flue-cur­
ed or dark tobacco are grown. The 
polls will not open lateT than 9:00 
a. m. and close at 7:00 p. m.

Each producer who grew cotton, j ers receiving between 5 and 15
flue-cured or dark tobacco in

commodity.

The Adjustment Art provides 
for a national cotton allotment 
of approximately 10,750,006 bales 
in 1938. The tentative cotton al­
lotment for Texas in 1938 will be 
about 9,800,000 acres. The number 
of acres needed, at normal yields, 
to produce the baleage allotment 
will be apportioned to the cotton 
producing states and counties, 
with no county to receive less 
than 60 percent of the cotton 
acreage planted and diverted in 
that county in 1937. The county 
allotment will be divided among

acres. The remainder o f the 
county allotment will be divided in 
such manner as to give each farm 
in the county or administrative 
area a uniform percentage o f the 
cropland on the farm after exclud­
ing wheat and rice acreage and 
the acreage used for commercial 
livestock production a* its cotton 
acreage allotment. No fa-m may 
have an allotment greater than its 
planted anil diverted flAtton acre­
age in any of the p a stl^ ^ e  years.

the 1937 crop. In other words, 
the farmer may sell without re­
striction, all the cotton he can 
produce on his allotted acreage. 
On all cotton sold from the farm 
in excess of its marketing quota 
a penalty of 2 cents a pound must 
be paid. This means that if the 
farmer overplants, the cotton sold 
in excess of the actual or normal 
production o f the allotted acres 
will be subject to the 2-cent pen­
alty. The penalty does not apply 
to cotton on farms where the 
total production is less than the 
1,000 lint pounds.

Furthermore, if a farmer 
over-plants he will lost his 1938 
Agricultural Conservation Pro­
gram payment and the Cotton 
Price Adjustment payment to 
which he might be entitled on his 
1937 cotton, and will be eligible 
for a cotton loan on only that 
part o f his cotton produced in 
excess o f his quota and at a rate 
40 per cent lower than the loan 
rate provided for co-operators.

A Santiago news­
paper solved the difficulty and brought about a spirit of 
good feeling when it said it was an act of Providence that 
faced The Christ toward Argentina because that country 
needed watching more than Chili. This brought fourth 
a great laugh from every one, Argentina along with the 
rest, and the matter was amicably settled.

ALL SHOULD HAVE WORK TO DO

If man ever sees a world that is completely and whole­
somely happy, it will be a world wherein it is necessary 
that all men have work to do which is worth doing and 
men are happy. For if the work one does is in itself pleas­
ant, and done under conditions that are neither over-wear­
isome nor over-anxious, man will inevitably be happy.

FOR EFFICIENCY O R^-

Tq say that the crying need of the moment for the 
Nation iis the raising of the national income is to speak a 
simple truth with which all will agree. National income 
of $90,000,000,000 has beer, estimated as necessary to 
bring full employment at a rising standard of living. This 
would be at least $10,000,000,000 more than the 1929 in­
come peak, and about 30 billions beyond 1937, But, the 
questrion is asked— where is such a sum to come from, 
without using the destructive forces of inflation.

The answer to that question is ably put forward by 
E. T. Weir, one of the leaders of the steel industry.

“Where are we to look for this added income?” Mr. 
Weir asked in a recent radio address. And his answer 
was— “Mainly to business and nndustry.”

In his address, Mr. Weir pointed out that the annual 
national income is the money value of everything manu­
factured, mined and grown, plus every service performed 
during the year. This being the case, if the national rin- 
come is to be increase:! we must have greater production 
in business and industry and on the farms.

To insure this increase, the obstacles and regimenta­
tions now preventing dt must be removed. Professional 
stirrers of hate against business must be brought to see 
that large business, small buisr.ess and labor are all in the 
same position and attacks on any part of business hurts the 
whole. At the same time we must ignore those who would 
bring a false raising of the national income through infla­
tion by the simple expedient of just printing more paper 
money that only buys less.

Yes, as Mr, Weir says, business and industry can 
raise the national income. Nothing is impossible in a 
nation united in a common goal.— Industrial Press Service.

H AVE YOU?

Have you sought by word of mouth, stroke of pen, or 
advertising message to extoll the merits of your city, your 
county, your state. It is an endeavor all too often neg­
lected.

The American people, through i-he constitution, have 
specifically given to congress the control over expenditures 
of federal money. They aren’t willing for it to just be 
spent by anybody. And if the people don’t like the way 
it is being spent, then every two years they have a chance 
to kick out of office a third of the senators and all of the 
representatives.

Congress has guarded that responsibility very careful­
ly. It has first passed bills saying that money shall be 
spent for the authorized purposes.

