Mary Ann, at Goodnight, t h e  
town named for him.

Vance Johnson, o f the Amarillo 
News, was named secretary o f the 
memorial fund committee a n d  
Mrs. Harold D. Bugbce was nam­
ed treasurer. An executive com­
mittee including the chairman, sec­
retary, J. T. Christian o f Claude, 
Cleo Hubbard of Goodnight and 
J. Claude Wells o f Memphis, was 
chosen.

The committee decided to set 
$1,000 as its goal. Slightly more 
than $1,000 already ha been con­
tributed.

Colonel Goodnight's grave is to 
be marked identically as is that 
of Mm. Goodnight and It is- the 
plan o f the committee to place a 
six-foot from fence around the bur­
ial plot and to erect a suitable 
plaque between the graves cal­
ling attention to the contribution 
Goodnight and his w ife  made to 
the development of the Panhan­
dle.

31.7536 PER CENT OF T IL L ­
ABLE  LAN D  M A  Y  BE 
PLAN TE D  TO COTTON

Donley county cotton farmers 
will be permitted to plant 31.7536 
percent o f their tillable iand in 
cotton this year, according to o f­
ficial figures received by County 
Agent H. M. Rreedlove from the 
State office at College Station.

Each farmer’s cotton allotment 
will be 31.75.36 per cent under 
previsions o f the federal farm 
ucc and no changes are possible.

Farmers who plant both wheat 
and cotton will get their cotton 
allotments cn a slightly different 
basis. The amount of land in 
wheat will be subtracted from | 
the total tillable acres on the | 
farm, then the cotton allotment 
will be 31.7536 per cent o f the 
remaining acres.

The county’s allotment in ac­
res is 43,657.

The per cent for the individual 
quotas is fized by law, Breed­
love said, and is not subject to 
change by any official. Complete 
figures were checked at College 
Station last week and the per cent 
for farmers o f this county was 
calculated by the state officials.

Cotton farmers who plant over j 
their quota will be penalized, but 
those w h o  stay within their 
quota will be permitted to market 
all o f the cotton they produce on 
their allotted acres.

Breedlove received a letter from 
Cnogressman Marvin Jones today 
stating that an amendment to the 
federal farm bill was now be­
fore congress that would a i d 
those cotton farmers whose cot­
ton acreage gets a big cut under 
the existing regulations.

In brief the amendment, Breed­
love said, is “ during 1938 a pro­
ducer must be allowed to .plant 
as much as 59 per cent o f acres 
o f cotton that he planted plus 
his diverted acreage in 1937, i f  
the 50 per cent figure would 
give him a larger cotton allot­
ment than the present county per 
cent,”

There was nothing in Crowley’s 
announcement to indicate he em­
braces the Fergusonian school o f 
political thought. As a lone wolf, 
the experts here do not concede 
Crowley a place as a leading can­
didate, unless he surprises the 
folks and turns out to be a super­
cam pa igr. or. His slashing attacks 
upon utilities and natural resource 
developers are not calculated to 
enlist the interest which contri­
bute most Iibeyally, as a rule, to 
campaign funds, and even the 
candidate himself did not appear 
t.i be very hopeful of his success. 
His talk o f $,'.’ ,000,000 campaign 
funds for Thompson and McCraw 
drew a laugh, and McCraw, talk­
ing o ff the record, remarked: “ I f  
he’ ll show me where there is a 
$2,000,000 campaign fund, I ’ll give 
him half of it, and get out of the 
race."

SENATOR C O N N ALLY  IS FOR 
B ILL TO BOLSTER COTTON

Senator Tom Connally recently 
announced that he will support an 
admendment to the pending tax 
bill to provide processing taxes 
or ta riff equalization taxes on 
cotton to provide additional funds 
locking to parity payments for 
cotton farmers.

“ The amount available,”  Senator 
Tom Connally said, “ under the 
recently enacted farm bill for 
cotton payments and soil conser­
vation payments to cotton farm ­
ers is just a little over one hun­
dred million dollars. This sum is 
■wholly insufficient tb offset the 
loss o f income to cotton farmers 
by reason o f drastic reduction of 
acreage. A tariff equalization or 
processing tax on cotton goods 
is justified on the ground that the 
consumer of cotton goods would 
pay a small increase in price 
which would go directly to the 
cott:n producer. I f  additional 
funds are to be obtained they 
must be secured by such a pro­
cessing tax since the amount 
available from the general reven­
ue has been limited, as above in­
dicated. The processing tax would 
also include rayon, a competitor of 
or substitute for cotton.”

Texas experienced the second 
lowest fire loss year in its his­
tory during 1937, Marvin Hall, 
State fire insurance commissioner, 
announced recently. An unoffic­
ial check o f the Commission’s re­
cords show thut only the 1935 
total of $6,008,363 was below the 
total during the past twelve 
months o f approximately $0,400,- 
000.

“ When contrasted with the 
losses o f former yoars,”  Commis­
sioner Hall explained, “ the 1937 
losses arc surprisingly small. The 
1931 losses amounted to $'17,- 
565,457, the 1930 losses to $17,- 
225,417, and the 1929 losses t i 
$15,604,868. Such a large de­
crease in so few years definitely 
reflects great progress in fire 
prevention and control.”

According to Hall, for the first 
six months o f 1937 the losses 
dipped under any other six-month 
iwriini on record, hut an increase 
in fires over the State generally 
from July to December pushed 
the year’s total up to right above 
that o f 1936.
