"In every household, someone 
m ust count the cans, bottles and 
jars, 8 ounce size or larger of 
fru its and vegetables, on hand at 
m idnight, Saturday, February 20.
T h a t will be a Sunday morning 
task  in some homes. The count 
m ust include canned fruits, can­
ned vegetables (including spices) 
fru it and vegetable juices, soups, 
chili sauce, and catsup. Take from 
the total five cans for each mem­
ber of the family. The new total 
m ust be reported on the Declara­
tion form, or if there are no more 
th an  five cans each, the report 
w ill be ‘None’.

Reports Must Be 
Made to 0DT

According to county agent H. 
M. Breedlove, the office of De­
fense Transportation today re­
minded owners of all commercial 
motor vehicles that all “Idle" 
trucks, pick’ups. buses and other 
vehicles except taxicabs, rental 
cars, ambulances and hearses— 
must report to the district office 
of the ODT. Reports should be 
made on ODT form CWN-3. a 
simple, single sheet form of only 
eight questions which can be ob­
tained from the office of the 
county agent. This form is to be 
filled out and returned to  the of­
fice of the ODT. Owners are re­
quired to list all commercial mo­
tor vehicle's which were idle dur­
ing the last 14 days of the month. 
The report to be filed w ithin five 
days after the lust day of the 
month covered by the form.

Commercial vehicle owners 
with no idle equipment are not 
required to submit a report. Pur­
pose of the report each month on 
“idle” vehicles is to enable the 
office of the ODT to determine 
what proportion of the Nation's 
commercial motor vehicles are 
actually in use, and also how 
many trucks and buses, etc., are 
being unused and might be avail­
able for essential war or civilian 
transportation work. This applies 
only to those owners with “idle" 
commercial vehicles.

Tenant Purchase Program Borrowers 
Hold Meeting Friday, February 12th

The annual meeting of borrow­
ers under the Tenant Purchase 
Program of the Farm  Security 
Administration was held Friday, 
February 12, in the district court 
room. Nine families met to evalu­
ate their progress during the past 
year and for group discussions of 
some of their problems, which are 
made ever more pressing by the 
w ar needs and w ar effort.

A discussion was led by Claude 
Moore, RR Supervisor, on planned 
income and expenditures of the 
group and how the farms actually 
measured up to these plans. He 
brought out the significant fact 
that as a whole the eight farms 
taken into consideration had paid 
an average of three and one half 
yearly paym ents on land in 1942 
as compared w ith the scheduled 
billing of one paym ent each.

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When. Where, and How 
Taxes Are to be Paid

Taxes due on a return filed for 
the  calendar year 1942 may be 
paid in full at the time for the 
filing of the return  on or before 
March 15. 1943 The tax may, at 
the  option of the taxpayer, be paid 
in four equal installments instead 
of in a single payment, in which 
case the first installment is to he 
paid on or 1 efor March 15. the 
second on or before June 15. the 
third on or before Septem ber 15, 
und the fourth on or before Dc- 
Comber 15. 1943 If the taxpayer 
elects to pay his tax in four in­
stallm ents must he equal in a- 
mnunt. but any installment may 
be paid, at the election of the tax ­
payer. prior to the time prescribed 
for its payment If an installment 
is not paid in full on or before the 
date fixed for its payment, the 
whole amount of the tax rem ain­
ing unpaid is required to be paid 
upon notice and demand from the 
collector.

The tax must be paid to the col­
li •ctor of internal revenue for the 
district in which the taxpayer's 
re tu rn  is required to bo filed— 
th a t is, to the collector for the dis­

trict in which is located the tax ­
payer's legal residence or princi- 

I pal place of business in the United 
| States, then to the collector of in­
ternal revenue at Baltimore, 

I Maryland.
In the payment of taxes a frac­

tional part of a cent is to be dis­
regarded unless it amounts to one- 
half cent or more, in which case it 
hall be increased to one cent.

The tax due. if any, should be 
I aid in cash at the collector's of­
fice, or Ijy check or money order 
payable to “Collector of Internal 
Revenue.” In. the case of paym ent 
in cash, the taxpayer should in 
every Instance require and the 
collector should furnish a receipt. 
In the case of payments made by 
check or money order, however, 
the canceled check or the money 
order receipt is usually a suffic­
ient receipt.

