FFA MEMBERS DO 
PART IN VICTORY 
FOOD PRODUCTION

Veterans’ State Service Office 
Extends Services to World War 
Veterans No. 1 and Their Dependents

George C. Betts. Director, Vet­
erans’ State Service Office, Aus­
tin, Texas, announces that his 
department is daily extending ser­
vices to include veterans of 
World War No. 2 and their de­
pendents.

Mr. Betts states that depend­
ents are entitled to death bene­
fits on a war base. Widows and 
minor children are eligible for 
pension, with six month's -death 
gratuity pay, and pensions are 
also payable to the veteran’s mo­
ther and father, in the event they 
are cased as being dependent 
within thq meaning of the law. 
I f  the veteran was not survived 
by a widow or minor child, in

some cases, the parents are en­
titled to six month’s death gra­
tuity pay.

War Risk Insurance, National 
Service Life Insurance or Auto­
matic Insurance, whichever is ap­
plicable, is payable to the bene­
ficiary, and-or dependents, of the 
insured.

Mr. Betts stated that upon be­
ing notified he will have a rep­
resentative to personally contact 
those desiring to file claim for 
death benefits.

Director Betts has six trained 
service officers under his super­
vision in the field in connection 
with his staff In the Veterans' 
Administration office in Waco, 
and his Austin office.

The forty five members of the 
Clarendon FFA Chapter did their 
part In the "Food For Victory” 
production during the school pro­
ject year from July 1 1941 to 
May 25. 1942. They provided! 
through their projects enough 
food to provide beef, pork, eggs, 
clothing, mutton, dulry products, 
and the trimmings for thousands 
cf soldiers.

In pork projects alone, they 
produced and marketed over 152,-
000 pounds of top swine. Forty 
five boys fed out 58 2 pigs to 
reach this total. Fourteen boys 
produced a total of 17,000 
pounds of beef, seven boys pro­
duced twenty two bales of cot­
ton. fourteen produced 31.000 
gallons of milk from 33 register­
ed Jersey cows; thirty two pro­
duced 208 tons of grain sorgh­
ums, from 210 acres, fifteen pro­
duced 90,000 eggs from 528 pul­
lets. twelve boys produced and 
marketed 2,950 pounds of mut­
ton from 33 lambs, forty five 
members produced 882 weaner 
pigs from 68 registered sows, two 
produced 210 pounds of wool and 
3 1 lambs from 18 ewes, and an 
addition twenty seven are now 
in charge of a "victory” garden 
on their home fnrm Chapter 
members also paid for and pro­
vided six registered boars and 
three registered Jersey bulls for 
community patrons in building 
use by their members and rh<- 
up livestock production.

Allred's platform calls for un­
interrupted production of wur 
Materials 24 hours a day, seven 
days a week. He said he wns 
against strikes or slowdowns liy 
either capital or labor, unreason­
able profits and cartel agree­
ments.

For men in the service, For­
mer Governor Allred proposes in­
surance without deduction from 
pay, transportation without cost 
from the training camp to life 
nearest town or city. laundry 
service without cost, employment 
and educational opportunities up­
on discharge.

He called for Immediate e f­
forts to provide for all person.--, 
or concerns dislocated under the 
war economy nnd extension of 
government credit to little busi­
nesses thus affected: and after 
the war a program to provide em 
ployment and readjustment to an 
industrial and agricultural econ­
omy.

"W e must write and enforce a 
peace that shall insure our chil­
dren against the recurrence of 
the tragedy of war,”  he said.

FOOD STAMPS FOR 
JUNE ANNOUNCED

Irish potatoes, apples and pears 
are removed from Blue Stamp
list.

Blue stamp foods available dur­
ing June to families taking part 
in the Food Stamp program in 
Donley county were announced 
today by Mr. Dan L. Boyd. Aren 
Supervisor of the Agricultural 
Marketing Administration.

