Contour and terrace lines on 
approximately 19,250 acres of 
Donley County land have been 
run this season, according to re­
cords compiled by County Agent 
H. M. BreedloVe.

While farm land terracing Is 
almost over for the year, due 
to planting time, work on range 
land (such as pasture furrow­
ing and ridging) has really just 
begun, Breedlove said.

Up to the present time there] 
has been run 500 acres of pas­
ture furrowing and pasture ridg­
ing on range land. These dem­
onstrations can be seen at Jim 
Peggram's in the Goldston com­
munity, Wlb Fowler's in the Skil 
lett community and also John 
Blocker's in the Goldston com­
munity.

Breedlove stated farmers who 
are participating in the Agricul­
tural Conservation Program are 
using contouring and strip-crop­
ping on the contour of their land 
to carry out their soil building 
units. This 'work has been very 
satisfactory among the farmers 
and they have proved to them­
selves by actually carrying out 
such practices as, farming on the 
contour and terracing that mois­
ture and soil ran both be con 
served. According to reports 
from farmers that have been 
carrying out these practices 
yields have been increased to al 
most a third of that 7n previou 
years before this type of work 
was practiced on the farm.

» Most Americans have been slow to give much credence to the 
evidence that has been piling up for two years on the presence of com­
munism. nazism and facism right here in our own nation. The findings 
o f the Dies committee, the machine of our own American congress for 
ferrrtting out the trouble-makers, and other reputable sources have been 
discounted by an unwary public, and more’s the pity, actually hinder­
ed by those whose official position should have given the work their 
strongest co-operation.

Almost every week there is some happening in the nation, how­
ever, that should give pause to those who can hardly believe there is 
present in the United States any militant isms which would wreck our 
government in twenty-four hours if the opportunity came along.

This strongest candidate now in the field would no doubt step out in­
stantly on such an announcement from Washington, as he is the sort ol 
a citizen who keeps his word.

Then, there is talk of Dan Moody getting into the governor’ s race 
just for the fun of strafing the Fergusons— which he can do like no­
body else in Texas. This rumor is probably baloney, too.

So, dear readers, we shall likely have to wait another week to 
see who is running for what.

ABOUT HALF OF MODERN 
MOTHERS ARE SMOKERS

Approximately one-half of the 
women confined in maternity 
hospitals nowadays are addicted 
to smoking, figures recently 
made public by a large insurance 
company reveal. Fifteen years 
ago only about 20 per cent of 
the nation’s mothers smoked,] 
and twenty five years ago this 
commonplace practice of today] 
was almost unheard of.

Tests show that the milk of 
mothers who are heavy smokers 
shows a heavy nicotine content. 
To absorb the least amount of 
nicotine from smoking, medical 
authorities have suggested that 
both men and women smoke 
slowly, advised them not to in­
hale, and quoted figures to show 
that, tinder pertain conditions. 66 
per cent more nicotine is absorb­
ed from the last one-third of a 
eigarette than from the first two 
thirds. Fast smokers may devel­

op temperatures as high as 140 
degrees, and this is more injur­
ious to the tongue, mouth and 
lips than the actual chemicals 
in the Bmoke.

There are many cases, how­
ever, when any smoking Is defi­
nitely harmful. The following list 
of “ don’ts”  show when all tobac­
co should be shunned.

1. If you have a stomach ul­
cer, leave cigarettes alone. Free 
scld may Increase as high as 60 
per cent from one cigarette, 
which will jump the total acid 
content of the digestive fluids by 
as much as 35 per cent.

2. Don’t smoke If you have nat­
urally cold hands and feet— un­
less you want them to get cold­
er.

3. Don't smoke if you are the 
nervous “ jumpy" type. The stim­
ulation from one cigarette may 
Increase your pulse to as high as 
90. Unfortunately many chain 
smokers come from this type of 
person.

4. Don’t smoke If you have, 
among other things, heart-arter

CATTLE SHIPMENTS 
DOWN-OTHER LIVE­
STOCK GAINS

AUSTIN, May 1. —  Movement 
of live stock from Texas to oth­
er states and to Fort Worth 
stock yards during March totaled 
only 5,039 cars, a decline of 12.9 
per cent from March, 1939, Uni­
versity of Texas Bureau of Busi­
ness Research records show.

Shipments of cattle slumped 
22.9 per cent to 2.913 cars, 
while other classes of live stock

cent to 76 6 cars, hogs 2.1 per 
cent to 88 4 cars, and sheep 3.9 
per cent to 476 cars.

DIABETES TOOK 720 
UVES IN TEXAS 
LAST YEAR

AUSTIN. May 1.— Diabetes, 
the price America pays for indis­
cretions in living, took a toll of 
720 lives in Texas last year, ac 
cording to Dr. Geo. W. Cox. State 
Health Officer.

"While the controllable diseas­
es, such as typhoid fever, malar­
ia. diptheria. and smallpox, are 
causing a smaller number of 
ddaths each year In this country, 
diabetes, which was notably, ab­
sent in the early pioneer days. 
Is now taking a staggering num­
ber of lives.” Doctor Cox said.

“ Up until the highly mechan­
ized age diabetes was not a 
health problem, but the disease 
became noticeable in direct ratio 
to the encroachment of luxury 
living, soft eating, soft habits, 
and general disregard for baste 
hygienic laws In our daily lives. 
Diabetes is nature’s back-slap at 
coddling and pampering the bod- 
y," Dr. Cox pointed out.

"Diabetes is a class disease. 
It attacks the indoor, setentary 
type of iperson more often than 
a person whose work Is vigor­
ous or who combines work with 
sufficient exercise. Whatever the 
actual cause of the development 
of the disease may be, vocation 
or economic status are factors, 
for it {s apparenent <hat those 
persons who cannot indulge In 
luxurious living and whose occu­
pation calls for physical effort 
are not frequently affected.

"There would be fewer vic­
tims of ravishing diabetes,”  Doc­
tor Cox added, “ If those who are 
indulging In unnatural living 
would realize the folly of their 
ways. Persons of middle age and 
those beyond that age should ex­
ercise particular attention to 
avoiding diabetes. Simple living, 
annual physical examinations, 
and If already showing the re­
sults of indulgences, obtaining 
and abiding by the advice of the 
family physician, could drasti­
cally cut down the power of 
diabetes and its threat to an 
alarming proportion of adult 
America.”
