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LOOKING BACK IS EASY

Millions listened to the President's speech recently—the one in
which he asked for appropriations for armament and 50,000 airplanes
—the majority of us mentally applauded the speech many times as it
came over the ether waves in the President’s forceful and clear cut
style.

It is, in the majority of opinions, England and France, and part-
ly the United States, who are to blame that the present war is in pro-
gress. It can be regarded as nothing short of criminal negligence that
these countries, our own included, have sat idly by and watched Ger-
many build the greatest war machine this or any other age has known

for the very thing that she is attempting to do now.

There is not even the flimsy defense that no one knew what Ger-

many was doing or what her plans were.

The whole world knew what Germany was doing, and knew
exactly what her plans were. Her declaration of war, her invasion of
the Rhineland, Poland, Denmark, and Norway was no surprise to

anyone who does an occasional bit of real thinking.

If France, England, and the United States had announced to the
world that they were opposed to wars of aggression and would op-
pose such wars being promoted by any nation and would have out-
lined a program of armament and trained men necessary to enforce
their ideologies the present war would not now be in progress. China
would not have been attacked by Japan, Ethiopia by Italy, Finland
by Russia, Poland, Denmark and Norway by Germany.

It is true that such a program of armament would be costly bui

as costly it might be it would be less costly than the present war will
be before it is finished, or even now.

Like ostriches we have hiddem our heads in the sand and have
said since we don't want war to come—it isn't going to come. With
England, France, and the United States committed to a program of
world peace, world peace will not only be a probability but a possi-
bility. Frankly, world peace will come in no other way on this world
bility. Frankly, world peace wil come in no other way on this world
of ours until that day when the Kingdom of God shall finally come

upon the earth.

BUSINESS

AUSTIN-—A short sharp *‘blitz-
krieg' type of campaign, with
sunprises and rapid-fire develop-
ments during the last four or five

weeks of the campaign, was the
prospect in the race for Governor
of Texas at the weekend. :

Former Governor Dan Moody,
in whose behalf a petition and
the $100 filing fee were filed
with State Demo. Chairman Gene
Germany, held the answer to one
big campaign riddle as he declar-
ed he would decide within a few
days, whether to let his name
gtand, or withdraw it. His George-
town friends ‘“‘drafted” him as a
candidate, Moody has been flirt--
ing with the idea for weeks, but
had about decided not to run,
it is generally understood. Twice
Governor, once victor of Mrs,
Ferguson, the red-haired lawyer
has built up a very lucrative law
practice, He had retired definite-
ly from politiecs, and but for the
fact that he was outraged at the
treatment accorded his life-long
friend Claude Teer, member of
the Board of Control who com-
mitted suicide last fall, by Gov.
O'Daniel and his political hench-
man, would probably have never
considered running for Governor
again,

Teer's Death Irks Dan

Moody, according to a well-
authenticated story in Austin at
the time, called on Gov. O'Daniel,
with whom he had been quite
friendly, during the time Teer
was confined to a hospital suf-
fering from a nervous Dbreak-
down. Moody accompanied Dr.
Johnson, superintendent of the
San Antonio State Hospital to
the Governor's office and they
asked O’'Daniel to put at rest
rumors then current that
O’'Daniel wanted to remove Teer
from office, because his illness
kept him away from his job for
several weeks. O'Daniel, so the
story goes, not only refused to
reassure Teer, so that his recov-
ery might be speeded, but insult-
ed Johnson and Moody, and
threatened to try to remove Teer
from office by court action,
Moody, the story goes, replied
hotly to the Governor, challenged
him to go to court, on the remov-
al of Teer, and left the office
in high dudgeon. Two days later,
hounded by political hagers-on
gent by O’'Daniel to San Antonio
“interview’’ him, Teer, with his

mental balance upset by worry
took him opwn life.

'Eliminated For
‘Rural Families

COLLEGE STATION— No
longer is the farm family’'s in-
come largely confined to the fall
months and cotton picking
months, for rural families are
finding substitutes for cash crops
which no longer can be grown
at a substantial margin of prof-
it.

To solve the problem of dis-
tributing the cash income from
the farm more evenly through-
out the year, the Runnels Coun-
ty Land Use Planning Committee
has developed a calendar” which
suggests sources of income to
people in that area.

If Popeye were a gardener he
would not confine himself to spin-
ach, as a pep builder-upper. Green
leaves which are appetizing when
well cooked all have value in the
diet, and there are several differ-
ent kinds which can be easily grown
in the home garden.

In 25 days after planting you can
be harvesting Tendergreen, a va-
riety of mustard, which produces
large green leaves which, like
Swiss chard, can be cut from the
plant without disturbing the root,
to be followed immediately by an-
other crop.

There are several varieties of
mustard, maturing in 30 to 40 days,
which are popular for greens. They
have a pungent flavor which is espe-
cially popular in the southern
states, where greens have been a
dietary standby for generations.
Most of the mustards will keep
bearing until frost.

Spinach takes longer to mature
—40 to 0 days—and does not like
hot wedther. It is harvested by
pulling up the plant by the roots,
so that one crop is all it yields.
Sow just as soon as the ground can
be worked, in rows a foot apart,
and thin out to six inches between
the plants. A crop for fall may be
sown in July, and will find the cool
autumn weather to its liking.

Swiss chard is a species of beet
which produces an insignificant

SORREL

root, but luxuriant broad leaves,
which have a distinctive flavor
which many like better than other

greens. Chard may be cut off at
the ground, and the roots will send
up a new crop of leaves several
times during the summer., It is
highly esteemed for young children
during the hot weather when spin-
ach is difficult to grow.

New Zealand spinach is not a
spinach, but a tropical plant which
botanists call tetragonia expansa.
It should not be sown until the
ground is fairly warm, and then
it should be given plenty of room,
2 to 3 feet between plants. In the
northern states it grows to remark-
able size, so that a peck of greens
can be picked from a single plant
once a week until frosts come.

Garden sorrel is a hardy peren-
nial which bears edible leaves con-
sidered by many to be delicious.
It should be sown in drills eighteen
inches apart, preferably in light
shade, as hot sun is said to increase
its acidity. The roots should be
divided every four years.

To continue the greens pro-
gram into the late fall and win-
ter, sow in June seeds of kale or
borecole. Transplant to rows with
two feet between plants. It takes
110 days to bring plants to maturity,
but frost improves the flavor and
the plants continue to bear long
after other greens have been
killed.
