T he  S urp lus  Com m odit ies  Cor­
p ora t ion  Food S tam p P la n  (or  
d is tr ibu tion  of foods tu ffs  to u n ­
derpriv ileged  fam ilies  will go in ­
to o pera t ion  in  Donley County  
w ith in  th e  n ea r  fu tu re ,  c e r t a in -1 
ly before May 15th, a  g roup  of 
Donley cit izens w ere a ssu red  l a s t 1 
F riday ,  a t  a  m ee t in g  in C h ild ress  
w ith  Dwayne C reag e r ,  r e p re se n t­
a tive  of th e  reg iona l  SCC of­
fice.

A ssurance  th a t  th e  p lan  will 
o v e ra te  in Donley C oun ty  m ark s  
th e  end  of a long period  of en ­
deavor by coun ty  civic g roups  
an d  ind iv idua ls  to  b r in g  th e  
s t a m p s  to  coun ty  res iden ts .  The 
p lan  was m ade  a c e r ta in ty  F r i ­
day by ap prova l  by th e  county  
C om m iss io n e rs ’ C o u r t  of a p ro­
posi t ion  m ad e  th e  g ro u p  by Mr. 
Creager.

Before th e  plan could  be p lac­
ed  in oiperatlon, those  a t  th e  
C hild ress  m ee t in g  w ere  told, full 
approval and  coopera t ion  had  to 
be a s su red  from  cou n ty  officials, 
banks ,  an d  grocers. B an k e rs  a t  
th e  m ee t in g  endorsed  th e  plan, 
and  i t  was la te r  en d o rsed  by a  
food in d u s tr ie s  co m m it tee  in­
c lu d in g  W a l te r  Clifford  as ch a ir ­
man, U. J .  Boston, a n d  Roy B a r t ­
le tt ,  C la rendon ,  Dick Vallance 
an d  O. E. Sanders ,  H edley , and  
P. W. Cruse, Leila Lake.

The p lan  will a f fec t  those  In 
the  coun ty  who receive Surp lus  
C om m odit ies  C o rp o ra t io n  a ss is t­
ance, 1. e., those  on relief ,  WPA, 
and  old age  ass is tance  ro lls ,  bens- 
f l t t in g  a t  th e  sam e  t im e  local 
m e rch an ts ,  a t  w hose  s to re s  th e  
food s tam p s  will be cashed.

In brief ,  th e  p lan  w orks  ou t  
as fo llows: In s tead  o f  issuing 
su rp lu s  com m odit ies  to u n d e r ­
priv ileged  fam ilies ,  th e  SCC will 
sell th em  Food S tam ps,  good for 
th e  pu rch ase  of any  foodstuff . 
With each do lla rs  w o r th  of these 
s tam p s  will be Issued, free, fifty 
cen ts  in su rp lu s  food s tam ps, 
which can be used in buy ing  ce r­
ta in  des ig n a ted  s u rp lu s  com ­
m odities  w hich  a re  now d i s t r i b u t ­
ed th ro u g h  th e  C larendon  SCC 
office. T he  p u rch as in g  pow er of 
each fam ily 's  food d o l la r  will 
th u s  be Increased h a lf  again. 
Any Donley C ounty  m erch an ts  
who wish m ay p a r t ic ip a te  in the  
program .

In placing its approva l on 
the  p lan ,  Donley County  Com­
missioners  ag reed  to  ta k e  care  
of ad m in is tra t iv e  expenses of the  
p rogram . This  Item will no t be 
any  g re a te r  load on th e  county, 
i t  is said, th a n  th e  p re sen t  SCC 
setup , which calls  fo r  p aym ent 
of f r e ig h t  on su rp lu s  com m odi­
ties,  m a in ten an ce  of a  dow ntow n 
office In C la rendon ,  and  pay  for 
an office force. C om m iss ioners  
Marvin H all,  G. G. Reeves, J .  A. 
T o l le t t  an d  J o h n  H e rm esm y er  r e ­
p resen ted  th e  coun ty  a t  th e  Chil­
d ress  m eeting , and  im m edia te ly  
voted to  p lace  th e  p lan  in o p e ra ­
tion  in th e  county . County  
Ju d g e  R. Y. K ing, on a W ash ­
ington tr ip ,  was unab le  to  a t ­
tend  the  session.

