“0, for a book and a shady
noek” seems to have reached a
responsgive chord in many minds
through June, 1206 hooks were
checked out, theangh June lacks
a day of being a long month, It
is gratifying to know that that
many people forgot the worries
of “‘too much rain” and similar
problems in the absorption of a
book.

Day by day as the war clonds
hang lower, the output of ‘the
press reflects this fact.

It is the July selection
of the Book-of-the-Month club,
and is the uncensored record of
what Shiver saw during seven
years in Hitler's Germany when
he was correspondent for the
Chicago Tribune, and since 1934
he has been broadcasting from
Berlin.

says, “If after finishing “Berlin
Dairy” a man is still an isola-
tionist, then he deserves to be
considered a sincere Nazi, who
may be honored for his honesty
but who must be regarded as an
enemy of the United States.’”

Virginia Woolf, brilliant English
wovelist, grahddaughter of Thac-
