Navy Recruiting 
Short of Quota 
In Donley

The two-week “Lexington Vol­
unteers” recruiting drive, launch­
ed by the Navy Department last 
Monday, is expected to lend stim­
ulus to Naval enlistments for the 
North Texas district during Sep­
tember and serve to boost the 
month’s total past the goal of 
3,600 recruits, Lieut. L. H. Ridout 
Jr., officer-in-charge, announced 
today.

Latest figures show that nearly 
2,500 enlistments have been hand­
led at the main station in Dallas, 
and Lieutenant Ridout pointed 
out that a whirlwind campaign 
during the final days of Septem­
ber will bring in the recruits 
necessary to round out the 
month’s quota of 3,600 men.

To date, total figures for the 
month include 2 recruits from 
Donley County, where the Sep­
tember quota is 8.

Every man recruited during the 
two-week “Lexington Volunteer" 
campaign, prompted by the 
launching Sept. 26 of a new air­
craft carrier bearing that name, 
will receive certificates which 
they may keep as mementoes. 
Lieutenant Ridout explained that 
10,000 more bluejackets than are 
ordinarily enlisted nationally dur­
ing a two-week period are antici­
pated.

A  recruiting officer will be in 
Dallas Sept. 29. 30 and O ct 1 to 
interview applicants for the Sea- 
bees, popular overseas construc­
tion regiment.

USS Lexington Launching To Mark 
Drive By Navy For Aviators 
And Enlisted Men

Secretary of the Navy, Frank 
Knox, emphasizing the Navy’s 
need for men as well as ships and 
aircraft if the United States is to 
win the war at sea. announced 
last night that a new nation-wide 
recruiting drive w ill be conducted 
in connection with the launching 
of the new aircraft carrier USS 
Lexington next Saturday, Sep­
tember 26, 1942.

He declared that the enrollment 
of 5,000 Aviation Cadets and the 
enlistment of 10,000 more blue­
jackets than are ordinarily in­
ducted during a two-week period 
will be saught in a drive begin­
ning today and continuing thru 
October 3rd.

Secretary Knox added that the 
launching of the Lexington, nam­
ed for the plane carrier which ad­
ded a glorious chapter to Ameri­
can naval history before it was 
lost in Uit Battle of the Coral Sen 
four months ago, would in itself 
be a tremendous inspiration to pa­
triotic Americans who want to 
serve their country.

Enlisted personnel recruiting in 
the campaign, the Secretary ex­
plained w ill be identified as “Lex­
ington Volunteers” in tribute to 
the fighting men of the former 
Lexington, who smashed the Japs 
In the Battle of Bougainville, 
again in the Battle of Lae and 
Salamaua, and a third time in the 
Coral Sea.

Handsome, appropriately-word­
ed certificates commemorating 
their enlistment in the Naval ser­
vice w ill be issued as a special 
memento to every man who joins 
the "Lexington Volunteers.”

The Aviation Cadets. Secretary 
Knox added, w ill be organized in­
to special “squadrons” bearing 
designations reminiscent of events 
and places connected with the 
famous battle which figured so 
Importantly in America's first 
for independence, and for which 
■hips of the Navy named Lexing­
ton derived that cognomen.
I  These units will be known of­

ficially as the "Lexington Squad­
rons” , “Concord Squadron” , "F ly ­
ing Minute Men” , "Paul Revere

Squadron” , “Liberty Squadron” 
“ Bunker Hill Squadron” , and the 
like. Secretary Knox said that 
where needs of the service per­
mit, the personnel of "Squadrons” 
will be kept intact throughout 
flight training.

"Our nations production of 
warships and fighting planes will 
count for nothing without the 
manpower needed to operate 
them to make them effective in- 
struemnts of warfare — instru­
ments to destroy the enemy who 
is seeking to deprive us of our 
right to liberty and happiness” , 
the Secretary asserted.

"Our Navy needs brave men, 
red-blooded patriots of the typo 
that fought and won at Lexington 
and Concord, patriots who love 
their country and who serve it as 
true Americans should. Never in 
all our history has the call for 
fighting men to defend our free­
dom been so urgent as it is today.

