Kick-Off Breakfast Tuesday Morning 
Will Launch Donley Red Cross Drive
MEETINGS ON 1942 
AAA PROGRAM IN 
COUNTY CALLED

A series of agricultural meet­
ings, with the dual purpose of 
explaining both the 1942 AAA 
program and the current Food 
For Defense campaign to Donley 
County farmers, will be held by 
County Agent H. M. Breedlove 
this week and next, he has an­
nounced.

Though the 194 2 AAA Pro­
gram does not involve manv 
changes over the present AAA 
setup, Mr. Breedlove said that 
some important changes had 
been mad which needed explain­
ing to all farmers. Among these 
is a provision that 20 percent of 
crop acreage must be left out 
as soil conserving acreage, on 
which certain soil-cons e r v i n g 
pratlces must be carried out to 
earn payments. Before farmers 
can earn full conservation pay­
ments, these practices must be 
carried out on all their soil-con­
serving acreage, he said.

Also to be discussed on each 
farm meeting program will be 
details of the new Food For De­
fense drive, under which the na­
tions farmers will be asked to go
the limit on producing farm
products on their land. The 
campaign in Donley County is 
under the direction of a Defense 
Committee including Nolle Sim­
mons as chairman, W. J. Qrigg, 
J. E. Burch, Olie Hommel, For­
rest Sawyer, and H. M. Breed­
love.

Donley County's Red Cross 
Roll Call drive, aimed at a new 
high goal of 900 memberships 
this year, will be launched with 
appropriate fanfare T u e s d a y  
morning, when Roll Call offi­
cials and individual workers 
from all sections of the County 
will gather for a kick-off break­
fast in the Clarendon C l u b  
Rooms.

Starting at nine o’clock, the 
breakfast will bring together 
some sixty Roll Call workers 
and their chief, Miss LaVerne 
McMurtry, county Roll C a l l  
chairman, for a discussion of 
plans for this year's intensified 
campaign.

A message of encouragement 
and perhaps some tips on suc­
cessful Red Cross campaigning 
will be brought to the group by 
Fanchet Upshaw of Amarillo, 
prominent insurance man and 
civic worker, who Ib Potter 
County Red Cross chairman. Mr. 
Upshaw will be introduced by 
Sam M. Braswell, who will act 
as toastmaster during the brief 
program.

Principal business of the oc­
casion will be handled by Miss 
McMurtry, who will distribute 
materials to all workers, and 
outline in detail her plans tor 
the membership drive. E a c h  
worker will have a certain sec­
tion of the city or county to 
cover, and instructions for hand
ling solicitation la 
trlctS will bo
Murtry.

Actual work on the drive for 
memberships will begin imme­
diately after the kick-off break­
fast. with officials and workers 
striving to reach the quota and 
go beyond with time to spare 
before November 30, date set for 
the Roll Call drive to be con­
cluded.

The annual fall convention of 
the West Texas Chamber of 
Commerce at Midland Monday 
and Tuesday of this week was a 
streamlined business session in­
stead of the old-fashioned bally­
hoo affair with lots of bands, 
parading delegations. ,etc., that 
made it famous for the past 
twenty odd years.

Getting light down to business 
under the presidency of J. Thom­
as Davis. Dean of John Tarleton 
College at Stephenville, the busi­
ness sessions functioned along 
the lines plunned by the com­
mittee on- work, lieuded by Judge 
J. D. Hamlin of Farwqll, former 
president of the body.

Principal action of the con­
vention centered on a revamped 
und renewed campaign for equal 
freight rates for West Texas and 
Texas, seeking to displace the 
discriminations that, have existed 
against them for the past fifty 
odd years.

The hospital will be managed 
according to the standards for 
a grade “ A’’ hospital set by the 
American Hospital Associat i o n 
and the Amerlcun College of 
Surgeons, according to annaunce- 
ment of Dr. Borsook.

V. H. ARMY AGENTS 
TO BUY HORSES 
HERE SATURDAY

An army remount purchasing 
board, headed by Major August 
W. 8chermacher, will be at the 
J. H. McMurtry ranch near Clar­
endon Saturday afternoon, for 
the purpose of purchasing horses 
for the army.

