FARM MEASURING
CREWS AT WORK

AERIAL PHOTOS BEING USED
IN ACCURATE MEASURE-
MENT OF FARM CROPS

Measuring Donley county farm
lands for compliance with the
1938 government farm program
began Monday, according to .
M. Breedlove, who stated that 12
supervisors are in the field this
week plotting the boundary line
of crops on aerial photos.

The supervisors expect to com-
plete their work in about 30 days.

As crop boundary lines are
transferred to the aerial photos,
a crew in the county agent's of-
fice will measure the various
fields for acreage computations.

Breedlove will put a night crew
on the latter part of this week
to measure plots on the aerial
photos. A day crew will also be
used.

The photos of Donley county
were made last March by an
aerial survey company of San An.
tonio from a height of approx-
imateely 14,000 feet.

The purpose of this survey is
to determine accurately the
amount of Donley county land
that ig planted in cotton over
that which was allowed for by
the 1988 program. According to
Breedlove. a penalty of Bc per
pound or approximately $25 per
bale, will be assessede against
those who are not in compliance
with the program, or hand plant-
ed cotton over the allowable for
their tillable acre.

Phil Wilson. regiona] NYA di-
rector, while in Clarendon Wed-
nesday, said that the opening of
the NYA Girls Residence Home
Project and Canning Plant had
been delayed due to new rulings
on the NYA wage scale, but that
the girls home would definitely
open July 26, and that the can-
ning plant would open the latter
part of next week.

The canning plant will be oper-
ated on a different basis from
former years. The person having
material to can must furnish the
cans for the canning, in addition
to the materials. Those having
materials canned will receive six-
ty per cent of the vegetables and
seventy per cent of the meats.
The percentage is based on gov.
ernment standards and is uniform
throughout the country. Under the
old basis, the government fur.
nished the cans but kept a much
higher percentage of materials
canned. Under the present set.up
all the local cannery will furnish
is the labor and equipment to do
the canning, and those having ma
terials to can must furnish the
cans and all materials to be can-
ned.

University of Texas |
Has Rare Exhibit |

Wesley Literature

AUSTIN Founding of the
Methodist Churseh 200 year
ago has been commemorated by
The University of Texas in an

exhibit of Wesley literature in its
rare book collection. A surpris-|
ingly large number of first edi-|
tions of the four Wesleys—Sam-.
uel the elder. born in 1662, and|
his three sons, Sanuel the young.-
er. John and Charles—are found
in the collection. |

Displayed are two editions nf:
Samuel the elder’s long heroic|
poem, “Life of Christ,” and also
two editions of Samuel the young-
er's collected “Poems.”

John, born in 1703, and Charles, |
born in 1707, were both Oxford|

graduates, as were their father|
and elder brother. They were
closely associated through life

m is a brother jof Mr.

John was an Oxford fellow and
tutor; as preacher at St. Mary's
hie power is comparable with that
«f Cardinal Newman a century
later. He had seyera! deep and
strong emotional-religious expe-
riences; that of the day and night
of May 24, 1738. was outstanding.
and has come. by common consent,
to be called his “Conversion,” and
was followed by the widespread
founding of the “societies” of the

‘Peoeple called Methodists.” He
preached an astoundingly large
number of sermons, yet found

time to do an astoundingly Marge
amount of writing. Charles was
prominently the hymns writer. The
books of John and Charles are
grouped together; they make al-
most all of this exhibit.

The material displayed
to the Wesley Bible Chair, Meth-
odist religious education center at
the University, and has been
placed indefinitely on deposit in
the University rare book vaults.

Although no information is
available at the University as to
hew this collection compares with
other Wesley collections, partic-
ularly those in England, it is dis-
tinguished by the presence of al.
most a score of first editions. dat-
ing from 1740 to 1745. The earli-
est first edition is the second vol-
ume of “Hymns and Sacred
Poems” by the Rev. Mr. John
asd Charles Wesley, in which, on
page 67 appears the first printing
of the famous church song, ‘Jesus.
Lover of My Soul.”

One of the first editions is a
little pamplet presenting John
Wesley’s “Thoughts on Marriage
end Single Life,” published in
1743.

A number of pamplets were
published by John Wesley in re-
futation of criticisms leveled at
his teachings; “An Answer to the
Rev. Mr. Church’s Remarks on the
Rev. John Wesley’s Journal,” pub-
lished in 1745. was such a con.
troversial publication.

Museum G}ven
More Old Relics

The Donléey County Museum
continues to be of interest to
visitors on its regular day of
opening, Friday afternoons from
four to six o’clock. Quite a num-
ber of visitors registered on the
fourth of July, many of whom
had not seen the exhibits before
that time.

The Museum is indebted to Mrs.
Kate Thompson Johnson of Lelia
Lake for the presentation of some
very interesting relics. These con-
sist of a gun made in England in
1822 that did service in Ohio in
the Civil War; a pestle used by
Indians to crack corn in a mor-
tar and found in a field near
Lelia Lake; an Indian arrow head,
an old fashioned fan; a Third
Reader from Indiana used in 1876;
a reaping hook and cradle used
to cut wheat in Missouri seventy
years ago; a little dish, called the
bone dish, that was placed beside
the plate on the dining table as
a receptacle for bones; a medal
found in a field near Dalhart in

1898; and a small pitcher brought
from New Orleans when Mrs.
Johnson came as a bride to Tas-
cosa in its early days.

Another gun has been presented
to the Museum by J. A. Thomp-
son of Lelia Lake. This gun has
been used by his brother-in-law,
Stan Barton, an Indian fighter
and hunter. Accompanied by a
halfbreed Indian and a Mexican,
Stan Barton often hunted buf-
faloes with this gun around Lelia
Lake and Clarendon when the
animals would come to the water
holes in this vicinity.

The Museum thanks the donors
for these relics, and invites the

public to viit the museum and
view the many interesting ex-
hibits.

This week Mrs. Elizabeth Her-
mesmeyer of Jericho gdve to the
museum a fifty year old iron
which she brought from Quincey,
Illinois when she came to Texas.
