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Perry vetoes $461k of CC funds

Clarendon College and commu
nity colleges across Texas were sur
prised Friday when Gov. Rick Perry
vetoed $153.9 million in appropria-
tions for employee and retiree health
insurance in fiscal year 2008-2009

The cut means the loss of more
than $461,000 for Clarendon College
and will likely mean higher costs and
fewer services for students of the
local college.

CC President
said community

Myles Shelton
colleges had no
forewarning about the cut and could
not understand why the governor had
taken this action.

“I don’t know why he’s mad

at community colleges or why he’s
singled them out,” Shelton said.

State Representative Warren
Chisum (R-Pampa) chairs the House
Appropriations Committee and was
also surprised by the governor’s
veto

“I'm disappointed by it,” Chisum
told the EnterpriSE. “That cost us a
lot of money, and it was devastating
for community colleges across the
state.”

In a statement about the veto
on his Web site, Gov. Perry said “...
community colleges falsified their
appropriation requests,” — a comment
that Chisum takes exception to.

“That’s pretty bold for him to
say that,” Chisum said. “The com-
munity colleges were very up fron!

He just made this
claim, and we're left to deal with it.”

Chisum said the worst part
about the veto is that it deals with
health coverage, which he called “the
toughest thing for any of us to deal
with,” and he said the governor gave
no indication he was going to veto
the appropriation, or the Legislature
would have put the money in the
formula.

Shelton said the state has a
cost-based formula for funding com-
munity colleges according to each
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| away,” Shadle said. “Why do we do

discipline. In 1999, the Legislature
funded community colleges based on
73 percent of the formula, but today
it funds just over 50 percent of the
formula.

“Funding at 73 percent of the
formula would mean an additional
million dollars for Clarendon Col-
lege,” Shelton said. “The legislature
discussed this issue and held hear-
ings, and they funded an appropria-
tion for group health insurance for
our employees and retirees.

“(Perry’s) assertion that commu-
nity colleges falsified our appropria-
tion request is ludicrous,” Shelton
said. “Not only did he veto the appro-

priation, he indicted every one of us;
and that’s wrong.”

Perry further claimed that the
state’s colleges could “fund most of
fiscal year 2009 with fiscal year 2008
savings and the rest with increases
provided for instruction and opera-
tions.”

Shelton noted that Clarendon
College was one of 14 community
colleges that received no new money
under the recently approved state
budget.

“What increase? We didn’t get
any increase,” Shelton said of Perry’s
remarks. “That’s a false statement

The fate of free dumping for
citizens of Clarendon hangs in the
balance as city leaders consider how
best to deal with a sanitation depart-
ment that is losing money.

Joe Shadle, who heads the
department, told the Board of Alder-
men during their regular meeting last
Tuesday that he favors ending the
practice of allowing citizens to dump
trash for free at the city’s recycling
center once a month with their paid
water bill.

“We don’t give anything else

this?”

Shadle said the price of fuel is
making it more costly to haul trash
to the Memphis landfill. He also said
that the citywide clean up gener-
ates about three extra rolloff boxes
of trash that must be hauled to the
landfill.

Alderman Tommy Hill said he

! favored keeping the free dump policy

and the citywide cleanup as a way to
keep the city clean, but Alderman
Janice Knorpp said she didn’t think
the city could afford it.

Rates for dumping by businesses

and for dumping by citizens after the
free dump have remained unchanged
since 2001, and Hill said he thinks
the city should raise the rates but
keep the free dumping policy. Alder-
man Chris Ford agreed.

“I know we have to raise rates,
but I hate to take the free dump
away,” Ford said.

Discussion also touched on a
continuing problem of people from
outside the city coming to town and
dumping in city Dumpsters, which
aldermen agreed is uufair to the city
residents who pay for those Dump-
sters

Mayor Mark White suggested
eliminating the free dump policy for
the summer to see what effect that
has on the finances of the sanitation
department. The board will consider
amending the appropriate ordinances
to do this at next Tuesday’s city meet-
ing.

In other city business, the board
selected Aldermen Knorpp to be
Clarendon’s new mayor pro-tem.

Jeremy Powell addressed the
board on behalf of the Clarendon

Perry attacks
Texas colleges
with veto pen

Gov. Rick Perry dealt a severe blow to Clarendon
College and the economy of Donley County last
Friday when he eliminated nearly $154 million in
funding for the state’s community colleges. The line
item veto means Clarendon College will lose more
than $461,000 in appropriations
for fiscal year 2008-2009.

