The rubber salvage cam­
paign in Donley county is 
m eeting w ith m uch success, 
according to county agent 
H. M. Breedlove of the Texas 
A&M College Extension Ser­
vice. The to tal pounds collect­
ed up to date is 93,120 for Don­
ley county.

The president has extended the 
rubber salvage campaign until the 
tenth  of Ju ly  due to the fact that 
the first rubber salvage drive 
was short of the num ber of 
pounds that was expected to bq 
turned in to the filling stations.

It is very im portant, the county 
agent urged, that this rubber 
around the farm be turned in at 
once because this m ight deter­
mine as to w hether gasolind will 
be rationed or not. The most im­
portant thing and reason for gath­
ering the rubber is to get it to the 
armed forces that are in actual 
combat.

“It is the duty of every good 
American to bring in every avail­
able pound of scrap rubber to 
town,” Breedlove said, “and in 
this way he might be helping 
some of the boys from his own 
community to be more efficient in 
the army.

“We must collect this rubber at 
once and when the drive is over 
on the tenth of the month, let’s 
not have one piece of rubber 
around the place for some of our 
neighbors to look a t and wonder 
why we were not doing out part 
by bringing it in to town and pu t­
ting it in the vast pile of rubber 
brought in by the neighbors.”

The figure is now 93,120 pounds 
for Donley county. It has been 
suggested by many farmers and 
people in town tha t this figure 
can be made to reach 150,000 
pounds by the tenth of the month. 
This article will appoint each of 
you that read it as a committee of 
one to contact your neighbors and 
see that they bring all rubber to 
town. “Let us all be real Ameri 
cans and give the president our 
full support in this program,” the 
county agent added. “The human 
chain of communication in Donley 
county is in full swing, and I am 
sure that part of the success of 
the program is due to this system 
of communication. All members 
of the agricultural Victory council 
of Donley county are in full ac­
cord w ith the program  and are 
doing all in  their power to make 
it a success for Donley county

Egg Losses Very 
Costly Now

Buyers of eggs in Texas are re ­
porting considerable losses from 
fertile eggs, according to county 
agent H. M. Breedlove of the 
A&M College Extension Service. 
At the present time these losses 
are running into thousands of dol­
lars daily and naturally this loss 
definitely effects the egg produc­
ers, the egg buyers, and reduces 
the volume of eggs that could be 
dried for our armed forces and 
allies. One of the best ways to 
correct this is to get rid  of the 
male bird on the place, the county 
agent advises.

“If eggs are sold for hatching,” 
Breedlove said, “then the cocker­
els should be kept up in a pen 
and only be pu t with the flock at 
the tim e that the eggs arc to be 
sent to the hatchery.

“The question has often been 
brought up, tha t the removing of 
male birds from the flock will 
cause the egg production to fall 
short. This is definitely not so. It 
does not effect the egg production 
in any way. I think th a t it would 
be wise to  do away with the roost­
ers and produce infertile eggs. 
This is one of the best times that 
I know to ea t all of the roosters on 
the farm. Let’s get behind this 
program  and produce infertile

Registered Gilts 
Available For 
Club Boys

Six registered Chester White 
and six registered Duroc weaning 
size gilts are still available to 
Club boys in Donley County un­
der provisions and term s set forth 
by the Clarendon F.F.A., the spon­
soring organization, according to 
J. R. Gillham. local F.F.A. adviser. 
Over twenty gilt pigs have al­
ready been distributed to mem­
bers to the present time.

Any club youth is eligible to re­
ceive one of the gilts who will 
agree to take reasonable care of 
the pig and who will agree to re­
turn  to the club one pig out of 
the gilt’s first litter if she raises 
five or less pigs and two pigs to 
the club if she raises six or more 
pigs in her first litter. Registered 
males of each breed are owned by 
the chapter for use by the m em ­
bers in their breeding operations. 
Any youth interested in the gilts 
should contact Gillham at once.

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PART OF THE SYSTEM
When this war is over, America 

will have tile most gigantic mass 
production machine in the world. 
We will have the world’s largest 
army of skilled workmen. Techni­
cal development will be at a new 
peak. Machines and men that are 
now producing weapons of de­
struction in incredible quantity, 
can supply the goods of pence in 
an equally incredible quantity. In 
all probability we will be the only 
large nation left on earth  whose 
industries will not have been 
smashed by war.

It will be up to these industries, 
to free American enterprise, to 
rebuild a shattered and starved 
world. And they can do it if pri­
vate capital and the organization 
genius of the common American 
are released from the bear hug of 
the inevitable wartim e bureau­
cracy. As Paul Cadmnn, econom­
ist of the American Bankers As­
sociation, has pointed out, we 
have no other choice. We will 
either release the productive ca­
pacity and the capital of this 
country for the task of rebuilding 
the world, or we face bankruptcy 
and collapse at home.

Free enterprise has got to pro­
duce as it never produced before 
if a national debt of two or three 
hundred billion dollars is to be 
serviced, in  short, the world will 
tragically need the products of 
our industries and our country 
will need the sources of financial 
strength which those industries 
can give. That tru th  should be 
brought home to every man and 
woman at home and in the fac­
tory. Free enterprise is the key to 
the m aintenance of representative 
government.

