C o n s u lta n t to  s tu d y  M C N H  o p e ra tio n s
The Donley County Hospital 

District will contract with an outside 
consultant to do complete analysis of 
the Medical Center Nursing Home 
following last week's town hall meet­
ing about the future of the facility.

More than 100 people attended 
the meeting, which was called by the 
hospital board to get input from tax­
payers. Hospital board president Alan 
Fletcher led the discussion about the 
home, which is financially sound cur­
rently but faces an uncertain future 
with regards to state funding and ever 
increasing expenses.

Fletcher fielded several ques­

tions about the finances of the 
nursing home, but the most striking 
questions came from local resident 
Lisha Ralston, who is employed 
by The Arbors, a nursing facility in 
Canyon operated by Baptist Commu­
nity Services.

Ralston asked about alterna­
tive ways to generate revenue at the 
nursing home and wondered why 
more local people weren’t utilizing 
the home for rehabilitation services, 
and then she asked the question that 
resonated with district officials.

“Have you done a complete 
operational evaluation?” Ralston

asked MCNH officials.
This week Administrator Vicky 

Robertson said she has contacted 
Ralston’s boss. Arbors Administrator 
Robert Smith, and he has agreed to 
perform an operational analysis of 
the nursing home.

“That’s where we’re going to 
start,” Robertson said. “He will come 
do a walk through of the facility, ask 
for staffing and budget information, 
and look at the overall operation.” 

The cost to the district will be 
less than $1,000, Robertson said; 
and the analysis should take about 15 
hours to complete. A report with rec­

ommendations will then be presented 
to the hospital board.

At press time, a date for the 
evaluation had not been set.

Last Tuesday night’s meeting at 
the Lions Hall was well attended, and 
most people there agreed that the pri­
ority must be to keep the home open. 
The biggest challenge to that is the 
fact that Texas ranks near the bottom 
of the 50 states in terms of funding 
for Medicaid beds in nursing homes.

Other problems include the 
mix of patients in the home -  many 
of whom only need assisted living 
type services and therefore receive

the lowest Medicaid reimbursement, 
increased competition in the job 
market as wages continue to increase 
for a small pool of qualified nurses 
and aides, and ongoing maintenance 
issues with a facility that is more than 
30 years old.

Fletcher said no matter what 
course is chosen for the nursing 
home, he and the hospital board want 
Donley County taxpayers to be fully 
informed.

"We want the truth to be out in 
front of what we’re trying to accom­
plish in order to stop any rumors 
before they start,” Fletcher said.

CISD finishing 
$90k remodel 
of classrooms

While students are enjoying the remaining days 
of summer vacation, Clarendon ISD is wrapping up 
improvement projects that have spruced up the interior of 
junior high and elementary classrooms.

All the woodwork in the 1961-era buildings on 
campus has been stripped and refinished after 45 years of 
wear, and tear. Countertops have been replaced through­
out those buildings, and large cabinets in the elementary 
D-Wing have been put on wheels for more mobility.

Lockers in the A- and C-Wings have been repaired, 
repainted, and, in some places re-bolted to the walls. Ten 
or so handles still need to be replaced where the chrome 
has worn off, but Superintendent Monty Hysinger says 
the lockers will serve students for a long time to come.

“They just don’t make lockers like these any more; 
these are the best,” he said.

The biggest difference can be seen in the D-Wing 
where cabinets have new raised panel doors, new coun­
tertops, and new stainless steel sinks.

Contractor Jim Shadle says the list of improvements 
include refinishing 200 walk-through doors, 60 cabinet 
units, 68 closet doors, 23 trophy cases, 28 cabinet draw­
ers, and 45 chalk and bulletin board frames. In addition, 
his crews have installed 153 new cabinet doors and 671 
square feet of counter tops.

The cost to the district comes to a total of $90,000, 
Hysinger said, with more work still to come.

Sixty to 70 percent of the school’s roofs will be 
replaced -  those on the B-, C-, and D-Wings -  at a total 
cost to CISD’s insurance carrier of about $700,000.

