land uses. Idle Cropland will not
count in the 20% unless it is left
| idle so that new terraces can be
| built during the 1942 crop year.
| Summer fallowed land will count,
| if it is really worked and in good
! condition. You may seed the 20%
| to sudan, millet, sweet sorghums,
oats, rye or peas. Forest trees will
count in the 20%, but your home
l garden is not a government speci-
fied crop this year,
will not count.

Your soil-building practices
should be started earlier this year
S0 as to off-set the shortages of
labor, equipment and machinery.
Instead of waiting until the last
two or three weeks of the pro-
gram year to carry out these prac-
tices, work should be started now.

Practical soil-building practices
which may be carried out during
the next few weeks include ter-
racing, furrowing, contouring, and
chiseling non-crop open pasture
land, building tanks and reser-
voirs and planting non-legumin-
Ous green manure or cover €rops,

Most of the producers have, in
all probability, carried out such
practices as contour farming and
listing, strip croping on contour.
cultivating and protecting a good
stand of forest trees, protecting
summer-fallowed acres, building
terraces and growing a home gar-
den.

Practices such as leaving stalks
on the land, plowing the cover
crop under or leaving it on the
land will be checked again later.
