Ceremony
observes
veterans’
sacrifices

A crowd of more than 60 was in 
attendance to pay respects to Ameri­
ca’s fallen veterans during Memorial 
Day services in Rowe Cemetery last 
Saturday morning.

Hedley’s Adamson-Lane Post 
287 of the American Legion hosted 
the service, and Post Commander 
Jack Moreman led the ceremonies.

Gunnery Sgt. Michael D. Gay 
presented the post with a United 
States flag that was flown over A1 
Asad, Iraq, and he also gave tribute to 
veterans, particularly those gathered 
for the ceremony.

"This is one day to repay the 
many men and women who gave 
their lives for our freedom,” Gay 
said. “I would like to thank these 
men here. Without you, I couldn't 
serve my country today.”

Bright K. Newhouse delivered 
the principal address for the ser­
vice, and he said that memorials are 
historic and are first recorded in the 
Bible.

One of the greatest memorials 
was established by Jesus, Newhouse 
said, noting the creation of the Lord’s 
Supper to remember Christ’s sacri­
fice.

Newhouse told the life story of 
World War II hero Audie Murphy 
and then praised the people in atten­
dance.

Donley County jobless rate drops again in April
AUSTIN -  Donley County’s unemployment 

rate dropped again in April, according to informa­
tion released by the Texas Workforce Commis­
sion.

The seasonally non-adjusted data shows 
1,737 employed out of a workforce of 1,814, put­
ting the local unemployment rate at 4.2 percent. 
That’s down from 4.7 percent in March when 
1,683 people were employed out of a work force 
of 1,766.

The actual number of people looking for 
work fell from 83 in March to 77 in April.

Seasonally adjusted nonagricultural employ­
ment in Texas increased by 4.400jobs in April and 
a total of 244,400 jobs over the last 12 months.

Texas employers now have added jobs for 
32 of the last 33 months, for a total of 584,400 
jobs since July 2003. April’s seasonally adjusted 
unemployment rate of 5.1 percent is up slightly

from March but down from 5.3 percent in April 
2005.

Decreasing unemployment rates over the year 
were widespread, with nearly all Metropolitan 
Statistical Areas (MSAs) in Texas experiencing a 
decline from April 2005 through April 2006.

“The Texas labor market is still doing well, 
with the addition of jobs over the month and over 
the year,” said Texas Workforce Commission 
(TWC) Chair Diane Rath. “Over-the-year job 
growth remains broad based, with the addition of 
jobs in 10 of 11 major industries.”

Total Nonagricultural Employment grew for 
the 19th consecutive month. All industry groups 
in the Goods-Producing Sector added jobs while 
increases and decreases in the Service-Providing 
Sector offset one another. Annual growth for Total 
Nonagricultural employment in Texas remained 
strong at 2.5 percent.

“Business activity remains strong, as Texas 
employers are experiencing growth in virtually 
every major industry and every area of the state,” 
said TWC Commissioner Representing Employ­
ers Ron Lehman. “Annual job growth rates in 
Professional & Business Services, Financial 
Activities, and Education & Health Services 
remain particularly strong over the last twelve 
months.”

“I am particularly pleased to note that over 
the last 12 months, 225,100 more Texans have 
found work,” said TWC Commissioner Repre­
senting Labor Ronny Congleton. “While we still 
have a lot to do, the economic picture continues to 
improve across the state as more and more work­
ers find employment.”

Initial claims for unemployment compensa­
tion in April 2006 were 48,632, down 26.2 per­
cent from April 2005.

City taps 
two new 
leaders
White in as mayor, 
Tibbets new pro-tem

Alderman Mark White was 
sworn in as Clarendon's new mayor 
during last Tuesday’s regular city 
meeting.

The former mayor pro-tem 
stepped up to preside after Mayor 
Tex Selvidge presented his resigna­
tion part way through the meeting as 
had previously been announced.

“It’s time for me to ride off into 
the sunset,” Selvidge said. “Working 
with y’all has been the biggest enjoy­
ment for me.”

White conducted the meeting as 
the board accepted Selvidge’s resig­
nation with regret, and each member 
expressed his or her appreciation for 
his service.

