consumer’s view of legislation and taxation.

6. While H. J. R. Nec. 5 will make salaried officials of legislators,
it will not subject them to the restrictions imposed on the salaried
officials. They may take private employment while drawing fuii
time pay from the State, and may represent, for fees, private interests
| before State departments and boards. The latter will be more than
ever under the legislators’ power by reason of the requirement of
annual appropriations for departmental salaries and expenses.

7. If the 51st legislature believed annual appropriations a sounder
scheme than biennial appropriations, it had the chance to translate
that belief into action. There is nothing in the constitution to prevent
appropriating for one year at a time. Of course, there cannot be a
session now in an even-numbered year unless the governor calls one,
but this legislature knew one would be called. Never-the-less, it
made appropriations on the old two-year basis, for all the depart-
ments, bureaus, commissions and institutions. This would have been
logical enough if H. J. R. No. 5 had been written to become effective
in 1951. But it was not so written. If adopted, it will go into effect
next January. This will give members of the 51st, who submitted the
amendment, the first $3600 salaries. It will also start the amendment
off wrong end foremost, with its “second regular session” at $3600 per
member preceding its first. And it will provide $3600 for a year in
which the legislature might easily do all it has to do in fewer than
30 days.

8. It is only through its own extravagance, followed by a gubern-
atorial veto, that the 51st has anything at all to do in 1950. It had
plenty of time to deal with all questions coming before it. And it did
actually make appropriations on a two-year basis for all the depart-
ments and institutions. But it made them so big that, to keep ex-
penditures within anticipated revenue plus an enormous surplus, the
governor vetoed the second year appropriations for eleemosynary
institutions. When it has provided for them, its task for 1950 will be
over, But, of course, it will not confine itself to that task in a year for
which its members are to receive $3600 each, It must find a lot more
to do, and thus the evil effects of the amendment will develop im-
mediately.

9. The principle that legislators should not enjoy increased com-
pensation until after the people have been given a chance to choose
new legislators has been generally respected in Texas. It was ignored
in the submission of H. J. R. No. 5. Sanction for that departure from
sound practice ought not to be given by the people.

10. The rule, reinforced by a statute, that amendments are to be
so described that their effects can be known has been set aside in the
mblnbbn of H. J. R, No. 5. Although its adoption would mean four
lnpoﬂlmchn'u to be effected by rewriting two sections of the
constitution and adding to another by inference, it is to be described
on the election ballot as “the constitutional amendments relative to
sessions of the Legislature and to compensation' of its members.”
That is the Whole description. The nine other proposals of constitu-
tional change; on which the people will vote November 8, are all to be
described fully. This one alone is to be presented vaguely. Its adop-
tion would set a decidedly bad precedeént.—Texas Tax Journal.

Painter Advocates
A Study of Higher

Educational System

AUSTIN—A study of the state's
higher educational system to
avoid unnecessary duplication of
facilities was advocated by Uni-
versity of Texas President T. S.
Painter in his annual address to
the faculty.

Dr. Painter noted a decreased
senior college enrollment trend
which has been influenced great-
ly by junior college expansion.

“Faced with declining enroll-
ments and the prospects of re-
duced legislative appropriations,
it is probable that many institu-

"tions of higher learning will en-

deavor to attract students by ex-
panding into teaching areas
which are already adequately
provided for elsewhere in the
system,” Dr. Painter declared.

No program for long-range de-
velopment of state-supported
higher education exists today, he
said, and there is no central ad-
ministrative machinery to see to
it that the institutions operate
within an approved program.

He added:

“A thorough-going study look-
ing toward development of such a
program for the entire system is
essential if undesirable and un-
economic duplication of facilities

is to be avoided.
“It is greatly to be hoped that

the institutions themselves will
appreciate the gravity of the situ-
ation and support wholehearted-
ly an objective examination of
the facts to the end that avail-
able state resources can be util-
ized with a maximum of effic-
iency in the development of high-
er education in Texas.”