Now, however, the administrators reorganization bill 
has been placed back in the hopper and is about to be 
brought up for debate. If it passes— on the plea of its 
suporters or government efficiency— the office of the 
comptroller general will be abolished. Instead of letting 
the comptroller general say whether the money is being 
properlv spent before it is spent, the bill would establish 
a so-called “post audit” system. In other wordis, it would 
let a minor branch of the treasury determine after the 
money had been sent, whether it was properly spent.

That is not unlike locking the stable door after the 
horse has been stolen.

SYSTEM NECESSARY

Very little can be accomplished in life without some 
method or system. In big or little matters there must be 
a systematic plan faithfully followed in order to bring 
things to pass. Once iin a while real feats are accomplish­
ed by accident or inspiration, but in the main methods and 
system must be adopted if anything worthwhile is achieved.

Slipshod ways of going about the business of life us­
ually lead to chaos, confusion and failure. Efforts put 
forth without some definite kirn is like firing a rifle in the 
air without taking aim. The good manksman or the suc­
cessful hunter aims at something and gets results.

The law of systematic effort is in harmony with 
the universe in which we live. If it were not for law and 
order the solar system and other systems of space would 
soon be in chaos and their life would come to an end. As 
it is the stnrs and planets move for ages in their orbits, 
season follows season, night follows day and this good old 
earth is habitable by man. If mankiind has the good sense 
to work in systematic harmony with the great forces about 
aim, he will be happier and his life more successful.

AUSTIN— Split by the rock of 
internal dissention among its 
members, the Senate investigat­
ing committee, which was held the 
political spotlight in Texas these 
•past two weeks, was out of ac­
tion, probably for the duration of 
the summer campaigns this week. 
The committee unceremoniously 
quit work during its Austin ses­
sion, when Senator Joe Hill and 
Chairman Tom Holbrook walked 
out, breaking a quorum, as Sen­
ator Weinert of Seguin was ab­
sent. The break came after Hill 
attempted to renew his motion for 
subpoenas for the bank accounts 
of Attorney General Bill McCraw, 
Tom C. Clark, his former law 
partner, and the account o f the 
McCraw & Clark partnership. The 
motion lost on a tie vote, Hill and 
Holbrook voting yea, and Sens. 
Collie and Stone no. Then Hill 
moved to recess until Thursday of 
this week, and that motion lost 
by the same vote. Then came the 
walkout, right in the middle of 
crcss-examination o f Land Com­
missioner Bill McDonald, about his 
own personal bank account. With­
out a quorum, the committee au­
tomatically went out of session, 
and can only be called back by 
action of three of its members.

* * *
LAND PROBE ABOUT DONE
The committee did a fairly ef­

fective job of investigating the 
Land Commissioner—the job it or­
iginally began. The adjournment 
will probably have little effect 
upon that phase o f its work, since 
the record already compiled about 
the Land Office is sufficiently 
complete to effect changes in 
Land Office pnoceedure by the 
next session o f  the Legislature, 
most observers here believe. When 
the committee strayed o ff into the 
political arena, and mixed into the 
Governor’s race, it quickly lost 
public confidence, and with a ma­
jority of its own members con­
vinced o f this, it probably will 
hold no more sessions until after 
the primary elections. Bill Mc­
Craw, appearing by invitation at 
the session here this week, serv­
ed notice that he will run for Gov­
ernor, which already knew, then 
underwent a two-hour questioning 
at the hands of Chairman Hol­
brook, in which he answered some 
questions with the greatest o f 
ease, and wise-cracked his way 
around the others in a manner 
that kept the laughing crowd with 
him, and confused the solemn Hol­
brook. Opinion here was that Mc­
Craw, if he didn’t help his race 
by his appearance, certainly didn’t 
hurt it. Meanwhile, Gov. Allred 
still withheld any statement of 
his intentions, but observers here 
almost unanimously had swung 
back to the belief that he will 
not run, and is simply holding o ff 
a commitment until the last poss­
ible minute. Harry Hines, Allred- 
appointed Highway Commissioner, 
and oil man, this week brought 
in a 10,000 barrel well, opening a 
new field in Henderson County,

indicated to close friends he will 
spend some o f his new oil riches 
by entering the race for Gover­
nor, provided Allred stays out.