21 Million War Ration Books Two 
Now Ready For Distribution

Approximately 21 million War 
Ration Books Two are now in the 
hands of nearly 800 local war 
price and rationing boards in 
Louisiana, Texas, Arkansas, O kla­
homa, Kansas and Missouri, ready 
for distribution to consumers du r­
ing the coming week. The Office 
of Price Administration has been 
working night and day for many 
weeks in order to  have m aterial 
ready for the gigantic task of reg­
istering millions of South w estern­
ers for the point rationing pro­
gram. Thousands of forms have 
been distributed for the registra­
tion of processors, wholesalers, re ­
tailers. industrial users, consum­
ers and others.

It is a gargantuan task that will 
require the patience and coopera­
tion of every consumer and every 
business man. It will require the 
help of thousands of volunteers 
—school teachers, civilian defense 
workers, local rationing board 
volunteers and other public-spirit­
ed citizens. The ground work for 
such a job has been laid in other 
registrations; consequently, it is 
hoped that the work will run 
smoothly. The registration pro­
cedure has been tested hundreds 
of times in order to get the "bugs” 
out of the system. Registrars have 
been trained and hard-working 
local board members have been 
instructed on the entire proced­
ure. All have cooperated 100 per­
cent because it is a job that must 
be done lest we find ourselves 
w ithout food.

The 
consumer merely fills out a con­
sum er declaration form, takes 
War Ration Book One and this 
declaration form to the registra­
tion site and receives War Ration 
Book Two. It is as simple as that.

other necessary forms. The prob­
lem of distribution itself is one of 
tremendous magnitude. The au­
thority to ration anything must 
first be given the Office of Price 
Administration by the War Pro­
duction Board, which determines 
where our shortages are and 
where they are likely to be. WPB 
Chairman Donald Nelson said thi£ 
week that WPB has not even giv­
en the OPA authority to ration 
clothes. Once OPA has the au ­
thority it then must plan the en ­
tire program.

Scare-buying of clothes during 
the past week only serves to em ­
phasize the fact that we should 
quit listening to rumors. People on 
the Home Front should under­
stand that the American people 
are not going to stave and they 
are not going to be without cloth­
es. When shortages become too 
apparent, the government will in­
stitute a rationing program which 
will insure each of us his fair 
share.

The rationing of shoes, which 
began on Feb. 9, was ordered be­
cause for several months civilians 
have been buying shoes at a rate 
faster than m anufacturers could 
make them and at the same time 
keep our soldiers and our sailors 
supplied—and the armed services, 
which require a huge num ber of 
shoes, come first. In the last six 
months of 1942 one out of every 
10 pairs of shoes m anufactured in 
the United States went to men in 
the m ilitary forces. Every soldier 
who landed in North Africa, for 
example, was outfitted with three 
pairs of shoes and the convoys 
carried additional reserve sup­
plies. A pair of shoes dix-sn't last 
a soldier as long as a civilian— 
they must be used on the harsh 
mountain trails of New Guinea 
and Tunisia, in muck and w ater of 
South Pacific islands, on the 
burning sands of North Africa, or 
in the snow and ice of Alaska and 
the Aleutians.

Under the shoe rationing plan, 
three pairs of shoes will be made 
available during the next 12 or 13 
months to every man, woman and 
child in the country. Stamp 17 in 
War Ration Book One is good for 
one pair of shoes until June 15, 
and stamps may be transferred 
from one member of a family to 
another. Anyone who needs shoes 
but has no Stamp 17 in his own 
book or in the family books may 
apply to his local rationing board 
for a shoe purchase certificate. 
The stamp must not be presented 
loose but must be tom  out in the 
presence of the person making the 
sale. In the case of sales by mail 
order, the stamp may be tom  out 
and presenti-d with the purchasing 
order.

Present Demand

We are m ighty proud of the re­
sponse West Texas girls have 
given the call of their country and 
we know they will continue to 
heed the call until, through our 
united efforts, Victory is ours.”

Texans as usual are in the front 
ranks doing the job. Governor 
Stevenson has urged Texas wom­
en to heed the call of our country. 
Texas has between 300,000 and 
400,000 men in the service of 
Uncle Sam. Governor Stevenson 
said that he felt sure the women 
of Texas would w ant to back up 
Texas’ fighting men.

The West Texas United States 
Army Recruiting and Induction 
District has been asked to furnish 
584 WAACs by March 31st. Don­
ley County has been assigned a 
quota of 6 women. To date Don­
ley County has enrolled 3 Of this 
quota.

Careless Farmers 
Are Saboteurs

Schenectady, N. Y., Feb. 14— 
Farm ers who are careless in 1943 
will be sabotaging the food pro­
duction program, J. E. Long, sup­
erintendent of safety for the 
Delaware and Hudson Railroad 
Company, Albany, N. Y., declared 
in a General Electric Farm Forum 
address here.