The foods for June are the 
same as those listed for May 
except for fresh apples and fresh 
pears, removed because of a 
seasonal shqrt supply position, 
and Irish potatoes, removed be­
cause of increaingly favorable 
price positions no longer war­
rants additional market support. 
With these changes, the com­
plete list, as issued by the Ag­
ricultural Marketing Administra­
tion for the period June 1 
through Junfc 30 in all stamp 
program areas, is as follows- 
shell eggs, butter, fresh oranges 
and grapefruit, sweet potatoe, 
froth vegetables (does not in­
clude Irish potatoes), corn meal, 
dried prunes. hominy (corn) 
grits, dry edible beans, wheat 
flour, enriched wheat flour, self­
rising flour, enriched self-rising 
flour, and whole wheat (graham) 
flour.

The Food Stump program, Mr. 
Boyd said, helps to assure farm­
ers a fair return for those pro­
ducts which they are being asked 
to produce in greatly increased 
quantities to nvaet the food needs 
of the United Nations. Currently 
serving more than 3.324,000 per­
sons over the entire country, the 
program gives farmers a fair re­
turn for those products which 
htey are being asked to produce 
In greatly increased quantities to 
meet the food needs of the 
United Nations. Currently serving 
more than 3,324.000 persons ov­
er the entire country, the pro­
gram elves farmers wider domes­
tic markets for their crops, and 
at the same time adds needed 
foods to the diets of public-aid 
families.

o f the United States in 1942 are without doubt the finest from any 
standpoint that has ever worn the uniform of this country, except that 

o f courage, and they are not behind in that noble quality.

Soldiers and sailors in past wars have been called more or less 
sordid in morals, lustful and profane, and no honest observer would as­
sert that our forces today are totally without that unfortu­
nate tendency.

attitude about any effort to secure participation in the war effort, by

Last January, an official an­
nouncement said that the United 
Stales Army would reach a total 
of 3.600,000 men by the end of 
1S42. Since then, the actual size 
r f  the army and precise plans for 
lit expansion have not been an­
nounced, inasmuch as they are 
milllaty secrets of the first or­
der. Some commenlators have 
forecast thut in time the army 
m'ght total nine or ten million. 
The best availbale information 
seemr to indicate that a total of 
at least 6.000,000 will be attain­
ed.

That is obviously going to have 
| a revolutionary effect on the 
man power of this country. How­
ever, there is no factual evidence 
to support the scare rumors which1 
say that every physically fit man 
under 36 is certain to be placed 
in uniform. Selective Service 
heads are making a genuine ef­
fort to create an army of the 
size needed with minimum dis­
location of American family life.

Here is how matters shape up 
at this time, according to pub­
lished itatements:

First, practically all available 
single men In the 25-36 year brac­
ket have been called. Many who 
were given temporary deferment 
for occupational reasons are now 
being summoned. In time, women 
and older men will replace thou­
sands of young men in defense 
industries.

Second, the Selective Service 
Boards are placing in the 1-A 
classification all men who have 
no genuine claim for dependen­
cy. That includes men with w iv­

es, men who contribute little to 
the support of their households, 
and men with means. Almost all 
of these men will be in uniform 
by the end of the year, unless 
they are unable to pass the phy­
sical examinations or perform v i­
tal work in war industry.

Third, it is universally believ­
ed that Congress will soon ap­
prove a bill providing govern­
ment grants to dependents of 
service men. These grants, as 
now projected, are small —  a- 
round $50 a month for a wife 
and child. But they will make 
it possible for the Selective Ser­
vice Boards to call thousands of 
men who are now deferred for 
economic reasons.

Fourth, a new draft classifica­
tion, 3-B, has been adopted. And 
that is a matter of very great Im­
portance. At the present time, 
men with genuine dependencies 
are classified as 3-A. The 3-B 
classification is for men with gen­
uine dependencies who, in addic­
tion, are employed in war work. 
The hope is that thousands of 
men who now have non-war jobs 
will shift to war jobs, in order to 
obtain the 3-B deferment. Some 
observers say that eventually the 
Selective Service Boards will op­
erate on the “ work or fight”  po­
licy which existed in World War 
I. In. other words, a man will be 
given the choice of going into 
the army, or leaving a non-war 
occupation for a war occupation.