A ccording to  th e  s ta tem en ts  
m ade  by Mr. C reag e r  a t  Chil­
d ress ,  th e  p la n  will be se t  up 
la  Donley C ounty  soon, as It 
m u s t  be in o p e ra t io n  in all of 
th e  five P a n h a n d le  C oun ties  to 
which It  was a s su red  before  
May 15th. Any co u n ty  m ay  dyop 
th e  plan a f te r  a  ten  day tr ia l  
if i t  is u nsa t is fac to ry .

T h e  C h ild ress  m ee ting ,  which 
followed on  th e  heels  of a m es­
sage  o f  confidence f rom  Cong. 
Gene W orley  t h a t  h is  e f fo r ts  In 
b eh a lf  o f  th e  P a n h a n d le  counties  
to  g e t  th e  p lan  g o ing  w ere to 
be  successful, w as a t te n d e d  by a 
n u m b er  o f  Donley c it izens In 
add it ion  to  r ep re sen ta t iv e s  o f  
th e  cou n ty  g o vernm ent .  W a l te r  
Clifford, Alvin L anders ,  and  H o­
w ard  S tew ar t  of C la rendon  and  
O. E. S an d ers  o f  H edley  r e p r e ­
sen ted  coun ty  g roce rs ;  Carroll 
K norpp  o f  C la rendon  a n d  J .  W. 
Noel of H edley  re p re sen ted  coun­
ty  b an k e rs ;  and  Is ad o re  Mellin- 
ge r  a n d  J .  R. G lllham  rep re s ­
en ted  th e  C larendon  C h a m b e r  of 
C omm erce.

T h e  an n o u n cem en t  of 
suspension  of th e  p ro jec ts  was 
m ad e  T u esd ay  by A. A. M ere­
d i th ,  m an ag e r  of the  P a n h a n d le  
d is tr ic t .

In  a le t te r  to  com m issioners  
co u r ts  of th e  counties  affec ted , 
Mr. M eredith  sa id  t h a t  th e  move 
h ad  been m ad e  necessary  by th e  
fa i lu re  of th e  S ta te  of T exas to 
m a tch  federa l  funds  now av a i l­
ab le  fo r  th e  ca re  of d ep en d en t  
ch ild ren .  Since th is  p rovision  of 
fu n d s  has no t been m ade, th e  
b u rd e n  of ca r in g  for  d ep en d en t  
ch i ld ren  now falls  on th e  in 
d iv idua l counties ,  Mr. M ered ith 's  
l e t t e r  said.

" I n  th is  reduc t ion  of o u r  
w o rk in g  q u o ta  as in o th e r  r e ­
ductions; in th e  past ,  i t  has  been 
necessary  t h a t  we re lease  those 
in secondary  need class. T h is  
has  resu l ted  in less w o rk e rs  of 
f i r s t  p r io r i ty  rem ain in g  in m any  
localit ies  to  m ee t th e  s t a tu to ry  
r eq u i rem en ts  t h a t  o u r  d is tr ic t  
sew ing  p ro jec t  no t  exceed 5 per 
c en t  non-certif ied# personnel o r  
re s u l t  in excessive non-cer ti f ied  
lab o r  and  o th e r  cost to  th e  F e d ­
e ra l  governm ent.  T here fo re ,  it has  
been  necessary  th a t  we suspend  
opera t io n  of 14 sewing room s and  
re lease  th e  16 superv isory , non- 
ce r t if ied  p e rso n s  em ployed th e re ­
on ."

News th a t  th e  C la rendon  sew ­
in g  room p ro jec t  was to  be 
closed cam e h e re  las t  week, and  
rep o r ts  a t  th a t  t im e  w ere  to  the  
e ffec t  t h a t  no hope of reopen ing  
th e  p ro je c t  could be held  un t i l  
a f t e r  Ju ly  1, a t  th e  earl ies t .

—Public Interest Mounts

Donley’s "B a lk a n  F r o n t ’’, the  
coun ty -opera ted  A dair  Hospital,  
su f fe red  a rap id  re lapse  the  past  
week, a d is tr ic t  c o u r t  In junc­
tion had  th e  p rac t ica l  e ffec ts  of 
closing th e  Ins ti tu tion  u n d e r  its 
h i th e r to  coun ty  m an ag em en t ,  e l i ­
m in a t in g  th e  com m issioners  co u r t  
and  its o p e ra t in g  b oard  from  the  
p ic tu re  w ith  one s troke .