"The outstanding performance 
of and devotion to duty displayed 
by the men of the old Lexington 
at Bougainville, at Lae and Sala­
maua, and in the Coral Sea—and 
by our other gallant heroes at 
Midway, in the Solomon Islands 
and at Makin—outlines the pat­
tern of victory, and furnishes a 
shining example of how true 
Americans should respond in 
these perilous times when our 
free institutions are threatened.

Officials at the Navy Depart­
ment in Washington said that 
every recruiting station and the 
office of every Naval Aviation 
Cadet Selection Board in the 
country will begin today to accept 
volunteers for the various Lexing­
ton units.

Men who are at least 18 years 
of age and who have not yet at 
tained their 27th birthday, and 
who have at least a high school 
education, are eligible for flight 
training. They receive $75.00 
monthly, nlus meals, lodging, uni­
forms, and insurance, while Avia­
tion Cadets. Upon qualifying as 
Ensigns in the U. S. Naval Re 
serve or Second Lieutenants in 
the U. S. Marine Corps Reserve

their monthly compensation in­
creases to $246 and up.

Seven branches of the Naval 
service are open to enlisted men. 
comprising 49 different classes of 
jobs— or ratings. Enlisted ratings 
are open to men between the ages 
of l ’J and 50 and their monthly 
base pay ranges from $50 to $138 
plus uniforms, food, rental, de­
pendents' allowances, and othpr 
allowances.

Physical requirements, it was 
pointed out at the Navy Depart­
ment have been modified recently 
to permit the enlistment of many 
men who previously were unable 
to serve their country because of 
minor physical deficiencies.

It also was explained that train­
ing leading to commissions in the 
U. S. Naval Reserve as deck en­
gineering and special service of­
ficers is available to college stu­
dents and graduates between the 
ages of 18 and 28 who are able to 
meet the educational and physical 
requirement*.

As the tempo of war increases 
and the machinery of war produc­
tion moves at a faster clip, the ef­
fects are felt increasingly on the 
Home Front. This has been espec­
ially true in the last week.

Announcement of immediate al­
locations of meat for civilians 
with full-fledged rationing to fo l­
low as soon as details can be ar­
ranged heralded the fact that it 
won’t be long before the nation at 
home gets further into the war 
than just "ankle deep.” During 
the week also, War Production 
Board actions showed a general 
tendency of tightening up on the 
civilian. Additional restrictions 
were applied to civilian use of 
materials that are also needed for 
war, and on some restrictions al­
ready in effect additional squeez­
es were applied.

A  development on the price 
control front during the week em­
phasized the afet that the govern­

ment moans business in keeping 
the cost of living down. This came 
in the filing of more than 100 
court actions against major meat 
packers and wholesale distribu­
tors in 18 cities.

As for meat rationing, so that 
all may share, and Share alike, 
while demand exceeds supply, the 
national food requirement com­
mittee was £#ked to speed up 
plans for equitable distribution. 
Pending working out of rationing 
details, which may take four 
months, it was announced that the 
War Production Board would is­
sue orders for allocation of meat 
by packers and wholesalers to re­
tail outlets. Also, in the mean­
time, voluntary “rationing'" thru 
adoption of a “meatless days” 
plan w ill be suggested.

The proposed ration is 2% 
pounds of meat per person per 
week— about the same as average 
consumption during the late 
1930's. This is far greater than 
present rationing in Europe. 
Britons get a little more than a 
pound a week, while Italians are 
allowed 3 Vk to 4*4 ounces each 
per week.

Meat rationing w ill be a result 
pf increased buying power: Out 
supply has reached the record- 
breaking total of 24 billion pounds 
a year, but even greater record- 
breaking demand resulting from 
military and lend-lease needs and 
increased civilian consumption 
now is estimated at 27 billion 
pounds.

If  you tried to buy a new piece 
of farm machinery or equipment 
within the past week, you found", 
no doubt, that Uncle Sam had 
placed control on such sales— a 
prelude to rationing.