Persons who have horses which 
can meet the somewhat rigid 
army standards are asked to have 
them at the ranch after noon 
Saturday for inspection by the 
board.

The board will purchase only 
cavalry and heavy cavalry riding 
horses, coming within the fol­
lowing requirements: K I n d— 
sturdy, symettrlcally formed; rea­
sonably well balanced; a good 
foot; closely ribbed; a short back 
suitable to take an army saddle; 
strong legs sufficiently w e l l  
placed and directed to move him 
straight. Horses must be gentle 
and allow all four feet to be 
handled. Height— 15 to 15.3 
hands, and in full wear: up to 16 
hands If mature. Weight— 1000 
to 1200 pounds, according to 
height. Sex— geldings, and a few 
mares of outstanding quality and 
excellence. Age— 4 to 8 years 
old. Color— bay. brown, black, 
chestnut, very dark duns, hnd 
roans when of exceptional qua­
lity and substance. Three year 
olds will not bo purchased.

Expenditures for food in Clar­
endon and Donley County were 
increased 22,045 during th e  
month of October through the 
Government’s food stamp pro­
gram, it was revealed this week 
by L. *J. Cappleman, Regional 
Director of the Surplus Market­
ing Administration for the thir­
teen Southern States.

This sum represented th e  
amount of blue stamps issued by 
the Clarendon and Donley Coun­
ty Stamp Program office during 
the month. In addition. 22,726 of 
orange stamps were purchased 
from the Government during the 
period, bringing the total amount 
available for food purchases due 
to the stump program to 24,771 
for October.

Participating in the Clarendon 
and Donley County stamp pro­
gram during the month were 217 
cases, representing with* their 
families, 858 persons, T h o s e  
participating represented 7 1 .8  
percent of the 1,194 persons in 
the area eligible to r e c e i v e  
stamps during October.

Since the stamp plan has been 
in operation. 212.259.50 in blue 
stamps have been Issued in Clar­
endon and Donley County, aug­
menting regular food expendi­
ture for the area by that amount.

Amount of blue stamps issued 
per person durlug October ave­
raged 22-/8.

UNION THANKSGIVING 
SERVICE TO BE HELD 
ON NOVEMBER 20

Clarendon and Donley County 
subscribers to Southwestern As­
sociated Telephone Company ser­
vices were notified this week of 
new tax rates on local and long 
distance telephone services, which 
became effective on October 1.

On local phone service, a fed­
eral tax of six percent of the 
monthly charge went into effect 
for last month's service. Busi­

ness telephone subscribers, .for 
example, were hilled for 24.77, 
with 27c of that amount being 
a six percent levy on the regular 
rate of 24.60 per month for a 
business connection.

On long distance calls, a grad­
uated tax applies, starting with 
six percent on all calls costing 
less than 25 cents. On calls cost­
ing 25 to 50 cents, the tax is 
five cents, whle calls costing 50 
cents or more are taxed five 
cents for each fifty cents or frac­
tion thereof. Report charges on 
calls not completed also are tax­
ed six percent.

Donley Countians have had this 
fall, were still to be seen over 
this area today, after the sea­
son’s lowest temperature brought 
a moderately heavy frost last 
night. Weather observer Joe 
Goldston reported a new low 
temperature of 29 degrees, the 
aftermath of a light “ norther’ ’ 
which struck Clarendon early 
Tuesday night. Today’s forecast 
was for continued fair weather, 
with not much change in temper­
ature.

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cltogether his obligations in the 
promises.”

This treachery, of course, only 
enraged the settlers more, but 
they lingered outside the town 
until recruits from nearby settle­
ments swelled their number to 
300. Then, just as they were 
about to storm Bradburn'B strong­
hold, Colonel Pledras, the Mexi­
can commandant at Nacogdoches, 
appeared on the scene and settl­
ed everything amicably. The Tex­
an hostages were released and 
Bradburn was sent back into the 
Mexican interior.