If you consider that a dollar
from outside the local economy
turns over seven times before
leaving that economy, then Per-
ry’s action means a loss of more
than $3.2 million to the area
served by Clarendon College. ed“or's

Perry struck down this par- commemry
ticular line in the state budget by roger estlack
labeling it as “pork™ spending,
and he patted himself on the back quite generously for
doing so.

Unfortunately, the expenditure was not for the
“pet projects” of some Legislators. It was money that
would have paid for the health insurance of faculties
and administrative staffs of the more than 50 commu-
nity colleges in Texas.

Colleges are required to provide health care cov-
erage for these employees, and they are now left with
the dilemma of how to fund that benefit.

Now keep in mind, there is no shortfall of cash in
Austin. In fact, in his statement trumpeting his use of
the line item veto, the governor mentions that $7 bil-
lion has been unspent by this Legislature.

Things had looked so good earlier this year that
community colleges thought they might get a boost
in funding - something that hasn’t happened in many,
many years. But as the legislative session wore on, it
became clear that more funding wasn’t going to be
forthcoming, and community colleges — as they have
for some time now - resigned themselves to just being
happy with staying even.

But then Perry was not satisfied with a $7 billion
surplus, and he slashed $650 million in “unneces-
sary spending” from the budget. After which, he pro-
claimed that the budget “will ensure Texas continues
on the path of prosperity; building and strengthening
the distinct pillars that create a great society: quality
education, health care, and security.”

Damn. That sure sounds nice.

But if you tell a college teacher that his health.
insurance is “unnecessary,” he’s likely to disagree with
you. Health coverage is what everybody wants, what
everybody needs. And then there’s the pesky problem
that colleges, as CC President Myles Shelton put it,
“have a moral and legal obligation” to provide health
coverage to their employees — all of whom by the way
are considered “state” employees.

Where will community colleges come up with the
funds to pay for health insurance? Unlike the state,
they aren’t sitting around with $7 billion stuffed under
a mattress. They will only have two choices — raise
income or cut spending. Mostly likely it will be a com-
bination of the two.

This means higher tuition and fees for students
and higher taxes for local property owners. And it
means cuts in services or positions.

Since the state budget cuts of 2003, Clarendon
College is run on a pretty bare bones budget already.
Positions that could be eliminated or pared down gen-
erally already have been. CC has already cut itself to
the bone. Now Perry wants to get into the marrow also.

Of course, it is unlikely that Perry considers his
own health coverage as governor as unnecessary. It’s
just little people like college instructors, college sec-
retaries, their children, and college retirees that appar-
ently do not need health insurance.

Texas is at a point in its history where it needs
community colleges more than ever, but Gov. Perry
fails to see the importance of these institutions.

The demographics of the Lone Star State are
changing with the influx of immigrants. Whether you
believe this to be good or bad is immaterial. It is a fact
that what separates Texas and the United States from
countries like Mexico is education and a dedication
to free markets and individual rights. If Texas fails to
educate its population, it will end up at worst like a
third world country and at best with a very large wel-
fare class.

In rural and urban areas, community colleges are
not only the first choice of students, but for some they
are the only choice. These schools offer many people
their best and only chance to get an education so that
they might pull themselves up by their own bootstraps
and become more prosperous. That behavior should be
encouraged by the state. The doors to a higher educa-
tion must be open wide, and it must be kept affordable
if this state is to continue to lead the nation in any
number of fields.

More now than ever, students look to the commu-
nity college as an avenue to pursue their dreams. They
are largely being failed by the state’s public schools
-a “; that is evidenced by the ridiculously high

'Remembering a Texas civil

The civil rights movement of the past
60 years has benefited from the involve-
ment of many Texans, but one man stands
out. His generosity and sense of equality
have left a mark on this nation, which will
always be felt.

Dr. Hector P. Garcia was a man of
great moral clarity. When he saw injustice
or human suffering, he acted. For that, he
was occasionally reviled and often hon-
ored. His life of service is an inspiration.

Hector Garcia was brought to Mer-
cedes, Texas, as a small child by parents
fleeing the Mexican Revolution in 1917.
He proved to be an able student, graduat-
ing from the University of Texas Medical
School in 1940. He later joined the U.S.
Army, serving as an infantryman, a combat
engineer, and a medical doctor during
World War I1. His distinguished service
earned him the Bronze Star medal with six
battle stars in Italy.

The U.S. military had always taken

| care to reward performance and merit, but

when Garcia returned to Corpus Christi
and began working with the Veterans
Administration, he noticed a disturbing
trend. To his disappointment, he found
Mexican-American veterans were not
receiving proper medical treatment and
educational benefits.