KEEP CREDIT FREE
‘‘If the American banking sys­

tem  passes into government own­
ership or under complete govern­
m ent control," w rites Dr. Paul F.

Cadman, the distinguished eco­
nomist. “the American enterprise 
system will be doomed. The day 
when the government takes over 
the function of granting or w ith­
holding credit to private enter­
prise, the latter w ill cease to ex­
ist. By the very nature of govern­
ment, the political control and 
distribution of credit would per­
force bring all business directly 
under the domination of the 
agency which had the power to 
extend or deny credit without re­
gard to the true character of the 
risk.”

In these times of incredible ex­
penditures for purely m ilitary 
purposes, it is clear that a very 
large expansion of government fi­
nancing is inevitable.

It is decisively dem onstrating its 
ability to meet the present crisis.

Lubbock Army Flying School 
Dedication Brings Out Many 
Interested Spectators

LUBBOCK, June 28— “T radi­
tion says that the navy is Ameri­
ca's first line of defense, but our 
air forces are our first line of of­
fense,” said Major-General H H 
Harmon, commanding officer of 
the Gulf Coast Training Area, be­
fore a crowd of approximately 
35.000 gathered at the large Lub­
bock Army Flying School for the 
formal dedication of the field on 
Sunday. June 21.

General Harmon went on to 
point out that from Lubbock a- 
lone the present field and the new 
South Plains Training School will 
turn  out more fliers every three 
months than were in the whole 
United States air forces in 1939.

Gathering long before the gates 
of the Lubbock Field were sche­
duled to open, the huge crowd 
saw the behind-the-scenes life of 
an army camp as they inspected 
barracks of both cadets and en­
listed men, day rooms, theatre, 
post exchange, and the flying line 
itself. At one end of the large, airy 
hangar the Lubbock Army Flying

Public Assistance 
Programs Bring 
Cash Income

In its adm inistration of three 
public assistance programs in­
volving cash grants, the S tate De­
partm ent of Public Welfare has 
compiled figures showing an in­
come of $5461.00 for Donley coun­
ty for the month of May.

The old age assistance group 
topped the list with 258 aged per­
sons receiving approxim ately 
$5259.00, or an average grant of 
$20.38 per person.

Dependent children recipients 
were paid a total cash outlay of 
$164.00 for seven families, or an 
average grant of $23.43 per fam ­
ily.

In the m onth of May Donley 
county’s two needy blind recip­
ients were given a sum totaling 
$38.00, or an average of $19.00 per 
person.

Comprising ten counties in the 
Panhandle including Ochiltree,

Lipscomb. Roberts, Hemphill, 
Gray, Wheeler, Donley, Collings­
worth. Hall and Childress, needy 
persons received a sum aggregat­
ing considerably more than $50.- 
000. Of that amount $47,567 was 
allotted to the old age assistance 
division. $2388 to dependent child­
ren and $503 to the needy blind.

Mrs. Dorothy Jarrell, field 
worker for the welfare depart­
ment, is responsible for determ in­
ing eligibility for these groups in 
this county.

Any problems arising concern­

ing these programs may be freely 
discussed with your field worker 
or with your county welfare 
worker, H. G. Tatum.

SOCIAL SECURITY  
NUM BER CARD

"Some workers are under the
inistak#n impression that when a 
social security account num ber 
card is lost a duplicate may be 
obtained by writing a le tter or 
sending a telegram to the Social 
Security Board field office from 
which the number was secured,” 
said Dewey Reed, manager of the 
Amarillo office of the Social Se­
curity Board.

He explained that if a worker 
wishes a duplicate account num ­
ber. Form SS-5, which may be 
secured from a post office or a 
Social Security Board office, 
should be completed exactly as 
the original application with an 
additional statem ent that a dupli­
cate num ber is desired.

The Form SS-5 is easily com­
pleted and need not be mailed to 
the office from which the num ber 
was originally secured since any 
Social Security Board field office 
will take the proper steps for se­
curing the duplicate. It is neces­
sary to have the same inform a­
tion as originally given in order 
that the w orker's account number 
will not be confused with those of 
others having the same or similar 
names.

Escape

In returning to the States from 
the Canal Zone where he had 
been working on a defense pro­
ject, Orbie Mayo related a hair- 
raising story concerning his re ­
turn trip.

Approxi­
mately 50 men were lost out of 
286 passengers aboard the ship, 
Mayo stated.

Determined to get home, Orbie 
boarded another ship on the 19th 
and arrived at a Florida port on 
the 26th. This ship was convoyed 
so there was very little danger of 
being attacked.

To Reception Center

The Peace That 
Is To Come

While we fight a war, we must 
also plan for the peace that is to 
come. When the last shot is fired, 
this nation will face problems as 
vast, as difficult and as vital to 
its survival as those posed by the 
w ar itself.