This summer’s renovations come on the heals of 
a $500,000 abatement and renovation project last year 
during which all the floors and ceilings in the 1961-era 
buildings were replaced, all lights were replaced or ret­
rofitted with new high-efficiency fixtures, all classrooms 
were repainted, and all the old green chalkboards will be 
replaced with new marker boards. The remnants of the 
school's old boiler system were also removed last year.

“If we get the exterior doors replaced and the bath­
rooms remodeled next year, we will have completed an 
almost entire renovation of these buildings,” Hysinger 
said.

Pampa man receives eight-year sentence for fourth DWI arrest
A Pampa man has pled guilty to 

charges of driving while intoxicated 
and agreed to an eight-year sentence, 
according to information from 100th 
District Attorney Stuart Messer.

Mark Jerry Lucero, age 31, was 
arrested by Donley County Deputy 
Mike Spier the night of May 29.

After Lucero refused a field 
sobriety test and the Breathalyzer,

Department of Public Safety Trooper 
Chris Ward prepared a warrant and 
obtained County Judge Jack Hall’s 
signature to draw a blood sample 
from the suspect, who was found to 
be three times over the legal limit.

This was Lucero’s fourth DWI 
arrest, which is a felony in Texas. 
He pled guilty on July 11 and agreed 
to the eight-year sentence out of a

ten-year Maximum. He also faces a 
$2,500 fine and suspension of his 
driver’s license for two years.

“I appreciate the cooperation of 
the Sheriff's Office, the Department 
of Public Safety, the judge, and the 
Associated Ambulance Authority in 
working together to achieve justice 
that night,” Messer said.

“Deputy Spier, Trooper Ward,

Judge Hall, and (paramedic) Anna 
Summers were able to take a situa­
tion where proving someone guilty 
could have been difficult and were 
willing to go the extra step to use a 
method of obtaining evidence that 
isn’t common. Working with these 
kinds of people makes being the 
district attorney in Donley County 
enjoyable.”

New law
targets
noises

The Clarendon Board of 
Aldermen will consider an ordi­
nance prohibiting disturbing the 
peace when they meet next Tues­
day evening.

The board approved the lan­
guage of the draft ordinance at 
their regular meeting last week.
If the measure becomes law, it 
would be illegal to “intentionally 
or knowingly disturb the peace 
within the city limits.”

The draft defines disturb­
ing the peace as creating any 
unreasonably loud, disturbing, 
and unnecessary noises and also 
includes all the acts considered 
disorderly conduct under the Texas 
Penal Code, which covers several 
offenses such as abusive or profane 
language in a public place, fighting 
in public, lewd acts, creation of 
unreasonable odors, and offensive 
gestures among other acts.

Anyone who violates the 
ordinance, if approved, would be 
guilty of a misdemeanor and sub­
ject to a substantial fine.

In other city business, alder­
men approved new guidelines and 
criteria for tax abatements as pre- * 
sented by Will Thompson, presi­
dent of the Clarendon Economic 
Development Corporation. The 
guidelines have to be reviewed and 
renewed every two years.

The board approved the sale 
of tax delinquent property for a bid 
of $ 174 as presented by the Donley 
County Appraisal District.

Aldermen discussed the city’s 
ad valorem tax rate and will pro­
pose keeping the combined rate 
at the current $0.4955 per $100 
valuation during a public hearing 
on August 22.

In other city business. City 
Superintendent Jim Roberts said 
work is underway on several drive­
ways being repaired by the city 
and is coming along good.

The Board of Aldermen also 
approved a proclamation pre­
sented by Mayor Mark White set­
ting aside July 30, 2006, as a day 
of prayer for rain.

Hedley teacher works on m aster’s degree for students
CANYON -  Determination and 

devotion add up to make Linda Row­
land one great math teacher.

Rowland, who teaches math at 
Hedley High School, is currently 
working on her master’s degree in 
curriculum instruction at West Texas 
A&M University. And her reasons for 
getting the advanced degree make her 
the type of teacher that every parent 
dreams about for their children.