Alderman Tommy Hill nomi­
nated and the board elected Aider- 
man Michael Tibbets as the city’s 
new mayor pro-tem. Then Tibbets 
presided briefly as the board nomi­
nated and elected White to succeed 
Selvidge, and White received the 
oath of office.

A reception for Selvidge will be 
held this Friday, June 2, at the Burton 
Memorial Library at 9 a.m.

In other city business, the board 
conducted a public hearing on prop­
erty at 719 W. Sixth Street, but there 
were no comments from the public.

Aldermen White, Hill, and 
-Janice Knorpp took the oath of office 

prior to Selvidge's resignation.
Kyle Hill addressed the board 

concerning water service in the south 
part of town. He said his new tap is 
clear but that some of his neighbors 
have complained of having brown 
water for over a year. A grant might 
pay to have those lines replaced.

Roger Estlack addressed the 
board regarding the West Texas Press 
Association convention this July and 
requested funds from the Motel Bed 
Tax. He said the funds would be used 
to sponsor a WTPA night at the San- 
dell Drive-In, and the board voted 4- 
0-1 in favor of this sponsorship up to 
$750. Alderman Tibbets abstained.

Laura Paul addressed the board 
concerning law enforcement and 
animal control issues. The board 
advised her to talk with the sheriff 
about possible criminal activity and 
said the city will have the animal 
control officer see about a neglected 
dog in her neighborhood. She also 
expressed concern about a dilapi­
dated building, and the city will have 
the fire marshal check this structure.

The board met in closed session 
for 12 minutes to discuss a personnel 
issue but took no action afterward.

The board will consider filling 
White’s vacant alderman's position 
next week.

Head S tart program

Bring 
the child’s birth certificate, Social 
Security card, immunization card, 
proof of public assistance, and 
proof of income for the past twelve 
months or a W-2 form from 2005.

Thornberry votes to open ANWR to drilling
WASHINGTON, D.C. -  US 

Rep. Mac Thornberry (R-Clarendon) 
last week voted for legislation autho­
rizing oil and gas exploration in the 
Arctic National Wildlife Refuge 
(ANWR). H.R. 5429 was approved 
by the House of Representatives on 
a 225-201 vote.

“Families are struggling with 
high energy prices these days 
because our government has not 
taken the steps necessary to produce 
more energy at home. Utilizing 
ANWR is a key step we can take 
toward reducing dependence on for­
eign oil,” said Thornberry.

The section of ANWR’s 
northern coastal plain envisioned 
for drilling holds what is believed 
to be the largest deposit of oil in 
the United States - an estimated 
10.4 billion barrels of recoverable 
crude. However, even though those 
resources could boost U.S. reserves

by 50 percent, drilling backers have 
long been frustrated in the legisla­
tive process.

The primary obstacle to previ­
ous attempts to pass ANWR drilling 
has been what Thornberry consid­
ers “irresponsible scare tactics" by 
opponents exaggerating environ­
mental concerns. But, he noted. 
H.R. 5429 is filled with environ­
mental safeguards.

Of the 20 million acres in 
ANWR, surface area used for 
energy exploration and production 
would be limited to a maximum of 
just 2,000 acres.

The Interior Department would 
have to analyze each proposed drill­
ing site to assess the possible effects 
of activity on fish and wildlife. A 
mitigation plan to minimize any 
negative impact would be required.

Before leasing could begin, 
a new impact statement would be

required in order to develop regula­
tions for the leasing program.

“With the technology avail­
able today, 1 am confident we will 
not harm the refuge by making a 
small portion available for drilling. 
Instead, what I fear is continuing 
to fail the American people by not 
giving them access to their own 
energy resources,” said Thornberry.

The U.S. Department of Energy 
projects that, at peak production, 
ANWR could provide approxi­
mately 1.4 million barrels of oil per 
day. (That compares with 1 million 
barrels a day currently being pro­
duced in Texas.) ANWR oil and gas 
exploration could create between 
250,000 and 1 million new jobs and 
would also raise up to $173 billion 
in federal royalties and tax revenues, 
according to various estimates.

H.R. 5429 will now go to the 
Senate for its consideration.

Supreme Court 
hands victory
to Boy Scouts

Score one for the good guys!
The Boy Scouts of America have been receiving a 

lot of bad press in recent years for steadfastly holding 
on to their old fashioned values while the world con­
tinues its march toward political correctness.