* •  *

BUDGET TASK 3TARTS
Affecting the pocket-books of 

every tax-paying Texan was the 
work o f Senate finance subcom­
mittee, headed by John Redditt 
of Lufkin, which this week began 
preliminary work on the appro- 
pria bills for the next biennium, to 
be submitted to the regular session 
next January. Under new author­
ity granted by the last session, 
the legislature is given vast power 
to effect economy by reorganiz­
ing departments, through putting 
in or leaving but o f the appro­
priation bills, jobs, departments 
and even whole bureaus. The bud­
get bill worked out by this com­
mittee, however, has to run the 
ghuntlet of the House and Senate, 
and compete witlt the budget com­
piled by the Board of Control, be­
fore it can have any real effect 
upon the state’s expenditures.

LEPROSY TEMPEST
A tempest in a teapot was the 

comment o f State health officials 
this week, anent the sensational 
charge, voiced in New York by 
Dr. Victor G. Heiser, international 
Leprosy expert, that lepers walk 
the streets o f Texas cities. Health 
officials cited official records, 
showing one death and 15 cases 
reported last year, 14 o f the vic­
tims going voluntarily to the Car- 
ville, La., institution for treat­
ment. Most victims are Mexi­
cans, they said, and an open case 
ot tuberculosis represents a men­
ace to the public health about 
100 time* as dangerous as a case 
of leprosy.

FINE FISHING SEASON
A fine fishing season on the 

Texas Gulf coast, due to start

soon because of the mild winter, 
i is seen by Coast experts who 
have been observing the situation 
for years, and Texas salt-water 
sportsmen are already oiling their 
reels. Jim Sorensen, operator o f 
Cottage Haven, at Rockport, 
whose 19 years experience in 
guiding Texas fishermen to where 
they bite, and R. H. Phelp, vet­
eran boatman o f Rockport bay, 
have relayed confidential infor­
mation to this column that pros­
pects were never better in the 
Rockport-Arkansas area, for an 
early and plentiful fishing season. 
A few tarpon already have been 
reported, a month ahead of their 
usual schedule.

NOTES
Speeding on Texas highways is 

so common that few motorists 
actually know what the legal lim­
its are, so the Highway Depart­
ment will soon post large yellow 
signs, warning drivers that the 
maximum legal speed limits are 
45 miles for passenger cars, 40 
for busses and light trucks and 
25 for heavy trucks . . . Independ­
ent school districts are not leg­
ally liable for damages when pu­
pils are injured while attending 
school, under a ruling o f the San 
Antonio Court of Civil Appeals in 
a suit brought by parents o f a 
student at Victoria independent 
school . . . Sixty seven percent 
of reversals of criminal cases by 

1 Texas appeals courts are based 
upon eight grounds, Maury Hugh­
es, Dallas criminal barrister, said 
in a YMCA talk. The grounds are 
hearsay evidence, confessions, mis­
conduct o f  jury, circumstantial 
evidence, improper arguments by 
counsel, mention o f defendant’s 
failure to testify, lack of corro­
borative evidence, and inflamma­
tory rewarks by lawyers . . . Bet­
ter economic conditions in Texas 
are reflected in a reported decline 
in delinquent ad valorem taxes.

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68.599 Persons Are 
On Texas Payroll

AUSTIN—The State Govern­
ment is by far the biggest em­
ployer in Texas. The latest avail­
able figures show that there are
68.599 on the State’s payrolls. 
Public school teachers are in the 
lead, for there are 53,978 of them.

The Highway Department comes 
second, having 7,000 employes in 
the various divisions and 427 
in the main office in Austin. Tex­
as A. & M. College leads other 
educational institutions in em­
ployes, they numbering 1,009. 
Those on the payroll o f the Uni­
versity o f Texas total 923.

In the Capitol group o f state de­
partments the Old Age Assistance 
Board leads with 495. The Live­
stock Sanitary Commission, with 
headquarters in Fort Worth, has 
621 employes and the Texas pris­
on system, 583.

While the Railroad 'Commission 
is set down as having 556, oil 
and gas companies pay a special 
administrative levy for enforce­
ment o f their laws, and this fund 
goes to support of such payroll.

Other Large Employers
Some of the other large em­

ployers in state service include: 
Board o f Control, 254; State 
Comptroller, 349; San Antonio 
state hospital, 417; Terrell state 
hospital, 325; Wichita Falls state 
hospital, 382; agricultural com­
missioner, 159; Insurance Com­
mission, 150; Health Department, 
il42; game department, 161; State 
Liquor Control Board, 286; Pub­
lic Safety Commission, 183; Un­
employment Compensation Com­
mission, 218; educational depart­
ment, 147; judiciary of comptroll­
er's department, 197; Supreme 
Court and Commission of Appeals, 
30; Labor Bureau, 50; State Audi­
tor, 50; Adjutant General, 94; 
Secretary o f State, 48; State 
Treasurer, 60; State Tax Board, 
28.