One-fourth of all occupational 
accidental deaths happen on 
farms, according to Mr. Long, who 
was president of the National 
Safety Council from 1933 to 1935.

“Farm families everywhere 
must realize that it is patriotic to 
prevent accidents—that they are 
really helping win the w ar every 
time they prevent an accident to 
a man or a machine,” Mr. Long 
pointed out. "Accidents on the 
farm not only lead to broken 
homes and loss of production, 
they also take doctors and nurses 
away from other serious cases at 
a time when there is a shortage of 
doctors and nurses as well as war 
and farm workers.

“Thus it becomes immediately 
apparent why we cannot afford 
16,500 accidental deaths among 
farmers and their families, which 
was the total for 1942."

Mr. Long, a t present a member 
of the national executive commit­
tee of the National Safety Council, 
also said that special care should 
be taken at railroad grade cross­
ings, where nearly 2000 people 
were killed last year.

Feed Wheat Sales 
Soar In Texas

College Station — Texas live­
stock producers already have ask­
ed for two-thirds as much feed 
wheat since January  10 as they 
purchased during 1942.

According to ‘sales and offers 
from Commodity Credit Corpora­
tion, they have indicated need for 
607,000 bushels compared to 975,- 
000 bushels under last year’s pro­
gram which got underway Febru­
ary  6, 1942.

Sales to producers range from 
Dallam and Sherm an counties in 
the Panhandle to El Paso county 
in the west to Trinity county in 
the southeast, according to  P. C. 
Colgin, commodity loan specialist 
for the AAA in Texas.

Prices during February are 
from 88 cents to 96 cents per bush 
el delivered at county shipping 
points with the wheat being de 
livered in bulk capacity carload 
lots, of 1500 bushels or more to the 
car.

In most cases, feed wheat sales 
are being made to producers 
through regular grain, milling and 
feed trade channels but some 
farmers are m aking purchases di­
rectly through CCC, the loan 
specialist said.

Producers, naturally, can expect 
to pay a reasonable amount above 
cost of handling, labor, sacks and 
storage when purchased through 
channel trades. Especially is this 
true, Colgin said, when purchased 
by producers in small quantities.

Since feed wheat practically is 
equivalent to corn in feeding 
value, principal users include pro­
ducers of hogs, dairy and beef cat­
tle and poultry.

A now crop of “home front" 
jobs for women loomed last week 
when War Manpower Commissio­
ner McNutt issued his “work for 
w ar or fight” order for men be­
tween 18 and 38. The first list of 
non-dcfernbles included workers 
engaged in selling antiques, liqu­
ors, confectionery, flowers, jewel­
ry, novelties and tobacco. While 
many such shops throughout the 
country are already run entirely 
or partly by women, many others 
face closing unless they can re ­
cruit women to replace male help 
which must either switch to w ar 
production or be drafted. On a 
larger scale, eventually, there will 
open further new vistas for wom­
en workers in industries either 
now or later to be listed as “non- 
dcferable.” Personnel directors in 
a m ultitude of factories, large and 
small, throughout the country, be­
gan last week laying plans for re­
cruiting and training of women, 
even though their plants have not 
yet been included in the non-de- 
ferable list. Small business men 
such as tailors, furriers, tobaccon­
ists, etc., already have begun to 
apply for part-tim e work at w ar 
plants in order to earn deferable 
status. For their own sake and for 
the benefit of consumers depend­
ent upon them for supply, they 
are going to try  to retain their 
businesses, by employing women 
to “spell” them while they’re at 
work in w ar plants.

KEEP ’EM ROLLING is as 
much a battle cry of farmers these 
days as it is among railroaders 
and truckers, in view of the w ar’s 
huge food-production demands 
and the manpower shortage.

FOOD—Point rationing of all 
commercially-canned, bottled and 
frozen fruits and vegetables, in­
cluding juices, soups and dried 
fruits, will begin March 1. the Of­
fice of Price Administration has 
announced. Sale of such foods will 
be suspended for eight days be­
fore March 1 during which time 
the public will register for War 
Ration Book No. 2. Under point 
rationing, housewives will replace 
many canned items with fresh 
fruits and vegetables which re ­
quire no coupons. This replace­
ment will not only insure ade­
quate supplies of canned food for 
our amed forces and allies but al­
so will result in conserving enor­
mous amounts of steel and tin.