The industries which are clas­
sified as essential to the war e f­
fort are definitely limited in 
number. Lawyers, store clerks,

newspapermen, wholesalers, ad­
vertising men, etc., have no 
claim for deferment. Deferment 
is given only to men who hold 
a Job which is directly and ab­
solutely necessary to the produc­
tion and transportation of the 
raw and finished materials which 
are involved in war.

What this all adds up to is 
plain. I f  you are a single man. 
under 36. in reasonable health, 
you will go Into the army un­
less you are virtually irreplace­
able in some war industry. I f  
you have dependents who look 
to you entirely for support, you 
will be deferred for the time be­
ing —  but there is a strong like­
lihood thut in time the contin­
uance of your deferment will de­
pend upon, your obtaining a job 
In war industry. I f  you have mi­
nor physical defects, you are not 
exempt form military service. The 
original physical standards have 
been relaxed, and men with de­
fective eyesight, hearing, feet, 
etc. are being called to the col­
ors and assigned to non-combat­
ant jobs.

Many a problem remains to be 
worked out. An army of 6,000,- 
000 men would mean that four 
to six times that number would 
be needed in industries manu­
facturing and transporting sup­
plies. On top of that, agriculture 
must be kept going, and on an 
expanding scale. Inasmuch as we 
are sending tremendous quanti­
ties of foodstuffs to our Allies. 
Selective Service heads, such as 
General Hershey, have advised 
the Boards to exempt enough 
farm labor to keep food produc­
tion up to the necessary level. 
But. reports say, in some areas 
(he draft is virtually denuding 
the farms of labor. Furthermore, 
farmers cannot pay the high 
wages paid by war industry, and 
workers are naturally taking jobs 
in war factories instead of on 
farms. This seems to lie one of 
the most serious of the unsolved 
problems.

It is probable that the im­
mediate course of the war will 
have a direct bearing on army 
expansion plans here. If, for in­
stance, Russia continues to hold 
the Germans, and Japan is stop­
ped in the Pacific, a U. S. army 
of the largest size possible will 
not be necessaix If, on the other 
hand, Germany manages to crack 
the Russian defense this summer, 
and if Japan continues to win 
victories, you can look with as­
surance to Army expansion on a 
tremendously accelerated scale.

TURKEY PROGRAM 
IN TEXAS IS 
GROWING

IF YOU WANT 
TOMATOES THIS 
FALL BETTER CAN

COLLEGE STATION —  The 
intensified program of turkey j 
improvement, begun in Texas in 
1933. is paying dividends, says; 
George P. McCarthy poultry has- | 
bal'd mall of the A. and M. Col­
lege Extension Service.

On the basis of figures from 
the USDA Bureau of Agricultur­
al Economics, McCarthy says 
the average weight of turkeys 
sold in Texas in 1931 was 13.2 
pounds each. In 1935. the aver­
age weight was 14.2 pounds, and 
n 1941 it had increased to 15.2 

pounds per bird. Calculated on 
the 3.476,000 turkeys sold. the 
increased poundage in 1941 over 
1931 was 7,352,000. Figuring 
the Increase on an average sell­
ing price of 17 cents a pound, 
the improvement program was 
worth 1,249.840 to the turkey 
producers of Texas.

McCarthy attributes this iu- 
The gross income on turkeys 

sold in Texas in 1941 was $9,- 
747,000.

COLLEGE STATION —  Civil 
ians will have difficulty In buy­
ing processed tomatoes over the 
grocery counters this fall and 
winter, forecasts Jennie Camp, of 
the A. and M. Coll'ge Extension 
Service. An aboundunt crop in 
Texas is Indicated, but advance 
orders from the Quartermaster 
General’s department of the Unit­
ed States Army will absorb prac­
tically all of the 100 million cas­
es of tomatoes processed In the 
nation this season.