T h e  in junction '  filed by Dr. 
B. L. Jenk ins ,  is a  temtporoary 
w rit  g ran ted  by J u d g e  Moss, and  
will be h ea rd  on i t s  m e r i ts  a t  
som e undisclosed fu tu re  date .

T he  In junc tion  peti tion , cited 
the  Donley C o u n ty  C om m iss ion­
ers '  C o u r t  and  th e  hosp i ta l  oover- 
a t in g  board , severa lly  and  in ­
div idually ,  as d e fendan ts .

In  brief, th e  pe ti tion  alleges 
th a t  th e  A dair  H ospita l  has  been 
in il legal o pera t ion  since Ju ly  
18, 1931, the  d a te  w hen th e  C om ­
m iss io n e rs ’ C o u r t  passed a motion 
to ta k e  over  opera t io n  of th e  in ­
s t i tu t io n  as a  co u n ty  hospita l ,  
u n d e r  th e  Texas S ta tu te s  g overn ­
ing such in s ti tu t ions .  T he  s ta tu te s  
p rov ide ,  th e  pe ti t ion  alleged, th a t  
coun ty  in s t i tu t io n s  m u s t  be  es­
tabl ished  th ro u g h  a vote o f  the 
roeople, in  a duly  called election. 
Such elec tion  was never  called, 
no r  held, the  pe ti t ion  said. Also, 
th e  motion  of th e  C o u r t  to  a s ­
su m e  opera t io n  of the  hospi ta l 
was m ere ly  an  ex -par te  action  of 
th a t  body, and  was n o t  a b ind ing

co n trac t  be tw een th e  hospita l 
o p e ra t in g  board  and  th e  Court.

On these  grounds , th e  com ­
p la in a n t ,  as  a taxpayer  and  res id­
en t  of Donley County , begged re ­
lief d u e  a taxpayer  and  legal 
re s id en t  of sa id  county , i. e., an 
o rd e r  re s t ra in in g  th e  Comm iss ion­
e r s ’ C o u r t  from  pay ing  any 
money, ap prov ing  any  account,  or 
a u th o r iz in g  (payment of any  w ar 
ra n t ,  to w ard  opera t io n  o f  A dair  
hosp i ta l  as a  coun ty  ins ti tu t ion .

T h e  rem a in in g  in te re s ted  p a r t ­
ies in the  p ic tu re  h e re  a re  the  
ho ld ing  b oard  u n d e r  th e  Adair 
will, and  th e  county  citizenship. 
In  a conversa tion  yes te rd ay  with 
a  m em b er  o f  the  ho ld in g  board, 
i t  was disclosed th a t  no m eeting  
o f  th a t  body h ad  been held. It 
Is ru m o red  th $ t  w hen  it  does 
convene i t  will have  one or 
m o re  propos it ions  befo re  It to 
lease th e  in s t i tu t io n  for opening 
and  opera t ion .

T h e re  is in tense  in te re s t  on 
th e  p a r t  of th e  public  generally ,  
for th e  hosp i ta l  as a  coun ty  s e r ­
vice h a s  been m o s t  popular .  
W hile  th e re  is some d if ference  of 
opinion a b o u t  th e  m er i ts  of the 
co n tro v e rsy  most all vo te rs  agree 
t h a t  th e  hosp i ta l  should  be in 
o p e ra t io n  for  the  b enefi t  and  p ro ­
tec t ion  of th e  public h ea l th  and 
welfare .

Editor Harry Koch, veteran Quanah newspaper owner, and 
a long time observer of labor movements in Europe (he is a native of 
Holland) and America, writes pugently of the present troublesome strike 
situation in America. He argues that the workers, themselves, should 
be the last court of appeal— not the labor leaders. Fear of the leaders 
should be banished in America.