Government agencies have de­
cided that the all-out agricultural 
production program scheduled for 
the coming year is so important 
that it is necessary to place pres­
ent stocks of new farm machinery 
and equipment into hands of 
fanners who need it most. Stock* 
of *uch equipment were ordered 
temporarily “frozen" by the U. S. 
Agricultural Department, with 
the order to remain in effect until 
machinery for rationing can be

set up by the USDA.
Under the proposed rationing 

plans, details in each state will be 
handled by State USDA War 
Boards, and in each county by the 
County Farm War Board, of 
which the county A A A  committee 
chairman, is the head. In addition 
to the chairman, the county ra­
tioning committee will be com­
posed of two farmer members and 
their alternates, appointed by the 
County War Board. In the South­
western region, the State War 
Board chairmen are B. F. Vance, 
College Station, Texas; G. J. Dur­
bin, Baton Rougle, La.; and C. T. 
Mameron (acting), Stillwater, 
Okla.

TENANT SCORES 
CIVIL SUIT

IN

Award of $50 damages and at­
torney’s fees to a Wichita, Kan­
sas. tenant for excess rent charges 
resulted from the first civil suit 
decided in the Southwest OPA 
region under the treble damage 
clause of the Price Control Act of 
1942. Evicted by his landlord, 
who wished to remodel the prem­
ises, the tenant brought a cross 
action alleging a 50-cent a week 
overcharge on rent from June I, 
1942, when federal rent control 
became effective in "Wichita. Un­
der the rent control law, the ten­
ant may sue his landlord for 
treble the amount of rent over­
charge, or $50. plus costs and at­
torney’s fees, whichever is great­
er. Rent control has been invoked 
in 27 areas in the six states com­
prising the Southwest OPA reg­
ion, and will be invoked in nine 
additional areas on October 1.

UNITED STATES CIVIL 
SERVICE COMMISSION

To recruit additional Depart­
mental Guards, at $1,500 a year, 
and Staff Dietitians, at $1,800 a 
year, the United States Civil Ser­
vice Commission announces a- 
mendments liberalizing original 
requirements for these jobs.

Wanted particularly are De­
partmental Guards for service in 
Washington, D. C. only. To obtain 
them the Commission has done 
away with experience require­
ments, and simplified physical 
standards. Now applicants may 
qualify by passing a general test 
and satisfying appointment of­
ficers of their physical- fitness to 
be Guards.

Staff Dietitians in increased 
numbers are also sought. Appli­
cants who have completed a 4- 
year course in a recognized col­
lege with a major in dietetics may 
now substitute a 1-year of suc­
cessful experience as dietitian in 
a hospital of at least 200-bed ca­
pacity for each 6-months of grad­
uate training hitherto required. 
No written test is given.

Full information as to the re­
quirements for these examina­
tions, and application forms may 
be obtained from Ernest Hunt or 
Elmer G. Hayes, local Secretary 
of the Board of U. S. Civil Service 
Examiners, at the post office in 
this city.

CEILING PRICES SET 
ON PRUNES, RAISINS

Ceiling prices at levels repre­
senting about 110 per cent of par­
ity to the grower soon will be set 
for dried prunes and raisins, OPA 
has announced. These price curbs, 
when issued, will be the first to be 
fixed on any fruit at the grower 
level.

BEHIND THE SCENES IN 
AMERICAN BUSINESS

Plugging of the two holes which 
have been letting big currents of 
inflation pour through the price 
ceiling—wages and farm prices—  
has become the most pressing 
economic problem of the nation. 
Both houses of Congress are hear­
ing experts, most of whom agree 
that wages and farm prices should 
be stabilized at levels prevailing 
August 15th. With respect to 
wages, it should be fairly simple, 
just to state that all wages w ill be 
fixed at August 15th levels, ex­
cept that increases will be granted 
so as to match the rise in cost of 
living since January, 1941. The 
question of “parity" or “ 110 per 
cent of parity”  makes stabilizing 
farm prices a much tougher as­
signment. Newest complication in 
the latter is the contention that 
the increase in wages farmers 
have to pay their help must be 
figured in with the "parity” con­
cept. With food forming the larg­
est single item in American fam­
ily budgets—  taking about 33 
cents out of every pay-envelope 
dollar—the significance of getting 
this home-front battle settled is 
obvious.

Bits O' Business
Washington government build­

ing cafeterias are jumping the 
gun on meatless days, with volun­
tary “no meat or fish” policy on 
Wednesdays. Macaroni and cheese 
or rpushrooms on toast are offered 
as substitutes.