“ Nor did this wretch venture 
to present his accursed visage in 
Texas again,” Foote summed up 
in. a burst of eloquence, “ until 
the bloody campaign of 1836, 
when he came like an evil spirit, 
hovering, with gloomy and malig­
nant aspect, in the rear of San­
ta Anna’s army, but taking good 
care that his corporeal frame 
should not be found at any time 
within musket-shot of his an­
cient Texan acquaintances.’’ 
lOO Years Ago In Texas

“ The editor of the’ Civilian be­
stows upon our article relative
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A Foretaste of “10
Tlie fifteen years which pre­

ceded the actual hostilities of 
1836 in Texas were dotted with 
uprisings ,of one sort or another 
which contributed to a develop­
ing state of unrest within and a 
developing state of apprehension 
without, in the Mexican interior. 
Several times there occurred full 
fledged "Incidents” of protest in 
the colonies. Although most of 
them were dealt with severely 
by the Mexican government, one 
which strangely enough gained 
its approval was the well-known 
Anahuac incident of 1831.

The “ Tiillan” of this little 
drama was a gentleman, by the 
name of Colonel John Davis 
Bradburn, and his, apparently, 
was the sole responsibility for 
the trouble. At least, that is the 
view expressed in the passionate 
little work called “Texas and the 
Texans” published in 1841 by 
Henry Stuart Foote, one of the 
most violently partisan histories 
in the University of Texas Lib­
rary’s unparalleled Texas Collec­
tion.

Colonel Bradburn was a little 
Mexican despot with a supreme­
ly dictatorial nature and little 
love for the colonists who In 
1831 had charge of the customs 
along the eastern coast of Texas. 
It is typical of his attitude that 
in December of that year he 
arbitrarily imposed martial law 
upon the settlements within ten 
leagues of the Gulf.
Justice By Tlie People

With their civil procedures thus 
inactive, the citizens of the Gal- 
eston Bay town of Anahuac took 
matters in their own hands when, 
according to Foote, “ some worth­
less fellow supposed to be in the 
Mexican Interest committed an 
act of disgusting immorality.’ ’ 
and unhesitatingly adorned him 
with tar and feathers.

In retaliation Bradburn, “ de­
termined at once to repel an en­
croachment so serious upon his 
own prerogatives,”  arrested some 
of the most eminent citizens of 
the town, William B. Travis 
among them, and clapped them 
in jail; whereupon the settlers, 
gathering from fifty miles around 
into a little army of 150, de­
manded that they be released Im- 
m e tU u tn ly  o r  t u r n a d  o v e r  t o  t h e
civil authorities for constitution­
al trial.

When this demand produced 
nothing hut abuse from the Col­
onel, the settlers proceeded to 
lay siege to Bradburn'B fortress 
and within a couple of hours 
forced him into a concession. He 
would release his hostages, he 
promised, if they first would re­
lease the prisoners they had 
taken in the skirmish and retire 
six miles from town.
Treachery and Success

After the colonists. having 
agreed to these terms, had with­
drawn from the town, however, 
“ this faithless miscreant.” Foote 
wrote, “ recovering f r o m  h i s  
alarm, opened a treacherous fire 
upon a few of the citizens whom 
he found in sight and announced 
his determination to disregard
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ironical compliment, and says,
‘on the subject of hens and
chickens (wei are without a
rival in the land.’ In returning 
our thanks for his favorable 
notice of our humble efforts, we

DO YOU KNOW 
TEXAS?

By Garland Adair

A reader of this newspaper 
can get the answer to any quest­
ion of fact about Texas by writing 
A. Garland Adair, Curator of Pat­
riotic Exhibits, Texas Memorial 
Museum, Austin. Texas.

Q. What is the highest town 
In Texas?

A. Alpine, county seat of 
Brewster county. Is known as the 
“ mile high city of Texas.” Also 
out In that part of the Big Bend 
country, located in the Davis 
Mountains. Is the highest post 
office in the state, Frijole, 5650 
feet above sea level.