“I had to learn the Constitution to
become a citizen,” Garcia said. “I knew all
the rights, all the things that it gave us.” In
1948, he founded the American GI Forum

to push for equal treatment. A year later,
the GI Forum and Garcia were catapulted
into national prominence by what became
known as the “Felix Longoria Affair”

Felix Longoria, from Three Rivers,
Texas, was a soldier killed by a Japanese
sniper in the Philippines during World War
I1. He was originally interred there, but in
1949 his widow decided to move his body
home.

The funeral director, however,
declared she could not hold a wake in the
town'’s sole funeral chapel because the
dead man was a Mexican-American.

Garcia contacted Texas's junior U.S.
Sen. Lyndon Johnson, who arranged a
burial for Longoria with full military
honors at Arlington National Cemetery,
with Garcia and the news media in atten-
dance.

Afterwards, the GI Forum became a
forceful advocate and publicist for equal
rights, and Garcia became highly contro-
versial. Frank Perales, who now heads the
GI Forum chapter in San Antonio, recalls
Garcia throwing a blanket over himself in
the back seat of a car to elude pursuers.

But Garcia did most of his best work
quietly. Judge James deAnda recalled
accompanying the doctor to an abandoned

railroad boxcar to treat a dying grandfather.

“He took care of the man, and we
would go in other homes that were just
about as humble,” deAnda said. “The
people obviously had no means of paying
or even getting to his office. He would see

all these people and administer to them.
They had just absolute faith in the man.”

At one point, Garcia overturned an
attempt by his accountant to file collection
notices against some patients. “If these
people could pay me, they would pay me,”
he told him. “And you writing them a letter
is not going to give them any money.”

At President Johnson's nomination,
Garcia became the first Mexican-American
to serve as an ambassador to the United
Nations. He was also the first Hispamc
on the U.S. Commission on Civil Rights.
Before he died in 1996, Garcia received
dozens of additional awards and honors.

In 1984, President Ronald Reagan
bestowed upon Garcia the Presidential
Medal of Freedom. “That was the highlight
of his life,” recalled Garcia’s daughter,
Cecilia Akers. “He wore that medal every-
where he went.”

Earlier this year, Congress renewed
the historic Voting Rights Act, and |
received unanimous consent from my col-
leagues to add two Texas civil rights pio-
neers, including Garcia, to the official title.
We'll present an engraved copy of the bill
to Garcia’s widow, Wanda, in San Antonio
later this year.

Garcia’s story reminds us all that
progress in our society is often made pos-
sible by the devotion of selfless men and
women, who give and sacrifice for greater
principles. We all benefit from Hector Gar-
cia’s legacy, and it is a privilege to bestow
this much-deserved honor upon him.

Consumers can lower health care costs

Rapidly rising health care costs are an
enormous burden on families, individuals,
and businesses.

I also strongly support the Medicare
Part D prescription drug benefit, which
uses a market-driven approach to deliver
great savings for seniors and the federal
government. The program gives seniors
many more options because it allows pro-

viders to design a wide array of benefit
plans. Participants can then compare plans
and make their choices based on price and
the type of medicine covered. As a result,
over 80 percent of Medicare Part D enroll-
ees report that they are satisfied with the
program, and participants are saving an
average of $1,200 per year on their drug
expenses.

applied to Clarendon College.”

; A statement by the Texas Asso-
dlation of Community Colleges
(TACC) called Perry’s notion that
community colleges can absorb this
cut a “folly” and notes that commu-
nity colleges have still not recovered
from drastic cuts made in 2002-2003
and that the current state budget
“barely returns community colleges
(o fiscal year 1997 levels.”

“We are stunned that the gover-
nor would remove half of the state
support for the health insurance for
our faculty and administrators,” said
TACC Board Chair John Pickelman.
“With this veto of essential fund-
ing, the governor has fractured the
historic relationship between local
communities and the state.”

All community colleges in Texas
were affected by Perry’s action, Shel-
ton said. Frank Phillips in Borger will
lose $585,000; South Plains College
in Levelland was cut $3.3 million;
Amarillo College will lose $3.75 mil-
lion; and the most money was lost by
Dallas County Community College,
which was cut $15.7 million.

Shelton said CC’s loss was par-

ticularly harsh for area students and
for the economic development aspect
that CC plays in the local economy.

“We're the only college in the
eight counties that we serve,” he said,
“and when you take away money like
this, it hurts access and students.”

Shelton, who is stepping down
from his position June 28, said he
doesn’t know exactly how Clarendon
College will deal with the loss of the
appropriation, but he urged the fac-
ulty and administration to remain true
to the mission of the college and reit-
erated that CC has a moral and legal
obligation to provide health coverage
for its employees and retirees.