On the credit side, we will have 
a productive machine greater 
than tha t of all the rest of the 
world combined — a machine 
which will be unparalleled in ef­
ficiency as well as in size. On the 
debit side, we will have a nation­
al debt of over $200,000,000,000, 
and interest payments alone on 
that debt will amount to some 
$6,000,000,000 a year. That debt 
can be serviced, and gradually re­
duced, only if our national in­
come holds to levels unknown be­
fore this war began. And such in­
come can be secured only from 
private enterprise — from the 
earnings of industry and the in ­
dividual—not from government 
spending.

When the w ar ends we will 
have, on the one hand, a colossal 
bureaucracy built up during th^ 
war. We will have, on the other, 
the incredible resources and in­
stalled capacity developed by pri­
vate enterprise. And then the 
great test will come. If democracy 
and freedom are to survive the 
peace, if the American standard 
of living is to again rise to ever- 
greater heights, that system we 
call private enterprise will have 
to be freed of all the restraints 
and controls the war emergency 
made unavoidable.

We cannot progress in the fu­
ture with a philosophy of scarcity 
We cannot progress and meet our 
obligations if super-government 
is perpetuated and competes with 
private enterprise in many lines 
of endeavor. We can progress if,

and only if, the enormous ener­
gies of the American people and 
American industry are completely 
released and encouraged to pro­
duce—then they can pay the 
needed taxes to keep this country 
solvent.

In a famous address, Vice- 
President Wallace said that the 
post-war era must be the era of 
the common man. And that can 
have only one meaning. It must 
be the era in which all men are 
not only permitted but encourag­
ed to go as far and as fast as their 
abilities and energies can take 
them, undeterred by the dead 
hand of bureaucracy. It must be 
the era of true freedom for all 
people everywhere.

This country is the leader in 
producing for war. It m ust also be 
the leader in producing for peace. 
All over the world, hungry and 
destitute people, living in ruined 
lands, will want and need what 
our American factories can pro­
vide. The salvation of the world 
will lie in more trade, more pro­
duction—and more free enter­
prise.

The problem of the debt is not 
simply a problem in economics. It 
is a problem in philosophy as 
well.

Kills Many Eagles 
From Airplane

AUSTIN—A m arked increase 
in the num ber of several prized 
game animals of the Trans-Pecos 
region as the result of control of 
the devastating golden eagle and 
other predators, was reported to­
day to the Game D epartm ent by 
Wardens stationed in that desert 
country.

Game Wardens who have been 
thinning out the over-abundant 
eagles since the Legislature last 
year placed it on the unprotected 
list of Texas birds have been as­
sisted by many landowners, 
sportsmen and other interested 
conservationists.

As a result antelope, mule deer, 
and Bighorn M ountain sheep 
have picked up in numbers since 
there are fewer eagles to de our 
their young.

The Executive Secretary of the 
Departm ent emphasized that 
there was no intention of u tterly  
destroying all golden eagles even 
if it were possible, but that it was 
practical to kill some of them, 
even several thousand, in an ef­
fort to attem pt to restore a bal­
ance of nature that would perm it 
all species to live in relative 
harmony.

Golden eagles are native to the 
trans-Pecos country but are not 
found elsewhere in Texas. Occas­
ionally a bald eagle, bird symbol 
of the United States, is found in 
those parts and also in the P an­
handle-Plains area, but not often. 
The bald eagle is definitely pro­

tected by law. but the golden
eagle is not and m ay be kliled a t
any time.

The golden eagles a tta in  g reat 
size, the average w ing-spread be­
ing seven and one-half feet and 
they have powerful talons and a 
habit, now duplicated in m odern 
w ai. of ‘dive-bombing.”

Their usual method of destroy­
ing game, say veteran trans- 
Pecos Game Wardens, is to fly up 
about 3,000 feet, spot newly-born 
or very young antelope, mule 
deer, or other animals, fold their 
wings and dive upon the unsus­
pecting game, clutching the 
young in their talons and soaring 
aloft to  some craggy re trea t to 
enjoy a good meal.

Thousands of young antelope, 
mule deer and m ountain sheep 
have been thus destroyed.

With the Game D epartm ent al­
ready engaged in an extensive 
antelope restocking program  in 
the Trans-Pecos and w ith efforts 
being made to restore the m ule 
deer and m ountain sheep, the 
eagle control program is believed 
to fit well into the desert country 
game rehabilitation picture.

Of late one Game W arden and a 
pilot have been shooting the 
eagles from an airplane, and sev­
eral hundred have been brought 
down. It is unlawful to shoot any 
game bird from an airplane, but 
since the golden eagle is no long­
er protected it is not a game bird 
and hence this airplane hunting is 
legal. The W arden kills the eagles 
with a shotgun loaded with BB 
shot. To date he has 400 flying 
hours to his credit on eagle hunts, 
with a record of one eagle per 
hour.