“I wanted my students to have 
the same opportunities that other 
students have, but I had to have a 
master’s degree to do it,” she said.

Rowland couldn’t understand 
why students at her Class 1A school 
couldn't take dual credit classes

like students in the bigger schools. 
She made some calls and found 
the opportunity was available but 
that dual credit classes have to be 
taught by an educator with a master’s 
degree. That’s when she knew it was 
time to go back to school.

“I want my kids to have this 
opportunity. Plus, I think it will give 
them an idea of how college classes 
go and encourage them to continue 
their education.”

Rowland has been teaching for 
17 years. She earned her bachelor’s 
degree in elementary education at 
The University of Texas of the Perm­
ian Basin in Odessa. She taught at 
the elementary level for four years

in Odessa before heading to Hedley 
to teach junior high and high school 
mathematics.

“I was certified for elementary 
math education, so when I got the job 
in Hedley I had to work on my certi­
fication that first year to teach junior 
high and high school.”

Now she's about to earn her mas­
ter’s degree. She has one more course 
this fall to finish but has received a 
waiver that will allow her to go ahead 
and teach Hedley High School’s first 
dual credit class this year.

“I’m so excited. There is so much 
1 want to change about my teaching. 
My adviser, Dr. Pamela Lockwood 
(associate professor of mathematics),

has been great, and I’ve learned so 
much from her.”

And students at Hedley are obvi­
ously excited about Rowland's dual 
credit course in algebra, too.

“I talked about dual credit and 
explained it to my classes last year, 
and now I have 12 students signed up 
for the class; that will be one of the 
largest classes I've had.

“I’ll teach the class so the stu­
dents get an idea of how college 
classes go, the study skills required 
and what it takes to be successful.” 

And that’s what makes Linda 
Rowland the type of teacher every 
parent dreams about and students 
deserve.

Give taxpayers 
bigger voice in 
government

In his State of the Union Address earlier this year. 
President Bush joined budget reformers in urging the 
adoption of the line-item veto as a way of limiting the 
inexorable growth of federal spending. Anyone famil­
iar with the history of budget reform knows this well- 
intentioned effort is doomed to failure. If Congress 
is serious about cutting spending, it should represent 
taxpayers in budget decisions.

For over 30 years, reformers have been trying to 
hold the line on spending. In 1974, the solution was 
thought to be the Congressional Budget and Impound­
ment Control Act. In 1985, salvation was supposed 
to come in the form of the Gramm-Rudman-Hollings 
Act. Over the years, lawmakers have proposed practi­
cally every conceivable legal device to cut, cap, limit, 
or freeze spending. Yet from major entitlements to 
petty boondoggles, programs continue to expand.

Why do these efforts to restrain spending fail?
The answer is simple: most congressmen believe that 
spending programs are beneficial and necessary. This 
may come as a surprise to outsiders, who imagine 
that congressmen can recognize the flaws in govern­
ment agencies, but are somehow corrupted to vote for 
wasteful programs against their better judgment. But 
lawmakers live in a cocoon of pro-spending propa­
ganda, which lulls them into believing worthless pro­
grams are worthy.

The root of the problem is that it is very costly 
to communicate with Congress. Civics books say that 
everyone has the right to be heard in a democracy, 
but the truth is that it takes time and effort to reach 
a congressman to advance a point of view. Suppose 
you hear of a spending program that seems question­
able. Take, for example, the State Nutrition Action 
Plans programs of the Food and Nutrition Service 
of the Department of Agriculture. You, the taxpayer, 
discover that it shells out $500 million dollars to state 
bureaucracies to support vaguely defined programs 
and conferences in “nutrition education.” You think it’s 
a boondoggle, and you wish government would stop 
spending your money on it, but can you afford to take 
the trouble to persuade lawmakers to stop funding it?