But this week, the P.C. crowd was dealt a setback, 
and the BSA came out on top.

The United States Supreme 
Court on Tuesday rejected an 
appeal from a Michigan father 
who was seeking a ruling to ban 
the Scouts from recruiting in 
public schools.

John Scalise, an atheist, said 
his son was discriminated against 
and taunted by Boy Scout 
recruiters way back in 1998.
Scalise and his then third-grade 
son were allegedly barred from a Scout program for 
not pledging “to do my duty to God and my country.” 
His son was supposedly taunted by classmates and 
humiliated by Scout leaders.

The essence of Scalise’s case was that the Scouts 
were advancing religion in a public school. Michigan 
state courts ruled otherwise, and the US Supreme 
Court, by rejecting Scalise's appeal, affirmed those 
earlier judgments, which found that the school system 
had allowed other religious and non-religious groups 
to use school facilities.

But attorney Timothy Taylor, who represented 
Scalise, complained that the Scouts and public schools 
are working too closely together.

“It’s going on all over the country and has been 
for decades,” Taylor told the Associated Press.

Well, God help us. It would just be awful if young 
men all across America became Boy Scouts. Just think 
how bad it would be if boys everywhere started to 
“do a good turn daily” or learned to “be prepared” for 
whatever Life throws their way.

Imagine a nation of boys who are “trustworthy, 
loyal, helpful, friendly, courteous, kind, obedient, 
cheerful, thrifty, brave, clean, and reverent.” What 
would become of our nation if those ideals were lived 
to the fullest? Why, the whole country would be unrec­
ognizable! I mean, shoot a mile, who would we get to 
run the government if all jnen started out as boys in 
Scouting?

What if every boy earnestly pledged before the 
deity of his choice to keep himself “physically strong, 
mentally awake, and morally straight”? Who would we 
get to be the slackers in our society? Who would we 
get to walk around with their pants halfway off their 
butts? Would we just leave that to plumbers?

What if every young man promised to “help other 
people at all times”? We can’t have that because that’s 
the government’s job to help people. Right?

American would be nothing but better if the ideals 
of Scouting took hold in every classroom. But Scout­
ing is not for everyone, and the BSA understands that. 
The Boy Scouts of America is not going to badger 
someone into joining their organization, especially if 
the person in question does not hold the same beliefs 
as the Scouts.

The real mystery is why some people continue 
to pester the Boy Scouts. Of all the organizations in 
America, the Scouts do nothing but good; and yet 
there are people who would have you think they are 
pure evil.

What John Scalise and his kind need to realize 
fundamentally is that the Scouts have the freedom 
to associate with whomever they please. The hockey 
association that meets at his son’s school doesn't have 
to admit football fans, and the Boy Scouts don’t have 
to admit someone who does not conform to their basic 
tenent that their members must believe in a higher 
power -  whether it be God, Allah, or the Great Spirit. 
By the same token, Scalise and his son are free to form 
the Junior Atheists of America if they choose, and they 
can exclude Boy Scouts from their membership.

America is a place of tolerance. That’s one of the 
things I learned in Scouting, and it’s a lesson Mr. Scal­
ise could learn himself.

Legislature takes postitive steps in ’06

Not only does the Texas Constitution 
require lawmakers to craft an equitable 
public school system, it’s the right thing 
to do. We have one public school system 
in Texas to educate the next generation of 
leaders. History shows us that greatness 
can grow from humble beginnings, and 
it’s our job to make sure everyone has the 
opportunity to succeed, regardless of their 
zip code.

It was with that in mind that rural and 
urban lawmakers, representing the needs of 
both rich and poor, crafted a school finance 
solution that will better serve all Texans.

This latest special session was enor­
mously successful. Poor school districts 
will have access to more money than ever 
before, and wealthy districts will be able to 
keep much more of the money they gener­
ate locally.

All teachers will receive a $2,000 pay 
raise. Homeowners will pay lower property 
taxes. And, the playing field for business 
has been leveled.

This coming school year, the school 
finance plan compresses the local school 
property tax rate by 17 cents. School 
districts whose rates are currently at the 
$1.50 maintenance and operations cap will 
reduce their rates to $1.33. School districts 
that are currently below the $1.50 cap will 
see their rates drop proportionately. The 
following school year, the rate is further 
compressed to $1.