The State Legislature isn’t so 
badly o ff for workers, for the sur­
vey, which was prepared by John 
T. Smith, Austin tax expert, shows 
466 employed by the Legislature.

The survey points out that a 
custom has grown up under which 
various departments are asking the 
Legislature for special attorneys, 
although the Attorney General’s 
Department is regarded as fur­
nishing lawyers for ail depart­
ments and institutions. The Leg­
islature gave six attorneys to the 
liquor board land and the office 
has three. The state tax com­
missioner, with but 28 employes, 
has three attorneys. The General

Land Office has 72 employes.
The survey shows that the Board 

of Dental Examiners has but one
emptoye and the Board of Medi­
cal Examiners, three. Each of the 
J1 courts of civil appeals has 
seven employes.

Capitol Overcrowded
The Capitol in recent years has 

been overcrowded with boards, bu­
reaus and employes and to house 
them quarters have been rented. 
T1 Forty-fifth Legislature was 
asked to appropriate a large sum 
for a new state office building 
but the bill failed to pass.

For support of all departments, 
boards, bureaus and institutions 
the State Government is now ex­
pending $150,000,000 a year, this 
including highways. * It represents 
an increase of 2,900 per cent in 
government costs in the last 30 
years.

The State has 96 boards of all 
types and 25 were- added in the 
last decade.

If federal, county and city em­
ployes are added to the State’s 
list, the number of government 
workers in Texas would approxi­
mate 150,000, which would form a 
city with a population much larger 
than that of Austin.

While candidates for Governor 
and the Legislature have been 
fond o f urging in platforms dan- 
solidation of bureaus to save ex­
penses, this has never been done.

ANSWER: Every employed per­
son who is under 65 should apply

mer was rather staggering in its 
implications for the southland and 
his native Louisiana. But he is 
coming into the limelight even 
more because o f “ The Buccaneers,” 
DeMille’s screen adaptation of 
Saxon’s biography, “ Lafitte the 
Pirate.”

W. Somerset Maugham’s new 
book, “ The Summing Up,”  is to be 
publsihed the latter part of the 
month. It is said that Maugham 
has had a basis in his own life 
f r many of the experiences at­
tributed to the characters in his 
stories. He was born in France, 
educated in England and Germany, 
trained as a physician and sur­
geon, and was a secret agent 
during the World War.

Dr. A. J. Cronin, during hi 
recent visit, to this country, said 
that his best seller, “ The Citadel,” 
which exposes the medical racke­
teers,” had stimulated the British 
Goevrnment to study ways to 
check the evils revealed in his 
book which he wrote “ to show 
the stocking injustice of humanity.

Aldon Huxley is another Eng­
lish author in America on a lec­
ture tour, and while here he is 
studying large scale projects and 
reading American books dealing 
with economic conditions. Huxley 
is a grandson of the famous 19th 
century scientist who wrote 
“ Man’s Place in Nature,”  and this 
grandson is trying to discover 
man’s place in a universe of con­
flicting ideas. He is passionate­
ly opposed to war, but believes it 
will continue until the people, col­
lectively decide to put an end to 
it. He expresses a contempt for 
those “ desperately conservative 
people of 30 who have aiteriosch- 
lerosis of the mind.”

Mr. Huxlev is tall, black hair­
ed, in which silver is beginning to 
show and speaks in a soft clear 
voice, often humerous. His new 
book is “ Ends and Means,”  but 
the book by which he is best 
known and the only one on our 
shelves is “ Point Counterpoint.”

A thoughtful, timely book, re­
cently published is “ Christianity 
and Sex”  by Richard Cabot, M. 
I). From the time, more than 
thirty years ago, when Dr. Cabot 
wrote “ What Men Live By” he has 
been assured of a welcome for a 
new book. He hus served as chief 
of the medical staff o f Massach­
usetts General Hospital, after­
ward as professor o f social ethics 
at Harvard, and is president of 
the National Conference of Soc­
ial Work. As a result he speaks 
with authority on life. Contrnry 
to much o f the thinking and writ­
ing of the present. Dr. Cabot deals 
with the sex problem from the 
religious side. He says chastity is 
not to be obtained by mere edu­
cation, mucti less by legislation, 
but rather social morality will be 
had through the consecration of 
the affections. The influence of 
Christianity harmonizes flesh and 
spirit. He explodes many theories, 
coming back to the foundation 
principle of the reinforcement 
which comes from Christian 
growth and development o f con­
science.

John A. Lomax is giving the 
public a new enlarged edition of 
his “Cowboy Songs”  sometime 
this spring. It will contain words 
and music o f many o f Mr. Lo­
max’s new discoveries.