WHO SAID HANDICAP?—C ur­
ren t manpower shortage has 
brought new attention to  what, 
for some large industries, is a long 
standing practice of employing 
“handicapped’ persons—deaf m ut­
es, blind persons, dwarfs, cripples 
and partially paralyzed persons. 
Many plants are now adopting 
techniques developed over the last 
several years by a few leaders. 
They are finding many physically 
handicapped employees much 
more susceptible to training than 
“norm al” persons. Also, In some 
cases, the supposed handicap is an 
advantage, as in the case of a 
deaf m ute working at a task 
where noise is particularly loud 
and disturbing to one w ith normal 
hearing. Returning w ar casualties, 
some w ith arm s shot off, others 
who have lost sight of one or both 
eyes, and several others, are  find­
ing jobs in the ir old p lants or in 
new ones. A Detroit m am ftacturer 
is now employing 11,652 disabled 
persons. Among them  are 687

All persons of Donley county 
are cautioned against throwing 
away lighted cigarettes or m atch­
es says county agent H. M. Breed­
love.

G uarding against fires is 
very im portant at this time of the  
year, so w arn your neighbors to  
be very careful during the w in ter 
m onths.”

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OLD AGE ASSISTANCE ROLLS 
SHOW SMALL INCREASE

The Old Age Assistance rolls 
m ade a net change of only 70 per­
sons added during January, as 
compared with a net increase of 
809 during the previous month, 
the S tate Departm ent of Public 
W elfare announced today. The 
rolls now number 183,362. The 
average payment this month will 
be $20 62, an increase of thirty- 
one cents over the January aver 
age. Payments during February 
will total $3,780,203 from state and 
federal funds.

During January 1.284 old people 
were removed from the rolls be­
cause of death and 678 because 
they were no longer in need or 
failed to meet other eligibility re­
quirements. Those added to the 
rolls totaled 2,032.

Several factors combined to 
keep the old age rolls virtually 
stutic in January The death rate, 
always high in late w inter and 
early spring umong the aged, was 
unusually high in January. Also 
the departm ent shifted emphasis 
from new investigations to rein- 
vestigutions in order to validate 
current grants in compliance with 
its agreement with the Social Se­
curity Board and this resulted in 
an unusual number of denials 
bast'd on change of financial 
status. Increased earnings, sold­
ier’s allotments, and property and 
farm income were mainly respon­
sible for bettered circumstances. 
In addition, it was pointed out, 
trends have always revealed that 
the psychological effect of a cut is 
to discourage new applications 
and the current cut is running 
true to form.

"Should farm ers cease operation* 
during the planting season, wheels 
of industry throughout the coun­
try would soon lie forced to stop " 

Agriculture and railroads have 
ahead of them the great task of 
producing more food and more 
transoprtntlon with plants for 
which provision* have not been 
made for much expansion, due to 
the necessities of war, according 
to Mr East, He said they must 
complete for labor and material*

Registration for Book 2—Begins 

Wednesday afternoon, Feb. 24, 
and all day the 25, 26, and 27th.

Food purchasing begins—March 
First.

First step in preparing for point 
rationing by housewives will be 
the filling out of a Declaration 
form listing the number of eight- 
ounce or larger cans of rationing 
foods on hand February 21. So | 
tha t will be the first date circled 
in  red on kitchen calendars.

These Declaration forms will be 
available at grocers and will be 
printed in various newspapers so 
th a t they may be clipped out and 
used. On them will be listed the 
cans of rationed foods, of eight 
ounces or more, in excess of five 
cans for each person in a family 
group, and the amount of coffee 
the applicant for War Ration Book 
2 had on hand on Nov. 28, 1942.

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Book 2, one eight-point stam p will
be removed from the new book. 
For each pound of coffee in ex­
cess of 1 pound for each person in 
a family unit on the base date, one 
stamp will be removed from War 
Ration Book 1.

The fact that an applicant for 
War Ration Book 2 may have a 
large quantity of canned rationed 
goods on hand will not indicate 
that that person is a hoarder, and 
the removal of stamps for excess 
supplies is not done as a penalty. 
The stamps are removed only to 
even up supplies and give every­
one an even start. Stamps will be 
removed equally from all books in 
a family group, so that each book 
will retain some small-denomi­
nation stamps for use during the 
rem ainder of the? ration period.

Horne-canned foods will not be 
included in the stocks of foods 
listed on housewives’ Declara­
tions. Neither will canned olives, 
canned meat, and fish, pickles, 
relish, jellies, jams and preserves, 
spaghetti, macaroni and noodles.

The Rationing 
Calendar

Ration Books
War Ration Book No. 1—Used 

for sugar, cbffee, and shoes, will 
be required to obtain Book No. 2.