In view of this, Miss Camp 
says, “ every patriotic housewife, 
institutional manager and dieti­
tian; every school lunch room 
supervisor, and restaurant and 
hotel dining room manager 
should collect and get in readi­
ness immediately every available 
glass and second hand tin con­
tainer. and see that sealing sup­
plies for these are on hand. 
They should obtain the latest 
nnproved recipes. in^M'ovlse wa­
ter bath containers for processing 
tomato products, and supply 
themselves with some kind of ef 
Orient juice and pure-maklng 
equipment so that as many per­
sons as possible may have toma­
toes ‘some way every day,' un­
less citrus, melons, raw cabbage 
or strawberries are available as 
substitute.”

Miss Camp suggests that farm 
housewives and oilier buyers 
should pool their needs under 
the neighborhood, community and 
county agricultural Victory lead­
ers. interview local wholesale and 
retail vegetable distributors and 
contract with them to supply the 
high quality tomatoes they will 
need in addition to what their 
own gardens will produce.

Ripe or green tomatoes are a 
rich and cheap source of vitamin 
C which prevents bleeding gums, 
loose teeth, sore joints, and 
loss of appetite and weight Ripe 
tomatoes have abundant vitamin 
A which guards against “ dry 
eye’’ and night blindness.

COTTON INSURANCE 
PROGRAM PLANS TO 
BEGIN JUNE 3

COLLEGE STATION—  Ground 
work for the 1943 cotton crop 
insurance program will be laid 
by Texas agricultural leaders In 
Dallas, Wednesday, June 3.

Regional AAA directors and 
coordinators are cooperating with 
the Department of Agriculture’s 
insurance agency in making ar­
rangements for the one-day ses­
sion. Leading cotton growers, 
warehousemen, processors o f cot­
ton and cottonseed, and repre­
sentatives of farm, trade, bank­
ers and other agricultural organi­
zations have been invited to par­
ticipate in discussions.

Representatives of Federal Crop 
Insurance Corporation will ex­
plain the operation of the cot­
ton crop insurance prgorum and 
request recommendations that 
will improve the progran), mak­
ing it even more acceptable to 
cotton growers.

In announcing the meeting. 
Donald L. Cothran, state crop 
Insurance supervisor, explained 
that similar discussion meetings 
are being held in other major 
cotton producing states during 
May and June and will replace a 
national conference. Reducing ex­
pense and travel time in inter­
est of economy are reasons for 
state conferences, he said.

Texas cotton growers led all 
other cotton farmers in the na­
tion In all-risk crop insurance 
which is offered for the first 
time this year. Approximately 
54,262 farming units in the state 
insured 1,488,690 acres against 
all unavoidable hazards. On nat­
ional basis, 172,000 farming un­
its. comprising more than a mil­
lion and a half acres, were in­
sured.

Each 
grade —  and there nre dozens — 
is then chopped up and collected 
In large wooden bins. The bins 
go into a bailing press and the 
waste is compressed and bale l 
and sent to th epaper mill which 
mix all the papers of specific 
grades into a huge vat.

The finished product falls in­
to three classes. One is cardboard, 
which is made from any and all 
waste paper. Others are corru­
gated hoard and solid filter board. 
These are stronger and must lie 
made from good wrapping paper, 
old corrugated boxes, and new 
wood pulp.

The carMboard finally ends up 
as the protective cylinders which 
go around every shell made In 
America. The corrugated or solid 
fitter boxes carry food and equip­
ment to our soldiers, sailors and 
marines.

So you see, your waste paper 
does help!

When 
the committee went to Chicago 
to see Rock Island officials sev­
eral of them thought it might 
he well to go on to Washington, 
but Worley’s office advised a- 
gainst It .

In the meantime Herb Peop­
les’ telephone kept busy. Calls 
from various government officers 
In numerous towns and cities 
came In day and night, asking 
more Information, seeking title to 
land, wanting briefs, statistics 
nnd still more Information. They 
got it as promptly as Herb could 
deliver.