"W e believe that the wave of strikes which is plaguing our 
country and threatening our armament program is conceived and foster­
ed  by our professional union leaders and not by our real wage-earners. 
It is suggested that we put the power to initiate and carry on striked 
where it rightfully belongs— with the workers themselves. Let’s put an 
end to this business o f people losing their jobs because they refuse to 
carry out union orders. Let's make the right to work equal to the right 
to strike, the right not to join a union, to refuse to pay dues, or to quit 
a  union, equal to the right to join one. W e don’t need antistrike legisla­
tion. What we do need is to get back to first princples, where workers 
can tell union leaders what they want to do, instead of being told, 
and can back up their wishes with their individual actions without fear 
of either employer or labor leader."

Clarendon people are deeply interested in the fortunes of the 
junior college aid bill now before the Texas legislature. If it should be 
enacted it will be a great boon to Clarendon Junior College and be the 
means of enlarging our school.

O f like situation is the junior college at Wichita Falls, and 
in comment on the progress of the bill, the Wichita Falls Times, has 
the following to say:

"An important victory was gained for the junior college 
state aid bill when the senate finance committee approved the measure. 
This leaves it still with much ground to be pained, hut it has won a 
skirmish that greatly improves its chances.

"The point which Senator Aikin, chairman of the senate 
finance committee, made in reporting it favorably, is one for both senate 
and house to keep in mind; namely, that it will lessen, not increase, 
the cost of higher education in Texas. If that argument for it is pre­
sented with sufficient force, it will win.”

Can you 
no t a lm ost h ea r  them  say “ We 
tru s ted  th a t  th is  was he  who 
should  deliver  Is rea l ,  an d  now 
he is dead and  burled , there  Is 
no thing left,  and  we ourselves 
a re  in d a n g e r  of death  from the  
sam e ones who h ad  him k i l led ” .

W ith  a bold 
confidence, which was n ever  
again  to  be sh ak en ,  th ey  w ent 
ou t  a t  His w ord , to  tell th e  world 
th a t  H e lived .and th a t  th e re  was 
hope for  all m an k in d .  T h ey  found 
no easy task . T h e re  w ere no 
g rea t  m u l t i tu d es  w aiting  to r e ­
ceive them. T h ey  found  th a t  they

h ad  to m ee t th e  sam e old hu m an  
sin and  selfishness the, sam e  old 
ha treds ,  the  sam e old persecu t­
ing P harisees ,  bu t w h a t  m a t te r ,  
th e i r  Master had  show n th a t  
death  was n o t  th e  end, th a t  m an  
m ight rise, no t  only above death , 
above all th a t  h indered  th e  liv­
ing of a  full life. He h ad  proven 
th a t  the  g rave  could no t hold;

We had  tru s ted  t h a t  we 
h ad  found th e  solu tion  fo r  the  
prob lem s of m ank ind ,  an d  -like 
those of old, we cry o u t  In the 
b lackness of o u r  n ig h t  o f  de­
p a ir  “ All Is L o s t” . W e a re  fe a r ­
ful even of o u r  wn safe ty . But 
if we will look up, and  If we 
will l is ten  we may h ea r  the  
voice of Him who conquered  
d ea th  say ing  “ I am  th e  R e s u r ­
rection  and  the  L ife” . " T h e  grave 
today can n o t  hold love and  hope 
and  h u m an  a sp ira t io n s .” “ Go tell 
m ank ind  th a t  because I live they 
m ay live a lso ” . T h a t  is th e  m es­
sage  of th e  C hris t ian  C h u rc h  to 
th e  world today. But, th e  Church

can only preach th a t  message as 
you help  it  to  do so.

Force  of a rm s  
will n ever  be as effective in 
br ing ing  love ou t o f  the  tom b as 
will o u r  expressed belief in Him 
who conquered  d ea th  t h a t  we 
m igh t iis«  to newness of life 
A re  you ready  to  show your 
loyalty to  H im ?  How may you 
do it?  One way is to  su p p o r t  by 
your presence a t  Its services the 
Church which Is His agency on 
ear th .  To su p p o r t  th a t  Church 
by your a llegiance to Its teachings 
and  by your presence. E as te r  
Day Is a new o pportun i ty  to do 
th a t .

AN ENGLISHMAN RIDES 
A TEX A S RAILROAD

“ ’T he  old o rd e r  c luuigeth,’ and 
It Is lucky for ruUvky trave le rs  
th a t  it' does.”