Glass Goes To War
And the result is that one of 

man’s oldest known materials is 
helping our ultra-modern bomb­
ers fly higher than ever before. 
Odd as it may sound, glass is 
proving to be a tough and rough 
material for fighting weapons. 
For example, an airplane safety

glass has been developed by the 
Libbey-Owens-Ford Glass Com­
pany and is serving the dual pur­
pose of helping to protect bomber 
pilots and gun crews from enemy 
bullets while offering them un­
hampered and perfect vision. 
Other types of glass are playing 
important roles on battleships, in 
the army’s tanks, as windshields 
for mosquito torpedo bTIhts and as 
facing for the Army's new 800,- 
000,000 candlepower aerial search­
lights.

REPLACED

Sugar purchase certificates may 
be issued by the Army Exchange 
service to replace sugar used in 
products delivered ty Army post 
exchanges, OPA announced. De­
tails about the replacement may 
be obtained from the exchange 
officer at the post where the pro­
ducts are delivered. Manufactur­
ers who use sugar in finished pro­
ducts delivered to the Arm y or 
Navy, principally for ration kits, 
also can qualify for replacement 
of the sugar they used, through 
application to the local war price 
and rationing board with which 
they are registered.

An Open Letter 
To Men Only

This is an open letter to men 
only. If you are a male citizen of 
the United States and your age is 
within the present limits of mili­
tary service, it is directed to you 
personally, and you will want to 
read carefully the following facts 
which, from now on, will be of 
vital importance to you.

Daily, weekly, montnly, more 
and more men are needed for our 
armed forces, and from all indi­
cations, more men are scheduled 
to be called in October than in 
any previous thirty-day period.

If  you are a man between the 
ages of 17 and 50. you should in­
quire abput the possibilities of 
service in the United States Navy, 
before you are called into another 
branch. You can be accepted for 
Naval service up to the time of 
your actual induction—and you 
w ill have the satisfaction of 
knowing you volunteered your 
services to your country.

One of the first and most im 
portant facts confronting the man 
who is undecided on whether to 
enlist in the Navy is the all-im­
portant question of pay. The base 
pay in the Navy— that is, for an 
apprentice seaman— is the same 
as that of a private in the army. 
But a promotion and increase in 
pay is guaranteed after the first 
two months of service in the 
Navy, for every man who enlists 
as an apprentice seaman auto­
matically becomes a seaman, sec­
ond class, which corresponds to 
the army rating of private first 
class.

Every Navy, recruit has a
chance o { assignment to a Navy

trade school, where each man can 
become an expert in the trade for 
which he has shown himself best 
adapted.

The Seabees, Navy construction 
unit, offers unusual opportunities. 
A ll Seabees automatically become 
at least seaman, second class upon 
enlistment. Many older married 
men, if qualified in a skilled 
trade, w ill be especially interested 
in joining the Seabees, but all 
men 17 to 50 are acceptable.

Age limits for service in the 
regular Navy, the Naval Reserve 
and the Seabees are from 17 to 50 
and a half. Single men from 17 to 
30 are eligible to join the regular 
Navy and serve for six years, but 
all men from 17 to 50, whether 
with or without dependents, 
single or married, may enlist in 
the Naval Reserve for the dura­
tion.

Time is an.essential elment in 
enlisting, however. Many men 
who have delayed too long in 
volunteering for the Navy now re­
gret it. You should choose your 
service while you are still free to 
do so.

Navy recruiting stations are in 
Dallas, Abilene, Amarillo, Big 
Spring, Fort Worth, Longview, 
Lubbock, Paris, San Angelo, Sher­
man, Tyler, Waco, Wichita Falls.

Other stations are in Childress, 
Corsicana and Rusk.

The War Production Board has 
dealt another blow to those of us 
who hoped to make a little addi­
tion to our living quarters this 
year. Effective today, the govem- 
/nent officials placed a limit of 
$200 on the amount of residential 
construction involving a change 
of design which can be carried 
through without specific authori­
zation from that war agency. War 
housing is not affected by the 
order, but almost every other kind 
of building is. Previously, new 
construction valued at $500 or 
less could be erected without ap­
proval. Theoretically, there is no I 
limit on repair work under this' 
revised order, but the list of items 
excluded from the repair category 
is so all-encompassing that most 
restoration or reconstruction work 
might just as wel lbe given up for 
the duration.