ELEEMOSYNARY INSTITUT­
IONS: - - A little-known grant 
of Texas' public dominion for 
educational purposes Is that of 
410,600 acres for four eleemos­
ynary Institutions Including the 
State Insane Asylum, the In­
stitute for the Blind, the Iustl- 
ute for the Deaf and Mute, the 
State Orphans Home. These lands 
were sold on the same terms and 
conditions as state school lands. 
Bascom Giles, Commissioner of 
the General Land Office, says, 
at from $1 to $2.60 an acre. 
Most of the land was surveyed 
In parts of the state suitable for 
farming, and it was bought by 
settlers who improved it, while 
the revenues went for the en­
dowment of these institutions.

Q. Was there a battle at San 
Antonio other than the selge of 
the Alamo?

A. Yes In December, 1835, the 
Texas army under the command 
of General Mllain laid selge to 
San Antonio de Bexar then held 
by the Mexicans. It -was here that 
General Milam was killed before 
the Texans drove the Mexicans 
from the city.

There are a number of Interest­
ing and unusual branding Irons 
on exhibit in the Pioneer Room 
of the Texas Memorial Museum, 
Austin.

Q. Please list the three largest 
cltleB In Texas with their populat­
ion by the 1940 federal census.

A. Houston 384,514, Dallas 
294,734, and San Antonio 253, 
854.

STOPPING 
TO THINK
By C. R. Riddle

On the campus at Transylvania 
University, Lexington, Kentucky, 
is the grave of Constantine Samu­
el Reflnesque, whose 158th birth­
day was on October 22.

To ell but a few Americans 
Refinesque’8 Is meaningless, yet 
he gave to the world one of its 
finest Insights into botany. Born 
In France and soon an orphan. 
Reflnesque came to Colonial Am­
erica to engage in business. Hav­
ing been attracted to flowers, 
trees and birds in his native land, 
the wilds of his adopted country 
lured him from a business pursuit.

Alone, Reflnesque tramped the 
hills, mountains and valleys of 
nearly a dozen states, gathering 
a wealth of knowledge of nature 
so widely used today.- Being 
otherwise educated, and possess­
ing such a vast knowledge of 
nature, Transylvania University 
appointed him professor of natur­
al sciences, but the call of the 
great outdoors proved too strong. 
Again he became a student under 
the blue canopy, crossing the 
Alleghany Mountains on foot, 
and exploring vast regions where 
no white man had ever set foot.

Rafinesque died In poverty In 
a Philadelphia rooming house, 
but surrounded by the largest 
botanical collection ever made 
by one man. His body was saved 
from the potter's field by a 
friend, and 75 years later Tran­
sylvania University removed his 
remains from Philadelphia and 
buried them on its campus. Raf­
inesque Hall. Mammoth Cave, 
Kentucky, also perpetuates his 
name.

But the life of this pioneer 
scientist was not to him a trag­
edy, for among his last notes he 
wrote: “ Every pure botanist is 
a good man, a happy man.”

The storing of bulbs and tubers, 
such as dahlias, canna and gladio­
lus, which must be lifted from the 
ground, is a problem with many 
gardeners whose homes have heat­
ed basements.

An unheated cellar with a dirt 
floor, which will keep apples and 
potatoes in good condition during 
the winter, will keep bulbs and tu­
bers as well. There are three things 
to guard against in storing: exces­
sive temperature, which will cause 
them to sprout; lack of humidity, 
which will dry them out; and lack 
of air, which will encourage mil­
dew.

A temperature of 50 degrees or 
lower is ideal, but they will en­
dure higher if the other factors arc 
favorable. It is possible to keep 
them in a heated basement if they 
are protected by a covering of 
earth, sand or peat moss which is 
occasionally moistened.

Most dahlia growers have found 
peat moss the most satisfactory 
covering. Tubers may be placed in 
bushel baskets or large boxes, filled 
with peat moss, placed in the cool­
est corner of the basement, and if 
a little water is sprinkled on the 
moss once a week they will usually 
come through the winter in perfect 
condition. Dahlia tubers need not 
be cleaned of dirt; it is better to 
allow some dirt to adhere to the 
tuber during the storage.