Shelton also said he thinks if
the college spreads the loss over two
fiscal years, it will lessen the impact
on programs and students.

While colleges across the state
try to cope with the implications of
Perry’s veto, other avenues may be
pursued in Austin, where Chisum
said the state has plenty of money
to fund all the appropriations in the
budget.

“We're looking at options in my
budget office,” Chisum said.

Preacher’s biography makes a good read

How about a good biography for
a change? I do not know of a more
entertaining one than that which I
randomly came across several weeks
ago in Burton Memorial Library.

Pioneer Preacher from the
Texas Collection is a humorous,
heartwarming biographical narrative
of an early minister, George Carroll
Berryman, written by his daughter,
Opal Leigh Berryman.

A purpose in writing this book
was to recognize her father and other
preachers who contributed rather
quietly, but greatly, to development
of the West at the same time much
of the emphasis was put on gun
slingers, lawlessness, and notorious
outlaws during the early twentieth
century. George Berryman con-
ducted pastorates in West Texas.
Readers will recognize the names,
Big Spring, Amarillo, Lobo Creek,
La Mesa, Llana Estacado, Seminole,
and Hobbs, New Mexico.

The story begins on an October

G

day when Preacher Berryman moves
his wife and daughter in a buggy with
a team to their new home where he
accepted a pastorate in Coke County.
The book is flavored with western
humor during their travels and his
preaching assignments.

The author adored her father.
His sense of humor and positive
attitude probably encouraged her
willingness to assist him with any
task he allowed. Even though gath-
ering cow chips for fuel was not her
favorite “chore,” she told him she
really did not mind. His reply? “We
both mind. Where wood is so scarce,
we are fortunate in having at hand
the means of cooking and staying
warm. But we don’t have to pretend
we enjoy tidying up after a herd of
cattle.”

Berryman’s warm, fearless,
friendly personality never turned
anyone away. He was instrumental in
eliminating saloons, cattle rustling,

Readers will
chuckle at amusing events as well
as become involved in a dramatic
climax in the life of this frontier
preacher.

New guidelines for treatment of Lyme Disease were published recently by the
American Academy of Neurology. Health experts analyzed existing treatment
regimens and reported that the standard treatment for this condition continues
! to be intravenous and oral antibiotics (examples include amoxicillin, cefotaxi-
me, and doxycycline). The antibiotics are highly effective against the bacteria
| that causes Lyme Disease. The highlight of the new guidelines, however, is that
' antibiotic treatment beyond two to four weeks may not provide additional ben-
efit to the person with this condition. Unfortunately, symptoms often continue
for some persons.

Lyme disease was first described in Old Lyme, Connecticut, in 1975. Classic
symptoms of the condition include a skin rash, inflammation of the joints, stiff
neck, and flu-like symptoms. It is caused by bacteria called Borrelia burgdor-
feri, which is transmitted from the bite of blacklegged ticks. Prevention of
the infection involves use of insect repellants before going into tall grass or
wooded areas and removing ticks immediately when they attach to the skin.

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Jobless claims
at 4.1 percent

Jobless claims in Donley County
reached their lowest level for May
since 2000 last month, according to
seasonally non-adjusted data from
the Texas Workforce Commission,

The local unemployment rate
fell from 4.1 percent in April to 3.9
percent in May as the number of
people looking for work fell from 76
to 72. The figure was the lowest for
May since the rate was 4.0 percent
in 2000.

The state reports that Donley
County has a workforce of 1,837
with 1,765 people employed last
month. One year ago, 90 people were
looking for work out of a workforce
of 1,842, an unemployment rate of
4.9 percent.

Statewide, the May seasonally
adjusted unemployment rate fell to
4.1 percent, its lowest point since
the current series began in 1976. The
unemployment rate dropped from
4.2 percent in April and 5.0 percent
a year ago.

Seasonally adjusted nonagricul-
tural employment in Texas grew by
22,700 jobs in May, with 10 indus-
tries gaining jobs from the previous
month. Texas employers now have
added 239,000 jobs in the past year.

“Sustained job growth and a
strong Texas economy have driven
the unemployment rate to this his-
toric low,” said Texas Workforce
Commission (TWC) Chair Diane
Rath. “Texas employers are prosper-
ing which means more opportunities
for working Texans.” A

“Texas employers are making
enormous strides across a wide spec-
trum of industries,” said TWC Com-
missioner Representing Employers
Ron Lehman. “Our state's annual job
growth rate at 2.4 percent now out-
paces the U.S. rate at 1.4 percent.”