The report, compiled by Texas 
M id-Continent Oil and Gas As­
sociation statisticians from figures 
obtained from independent school 
district tax collectors and from 
state officials, shows $91,754,249 
was spent for educating Texas 
school children last year. Of this 
amount, $23,254,172 was paid by 
the Texas petroleum  industry in 
S tate and local taxes used for 
school purposes. An additional 
$12,384,568 was paid for schools 
in gasoline taxes by individual 
Texas motorists, m aking a total of 
nearly $36,000,000 from petroleum 
and its principal product. Not 
only gasoline taxes but also oil 
taxes would be seriously affected 
by rationing, it was pointed out, 
as Texas oil output would drop 
even lower if the m arket for Tex­
as gasoline were cut further.

Of the average per-pupil school 
cost of $59.62, oil and oil product 
taxes paid $23.25.

Revenue from these sources 
have aided the S tate Tax Board to 
cut the State school ad valorem 
tax rate to its present 16 cents, 
less than half its constitutional 
maximum of 35 cents per $100 
valuation.

While oil and oil products bear 
two-fifths of the cost of Texas 
public schools, they pay an even 
larger part of general sta te  taxes. 
Last year, the Texas M id-Conti­
nent report shows, the Texas pe­
troleum industry paid 55 per cent 
or well over half, of all S tate busi­
ness and property taxes. If sales 
taxes are included, petroleum and 
its products bore 62 per cent, or 
close to two-thirds, of all State 
taxes.

Texas Low-Income Farm Families 
Show Increase In Net Profits

Texas low-income farm  fam i­
lies have increased their annual 
net income by 103 percent and 
have more than doubled food pro­
duction for their own use since re­
ceiving rehabilitaiton loans from 
the U S. Departm ent of Agricul­
ture, according to information re ­
ceived here by J. E. Burch, Farm 
Security Supervisor in Donley 
County.

The gains registered by Texas’ 
farm families were above the na­
tional increase for more than one- 
quarter million Farm  Security 
borrower families.

Mr. Burch’s information came 
to him in a report by C. B. Bald­
win, Farm  Security A dm inistra­
tor. which was prepared for Sec­
retary of A griculture Claude R. 
Wickard.

Pointing out that these in­
creases are particularly signifi­
cant as a contribution to Food for 
Freedom, the FSA adm inistrator 
told Secretary W ickard these 
gains “support in a striking m an­
ner your recent statem ent that on 
all these small farms w ith their 
supply of home labor lies a real 
opportunity today for a high per­
centage increase in w artim e pro­
duction.”

“This family progress report,” 
said Mr. Burch, “shows greater in­
crease than any previous year of 

jFarm  Security operation. This 
proves the willingness and ability 
of low-income farm people, when 
properly assisted, to do their 
share toward meeting the nation’s 
food goals.”

The Texas phase of the national 
report shows that the annual 
value of home-use production per 
family had increased from $166 to 
$378, or 128 percent since farmers 
in this state first received help.

Texas FSA borrower-families 
increased their annual net incom­
es an average of 103 percent, from 
$470 to $953, during the time they 
received assistance. They increas­
ed the amount of fru it and vege­
tables canned by 127 percent, 
from 121 quarts in the year before 
they got loans to 275 q u a rts ‘per 
family in 1941. They increased 
their milk production for home 
use from 347 to 545 gallons or 57 
percent. They increased meat pro­
duction for home use from 233 to 
457 pounds or 96 percent. Last 
year, they stated, in addition, 18 
bushels of fru it and vegetables 
were produced and used. For use 
of the average family 143 dozen 
eggs and 11 gallons of lard were 
produced.

Since Pearl Harbor even great­
er emphasis has been put on food 
production and loan requirem ents 
have been broadened by FSA to 
enable a large number of eligible 
farm families to contribute to the 
food production goals.

Mr. Burch said the adm inis­
trator has instructed Texas Farm 
Security officials to expand the 
community and cooperative ser­
vices program to enable small 
farmers to make maximum use of 
available machinery and tools and 
also to develop facilities through 
which their increased food pro­
duction can flow rapidly to cen­
ters of distribution.

The Farm  Security office in 
Clarendon is located in the Gold- 
ston building.

* The Agricultural Conservation 
Association has initiated an ad­
ditional program which deals 
w ith the carrying out of certain 
soil-building practices, and hav­
ing the paym ent for such prac­
tices taken out of the check to be 
made to the farm er under the 
Conservation Program.

This is called the Conservation 
M aterial and Service Program, 
and will enable the farm er to pay 
for terracing, forest trees, and cer­
tain seeds to be planted in carry­
ing out the soil-building practices 
up to 70% of the Conservation 
Check which can be earned.

If a farm er wants his farm te r­
raced, and does not have the 
money in his pocket to pay for the 
job now, he may come to the 
county office and have his conser­
vation payment estimated. After 
the estimation is made and 70% 
of the paym ent is figured then he 
will know how much he is eligible 
to spend under the Conservation 
M aterial and Service Program, 
and the money will be advanced 
at any time the work is done. 
Farm ers interested in the Pro­
gram should contact firms or in­
dividuals who do terracing work 
to find what this work can be 
done for per 100 feet. The County 
Committee must OK any deal 
made for work under this pro­
gram, and after the work is com­
pleted an employee of the county 
office will measure and inspect 
the job. Payment for the work 
will be computed, and as soon as 
possible after it has been certified

at the general accounting office at 
College Station a check will be 
mailed directly to  the man who
does the work. This amount, what 
ever it is, will be deducted from 
the check which would otherwise 
go to the farm er for Conservation 
payment.