Let's suppose you are an idealist, and want to end 
wasteful spending in order to protect the economic 
health of the country. Again, the problem of scale 
defeats you. Even if this program were eliminated, it 
would reduce federal spending by only 0.017%—and 
therefore have no noticeable effect on the nation’s 
economy. You reach the conclusion, then, that there is 
no motive, selfish or idealistic, for you to lobby against 
a run-of-the-mill spending program. You fall back on 
your couch in frustration.

Now consider what tire supporters of spending 
programs are doing. These include administrators 
whose incomes, status, and careers depend on their 
programs. Eliminating their programs would cost 
them not a mere $1.67 but their jobs! Hence, they have 
an enormous personal financial interest in lobbying 
for the continuation of their programs. Furthermore, 
administrators don’t have to fund their lobbying activi­
ties out of their own pockets.

The second contingent of program supporters is 
the lobbyists hired by those who get tax-funded pay­
ments, subsidies, and contracts. They too have vested 
financial and professional interests in maintaining and 
expanding spending. And, just like the administrators, 
the lobbyists make no personal sacrifices in lobbying 
for higher spending. Public relations and propaganda 
are what they get paid for.

What would happen, then, if someone proposed 
eliminating a program like the State Nutrition Action 
Plans? Congressmen would hear from scores of 
authoritative, well-connected administrators and lob­
byists who have weeks of taxpayer-funded time avail­
able to defend it. And because there is little money to 
be made in protecting the public interest, no capable, 
sophisticated lobbyist would advance the taxpayer’s 
position that the program was unnecessary.

To correct this imbalance, Congress itself should 
create an Office of Taxpayer Advocacy charged with 
the specific mission of representing the taxpayer inter­
est in opposing unwise or unnecessary spending. This 
agency could employ thousands of researchers to 
investigate ineffective and unnecessary programs and 
highlight the damage done by the spending of tax dol­
lars. It could establish a hotline for taxpayers to call 
about instances of waste and abuse. It could employ 
writers and public relations specialists to publicize the 
costs of spending proposals, to ensure that Congress, 
the media, and the public heard anti-spending argu­
ments.

How much might such an office cost? With a staff 
of about 5,000, it would cost about $500,000,000— 
0.017% of the federal budget. Congress could pay for 
it by abolishing any one of dozens of questionable pro­
grams of equal size.

The creation of an Office of Taxpayer Advocacy 
would represent a revolutionary change. Congress 
would create, for the first time, a general interest lobby 
to counterbalance all the special interest lobbies it has 
created with its spending largesse. By representing the 
interests of American taxpayers in reality rather than 
rhetoric. Congress could commit itself to making wiser 
decisions, and put a brake on the reckless spending that 
threatens the economy.

Keep Texas air improvements on track

When you ask Texans why they enjoy 
living here, our wide-open spaces are men­
tioned pretty quickly. There’s still plenty 
of elbow room in Texas; and even with the 
heat, it's great to be outdoors.

But Texas is growing rapidly, and more 
people means potential for more pollution. 
As the number of Texans grows, it’s impor­
tant to remember what’s made Texas a great 
place to live and raise a family. These things 
include clean air, clean water, and protected 

j rivers and beaches.
Last week, we learned that two Texas 

sites were among the final four nationwide 
being considered for the FutureGen project, 

j a $1 billion federal pilot program to reduce 
dramatically the emissions from coal-fired 

j electricity generating plants. Jewett, in cen- 
| tral-east Texas, and Odessa-Ector County, 

in West Texas, join two Illinois sites on the 
j final list.

This project is significant. We’re having 
j trouble replacing the oil and gas reserves 

we’re using now. But by some accounts,

the U.S. has a 300-year supply of low-cost 
coal. Clean-coal technology has advanced 
rapidly in recent years, and FutureGen may 
well represent a huge leap forward.

The FutureGen concept utilizes cut­
ting-edge technology. The facility will not 
bum coal like a conventional power plant. 
Instead, FutureGen will turn coal into a gas 
in a process that uses heat and pressure to 
generate electricity. During the process, 
nearly all air pollutants - sulfur dioxide, 
nitrogen oxides and mercury - will be cap­
tured rather than emitted. Carbon dioxide 
will also be removed during the process, 
then be injected and permanently trapped 
in deep underground formations, such as 
depleted oil and gas reservoirs.