To accomplish this, the state will step 
in with funding for education that had been 
provided by the local property tax. This 
state investment will equalize education 
dollars to the historic level of the 88th per­

centile. far above the 73rd percentile now 
funded.

Students across Texas will benefit 
from education funding at the level of the 
Dallas Independent School District, which 
is presently ranked at the 88th percentile. 
These percentiles indicate where a school 
district ranks based on its property wealth 
per student - the wealthiest school district 
in Texas is at the 100th percentile.

A new local enrichment tier will pro­
vide school districts with the “meaningful 
local discretion” in setting property tax 
rates required by last year’s Texas Supreme 
Court decision.

This new funding tier will raise an 
even greater amount of money for every 
penny of tax rate. The first four cents of 
any new tax rate locally levied will be free 
of recapture for wealthy school districts; 
poor school districts' funding in this tier 
will be equal to spending at the Austin 
Independent School District, currently just 
below the 95th percentile.

Texas’ contribution to these two for­
mulas will raise the state's investment from 
34 percent to 50 percent of the cost to edu­
cate our children.

In addition to investing a historic 
amount of money in schools, this Legisla­
ture reformed our state’s franchise tax. The 
new system will provide a fair, reasonable 
levy that replaces the current tax, which 
many businesses avoid through existing 
loopholes. This legislation returns to the 
original intent of the franchise tax, which 
is payment from those who enjoy liability 
protection under our state’s laws.

We accomplished the long-stated 
goal “broadening the base and lowering

the rate” of the business tax. The new 
base of the tax will be computed on gross 
receipts less, at the election of the business, 
employment costs or the cost of goods 
sold.

The current franchise tax is based 
on business income, with an alternative 
minimum tax based on net worth. And, the 
primary rate is dropped from 4.5 percent 
under the old franchise tax to 1 percent 
(0.5 percent for wholesalers and retailers).

This plan protects small businesses. 
Sole proprietors and general partnerships 
are exempt from the tax. In addition, we 
doubled the small business exemption from 
$150,000 in gross receipts to $300,000 
(adjusted for inflation beginning in 2009). 
If the business's tax liability is calculated 
to be less than $1,000, no tax is due.

In essence, this reform accomplishes 
the following; it taxes all entities that enjoy 
liability protection; it taxes gross receipts 
minus certain deductions; it taxes at a 
lower rate; and it computes the tax based 
on gross receipts as opposed to income and 
net worth.

Small businesses will no longer be 
unfairly burdened. This landmark reform 
requires large companies, such as Dell 
Computer Corporation and Wal-Mart, to 
pay their fair share for the privilege of 
doing business in Texas.

The steps taken this year by the cur­
rent Legislature injected new life into three 
of our most fundamental endeavors: public 
education, home ownership, and Texas 
business. As these measures become law 
and evolve, expect to see great things from 
our students, our communities, and our
economy.

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TSCRA provides quick justice for cattle theft victim L «*»*■"*
FORT WORTH -  A call to Texas 

and Southwestern Cattle Raisers 
Association resulted in quick justice 
for a Lynn County victim of cattle 
theft.

J.R. Brady of Wilson, Texas, 
returned from a weekend trip out of 
town March 6 and noticed several of 
his cattle were missing: three recipi­
ent cows implanted with embryos at 
a cost of about $5,000 each and three 
registered Limousin calves ready for 
sale as show calves. Total value of the 
missing cattle was about $30,000.

Brady called the sheriff’s office 
the next day. On March 10 he called 
Dean Bohannon, his area TSCRA 
inspector, and gave him a detailed 
description of the missing cattle, 
including gender, color, markings, 
brand, ear tag numbers and approxi­
mate weight. Such meticulous infor­
mation gives an investigator a huge 
advantage, but Brady provided an 
even bigger bonus-a likely suspect 
and the probable location of sale.

Brady told Inspector Bohan­
non that his employee, Mark Cruz, 
was having some serious financial 
problems and might have taken the 
cattle. He added that Cruz had pre­
viously hauled some of his cattle 
to the Muleshoe Livestock Auction. 
Bohannon immediately contacted 
Richard Wills, who inspects cattle

for TSCRA at the Muleshoe sale. If 
Cruz had sold any of Brady’s cattle at 
Muleshoe, Wills would have a record 
of it.