War Ration Book No. 2—To be 
issued between February 22 and 
February 28, will provide for ra ­
tioning on a “point system" be­
ginning March 1st.

Mileage Ration Books—Books 
A, B, and C used for passenger 
car gasoline; E and R books for 
non-highway uses; D. for m otor­
cycles; T for trucks and commer­
cial vehicles.

Rationed Food Commodities
SUGAR—Stamp No. 11 in Book 

No. 1 good for 3 pounds until m id­
night March 15, 1943.

COFFEE1—Stamp No. 25 in 
Book No. 1 (for those 15 or older 
on the date the book was issued) 
good for 1 pound until midnight, 
March 21.

SHOES—Stamp No. 17 in Book 
No. 1 good for 1 pair of shoes 
through June 15.

MEAT — Voluntary sharo-the- 
m eat program sets limit at 2"/fe 
pounds per person per week. Meat 
will be rationed under the “point 
system” sometime after Book No.
2 is distributed.

Mileage Rationing
GASOLINE — Value of each 

coupon in A, B, and C books is 4 
gallons. Second 8 coupons in A 
book are good until midnight 
March 21, 1943. Those who think 
they are eligible for supplemental 
rations should see their local ra ­
tion board.

TIRE INSPECTION—All “A” 
book holders must have first of­
ficial tire inspection by March 31, 
1943. Subsequent inspections for 
A book holders will be once every 
six months. “B" and “C” book 
holders and owners of bulk cou­
pons for fleets must have first of­
ficial tire  inspection by February 
28. 1943. Subsequent inspections 
for B book holders will be once 
every four months. Subsequent 
inspections for C book holders 
will be once in every three 
months. “T” ration book holders 
must have first official tire in­
spections by Feb. 28, 1943. Subse 
quent inspections for T book hold­
ers will be once every 60 days, or 
every 5,000 miles, whichever 
comes first. ,

TIRES—If official tire inspector 
recommends a tire replacem ent or 
recap, apply to local ration board 
for tire or recap ration certificate. 
Tires and recaps will be rationed 
to all on the basis of tire inspec­
tions and county quotas available 
with most essential mileage to 
come first.

Other Rationing
Eligible purchasers needing new 

automobiles, bicycles, typewriters, 
rubber footwear and other com­
modities orr which sales m ight be 
restricted should see their local 
ration board.

Feeders who will have a feed 
shortage some time in the near 
fu ture will be advised that under 
the feed wheat program, wheat 
may be purchased for the feeding 
of livestock or poultry at 91c per 
bushel. This wheat may be order­
ed in carload lots (if ordered in 
carload lots be sure to order early 
as it take some time to get rail 
wheat) or may get wheat from 
any one of the surrounding wheat 
producing counties. The wheat 
will be the same price w hether 
delivered by rail or bought at the 
bin. There is no differential taken 
off or put on for freight.

The purpose of this program is 
increased livestock production for 
the great need of the w ar effort as 
well as to get a lot of wheat out 
that is choking the present storage 
situation.

We have received complete in ­
structions regarding the Grain 
Sorghum Goal for Donley for 
1943. The County goal is 68.705 
acres, and we have a Soy Bean 
Goal of 200 acres. This County 
goal will be broken down into 
farm goals by the County Com­
m ittee on basis of previous allot­
ments of grain sorghum and then 
will be entered on farm plan 
sheets and taken to the field. 
While in the field, farmers may 
request an upward or downward

adjustm ent in the goal to meet the 
situation on each farm, regarding
labor, machinery, or adaptibility. 
W hatever goal is set up for the 
farm and accepted by the opera­
tor m ust be met, that is 90% 
planted, or a deduction of $15.00 
per acre will be made and if more 
of 90% goal is planted, payment 
will be made at the ra te  of $8.00 
per acre up to 110% of the goal.

Committeemen wil’ e called in 
beginning next Moi ' Febru­
ary 22, to be educate how to 
sign up the farm pit ,-et and 
war board plan sheet. As soon as
each committeeman has had a«
day’s schooling, he will be ready 
to go into the field with the sheets 
to get farmers to sign up in any 
way or plan to  get the sheets 
signed up w ith the least possible 
travel and expense. Committee­
men will be urged to do a thor­
ough job ra ther than a quick job.

As well as signing up the War 
Board Plan Sheets and Farm Plan 
Sheets, these committeemen will 
have blanks to sign up for cotton 
crop insurance for 1943. If you are 
interested in this phase of the 
program, you may be signed up 
w ithout having to come to the 
County Office.