Then silence! Not a word from 
anyone. A lot of local talk. The 
news reached other communities. 
They sent committees to Wash­
ington and were told the school 
would he located at Dalhart. Still

no confirmation. We called Wash­
ington. Still no soap. We were 
told to be patient, but it was 
a trying Job.

The confirmation came In a 
confidential call to the mayor. 
But no public announcement was 
permitted. In the meantime an­
nouncements came from Del Rio, 
Childress, Pampa, Ardmore, Okla.. 
and other towns. We felt safe, 
but not quite safe enough. Then 
yesterday the public announce' 
ments came from Del Rio, Chil­
dress, Pampa, Ardmore, Okla., 
and other towns. We felt Bafe, but 
not quite safe enough. Then yes­
terday the public announcement 
came, and despite the “ I-knew-it- 
all-the-tlme’’ folks, there was a 
sigh of relief.

The above is written so the 
public may understand that pol­
itics played no part in securing 
this project for Dalhart, and 
that no matter what Is told you 
on the contrary, that Is the truth. 
Gene Worley’s office did every­
thing It could in keeping us post­
ed and to Mrs. Altavene Clark, 
secretary, we are deeply grateful. 
Senator Connally wired confirm­
ation, which was appreciated. Se­
veral local parties Inform us that 
the same announcement was re­
ceived from Senator W. Lee O’­
Daniel.

Dalhart was sleceted for this 
school due to its geographical lo­
cation. available transportation 
facilities, etc., and I feel that the 
friendly attitude of local tlttzens 
and the splendid cooperation giv­
en officials had some bearing up­
on the final decision.

Side Glances On 
Texas History

By CHARLES O. H ITH ER 
University of Texas Library

“ Remember The Alamo"
Not only is the slogan that 

sparked Texans in their victor­
ious Battle of San Jacinto, the 
106th anniversary of which is be­
ing commemorated this week, be­
ing widely quoted and paraph­
rased In the war of the Pacific, 
but other parallels may also be 
drawn between the Texas Revo­
lution and World War II.

In his “ Letters from Texas,’ ’ 
published In 1853, W. B. De­
wees, member of the Texas army 
in 1836, relates the tactics Gen­
eral Houston employed in retrea­
ting before the advancing Mexi 
can forces until he could en­
trench himself in some spot he 
could hold and from which he 
could attack —  just as MacAr- 
thur retreated to Bataan.

The “ scorched earth” policy, so 
successfully used in China and 
Russia in this war, was also in­
voked by General Houston, who 
dered the towns through which 
the retreating Texas army passed 
burned to the ground.

A copy of Dewees’ “ Letters" is 
found in the extensive Texas 
Collection of the University of 
Texas library.
Scorned For Tlie White Flag

Like General Walnwright. 
Houston rejected the enemy's 
proposal that he surrender.

“ Immediately after the fall of 
the Alamo’’ Dewees wrote, “ Gen 
Santa Anna sent Mrs. Dickenson 
and Col. Travis’s servant to Gen. 

i  Houston’s camp, accompanied by 
a Mexican with a flag which 

| bore a note from Santa Anna 
offering the Texans peace and 
a general amnesty if they would 
lay down their arms and submit 
to his government. Gen. Hous­

ton's reply was ‘True, sir you, 
have succeeded in killing some 
of our brave men, but the Tex­
ans are not yet whipped.'

“ General Houston, not wishing 
to jeopardize the country by 
risking an engagement with the 
enemy at Gonzales, instantly or­
dered a retreat to the Colorado 
river. All of the families west of 
the Colorado fled eastward with 
great haste. The Texan forces set 
fire to Gonzales previous to leav­
ing the place and burnt it to the 
ground, in order to prevent the 
Mexicans from reaping any ad­
vantage from any place they 
might find there.”