Such was th e  observation  of 
an E ng lishm an , R. H. Williams, 
a f te r  his  f i rs t  and last experi­
ence with a Texas ra i lroad  In 
1866. R ead  th e  s tory  of tha t  
experience in his book of A m er­
ican a d v en tu re s  called “ W ith  the 
B orde r  R u ff ian s” —  a  coipy of 
which is in  th e  U nivers ity  of 
Texas Collection— and y ou’ll have 
to  agree.

One W ednesday  in F ebruary ,  
66, W il l iam s lauded in P o r t  

Lavaca en ro u te  from New 
O rleans to  San Antonio. T h u rs ­
day a t  2 o ’clock, he learned, a 
t r a in  was to leave for Victoria—  
a t  2 on th e  dot.  So, as the 
Texas ra i lw ay  system w as 
th o u g h t  to be p re t ty  well d e ­
veloped by th e  m id-1860’s, In due 
tim e he  ap p ea red  a t  the  s ta tion  

o r  ra th e r ,  a t  “ th e  shed tha t  
did du ty  for a s ta t io n .’’

T h ere  was no tra in .  He waited. 
An h o u r  passed, and  still there  
was no t ra in .  W h a t  was even 
m ore  annoying , th e re  was no 
s ta t io n -m as te r— that is, not at 
the  s ta tion . Williums “a t  last 
u n ea r th ed  him in a saloon, ta k ­
ing his ease, and  his d rinks, in 

rock ing-cha ir ,”  only to be re ­
buked soundly  for p resum ing  to 
Inquire  ab o u t  the  schedule. So 
he re tu rn e d  to his hotel.
DELAY FO R  A CELEBRATION 

L ate  F r id ay  n ig h t  the  tra in  
pulled in to  town. Williams was 
th en  s l igh t ly  encouraged  to hear  
t h a t  it would leave the  next 
m orn ing ,  Sa tu rd ay ,  a t  9— a t  8 
on th e  dot. However, he soon 
lea rned  th a t  such prom ptness  
was possible only If the engineer 
could be kept sober, and  In 
the m o rn in g  th e  engineer,  the 
co n d u c to r  and  th e  s ta l io n -m as te r  
in chorus  were p ro u d ly  pro­
c la im ing to  the  populace "H o o ­
ray! T he  R a i l ro a d ’s d r u n k ! ” 
S u nday  m orn in g  at 10 the tra in  
finally rolled out of town, with 
th e  en g in ee r  still wobbling a bit 
Victor ia  was th i r ty  miles away.

So a t  last, though  “ an ox- 
wagon could have  bea ten  us In 
a race ,"  as  W il l iam s w ro te  la ter ,  
It was so m eth in g  th a t  they  were 
on th e i r  way. F o r  a  while, a t  
least. Two miles o u t  of town 
t h e  t r a i n  s to p p e d .  T h e r e  w a s  a 
pause. Then  suddenly  it  s ta r ted  
hack ing  up and  s t ru g g led  labor! 
nusly back to  P o r t  Lavaca. No 
w ate r ,  th e  cond u c to r  explained 
T he  en g in ee r  h a d n ’t th o u g h t  to 
fill th e  holler.

A bout noon they m ade  a fresh 
s ta r t .  Twelve miles th is  time, 
then  a n o th e r  halt.  T he  passeng­
ers  s a t  and  waited for  a n o th e r  
back ing  up, b u t  n o th in g  h ap p en ­
ed. At las t  they  noticed the  
engine  rock ing  a long In the  
d is tance  w ithou t them.
W A IT ED  IN T H E  W ILD ER N ESS

W a te r  t r o u b le -a g a in ,  th e  con 
du c to r  said. T h e .  en g inee r  was 
going on ah ead  to a  w a te r  hole. 
If he had  no luck there ,  h e ’s have 
to go all  the  way Into Victoria.

T h is  was too much, and  a f te r  
two h o u rs  th e  passengers ,  with 
te r r i fy ing  th rea ts ,  d ispatched  the 
conduc to r  to “ fetch th a t  eng ine  
back, and  quickly  too .” A fte r  all. 
It was mid - a f te rnoon ,  and  
th e y ’d h ad  no lunch. And they 
h ad  n o th in g  to e a t  and  d r in k ;