Safer Flying
An electronic device that

weighs less than five pounds is 
going to make all-weather flying 
a lot simpler and safer. This latest 
product of industry’s inventive 
genius is the “ Ice Indicator,” an­
nounced by the Minneapolis-
Honeywell Regulator Company, 
leader in development of auto­
matic controls, and rushed to com­
pletion for the use of the United 
Nations air forces. “ It is possible 
that before long most large Allied 
bombers and cargo carrying plan­
es w ill be equipped with this 
newest development,” said H. W. 
Sweatt, president of the company, 
in revealing the details of the im­
portant new flying aid. “ While 
most large planes are equipped 
with de-icers, the problem in the 
past has been to know when to 
start them operating. The new Ice 
Indicator records the thickness 
and rate of accumulation of ice on 
plane surfaces. For the first time, 
de-icing equipment can be turned 
on at the exact moment it becom­
es most efficient.” The Ice Indi­
cator does three things: it tells 
when ice begins to form; it mea­
sures the thickness of the ice; and 
it can operate the de-icers auto­
matically. With the worry of ice 
o ff his mind, the pilot can concen­
trate on the job of flying his ship.

RECLAMATION OF 
GOODS PLANNED

Reclamation of Army clothing, 
blankets, mattress covers, barrack 
bags and other items of equipage 
will be undertaken by the W PA  
on a nation-wide scale, with the 
Army furnishing the thread, but­
tons, material and patches and the 
W PA  furnishing the labor with­
out charge. In addition to the ser­
vice to the Army and the import­
ant savings, the clothing projects 
w ill enable thousands of women 
W PA  workers, barred by age or 
other considerations from war in­
dustries, to help materially in the 
war effort. On smallscale opera­
tions in New England, W PA  cloth­
ing projects have reclaimed more 
than 2000,000 items of clothing 
and equipage for reissue during 
the last four months.

Army Air Forces 
Need Men For 
Ground Work

The Army A ir Forces can use 
men who cannot pass the physical 
examinations for general military 
service, according to report Satur­
day from Lt. Col. Marvin B. Dur- 
rette. District Recruiting ti In­
duction Officer at Lubbock.

Age limits are 18 to 50 and the 
applicants should have some me­
chanical or radio experience. 
Those who have been placed in 
the I-B classification by their Lo­
cal Boards are eligible for enlist­
ment now.

Anyone mechanically inclined 
who has been making a livelihood 
through some mechanical trade, 
even though he has some physical 
defects, is thus eligible for enlist­
ment into the A ir Forces where he 
is needed, to help “Keep ’em Fly­
ing” .

Venereal Diseases 
Vital Health 
Problems

Because of the fact that a ven­
ereal disease is no respector of 
persons, people of every class and 
color, rich and poor, educated and 
ignorant are numbered among the 
victims, asserts Dr. Geo. W. Cox, 
State Health Officer.

“Venereal diseases, o f which 
syphilis and gonorrhoea are the 
more commonplace, are among 
the most vital health problems in 
the State of Texas today," Dr. Cox 
said. “This state has been chosen 
as the location for dozens of army 
camps, training fields, naval bas­
es, shipbuilding yards, airplane 
construction plants, and other ma-

jor defense industries. The result­
ing influx of workers and armed
forces has emphasized the need 
for exerting every known means 
in the control of venereal dis­
eases.”

The State Health Officer point­
ed out that self-diagnosis and self­
treatment are extremely danger­
ous and advised consulting a phy­
sician for determining definitely 
whether or not a venereal disease 
is present.

“Only a reputable physician can 
properly diagnose such a disease. 
The presence of gonorrhoea is not 
disclosed by a routine blood test, 
and the diagnosis of syphilis re­
quires more than a blood exami­
nation,”  declared Dr. Cox. “Both 
syphilis and gonorrhoea are al­
most 100% curable if discovered 
and treated in their very earliest 
stages. Thousands of deaths an­
nually could be prevented,” Dr.

Cox said, “ if sufficient attention 
were given to the early diagnosis 
and thorough treatment of syph­
ilis. Delay reduces the chance of 
cure and in many cases is the di­
rect cause of death.”