Canna tubers will do well with the 
same treatment. Gladiolus bulbs 
are even easfcr to keep in good con­
dition. The principal causes of trou­
ble with them are extreme humidi­
ty and poor ventilation. They should 
not be piled into a basket or box, 
nor inclosed in airtight bags which 
are open to the air. Mildew and 
bacterial rot are not produced by 
piling up and the exclusion of air.

Gladiolus bulbs should be clean and 
the tops pulled oil for storage. Do 
not remove the husk, which pro­
tects the bulb.

Where named varieties are grown 
and it is desired to keep the bulbs 
of each variety separate the follow­
ing is a good method for each va­
riety: take a kraft paper bag of 
three-quart size or larger, accord­
ing to the number of bulbs grown. 
Dig the bulbs of one variety, pull 
off the tops, shake off the dirt, and 
place them with bulblets adhering 
in the bag. which is properly la­
beled. Do not close the mouth of 
the bag, but store the bags open to 
the air, and without piling them up. 
In the spring the bulblets may 
be separated and planted in the 
same row with the large bulbs, thus 
keeping all of each variety together.

Man, Resident In Orient For Many 
Years, To Return To America

Oatsf Highlandy Reg. Pkgrecalled this week that Palo 
Duro Brown lived with his par­
ents on the JA ranch in Its early 
days, shortly after tt was found­
ed by Colonel Charles Good­
night.

The family later moved to 
Old Clarendon, then to the new 
town, which Palo Duro left fol­
lowing the death of his parents, 
and about the time he reached 
manhood, to join the American 
Army in the Spantsh-Ainerican 
War. After the war. young Brown 
stayed with the Army, serving in 
the Philltptnes for about 20 
years before retiring.

He then moved to Tokyo, to 
accept a position from a close 
friend, William Wrigley, as Tok­
yo managing director for the 
Wrigley Company. Several years 
ago he left the Wrigley Company 
to go in business for himself, 
dealing in machinery.

A nephew of Mrs. Julia Bever­
ly, Brown has kept in touch with 
Clarendon through correspond­
ence with her during all his 
residence in the Orient. Early in 
October Mrs. Beverly received 
her last letter from Japan. It 
had been mailed in July, at 
which time Mr. Brown mention­
ed that he hoped to leave Japan 
hut did qot know whether it 
would be possible to get out to 
Apierica.

Pr»ss dispatches from Seattle 
quoted Mr. Brown as saying that 
he planned to remain there for 
the present, and might go to 
Washington later. His local re­
latives did not know this 9reek 
whether the Browns would pay a 
visit to Donley County In the 
near future or not.

A Donley County native son, 
who left his home in Clarendon 
over 40 years ago to fight in 
the Spanlah-Amerlcan war, then 
made a career as an army man 
and business executive in the 
Orient, returned to his native 
land Saturday, when the Japan­
ese liner Hikawa Maru docked at 
Seattle.

The liner brought 156 Ameri­
cans home from Japan, among 
them P. D. (Palo Duro) Brown, 
the native Donley Countian, his 
Japanese wife, and their five 
children. All were returning to 
America because of the precar­
ious International situation and 
difficulty of living in the land 
of the Rising Sun since the freez­
ing of American credit, a n d  
tightening of Japanese trade re­
strictions.

Happy over their arrival In 
America, a new land for all but 
Mr. Brown, the Browns had to 
postpone their home-coming cele­
bration for a few hours after 
the ship docked, while Mr. 
Brown made arrangements with 
the State Department for the ad­
mission of his wife, who Is a 
Japanese citizen. A special per­
mit had to be issued for her, and 
regulations requiring the posting 
of a bond before she could step 
on American soil.

The Brown Children, mean­
while, looked forward to seeing 
a country they knew rather wel 
from their father's description 
and from their visits to moving 
pictures in Japan. Ranging In 
age from three to 18 years, they 
were all enthusiastic over their 
new home.