Operators who are interested in 
having work of this kind done 
should come to this office and 
talk the m atter over with Mr. 
Flynt and get their applications 
in at an early date. By getting to 
this as soon as possible the farm ­
ers will have time to get the pric­
es of several different people who 
do this type of work.

It is our understanding that 
there will be several small terrac­
ing machines, called W hirlwind 
Terracers in the county. It might 
be well for farmers who are in te r 
ested to look over the work of 
these machines. It may be too late 
for work of this type in 1942, but 
it is not too early for farm ers to 
be thinking and planning this 
work for the coming crop.

Tire Rationing 
Amendment 
Is Added

An amendment which tightens 
restrictions on use of tires by 
some eligibles under rationing 
and also extends eligibility to cer­
tain automobile users not hereto­
fore provided for has been issued 
by the Office of Price Adminis­
tration, Max L. McCullough, reg­
ion OPA administrator, has been 
advised.

More stringent requirements to 
be met by physicians, surgeons, 
farm veterinaries and practicing 
ministers, to be eligible for tires 
and tubes, are contained in the 
amendment to the rationing regu­
lations, M r McCullough said Ve­
hicles operated by such users 
must now be used “exclusively” 
for professiohal services or relig­
ious duties, instead of “princi­
pally”, as hertofore.

Eligibility for recapped or obso 
lete new tires is extended to 
school officials and teachers who 
m ust travel by car from one 
school to another in an area

PETITIONS FOR CONGRESS-
Petitions signed by 16,000 Texas 
farmers asking for a fair chance 
to meet Food for Victory goals 
through average parity prices on 
all agricultural commodities were 
sent to Congress last week from 
state headquarters of the Texas 
Farm Bureau Federation in Waco.

The petitions, which were cir­
culated by county and community 
Farm Bureau leaders in more 
than 200 Texas counties, are 
shown here lined up by congress­
ional districts. Each of the 21 Tex­
as congressmen received copies 
signed by farmers in his district, 
and master lists from the entire 
state were sent to Senators Con- 
nally and O’Daniel.

The petition urges Congress to 
retain the 85 to 110 percent of 
parity m arket range provided in 
the present price control law so 
that farmers will have a reason­
able chance to average parity for 
their products and thus be able, 
in the face of rising production 
costs, to produce the food and 
fiber needed to defeat the axis.

Certificates will not be 
issued to any teacher or official 
whose duties are performed whol­
ly at one school.

O ther changes in tire rationing 
regulations are:

Licensed chiropractors and os­
teopaths are made eligible under 
the same conditions as apply to 
doctors of medicine.

Eligibility of ministers is ex­
tended to “any religious practit­
ioner qualified to adm inister to 
the religious needs of the mem­
bers of a congregation.”

Designation of nurses eligible 
for tires is changed from “visiting 
nurse” to “public health nurse”.

“Under the new standards ap­
plying to doctors and ministers, 
if it is necessary for the applicant 
for new tires to answer emergen­
cy calls as a part of his profess­
ional practice, he may be issued a 
purchase certificate which will 
enable ijim to use his car between 
his home, his office and hospit­
als,” Mr. McCullough explained.

Texas is living up to its reputa­
tion for unusual political develop­
ments. A few weeks ago is seemed 
likely that nearly all incumbents 
of important offices would be re­
tained this year without contests. 
Now, nearly every candidate for 
a State office has opposition and 
there are spirited contests in four 
Congressional districts.

•Dwarfing all other fights in 
public interest is the battle of the 
three ex-governors—W. Lee O’­
Daniel, Dan Moody and Jam es V. 
Allred—for the United States 
Senate seat now held by O’Daniel. 
Not only is each contestant a 
former chief executive of the 
State, but each has had an out­
standingly successful political 
career, and each is reganged as in­
vincible by thousands of devoted 
partisans.

O’Daniel, oldest in point of 
years, is youngest of the three as 
a figure in Texas public life. He 
entered the political arena little 
more than four years ago. But he 
has won three Statew ide cam­
paigns against strong opponents, 
and never had to enter a “ru n ­
off.”

That last is a distinction neither 
of his opponents can claim, re­
markable as are their vote-getting 
records. Indeed, since the double 
prim ary system was adopted in 
Texas, O’Daniel alone has twice 
been chosen governor w ithout a 
second primary.

Dan Moody shares with O’Dan­
iel the distinction of unvarying 
success at the polls. He was Tex 
as' youngest governor, inaugur 
ated at the age of 33. Before his 
elevation to the governorship he 
had served two years as county 
attorney of Williamson county, 
three years as district attorney of 
Travis and Williamson counties.

and two years as attorney general.
For the last eleven years,

Moody has practiced law in Aus­
tin  with m arked success. He now
seeks office for the first tim e since 
his retirem ent from the gover­
norship.