That could provide several benefits. 
Hydrogen is a future energy source. There 
is potential that the captured C 0 2 inserted 
into the ground could regenerate these 
depleted oil and gas sources. But the big­
gest benefit is virtually eliminating harmful 
pollutants and greenhouse gases, including 
CO,, from being released into our air.

I’ll continue to work with state and 
local officials, including Railroad C orn- 
missioner Michael Williams and Gov. Rick 
Perry, to push this technology forward and 
bring it to Texas.

Last month, Texas set another record 
for peak use of electricity. We badly need 
new electrical generation plants, and a 
number of new coal-fired plants, all using 
the best proven technology currently avail­
able, are now on the drawing board in lexas 
for construction within the next five years to 
help meet this need.

We’re devoting a great deal of attention 
to finding the right path to meet our grow­
ing energy needs in a responsible way. Gov­
ernment agencies and the power companies 
are all engaged, working together in good 
faith. And while air quality in several urban 
areas is still not what it should be, Texans 
can be confident that it's gradually being 
improved, in compliance with state and fed­
eral law. We'll keep this progress on track.

Texas is growing because it’s a great 
place to live. We intend to keep it that way.

US must explore new energy reserves
Anyone who has paid at the gas pump 

j this summer knows that our country is 
facing an energy crisis. Global demand for 
energy continues to grow, and our supplies 
are struggling to keep up. Basic econom- 

| ics teaches us that if supply cannot meet 
| demand, prices escalate..

For too long Congress has refused to 
cultivate our own natural resources, includ­
ing those in the Gulf of Mexico. The b ill. 
recently brought before the Senate, which I 
co-sponsored, makes available 8.3 million 
acres of oil and gas reserves in the Gulf of 
Mexico. Areas opened for exploration by 

| this bill are estimated to contain 1.26 bil- 
j lion barrels of recoverable oil and 5.8 tril- 
' lion cubic feet of natural gas. The oil will 
| fuel 87 million cars per year, and the gas 

production amounts to six times our annual 
Liquefied Natural Gas (LNG) imports, 
enough gas to heat and cool six million 
American homes for the next 15 years.

Opening areas in the Gulf of Mexico 
is a positive step forward, but there remain 
other domestic sources we are not tapping. 
In 1996, Congress approved exploration in 
Alaska’s Arctic National Wildlife Refuge 
(ANWR), only to have President Clinton 
veto this legislation. Had ANWR been 

J opened 10 years ago, we would be produc­

ing an additional 
one million barrels 
daily -  the same 
amount our country 
imports everyday 
from Saudi Arabia.

Environmental 
risks to Alaska are
greatly exaggerated. comment
ANWR is as large by sen. kay bailey hutchison
as South Carolina,
and drilling would be limited to an area the 
size of Houston's Bush Intercontinental 
Airport. ANWR is also not the pristine 
forest many believe it is. Instead, the area 
where drilling would occur is a barren, 
isolated, frozen plain without forests or 
streams.

Solving our energy crisis also requires 
the development of alternative sources of 
energy. Texas has contributed heavily to 
our nation’s production of oil and gas, but 
we are also leading the nation in alternative 
energy sources.

Last year’s energy bill included a 
mandate for 7.5 billion gallons of ethanol 
by 2012. Texas has 450,000 vehicles with 
the ability to run on ethanol fuel, more than 
any other state. Recently, H-E-B Grocery 
announced that five of its gas stations will

begin selling ethanol this year, and soon 
there will be 17 gas facilities with E-85 
(ethanol) pumps in our state. Four ethanol 
plants under construction in the Panhandle 
(in Sunray, Dumas, and two in Hereford) 
will produce approximately 300 million 
gallons of ethanol each year.

In May, I attended the groundbreaking 
of the nation’s first large-scale biodiesel 
plant in Galveston. This plant will produce 
20 million gallons in its first year, with 
the potential to produce 100 million gal­
lons per year -  more than double the cur­
rent production of biodiesel in the United 
States.