TSCRA employs 80 market 
inspectors who inspect every head of 
cattle sold at the 119 auction markets 
in Texas. The market inspectors send 
their reports to TSCRA’s Fort Worth 
headquarters, where the information 
is processed for computer retrieval 
and distributed to more than 700 law 
enforcement agencies nationwide.

Bohannon is one of 29 TSCRA 
field inspectors stationed strategi­
cally throughout Texas and Okla­
homa. All are thoroughly trained 
in law enforcement, have in-depth 
knowledge of the cattle industry, 
and are commissioned as Special 
Rangers by the Texas Department of 
Public Safety and/or the Oklahoma 
State Bureau of Investigation.

Bohannon was not disappointed; 
Wills told him that cattle matching 
the ones Brady had described had 
been checked in at Muleshoe on 
March 4 by Mark Cruz. Bohannon 
got copies of the sale papers and a 
check made out to Cruz.

It was time to confront the 
suspect. Bohannon and Deputy 
Jim Bingham of the Lynn County 
Sheriff’s office went to Cruz’s house 
about 5:30 p.m. on March 13. No

one appeared to be home, so Bohan­
non called the home phone number. 
When there was no answer, he called 
the cell phone.

Cruz answered, but said he was 
in South Texas and wouldn't be back 
for a week. The lawman's instincts 
told him the suspect was lying. He 
left his business card with neighbors 
and asked them to call when Cruz 
returned. Sure enough, Bohannon got 
a call two hours later.

He returned to the house and 
called Cruz on his cell phone. He 
told him he knew he was at home 
and asked him to come outside and 
talk. Cruz agreed. When Bohannon 
asked him about Brady’s cattle, Cruz 
exploded.

He said a drug dealer had forced 
him to steal the cattle by threatening 
his family. The drug dealer made 
him cash the check and took all the 
money. Cruz then refused to talk fur­
ther without an attorney.

Bohannon now turned his full 
attention to recovering Brady’s 
cattle. He used buyer’s sheets to trace 
where the missing animals had gone 
from the sale bam.

The three recipient cows had 
been sold to a packer. Bohannon 
contacted the head cattle buyer and 
was told they and had been killed on 
March 7.

The two purebred Limousin 
bull calves went to a ranch in New 
Mexico. Bohannon advised the New 
Mexico Brand Board of their loca­
tion and was assured they would 
locate and hold the bulls. The buyer 
reported he still had the calves but 
had castrated them.

The purebred Limousin heifer 
was traced to a nearby ranch, where 
it had been commingled with seven 
similar calves. Bohannon advised 
the manager that Brady’s calf had a 
yellow ear tag with the number 30 
on it. The manager pointed to one of 
the calves and said he remembered 
removing a tag with that number. On 
March 14 Brady identified the same 
calf as his.

All of the cattle had been located, 
and the culprit had confessed within 
four days of Brady’s call to TSCRA.

Local legal authorities also 
moved quickly. On April 21, Mark 
Anguiano Cruz pled guilty to Third 
Degree Theft in the 106th Judicial 
District Court of Lynn County, Texas. 
He was sentenced to five years in the 
state penitentiary and instructed to 
pay $30,000 in restitution, a $1,000 
fine, and $261 in court costs.

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Local USDA office looking for hurricane victims
Donley County Farm Service 

Agency (FSA) reminds agricultural 
producers that sign-up continues 
for four crop and livestock assis­
tance programs providing financial 
resources to producers affected by 
the destructive 2005 hurricanes, said 
Bruce Ferguson, FSA County Execu­
tive Director. The office is trying to 
contact anyone displaced by the hur­
ricane disaster.

The four programs - Livestock 
Indemnity Program, Feed Indemnity 
Program, Hurricane Indemnity Pro­
gram and Tree Indemnity Program 
- are funded through $250 million 
from the U.S. Department of Agri­
culture.