Dewees quoted from memory 
Houston’s address to his troops at 
the encampment at Columbus on 
the Colorado on Murch 25:

“ Fellow Soldiers: —  The only 
army in Texas is now present. 
Travis has fallen with his men 
at the Alamo. Fannin’s troops 
have been massacred at La Ba­
hia! —  There is here but a 
small force, yet it is the only 
army that Texas can offer. We 
might cross the river and attack 
the enemy! perhaps we might 
be victorious hut again we might 
he overcome. I f  we are overpow­
ered by Felisola’s army which 
has. without doubt, been largely 
reinforced during the past night 
by the army under Santa Anna, 
we have no other army to re­
treat hack upon! we cannot ex­
pect reinforcements! I hnve call­
ed for volunteers hut almost in 
vain. There are but a few of 
ns. and If we are beaten the 
fate of Texas Is sealed! The 
salvation of the country depends 
upon the first bnttle with the 
enemy. For this reason I intend 
to retreat, and I shall continue 
to retreat, till I find I can. heat 
the Mexicans in battle, If I am 
obliged to go even to the banks 
of the Sabine.”

“ After having closed his ad­
dress he orderpd an instant re­
treat to the Brazis River,” De­

wees went on. “ All the buildings 
were then set on fire, and we 
immediately took up our line of 
march for the Brazis.

"Many persons have greatly 
blamed General Houston for this, 
but, under the circumstances of 
the time, it was, in my opinion, 
the wisest movement he could 
have made.

“ he Texan army moved down 
the prairie between Buffalo Bay­
ou and the San Jacinto river, 
until they reached the crossing 
of the San acinto, where they 
came in contact with the Mexican i 
army under Santa Anna. On the ; 
21st of April, the ever memor­
able battle of San Jacinto was j 
fought. The Texans wore victor­
ious, and after having sustained . 
a loss of comparatively nothing.! 
succeeded In capturing the Mex­
ican General. Santa Anna and all 
the army, who survived the hat 
tie.”
100 Years Ago In Texas |

“ Many of the officers of gov­
ernment have arrived In this city 
and the remainder are dully ex­
pected. Houston may therefore 
he regarded as the present Scat 
of Government although the ar­
chives are not here. We under­
stand the dtlzenB of Bastrop and 
Travis counties are still determ­
ined to oppose the removal of 
the archives, and not a team 
can he engaged to bring them 
down. Most of the families that 
had fled from Austin during the 
prevolence of the alarm here, 
returned but the city Is exceed­
ingly dull and scarcely any bus­
iness is transacted in. the place.”  
—  Telegraph and Texas Register 
(Houston), April 20, 1842.

CHICKEN FARMS 
STILL BOOSTING 
PRODUCTION

AUSTIN —  Texas chicken 
farms are still boosting produc­
tion to meet the increasing de>- 
mnnd for eggs, as 1,301 carloads 
were shipped to market in Ap­
ril, almost three times the ship­
ments of a year ago, the Uni­
versity of Texas Bureau of Bus­
iness Research reports.

Of the total April shipments, 
14 7 cars were intrastate move­
ments, while 854 cars went to 
ohter states.

The out-of-state shipments 
went in greatest numbers to the 
Eastern states of Massachusetts, 
jthode Island, and Connecticut, 
which received 395 carloads —* 
almost half of the total inter­
state shipment.

Contrasted with the increasing 
snipment of eggs was the sharp 
u'ecline in poultry shipments. The 
number of carloads of dressed 
thickens fell from 43 a year ago 
fo 11.5, and of dresesed turkeys 
from 10 in April, 1941, to 3.5.

Farm ers Ranchers
County W ar Boards of the United States Department of 
Agriculture will cooperate with the W ar Production 
Board I in h a n d l i n g  applications for authoriza­
tion to begin construction work on farms, the W ar Pro­
duction Board announced May 4th.