Allred was never defeated but 
once, and that by a narrow  m ar­
gin. After serving as assistant dis­
trict attorney and, later, district 
attorney of W ichita county, he 
made an unsuccessful race for a t­
torney general against Claude 
Pollard, who was seeking a sec­
ond term. In 1930, he defeated 
Pollard’s successor, R. L. Bobbitt; 
was re-elected in 1932; elected 
governor in 1934 and re-elected 
two years later. On leaving the 
governorship, he became a Fed­
eral district judge by appoint­
ment of President Roosevelt and 
served in that capacity until this 
month, when he resigned to run  
for the senate. «

Youngest of the three candi­
dates. Allred has had more years 
in office than either of the others. 
He is 43 years old; Moody is 49; 
O’Daniel, 51.

tion for Independence Day.

“Lives can be saved, injuries 
prevented, loss by damage and 
fire destruction averted,” Hall 
added, “if we elim inate the use of 
fireworks from our plans for ob­
serving our country's Declaration 
of Independence.

“Gunpowder and explosives 
burned up in fireworks for use­
less reasons can’t be used by our 
fighting forces in the front lines. 
Fireworks exploded in Texas will 
not win another ‘Midway victory.’

"Our celebrations with fire­
works have caused us to pay a 
high price in previous years. This 
year the most patriotic m anner of 
celebrating the Declaration of In­
dependence will be to convert 
gunpowder into bullets and 
bombs by the purchase of w ar 
stamps and bonds instead of fire 
crackers.”

Cecil Brown, the  w ell know n 
foreign correspondent, recently  
m ade a speaking to u r of th is 
country. In a radio broadcast 
from Los Angeles, he said th a t he 
had been enorm ously im pressed 
by the incredible strides A m eri­
can industry is m aking in produc­
ing for war. At the sam e tim e, he 
added, he was d isturbed  by the  
excessive degree of optim ism  held 
by many of us. In short, too large 
a proportion of the A m erican peo­
ple are not yet convinced th a t 
this will be a long and hard  war.

That kind of optim ism  is not 
held in informed circles. Most of 
the experts still think th a t ano th ­
er New Year’s day will come be­
fore the United Nations will be 
able to engage in ma’jor, continu­
ed offensive drives against the 
enemy. In 1943, they forecast, a 
gigantic effort to knock H itler out 
of the w ar will be made. Then, in 
1944, the United Nations will be 
able to tu rn  the ir full and un­
divided attention to Japan. And 
so, by tha t year’s end, the w ar 
may be over.

O ther experts consider th a t 
tim e-table too optimistic. T h e y  
argue th a t both G erm any and 
Japan  have immense arm ies and 
resources, and tha t it will take  
another year or tw o to  w ear them  
down and bring them  to  the ir 
knees. In any event, no inform ed 
com m entator subscribes to  the 
curren t rum ors th a t the w ar is 
likely  to  be ended before 1942 
passes.

the popular m istake of  thinking 
that m inor United N ations’ vic­
tories constitute m ajor disasters 
for the enemy.

In the meantime, this country 
has reason to be immensely proud 
of the quality and character of its 
fighting forces. A fter the debacle 
at Pearl Harbor, it took us months 
to get organized. For a long time 
there was lack of accurate coordi­
nation between the various bran­
ches of the m ilitary services. Now, 
apparently, conditions have un­
dergone a great change for the 
better. The gigantic Japanese- 
American sea engagement around 
Midway island is an example. 
The Japanese, after m aking the ir 
feint at Dutch H arbor w ith a few 
bombers and pursuit planes, ap­
parently  expected tha t American 
commanders would hysterically 
disperse their forces. In all prob­
ability, they definitely expected 
to take both Midway and Oahu. 
But the American commanders, 
working on extrem ely accurate 
information provided by the In ­
telligence services, w ere ready. 
The Navy, the Arm y and the 
Marines worked in perfect h a r­
mony. The result was the most 
serious setback Japan  has yet 
taken in the Pacific war.

That battle, coining on top of 
the Coral Sea engagement, m ust 
be causing p lenty of headaches 
among the moguls in Tokyo. They

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Large Number University of Texas’ 
Men Students Will Be Members Of 
One of Four Military Reserves

Over 70 per cent of the U niver­
sity of Texas' men students next 
fall will be members of one of 
four military reserves, Dr. Homer 
P. Rainey, president of the Uni-' 
versity, predicts.

Pointing out the sw ift changes 
from the educational ways of 
peace to those of war. Dr. Rainey 
declared in Austin tha t every stu ­
dent and faculty m em ber of the 
University will be directing his 
activities into some w ar channel 
when long-term classes begin 
next September.

“We have already reorganized 
our curriculum to meet needs of 
the federal government, the re­
quirements of the arm ed servicus 
and other duties imposed upon us 
because of our place as an out­
standing educational institution,” 
Dr. Rainey declared, “but the real 
evidence of these new emphases 
will not be fully seen until our 
fall term gets underw ay.”

The broad University program 
—designed. Dr. Rainey says, to 
prepare students for the peace as 
well as the w ar—will next fall be 
demonstrating its place in the w ar 
in more forceful m anner than 
ever before.