Texas is once again a pioneer in find­
ing new energy sources. We are increasing 
energy supplies to the nation and helping 
reduce our dependence on foreign sources, 
which currently account for over 60 per­
cent of our supply. As recent events in the 
Middle East illustrate, such dependence 
is both an economic and national security 
risk.

If Congress allows production of our 
own natural resources, we can stand on 
our own while also protecting our environ­
ment and strengthening our economy. 1 am 
proud thsft Texas is at the forefront of this 
transformation.

Citizens address concerns about county
In the July 20 edition, the headline 

“ ‘Concerned Citizens’ attend county meet­
ing” wasn’t fully covered. Judge Jack Hall 
merely said that we wanted the personal 
property tax dropped. There was more dis­
cussed than just the personal property tax.

First, the citizens of Donley County 
should know that the “Concerned Citi­
zens” are exactly what our title says we are 
-  concerned.

We are concerned that the personal 
property tax isn’t fairly enforced. There are 
a lot of citizens that register their vehicles 
outside of Donley County. We were told 
in our meeting with the Commissioners' 
Court by an unconcerned citizen to report 
anyone that is doing this. Who do we 
report it to? Is this how we are enforcing 
our tax code? Telling on each other?

We are concerned about the growing 
budget of the Donley County Appraisal 
District. We feel that the appraisal district 
should be under the direct supervision of 
the Donley County Tax Assessor/Collector.

The assessor/collector is an elected official 
and answers to the voters. We were told 
that the chief appraiser answers to no one.

We are concerned that the County 
Commissioners increased their salary and 
told the paper that they did not take a raise. 
The commissioners increased their car 
allowance instead of voting themselves a 
raise, which would have to be put in the 
paper. They don’t seem to know how many 
miles they drive each month but deserve a 
raise in their car allowance because of the 
cost of gasoline. Does the company you 
work for furnish you fuel money to get to 
work?

We are also concerned that the com­
missioners don’t keep an accurate account 
of the amount of road material they haul 
or the amount of roadwdrk they get done. 
We are concerned that it is against the law 
for a person in rural areas to work on their 
road. If you are snowed in or washed out, 
you can’t fix your road or hire someone 
to come and open your road. I think we

would like to be able to read that law chap­
ter and verse.

We also feel that if you are an elected 
official in Donley County, you should show 
some interest in doing your job to the sat­
isfaction of the majority of the citizens of 
our county. The days of an elected official 
not wanting to be forthcoming about what 
they do to earn their paycheck and then 
running unopposed are over.

When we think of allorgies, most often

Quercetin acts by stopping the release 
of allergenic substances in the body. O PCs from 
pine bark may also be effective. O m e ga -3 essen­
tial fatty acids, as fish oils, also help because they 
inhibit leukotriene synthesis. Flavanoids and anti­
oxidants (including vitamins C  and E, selenium, 
and the carotenes) help provide important defense 
mechanisms against aggravating free radi­
cals. Magnesium is known to relax the bronchial 
muscles allowing for better breathing. Ginkgo is 
known to also help improve respiratory function. 
Licorice and garlic also act as anti-inflammatory 
and anti-allergic herbal remedies. They act by 
inhibiting leukotriene and prostaglandin synthesis.

CC Regents accept insurance bids
The Clarendon College Board of 

Regents met in regular session July 
20 in the VIP Room of the Bairfield 
Activity Center.

Regents accepted the bid of 
Bene-Marc Insurance for athletic 
coverage in the amount of $64,153, 
which could be reduced if the college 
has few claims during the year.

Several grant applications to the 
Harrington Trust were considered 
and will be submitted. CC officials 
say they expect to hear back from the 
trust within 30 to 45 days.

An addendum to the 2006-2007 
contract with Great Western Dining 
was approved, detailing new rates 
with a 3Vi percent increase in rates.

The college’s workers’ com­
pensation coverage through the 
Texas Association of School Boards 
(TASB) was renewed without an 
increase for a total of $32,213.