To be eligible for this assistance, 
a producer’s loss must have occurred 
in one of 261 counties that received 
a primary presidential or secretarial 
disaster designation due to 2005 
Hurricanes Dennis, Katrina, Oph­
elia, Rita or Wilma. Under these 
criteria, Donley County qualifies 
for USDA disaster assistance. An 
extended list of eligible counties in 
Alabama, Florida, Louisiana, Mis­
sissippi, North Carolina and Texas

Livestock Indemnity Program
The Livestock Indemnity Pro­

gram (LIP) will provide payments 
to eligible livestock owners and con­
tract growers who incurred the death 
of livestock due to the hurricanes.

Farm Service Agency (FSA) will 
multiply the number of eligible live-

Feed Indemnity Program
The Feed Indemnity Program 

(FIP) will provide payments to eligi­
ble livestock owners and cash lessees 
who suffered feed losses or increased 
feed costs due to the hurricanes. To 
calculate program payments, FSA 
will multiply the national payment 
rate established for each livestock 
category by the number of eligible 
livestock. More information on FIP is 
available in the online FIP fact sheet 
at: www.fsa.usda.gov.

Hurricane Indemnity Program
The Hurricane Indemnity Pro­

gram (HIP) will provide payments 
to eligible producers who suffered 
crop losses and received either a 
Federal Crop Insurance Corporation 
crop insurance indemnity or a FSA 
Noninsured Crop Disaster Assistance 
Program (NAP) payment. Producers' 
HIP benefits will equal 30 percent 
of the crop insurance indemnity or 
30 percent of the NAP payment.

Tree Indemnity Program
The Tree Indemnity Program 

(TIP) will provide payments to 
eligible owners of commercially 
grown fruit trees, nut trees, bushes

and vines that produce an annual 
crop and were lost or damaged dcf 
to the hurricanes. FSA will base TIP 
payments on the crop’s proximity to 
the hurricanes based on established 
tiers, which reflect the severity of 
damage from least to most severe.

Aquaculture Grants
USDA is also providing $25 

million in block grants to (he state 
governments of Alabama, Florida, 
Louisiana, Mississippi, North Caro­
lina and Texas from Section 32 funds. 
The funds are to provide assistance to 
producers raising aquaculture species 
in a controlled environment as part of 
a farming operation. Governors or 
their designees will determine sign­
up procedures for the assistance and 
will distribute the funds to eligible 
aquaculture producers to help them 
recover from the devastating effects 
of the hurricanes of 2005. More 
information on the aquaculture grants 
is available in the online fact sheet at:

Additional Disaster Assistance
Additional funds have been 

designated in response to the 2005 
hurricane disasters. Approximately 
$200 million is designated for the 
Emergency Conservation Program, 
$400 million for the Emergency For­
estry Conservation Reserve Program 
and $300 million for the Emergency 
Watershed Protection.

Additional funds for oyster, 
nursery, and poultry producers and

forest landowners will be made 
available when new rules authorizing 
assistance are published in the Fed­
eral Register. USDA’s Farm Service 
Agency (FSA) is developing these 
rules with plans to publish proposed 
rules for public comment in the near 
future.

Emergency Loan Assistance
USDA’s Farm Service Agency 

(FSA) currently has $156 million in 
low-interest emergency (EM) loan 
funds available to help farmers and 
ranchers rebuild their operations.

In certain cases, FSA can pro­
vide producers with both EM and 
operating loans to assist them with 
spring operations. Eligible produc­
ers who expect to receive future 
hurricane disaster payments from 
USDA may receive loans now and 
assign the disaster funds to EM loan 
payments. Emergency loan funds 
may be used to: restore or replace 
essential property; pay all or part of 
production costs associated with the 
disaster year; pay essential family 
living expenses; reorganize the farm­
ing operation and refinance certain 
debts.

To apply for an EM loan, pro­
ducers are encouraged to contact 
their local USDA Service Center. An 
FSA fact sheet explaining the loan 
application process step-by-step is 
available at: www.fsa.usda.gov.

Drugs in the News
Attention Deficit Drug in a Skin Patch

An advisory committee to the FDA met recently and indicated that 
an investigational drug called Daytrana (methylphenidate in the form of 
a once-a-day patch) appears to be safe and effective for the treatment of 
attention deficit hyperactivity disorder (ADHD) in children 6 to 12 years 
of age.

The committee recommended that Daytrana be approved by the 
FDA as an alternative to the oral form of methylphenidate, the active 
ingredient in Ritalin. The Daytrana skin patch is designed to be applied 
topically to the child’s hip for 9 hours. Side effects may include 
decreased appetite, headaches, sleep difficulty, and nausea.