The following highlight th e  ini|M>i Lint p h ases o f the order and the attached inter­
pretation concerning Fanners and Ranchers:

I. Farm residential construction or remodeling costing less than $500.02 per farm 

during a twelve month period may proceed without authorization. There is no cost 

limit or authorization needed for repair and maintenance for the farm residence.
Farm homes destroyed by fire, flood, earthquake, tamado or enemy action after 
December 31, 1041 may be rebuilt without permission.

2. $1000.00 may be spent without permission on each farm far production buildings

during a twelve month period. There is no restriction on the ordinary maintenance and 
Tepair o f these buildings such as re-roofing, painting, structural repairs, etc.

3. I f  a farmer does a building or remodeling job himself, or if the labor is supplied

at no cost by his family or neighbors he does not have to figure labor costs into the to­
tal cost o f the building.

4. For all farm building projects exceeding the cost limitations outlined herein, the 

farmer should consult his County United States Department of Agriculture W ar Board, 

and follow its instructions to obtain authorization for the work. Application form P D - 

200 will be furnished by County Boards.

The order defines MAINTENANCE as “ the upkeep of a building, structure, or pro­
ject In sound working condition." ,

“ Repair means the restoration, without change o f design, of any portion o f a build­
ing structure, or project to sound working condition when such portion has been 
rendered unsafe or unfit for service by wear and tear, damage, or other similar 
causes."

of their licenses or right to do 
business for failure to comply 
with the ’ 'Ceiling Price’’ regula­
tions. In addition to the suspen­
sion of license to do business, 
the violators are subject to crim­
inal penalties.

The War Price and Rationing 
board with whom the statement 
of Miximum Prices must be fifeld 
is the County Rationing Board 
composed 'of J. R. Bulls, Ed 
Kinslow. and C. E. Lindsey. The 
list of cost of living commodities 
is available free of charge to 
nny and all merchants at the 
local chamber of commerce o f­
fice.

Ceiling price regulations apply 
to all articles sold except sixteen 
types of commodities, the major 
portion of which are farm com­
modities. A list of these Is avail­
able at the chamber of com­
merce or war rationing board.

A number of questions regard­
ing Interpretation and application 
of the General Maximum price 
regulations have been officially 
answered by the OPA board. A 
number of the more important 
appear below.

1. Q What merchandise must 
carry a posted maximum price 
in a retail store?

A. On and after May 18, the 
maximum prices of all items list­
ed as “ cost of living commodi­
ties" must be publicly and prom­
inently posted or marked In ev-

Q. What about those items 

that come under fhe ceilings but 
are not contained in the “ cost 
of living list’ ’ ?

A. While the retailer Is re­
quired to determine his maxi­
mum prices for these items and 
to charge no more, he does not 
have to post his ceiling prices.

Q. What statement of maxi­
mum prees must be filled with 
the OPA?

A. Each retailer must submit 
to the War Price and Rationing 
Board in his area a list of his 
maximum prices for all cost of 
living commodities which he of­
fers for sale. This list must be 
submitted by June 1. It must 
contain every article on which 
the retailer is required to post 
or mark his celling prices and 
must include an identifying de­
scription for each item.

Q. Does the statement of max­
imum prices for “ cost of living’’ 
Items to be filed with the OPA 
have to be on any particular 
form?

A. No particular method is 
required but the statement 
should be typewritten or neatly 
prepared in ink on paper sup­
plied by the retailer. Also, he 
must be sure to identify each 
cost of living item clearly on 
the list he submits.

Q. What records of prices dur­
ing the March base period should 
the retailer keep?

A. There are three require- 
mnts:

1. The retailer must preserve 
for OPA examination all records 
or merchandise.

2. He must prepare by July
1, 1942, a complete statement
showing his highest selling price 
for if he did not make a sale, 
his highest offering prices) for 
each Item of merchandise deliv­
ered during March. Each item 
must be clearly described and 
identified.

1. He must also prepare by 
July 1, 1942, a statement of any 
customary allowances, discounts 
or price differentials, which were, 
available in his store during 
March to any classes of custo­
mers.