In this connection he predicts 
that most of the men students in 
the University will become mem­
bers of the four m ilitary reserves 
which have been set up by the 
army, navy and m arine corps for 
the purpose of providing a future 
supply of officers.

Under these four plans, Dr. 
Rainey points out, high school 
graduates may en ter the Univer­
sity this fall, starting  their educa­
tion. By enlisting in one of these 
four programs, they may continue 
their college work w ith full ap­
proval of the armed forces and at 
the same time be preparing them ­
selves for fighting roles where 
they are needed.

The navy, army, arm y a ir corps 
and marine corps have all insti­
tuted large reserve classifications 
which will take in students with 
good grades, guarantee they will 
rem ain in school a t least through 
their sophomore years and draw 
upon their reserves for future of­
ficer material.

"With these four plans,” Dr. 
Rainey declared, “a college stu ­
dent may continue his studies,
preparing himself to be a better
soldier or officer, and guarantee­
ing to the forces a better supply of 
fine officer material. Moreover, 
the students will be having a di­
rect work in the w ar as they will 
be filling certain requirem ents to 
continue their eligibility for re­
serve services.”

Perm itted use of honey as a 
sugar substitute in ice cream, 
candy, soft drinks and bakery 
goods is increased by several mil­
lion pounds in an amendment to 
WPB’s honey conservation order. 
Although honey distribution is 
still controlled by quota rcgula 
tion, beginning July 1 manufac­
turers may use during any cal­
endar quarter either 120 per cent 
of their consumption during the 
corresponding 1941 quarter or 600 
pounds, whichever amount is 
larger.

Sec. 2)
caught our forces asleep at Pearl 
Harbor. But our forces are 100 
per cent awake and on their toes 
now.

This latest Pacific battle is im­
portant for the beating handed 
Japanese m ilitary power. Its 
greatest importance lies in the 
fact that it may have tipped the 
scales of Pacific naval power in 
our favor. After Pearl Harbor, the 
Japanese fleet was supreme in the 
Pacific. Japan also had air supre­
macy. Now American w ar vessels 
which were damaged at Pearl 
Harbor are back in service, new 
ships have been sent to join the 
fleet, and our air power has been 
tremendously increased. O ur pro­
duction capacity is many times 
that of Japan in all fields. The 
Mikado, in brief, doesn’t look as 
big and tough as he once did.

When we finally take the of­
fensive in the Pacific, we m ay ex­
pect hard going for a considerable 
time. It is obvious that Japan has 
developed the mandated islands, 
as well as her own islands, to a 
very high degree so far as mili­
tary power is concerned. She may 
have literally hundreds of air, 
naval and submarine bases and 
her plan has been to create a ring 
o fsteel about her own part of the 
Pacific. We must expect losses as 
well as victories. But no one with 
any knowledge of American w ar 
production and American fighting 
spirit can doubt that the job will 
be done. The United Nations’ 
commanders will not be satisfield 
w ith a partial victory this time. 
They intend to take the war 
straight to Berlin and Tokyo, and 
give the Axis powers a full taste 
of the kind of treatm ent dealt out 
to the countries they have sub­
jugated.

Fire Helped To 
Create Rubber 
Shortage

AUSTIN, Ju ly  2—“Fire has had 
a large part in adding to the criti­
cal rubber shortage in this na­
tion," Marvin Hall, State Fire In­
surance Commissioner, said today.

Hall explained that seemingly 
local fires can now have a far- 
reaching effect on the nation dur­
ing time of war, as he urged in­
dividual attention to fire preven­
tion in every home and place of 
business.

“A supply of crude rubber,,” 
Hall stated, “with a value of 
$11,000,000, and estimated at that 
time to be one-tenth of the na­
tion’s supply in storage, was de­

stroyed by fire in October, 1941, 
at Fall River, Mass.

“This huge fire has become 
known as the largest single indus­
trial fire loss in the history of our 
country. Most certainly its after 
effects is presenting a serious 
handicap to our war effort now.

“Fire definitely destroys effort. 
The $60,000,000 liner Normandie 
is useless for carrying w ar sup­
plies while lying on its side at the 
bottom of the Hudson river—the 
victim of fire.”

This w ar is not just one to pre­
serve democracy but is a w ar to 
prevent all the nations and peo­
ples of the earth from being sub­
jugated to political 8nd economic 
slavery, Dr. O Douglas Weeks, 
professor of government at the 
University of Texas, declares.

Youths WiU Enter 
Civilian Pilot 
Training Course

Literally hundreds of young 
men from Texas and Oklahoma 
will enter the Civilian Pilot 
Training course on or about July 1 
under the auspices of the*United 
States Navy, Lieutenant Com­
m ander Barry Holton, senior 
m ember of the Naval Aviation 
Cadet Selection Board, Dallas, an­
nounced today, disclosing that 
only young men enlisted in the 
navy’s V-5 program may be en­
titled to enrollment in the navy- 
sponsored CPT.

Explaining that the CPT in­
struction would include both 
ground school and actual flight 
training, Commander Holton said: 
“The navy is providing these ex­
tensive courses for fu ture naval 
aviators at no cost to the men. 
They will be furnished their 
meals and lodging throughout 
their entire training period.”