The board approved the purchase

of 15 computers and two servers in 
the amount of $45,000, which is paid 
for through a Perkins grant.

A letter of engagement was 
approved for Fox, Byrd & Co. to 
perform the audit for $28,000.

In personnel issues, regents 
acknowledged the hiring of Angie 
Robinson as the enrollment services 
counselor, Carolyn Smith as the 
music instructor, and Cynthia Ewing 
as the desktop publishing instructor 
in Childress.

During his administrative report, 
CC President Myles Shelton said he 
had been notified by TASB that it 
will no longer insure 15-passenger 
vans effective September 1, 2006, 
and this is a problem across the 
state. Clarendon College has eight 
such vans, and regents will explore 
alternative insurance coverage in the 
short term and transportation alterna­
tives in the long term.

P Drugs in the News

Caution: Antidepressants & Migraine Drugs
According to a recent report in the New England Journal of 

Medicine, a serious and life threatening condition call pulmonary 
hypertension can result from the combination of two drugs. One is the 
antidepressants of the SSR1 type (such as Prozac, Zoloft, and Lexapro). 
The other is the triptan-type migraine medicines (such as lmitrex, 
Maxalt and Zomig). This particular combination of drugs can cause a 
condition called serotonin syndrome, which can lead to alternations in 
mental status, muscular abnormalities (such as tremors), and increases 
in blood pressure. When blood pressure increase occurs in the lungs, 
pulmonary hypertension may result.

The risk of pulmonary hypertension from the drug combination 
may occur more frequently in newborn infants and persons who 
suffer from migraine headaches. According to one report, pulmonary 
hypertension routinely occurs in approximately one or two newboriis 
per 1000 live births. When the mothers of such infants took a SSRI 
antidepressant during the last six months of their pregnancy, the risk to 
infants of developing this lung condition increased six fold.

Procedures for collection of delinquent taxes
(Editor's Note: This is the third in series of 
articles from the Donley County Appraisal 
District explaining the functions of the
district.)

The Donley Appraisal District is 
contracted by all nine taxing units in 
the appraisal district for assessment 
and collection duties. Current year’s 
tax statements are mailed October 1. 
Taxes paid in October are granted a 
three percent discount; in November 
a two percent discount is given; and 
payments in December are allowed a 
one percent discount.

Taxes become delinquent on 
February 1. Delinquent notices are 
mailed from the Donley Appraisal 
District office in May for the "cur­
rent” year's taxes.

All delinquent tax accounts are 
turned over to the attorney’s office 
on July 1 of each year. Demand let­
ters are sent by the attorney’s office 
during the month of July. Second let­

ters are generally sent in August; and 
third letters are sent in November. 
Lawsuits are filed based on the size 
of the delinquencies, generally no 
later than the second year of delin­
quency. Legal proceedings are car­
ried out based on law; this includes 
filing judgments and taking property 
to foreclosure sales.

In some situations delinquent 
taxes may be paid out over a 36- 
month time period as provided by 
the Property Tax Code. An agree­
ment contract must be signed, and 
payments must be current to keep 
legal proceedings from continuing. 
Failure to comply with the terms of 
the agreement will result in its can­
cellation; and a judgment and order 
of sale, if applicable, will be pursued 
on the property.

In filing lawsuits on real prop­
erty, the account must have an active

mailing address so that service can be 
obtained. $300 or more must be due. 
Those suits are filed with the District 
Court.

Personal property lawsuits are 
generally filed in the Justice of the 
Peace Court; no minimum amount 
is required. Sound judgment must 
be used in filing small cases so as not 
to incur unreasonable filing fees and 
court costs for the taxing units.

A Sheriff’s sale is set for Sep­
tember 5, 2006. At the present 
time, 24 properties are listed for 
sale. Terry Ann White is one of the 
district's delinquent tax attorneys 
and can be reached at 806-359-3188 
to answer questions about any work 
she handles for the Donley Appraisal 
District.

The total amount of base tax out­
standing for all taxing units as of July
31,2006, is $898,854.73.