ADHD is characterized by periods of inattention, impulsivity, and 
excess activity. This neurological condition can persist through child­
hood, into adolescence, and adulthood. While over 20 studies have 
shown that ADHD is strongly inherited, other casual factors include low 
birth weight and prenatal maternal smoking.

MUTUAL ENERGY SPP FOR AUTHORITY TO RECONCILE FUEL COSTS AND 

NOTICE OF PROPOSED TRANSFER OF CUSTOMERS FROM MUTUAL ENERGY SPP TO SOUTHWESTERN ELECTRIC
POWER COMPANY

On March 31,2006. Mutual Energy SWEPCO doing business as Mutual Energy SPP (“ME SPP”) filed its application with 
the Public Utility Commission of Texas (“Commission”) to reconcile its eligible fuel factor expenses incurred during 2005 
(“Reconciliation Period”). This filing was made pursuant to Section 36.203 of the Texas Utilities Code and has been assigned Docket
No. 32579.

ME SPP’s total under-recovery balance for the Reconciliation Period is $3,331,739 (including interest). ME SPP is seek­
ing authority to collect that balance through a surcharge to be collected over a 30-month period, effective with the January 2007
billing month.

MS SPP’s fuel reconciliation filing does not affect its base rates that are currently in effect. All of ME SPP’s customers are 
affected by ME SPP’s application in Docket No. 32579. The average effect on Residential Service customer using 1,000 kWh would 
be an increase of $11.20 per month, or an 8.8% increase in total billings for the year.
On May 1,2006, AEP Texas North Company (TNC), Southwestern Electric Power Company (SWEPCO), and ME SPP filed a joint 
application with the Commission regarding the transfer of certificated service area and related electric utility facilities from TNC to 
SWEPCO in parts of the Counties of Childress, Collingsworth, Donley, Hall and Wheeler. Each of the three applicants is a wholly 
owned subsidiary of American Electric Power Company. All customers in the service area being transferred are currently provided 
retail electric service by ME SPP through facilities owned and operated by TNC. If the transfer of certificated service area and facil­
ities is approved by the Commission, all retail customers in the area will become retail customers of SWEPCO and will receive elec­
tric utility service from SWEPCO, which currently serves approximately 452,000 customers in Texas, Louisiana, and Arkansas. 
SWEPCO will own and be responsible for the operation of all electric utility facilities in the affected area and will provide billing 
services to all customers in the affected area. The number of affected customers is approximately 7,000. The joint application has 
been docketed by the Commission as Docket No. 32672.

In Docket No. 32672, TNC, ME SPP and SWEPCO have requested that, in addition to approving the transfer of certificat­
ed service area from TNC to SWEPCO, the Commission find that the transfer of facilities within the area is in the public interest and 
that a rate plan be approved which will establish the rates that SWEPCO will apply to the transferred customers. ME SPP and TNC 
have also requested that they no longer have an obligation to serve customers in the area.

Under the proposed rate plan, all transferred customers within ME SPP’s service area will be charged the same non-fuel 
electric rates that they are currently paying as customers of ME SPP. These customers will be charged SWEPCO fuel costs on a 
going-forward basis and will be responsible for fuel cost over-recoveries or under-recoveries incurred by ME SPP prior to the trans­
fer to SWEPCO, including the under-recovery being sought in Docket No. 32579. TNC, ME SPP and SWEPCO have also proposed 
that the Commission allow them to update the 2005 reconciliation surcharge balance to include all fuel costs accumulated in 2006 
up to the date of the transfer of ME SPP customers to SWEPCO. In addition, SWEPCO has requested that it be permitted to recov­
er all costs incurred in the transfer of customers from ME SPP to SWEPCO by means of a tariff provision that will recover those 
costs over an 18-month period from all customers in the transferred area. The anticipated costs related to the transfer of customers 
is $ 1.4 million.

TNC, ME SPP and SWEPCO estimate that the proposed rate plan, including the under-recovery sought in Docket No. 
32579 described above, will result in a reduction in overall charges for most current ME SPP residential and commercial customers.
Specific information about the rate impact of the plan is contained in the joint application filed in Docket No. 32672.