Holton said that the object of 
the movement was two-fold. First,

he said, it will shorten the time 
required for a young man to win 
his navy wings and commission. 
Secondly, th^program  will facili­
tate a man beginning actual flight 
training immediately upon his en­
listment. Heretofore, a man some­
times had to wait a month before 
being called for training.

Upon completion of the CPT 
courses, the students will be or­
dered to naval pre-flight schools 
where they will begin regular 
navy courses in aviation. Holton 
said that men completing their 
applications for navy flight train-

ing before Ju ly  1 will go into the 
CPT training immediately. They 
will enter schools nearest their 
homes for this training. Interest­
ed men should contact their re­
cruiting offices or the Dallas 
flight board immediately, said he.

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Disorders Of

Three Fresh Fruits and Irish Potatoes 
Added to July Blue Stamp Food List

Three fresh fruits and Irish 
potatoes have been added to the 
list of Blue stam p foods available 
during July under the Food 
Stamp program in Donley county, 
according to Dan L. Boyd, Area 
Supervisor, Agricultural M arket­
ing Administration.

Fresh peaches, fresh plums, and 
fresh apples are the fruits added. 
These, together with oranges, all 
fresh vegetables, including Irish 
and sweet potatoes, and the staple 
foods continued on the list, will 
give participants a wide variety 
from which to select the foods 
they require .

Dried prunes and fresh grape­
fru it are the only two commodi­
ties removed from the July  list. 
Dried prunes are being acquired 
for use largely by our armed 
forces and the season of heavy

m arketing of grapefruit is draw ­
ing to a close.

With these changes, the com­
plete list of Blue stam p foods is­
sued by the Agricultural M arket­
ing Administration for Ju ly  1 
through Ju ly  31 in all stam p pro­
gram areas is as follows: fresh 
peaches, plums, apples, and oran­
ges, ail fresh vegetables including 
Irish and sweet potatoes, shell 
eggs, butter, corn meal, hominy 
(corn) grits, dry edible beans, 
wheat flour, enriched w heat flour, 
self rising flour, enriched self 
rising flour, and whole w heat 
(Graham) flour,

“Farm ers,” Mr. Boyd said, "are 
working to produce abundant 
quantities of all the food needed 
by the United Nations. The Food 
Stam p Program  helps to assure 
htem, particularly  in seasons of 
heavy m arketings, of a fair re ­
turn  for the efforts they are m ak­
ing. A t the same tim e the pro­
gram adds m any nutritious foods 
to the diets of families in need.”

WEIGHT AID FOR 
PRICE CONTROL

City and state weights and 
measures officials in Texas have 
pledged their aid to OPA in en­
forcement of price control and ra 
tioning regulations. Violations of 
state and municipal ordinances 
already have been discovered in 
sales of sugar under rationing, of­
ficials said. In some cases weight 
has been found from 2 to 16 per 
cent short of tha t represented. 
Any decrease in the weight, mea­
sure or quality of any commodity 
sold is equivalent to  a price rise, 
the OPA has ruled, and therefore 
is a violation of the federal law.

In the 10,000,000 units turned 
out by the safety razor industry 
last year, 1,662,000 pounds of 
brass were used. The brass used 
in one razor, one-sixth of a pound, 
would produce three .30 caliber 
cartridges.

Menstruation
Painful or difficult m enstrua­

tion, scanty flow or absence of 
flow, as well as excessive bleed­
ing, are sometimes caused by 
harmone imbalances, though some 
of these defects are often of emo­
tional origin.

The cessation of m enstruation 
occuring in women at about 45 to 
50 years of age normally mark the 
termination of the reproductive 
period. At this time evulation 
ceases, and the uterus and mam ­
mary glands undergo atrophy.

Frequently, women experience 
untoward vaso-motor, neuro­
muscular, and psychic symptoms 
a t this time. Also, sterility  in 
women may conceivably occur 
even though ova are produced, 
through defects in the normal 
cyclic functioning of the uterus.

In w hat ways can our know , 
ledge of the sex hanr.or.es and 
their functions be of service here? 
U nfortunately, we m ust conclude 
that, so far, attem pts to  alleviate 
all cases by substitution therapy 
have not been successful One of 
the most serious difficulties lies in 
the fact tha t the one production 
of harmones by the ovaries 
cyclic; the concentration of the 
follicular or luteal harmones in 
the blood varies in regular fash­
ion but in a ra ther complicated 
interrelationship.

Psychological elements play an 
im portant role. There is a com­
mon notion among the uninform ­
ed that the cessation of m enstru­
ation, even that which occurs 
normally in middle age, is harm ­
ful because of retentions of poi­
sons in the body. This belief is 
w ithout foundation.

By proper variations in quan- 
ity and alternation of follicular 
and luteal harmones adm inistra­
tions, it is possible to reproduce 
cyclic uterin changes in a more or 
less norma] menstrual flow.

The absence of m enstruation in 
a young female may be an indica­
tion of some serious systemic dis­
ease, such as tuberculosis.
